CITY LIQUIDATION CONSIDERED

If the city has annoucced its inability 
to tneet its cofporate obligations, no ap­
peal to “the forbearance of its creditors' 
can be expected to relieve its embarrass- 
dents or comply with its duties. The 
people of Louisiana living within the city 
limits must be protected. They must 
have schools, police, water, protection 
from lire and from disease. The Council 
can not abdicate or stand Blill, and no 
plan of relief which requires the consent 
or co-operation of others can be adequate 
ter the emergency. We will consider a 
suggestion for the termination of present 
debt obligations by giving up to the pub­
lic creditor all the corporate property .sub­
ject to his debt. We deny that any power 
to compel further taxation of the people 
or their property for that purpose exists 
anywheie.

If we grant that the city is bound for 
its debt »o the extent of its property, then 
let the Administrators do precisely what

any other insolvent debtor may do. I. 
the city go into the liquidation of its debt 
by the application of its assets.

The Common Council should give for 
mal notice to its creditors of its inabilit 
to meet its obligations, and request th 
to ace* pt a confession ot judgment fo 
tL' ir several debts. If this involve 
large an amount of costs, then let the city 
offer a mortgage of all corporate proper! 
and classify all its creditor?, either on an 
agreed schedule or otherwise, with .-pt 
cific conditions of sale, the creditors to 
be paid from the sales rateably as t 
amount or otherwise. We suppose that 
by thi-5 or other practical means the city 
surrenders or subjects its assets for its 
debt. Of what do these assets consist 
Of all the real property and of all the 
present or back debt due the city. There 
would be a reservation of certain property 
exempt from taxation, and certain fran 
ciiises we contend are not a subject of 
sale beyond the term or amounts for 
wLieh they may have been granted by the 
corporation. Deducting then all the 
property not within tha liability of the 
city for payment of the public debt, the 
rest would be on sale.

Admit tlie utmost value of this sche­
dule so surrendered, and it would not pay 
ten per cent on the public debt, and as 
the purchasing creditor can not well carry 
the property away, the city might re­
purchase whatever portion it neede«L 

This is *‘lhe pound of flesh.” Let the 
public creditor take it. But beyond that 
hair line Shylock can not go. The right 
of taxation la not an asset of Hit city. It 
was no part of the contract that the city 
should levy a given tax: and, if it were, 
the contract is forfeited by the inability 
of the city to comply with it. Why? Be­
cause the city is not a sovereign, and tan 
impose no fax unless authorized or com­
manded by the State to impose aud •col­
lect such a tax. It then the city says to 
the public creditor, “Take all my property, 
and surrender my bonds,” and the creditor 
refuses, what next? The State may, un­
doubtedly, say that the citizens of New Or­
leans. whom it has just said were unable to 
pay their part ol tlie State debt, shall pay 
the whole of their own debt. The public 
creditor may undoubtedly command 
through the courts the enforcement of 
the present taxes, but no power exists tci 
command a Slate to levy even a mu­
nicipal tax to make good a municipal 
contract. «*a the other hand, the State 
may repeal the law separating the city 
taxes and assigning them in specified 
sums to specified purposes. The State 
may, at the request of its citizens, re­
duce the corporate taxes on the
property and business of those who
jive within municipal jurisdiction
such rate as ii may r.etm proper for 
the mainteuan • » of that municipal 
government. It will be said the
public credi tor may arrest these revenu 
ii tran&iOi if he can get there first; but 
they would be insignificant in proportion 
to his demands, and might be so vested 
to special uses as t o Le sacred from a re 
straining order. Do we teach repudia­
tion? Not at all. We contend that the 
public creditor trusted the city upon the 
faith of her assets, and that while publi 
faith may have been an item to surrender 
in a schedule of assets, the power to en­
force a tax ou the people to meet these 
obligations was not an asset in the hands 
of the city, and so can not lie surrendered.
We affirm this because the people 
do not belong to the corporation, nor has 
the corporation any power to tax them.
The people have a right to say, through 
their representatives in the whole State, 
what rate of taxes they will pay, upon what 
subjects the taxes .-hall be imposed, and to 
what purposes the taxes shall be applk d.
Ate deny that the city can be compelled by 
mandamus even to propose a rate of tuxes 
i'of a specified purpose.

We wish the Common Council to take 
these suggestions into consideration. Let

A S E W  CEAM PION .

^ e had not supposed ihe Property 
bidders' Association stood in need of any 
additional defenders. The Time, how­
ever, seems to think so. and enters the 
list with its lance iu seat, and makes a 
violent rush at the R e p h s l ic a m .  It says:

The KErcBLiCAX labors strenouslv to 
prove that property holders should not re­
sist the payment of taxes—at least, that is 
what it says.

We have charged, upon our construction 
of the resolutions adopted by the Property 
Holders’ Association, that it was opposed 
t« tie payment of tares. Long before

our super-Southern neighbors had arrived, 
to fumigate and disinfect for decent use 
the journal which they nowr navigate, the 
doctrine was openly advocated, in print 
and speech, that the taxes were, as the 
Times prints it. “exhorbitant," and wholly 
without consideration. It was recom­
mended that the taxpayers should not 
contribute to the support of a “usurpa­
tion;* and a qualification of this advice 
was made by one anti-llepublican jour­
nal, that inasmuch as the city was under 
control of a Democratic administration, 
some payment of city taxes would be 
allowable to sustain that exemplary insti­
tution. This refusal to pay taxes has 
resulted in the large amount of buck taxes 
now due.

The Jlriciu.icAN has never objected to 
a men or au association who took legal 
measures to test the legality of a tax. On 
the contrary the Republican party has 
enacted laws for the legal scrutiny of 
every obligation of the government. It 
has resulted in tLe relief of tlie treasury 
from many false and fraudulent claims 
and Las avoided the difference between 
fifty-three million dollars of apparent 
obligations and fifteen million dollars, 
the present debt of the State. It can not 
thru be said the Ro'i li.h '.n condemns 
the Property Holders’Association because 
it inquires into the legality of the taxes. 
We condemn it because, according to onr 
belief, derived from its own avowals, that 
the association refuses payment of all 
taxes. We have condemned the argu­
ment made on behalf of the association 
that because a public debt was in the 
opinion of the citizen without con­
sideration, the citizen was thereby exon­
erated from a moral obligation to pay 

tax for its liquidation. We have 
justified this position by authorities 
which the Times chooses to deride. We 
have said the sovereign has a right to 
take the property cf the citizen and to 
place the person of the citizen iu the im­
minent and deadly breach of battle. Such 
is the eminent domain possessed by the 
sovereign people as well as by ihe sov­
ereign prince. We specified the limita­
tion imposed cn this power by the peo­
ple of the States and of the Union. It is 
found in tho constitutions, and protects 
persons and property from that unlimited 
sovereignty which is despotism. We but 
restate what we had written before. The 
right of the States to command the prop­
erty or person of tho citizen is the-n to 
be tested by the tribunals appointed by 
the constitution. The legality of a tax 
can not be rightfully decided ou the alle­
gation of the citizen that the tax is 
‘exhorbitant,” and upon his determina­

tion to evade or nullify the law by com­
bined resistance. This Las been decided 
iu the Pennsylvania whisky insurrection. 
The Times says:

No government in tho civilized wor d baa 
the right to lay exhorbitant taxes fo r  the 
ufiturt of organs ami sapeifluous officials. 
The government, subject to the limita­

tions stated, the adjudications ot the 
courts and the construction of the Legis­
lature, can impose a t.;x for any purpose.
It is said:

The right fo levy a tax ol two or thr< e 
per c. nt does not imp y the uigh: to exact 
enpereent.

If the principle laid down be correct, 
the government Las the same light to levy 
au indirect tax of forty per cent on Iron 
imported that it has for the smallest rate 
imposed. It the Times doctrine be cor­
rect, the federal tax on whisky would 
stand repealed ipso facto, as to the excess 
above “two or three per cent.” The dis­
sertation concludes with this inquiry:

But suppose this limit, ot power is not re­
cognized t>y the Legislature? Must rhe. 
people, then, pay whatever ra.nous rate the 
Legislature authorizes or permits ? The 
organ says, yes. •

The two or three per cent limitation of 
power laid down by this jurist must bc- 
judged by the courts or the Legislature.
The people are represented iii the Legis­
lature and bound by their constitutional 
tribunals. The people must pay what­
ever rate of tax their Legislature imposes 
upon them, and which the courts may 
adjudge to be constitutional. The Times 
says the association denies this obliga­
tion. I: thus confirms our interpretation 
of the position occupied by the associa­
tion. It is the doctrine we have opposed.
Let us hear what the Times thinks of the 
obligation of the people to obey

at Yicksburg, the assassination party 
must soon triumph, and even Jeffeison 
Davis would not despair of his Redeemer.

Regarding the fourth of July outrage, 
a business man of Vicksburg Eaicl:

I; our city had suffered a fire, by which 
sue had lost half a million of dollars, it 
could not have been worse tor her commer­
cial prosperity than the events oi last Mon­
day.

The color line Monitor only partly 
agrees with nim. As it in extenuation of 
the crime, it argues that the sheriff, clerk 
of court, and superintendent of * duration 
are corrupt officials. It says:

Up*!?, these cause* we must fix the re­
sponsibility of la*f Monday's happenings. 
It our business men bewail tlie injury to 
the trade of our city (which they may well 
do) they must look to the true causes 
which produced the s.td effects which we 
now deplore. Wnat then must wo do? We 
must overthrow the mill administrations 
that engender these evils. We must lid 
ourselves of the cause if we expect to ho 
rid of the eti'icts. To this end we must, 
one and all, buckle ou our ansior and 
solemnly determine that, as we have the 
chance of victory iu our hands this fall, v.e 
wiil, by God's help, do all that men can do to 
retrieve our fallen fortunes ami to obtain a 
government lor county aud State which 
will secure to us peace and, with peace, 
prosperity. This we can do and this we 
must do. Will our business men who so 
forcibly see anil tee! the ill ; fleets of the 
causes we ha\o pointed to, will they give 
their every aid to accomplish thegook work 
of redemption?

And so the campaign opens. Business 
men are told that buckling on Democratic 
armor will revive business, when the op­
posite- will be tLe effect. That the sheriff 
of Warren county is a colored man is not 
the reason why Vicksburg is a dead town 
commercially. TLe cause is in the repel- 
iant disposition of the citizens, and people 
and money keep at a respectful distance. 
Even if the State and county officials are 
as bad as represented to be they could not 
crush business, and the right remedy is 
not to kill them before a trial. Tweed 
and his followers have been called corrupt 
by New York Republicans, but the busi­
ness of the city was not ruined. Who 
will dare to say that New Orleans is on 
the decline as a commercial city because 
she is ruled by Democrats? Vicksburg is 
Democratic under Mayor O'Leary and the 
administrators, and there Democratic riots 
are possible. The people complain of 
business depression, and they go to the 
unnecessary expense ot killing Republi­
cans. Will that bring them trade, or any­
thing but disgrace? Suppose a man starts 
a family grocery on the corner, as all 
groceries are started. The proprietor sets 
down a good deal in his store and talks 
politics, hoping some day to be a great man 
and get in the council. When customers 
conic iu he will ask them how they are 
going to vote The first customer is r 
rad-noseu man and has his.goods
charged. He says he shall vote the Dem­
ocratic ticket, and the grocer says, “All 
right. Take a drink.-' A cash customer

them more intelligence, and therefore 
more resources than their Mexican com 
petitors.

They knew no bet­
ter than to stay in that cold country and 
crowd to see a royal snob who might have 
been their master, but that his obstinate 
ohl governor had attempted te enslave tlie 
ancestors of those visitors who stirred 
Lim up on exhibition. And Alexis. Did 
anybody happen to see ihe court paid to 
that scion of despotism when in New Or­
leans, the balls and parties, the British 
and Scotch cards sent up by the trayfull ? 
What of the entertainment given to Aleck 
at the Jockey Club? Perhaps it will be j 
as well to let the American people have a 
peep at the snobility. just to prejudice 
them against such abortions. •

of female competency in the various 
spheres of usefulness b j  which society is 
benefited, rests upon tangible proof.

At that great exhibition the whole 
world will be united to inspec t the vari­
ous evidences of the progress w-bieb this 
country has made during a century of 
national life. For nearly half that 
period there have been claims ad­
vanced, sometimes quietly, sometimes 
clamorously, by pioneer female re­
formers, speaking for their sex. to 
political and business equality with men.

and if the women of this country are 
ready or nearly ready to compete with 
men in works of commercial value, they 
must necessarily be ready to bring for­
ward fruits of such capacity in sufficient 
quantity to make a respectable show at 
our great national display. Y.’e therefore 
heartily second the suggestion, and say to 
the managers of the great work, give 
the women a chance. If they succeed in 
proving themselves artists, authors, sci­
entists, mechanics, inventors, etc., they 
will have earned a right to take rank with 
men in the business world a right which 
the large majority of them would hasten 
to abdicate. If they fail iu this endeavor, 
the loss will be unimportant, for they will 
still remain what they now are, the solace 
of Lome and the ornament of society; the 
most tender, indulgent mothers, devoted 
though exacting wives, affectionate sisters, 
and self-sacrificing sweethearts; the most 
modest matrons, and, with a few excep­
tions, the daintiest, sprightliest, prettiest 
girls in the* world; endowed with rights to 
tho admiration, love, protection, support 
aud unwavering fealty of man: rights 
which can not be abdicated, because be­
stowed by nature herself.

It i-f especially vexed because 
these qualities were attributed to Yankees, 
Our neighbor need not express such indig­
nation because Yankees are cited as enter­
prising people. They sometimes quit the 
barren knobs of their granite home and 
journey to the South. Here they so sur­
pass the natives that there is scarcely an 
insurance office or a bank, a wholesale 
store or a printing office that can be run 
without them. They not uncommonly 
have the most chivalrous subordinates 
clerking and running errands, and doin 
other work for them.

So we find the diatribe against Yankees, 
written with a Yankee pea on Yankee 
paper and with Yankee ink, in a sanctum 
in which every surrounding article, in­
cluding the writer himself, may have beeu 
put up in Yankeedom, is a brave assertion 
of independence. Why. the riflemen, 
whose admirable coolness so riles the 
Picayune, were scarcely New Eng­
landers at all. Several of them 
were as we stated improved Irish, that is 
the descendants of Irish people born and 
reared in America. We make exactly the 
same application of our observation to 
those Texans who in a running fight 
killed so maDy Mexican hide-stealers. The 
same qualities precisely appear in these 
men as in the Gildersleeve party, and we 
assert that the institutions under which 
these men have been reared has given

MISSISSIPPI MADNESS.
During Jefferson Davis’ late triumphal 

political and agricultural tour through 
Texas he remarked, “In Mississippi the 
negro majority is so large that I despair of 
ever seeing that State redeemed.” Look­
ing upon Democracy as his redeemer, Mr. 
Davis knew it could not live in Missis­
sippi by lair voting. As for him he is 
willing to accept a homestead iu Texas, 
aud let the inevitable alone. The color 
line politicians of Mississippi believe they 
can reduce the Republican majority by 
killing off' Republicans.

A D E S E R V E D  T R IB U T E .

The Picayune, iu an article on Friday 
last, takes the occasion of .Senator Mor­
ton's name being mentioned in connec­
tion with the approaching presidential 
canvass, to vent its spleen against that 
gentlemaq, in the true spirit of the viru­
lent party which it represents. “The 
nomination of Morton,” it says, “would 
unite the people of the South in har­
monious union," and “would animate 
every white man, whether Democrat, Lib­
eral, Conservative or Independent with 
genuine and heartfelt enthusiasm.” It 
then pours forth a torrent of abusive 
epithets, calculated to display its fa­
miliarity with billingsgate, but not at ail 
likely to affect the character of Air. Mor­
ton, except to raise it in the estimation 
of those w ho consider the sourca whence 
the abuse springs. To strengthen a Re­
publican statesman with the patriotic 
masses of tlie North, it is a decided ad 
vantage to bo abused by the perver: 
prejudiced, cantankerous. Confederate 
Democratic press of the South. Even 
Democrats, who love their country mori 
than their party, and desire the perpetuity 
of our national life, are capable of weigh' 
ing such censure, and appreciating the 
malignity which dictates it.

To all such patriotic citizens, whether 
North or South, the question naturally 
arises, what has Senator Morton done to 
deserve this venomous hate? The reply is, 
simply his duty as a patriot and states' 
man, with enthusiasm, vigor and effect. 
During the war (a season we would wil 
lingly forget, if the side defeated therein 
would only let us do so) he was one of 
the most successful in his position of 
Governor, iu sending out troops to defend 
the national cause. During the tryiu 
period which followed its close, he gav 
the weight of his talents and statesman 
ship to tho aid of the government iu the 
difficult task of reconstruction- a task 
rendered doubly difficult by the factious 
opposition of the very spirit still displayed 
by the Confederate-Democratic? press and 
politicians, of which the Picayune, in this 
attack, assumes the position of spokes 
man.

If the nomination of Senator Morion 
should arouse against him the enthu­
siasm of the dissatisfied element dis 
persed throughout the various impotent 
factions mentioned by the Picayune, it 
would on the other side arouse the cn 
thnsiastic support not only of the Ii 
publican party. North and South, but of 
that “impartial” class which always “bets 
on the winning horse.” For, whatever his 
enemies may bring forward against him, 
prejudice itself must admit that Mr. Mor­
ton is a strong and earnest character. 
His position on political questions is de­
cided, and in whatever difficulties the 
country may yet be perplexed before per" 
feet harmony and homogeniety between 

sections is established, he might be 
confidently relied upon as tho champion 
of the just and the right.

It is, however, rather too soon to dis­
cuss hi3 pretensions in this character, nor 
do we propose to do so to the neglect of 
others equally eligible. We would simply 
warn the Picayune not to abuse any prob­
able candidate for Republican suffrages, 
unless it wishes indirectly to give such 
candidate its aid; its abuse, being in 
reality a eulogy, efficacious in proportion 
to its venom.
