The Attorney General, by virtue of his
office, is in duty bound o prosecute all of-
fenders against the State, no matter what
may be the position, social or official, of
soch offepdera. 1o pu of thia daty,
and further mcited thereto by the urgency
of the Governor to purify every department
of his administration from the taint and
trace of dishonesty or corruption, ss well
as to protect the interests of the State, the
Attorney General has ‘taken the necessary
lezal steps to bring to justice all persons

‘| accused of malfessance or corruption in

office. Thia has naturally excited the ill-will
of such persons, and they have accordingly
set themselves to work to ferret out, if pos-
eible, some weak epot in the armor of the
Attorney General, somne damaging fact in
connection with his official career. Their
researches hsve been rewarded by learning
thatin availing humself of the lega! provision
entitling him to the assistavce of a clerk,
he has appointed his wife te that pomtion.
What of it 1as he not as good a right to
appoint one person a» anotber when there
is no legal obstacle; has he not as much
right to appoint a femalo clerk as the post-

bas to appoint his female assistanta,
or the city government to have s female
librarian, or as the Governor would have, if
he chose to exercise it, to appoint a female
ussistant private secretary?! There is mo
accusation that the werk of the Attorney
General's office has been neglected, but only
that it Lhas been performed by a woman.
That such petty gossip should pass from
mouth to mwouth among idlers, or spiteful
persons incited to revenge by the exposure
of their own rascalities, is natural enongh;
but that & respectable paper like the
Picayune, which hias always aimed to main-
tain a high character, sud a standing quite
above the littleness implied in such cavil-
ling, should lend itself to work of this kind,
is strange indeed. KEspecially ia it a matter
of surprise thatso cautious a journal should
uze language like the following: “He, too
(meaning the Attorney General), has been
wrongfully drawing money from the State.”
This is a grave charge, utterly unwarranted
by the facts of the case as far as known.
If it has no other foundation than the
simple one of Mr. Field's appointing his
wife as his clerk, she being perfectly com-
petent and performing properly the duties
of the place, the accusation of wrongfully
drawing money from the treasury is mo
less than a direct libel. We are inclined ao-
cordingly to think that the articles in the
Picayune, giving prominence to eo paltry a
matter, and making accusations so unwar-
ranted, must have been published by mis-
take.

As for the Times, there is no need to
notice its article on this absurd subjeect, as
its animus will be readily understood by its
readers, and as it simply shows in detail
how much the lady earned.

The Latest Shreveport Tragedy.
On Monday of last week Edward Pagan
was killed in Shreveport by policemen.
Pagan was a prisoner, and was trying to
escape from the lockup when he met his
death. To go back to the beginning, it ap-
pears that Pagan had been arrested for un-
mercifully beating a policeman by-the name
of Bowles, who was in the discharge of his
duty. Pagan is represented as having been
a very powerful man and at times a bad man.
The policeman was called by the wife of Pa-
gan, whofeared that he might injure their
child. The result was the assault on Bowles
and his confinement. When it was feared
Bowles would die the chief of police at-

which he was confined was deemed inse-
care. The ohief und three other men en-
tered the cell, and succeded in putting irons
on one of Pagan's wrists, when the prisoner
pushed the men aside and rushed into the
street, and was trying to make his escape
when he was shot by the police ancd soon
died. This is the substance of the facts
a8 they appear in the Shreveport papers.
The coroner’'s jury did not agree in their
view of the case, a majority of the jury
finding that Pagan *‘came to his death by
firearms in the hands of policemen of the
city of Shreveport in the discharge of their
duty, while he, the deceased, was attempt-
ing to escape from the city lockup,” while
the dissenting juror, Captain James Phelpa,
certified that *“‘ths deceased came to his
death in attempting to escape (he being un-
armed) from the city lockup, by arms in
the hands of the police of eaid city.” This
was a distinotion without much difference,
bat it was construed to throw blame ppon
the police, and Captain Phelps paid for
daring to express an individual opinion by
being knocked down by one Jake Rigdon,
a man connected with the police force, im-
mediately after the adjonrnment of thd
jury. Rigdon used brass knuckles to sup.
press the minority and bruised and cut
Captain Phelps badly.

Bowles, it is thought, will recover. He is
severely bruised, has a fractured jaw and a
broken finger. The Telegram reports that
during the investigation the coroner, “from
some cause or other became beastly intoxi-
oated, and was in every way unfit to attend
to the important duties which devolved
upon him.” The coroner has since tendered
his resignation to the Governor. Drunken-
pess, “from some cause or othor,” is nut
good. There is no doubt but that he had
been drinking intoxicating liquor.

The killing of Pagan has since becn in-
vestigated by Judge Looney, of the distriot
court, and the whole affair is “deeply re-
gretted by all good citizens.” The Shreve-
port Times eaye:

We are sorry to record such blots upon
the moral escutobeon ot our city, and trust
that this terrible affair will be & warning to
each and all of us to restrain our brute
nature.

The *“‘moral escutcheon” of Bhreveport
has never been particularly bright; it has
never dazzled Christian eyeeight. The Red
river country bas witnessed many bloody
deeds since the war; buman life has been
held too cheaply there. Winds have been
sown and whirlwinds reaped. It is asign
of improvement when the Times urges the
people to restrain their brute natures, and
repeats the warniogs which have so often
been given by the Republioan prees. The
killing of Pagan is not particulariy a bad
case; it was probably justifiable under the

Dublio, Ireland, is regarded us the
nursery of New York Herald reportere, and
a schoul of journalism has been established
there to incresse the supply ef newspaper
men for the Herald market. Of eourse in
such a echool Awmerican jonrnalism is par-
ticularly studied, and some of the kmowl-
edge imparted must have escaped from the
coliege wallz and become the property of
gentlemen of other professions. We shall
presently sce by a speech reported in the
New Yurk Ztnes.

It was offsred by
William Lane Joynt, solicitor to the crown
snd treasory, who eaid, honestly and ear-
pestly, what would have sounded most
comics! from the mouth of Mark Twain:

Alderman Cole represects the municipal
idea. [Hear, hear.] He comes accredited
by bis fellow-burgesses of New York, and
thus we, who venerate and regard muniei-
pal institutions, have agreed to honor and
regard him as their representative. [Hear,
hear ] I thiok it is Jage, in one of the plays
of the master of humafl Bature, who saya,
“I am pothing if not eritteal.” Now, I ean
not set up for a critie, but I will, with your
permission, alter the phrase a little and say
“I am nothing if not wanicipal.” [Cheers ]
And, therefore, I feel a hearty pleasure in
joining to-night in this demonatration.
[Hear, hear] Yet another and a higher
teeling animated mo to-night, If there be
one thing more than avotber true ot the
American people, it is the high poeition and
the honor they award to the members of
the press of their great country.

more than the common neccessaries of life.

About a week ago we wads mention of
the murder, about eight miles below Cou-
shatta,of a German peddler pamed M.
Young., From Messrs. M, Ripinsky and L.
Socklowsky, who left here on the fitteenth
instant to investigate the matter, and re-
turned yeaterday, we learn the following
purticulars.

On the night of the twenty fifth ultimo,
Young stayed at Colonsel Roubieau's planta-
tion, and left thers the next morning,
stating that he wonld return on his wa
home in about & week's time. Over a wec{
having elapsed and suspicion being aroused,
Colonel Roubiean went to Coushatts and
gave what information he posaessed. . Upon
this, a8 posse, consisting of nine gentlemen,
and headed by Mr. Ben Wollson, of Coun-
shatta, at once proceeded to search for the
suspected muorderers. Henry Nicholson,
George Nicholson aad Henry Hinton, near
whose residences the murdered man was
last seen, were looked for and their houses
searched. Hinton was the only man to be
found, and he wnd six women, relatives of
the Nicholsone, were taken into custody.
A rearch of the premises revealed the prop-
erty and goods of the murdered man; also
his pocket book, reddler’s license and other

apers, After Hinton was arrested and
odged in the Coushatta jail, be stated that
the man bad been murdered and was buried
in a field near Nicholson’s housa.

Suspicion was first directed toward the
accused parties by their reckless expendi-
ture of money after the disappearance of
Young, and the fact of his mule being seen
in of Hinton.

Thesick were well cared
for and there was no panic. One assistant
surgeon from New Orleans arrived on that
day, and two more had been ordered to the
post by the department commander. Later
in the day forty-six ecases were reported,
but no oflicers were among them. The wife
of Lieutenant Iogells and his ehild were
attacked that day, but there were no deaths,
Fifty-three cases were reported up to 6
P. M. on the twentysixth instant, and
four deaths, among the latter Colonel
Randol's child. No officers had then
been attacked. Mrs. Brannan, the wife of
the commanding ofticer, was sick on that
day. The patients were having all they
needed. Three additional physicians and &
hospital steward arrived from New Orleans
on the evening of the twenty-fifth. No
cases bad been reported from Fort Pickens
since the morning of the twenty-fifth.

The Failure of Duncan, Sherman & Co.

New York, July 27.—The doors of Dun-
can, Sherman & Co.’s office were closed at
twenty-five minutes past eleven o'clock this
morning. Oaly in a general way can the
cauees of the suspension be ascertained. It
is admitted that the house has lost very
largely on cotton; in fact, that is the prin-
cipal source of the loss. Investments with
various railroad enterprises, old and new,
also entailed losses. The liabilities are un-
deratood to be between five and six millions.

Duncan returned from Earope about two
weeks ago and has since been making close
examinations of hiz assets, and finds them
largely inadequate. He resolved to ea-
deavor to get new cash capital and having
failed to do so, determined that it was best
to suspend and make a general assignment
for the benefit of all creditors. The in-
debtedneas ia distributed all over this coun-
try and Earope, a considerable amount
being in the form of letters of credit Leld
by travelers,

The houss was founded in 1850 by Alexan-
der Duncan, Wutts Sherman an‘ W. Butler
Duncan, the latter the Lead of the present
house. The present firm has been in opera-
tion about tem years. Great symputh; i3 ex-

ressed for the firm, particularly for Mr. W,
atler Dancan.

The credit of the houss was good up to
the hour of suspension, and had Mr. Dun-
can chosen to avail himself of this fact the
house need not have suspended. The great-
est excitement prevailed in the lower part
of the city. As soon as the rumor of sus-
pension began to be circulated a large crowd
of people colleoted, the msjority of whom
were attracted about their office, Many
attempts were mwade to gain admission to
the buildiog, but the doors remained
obstinately cloged; even = telegraph
messenger boy was upnable to gain
admission until be bethought him of the
back entrance on Pine street,and even then
he was compelled to hand in his dispatch
through an iron grating. Inoside, the nu-
merous clerks could be seen at their desks
busily engaged with their books, but en-
trance was denied to all.

At one o'clock thers was still much ex-
citement in the neighborhood of the bank-
ing house, but no new developments of im-
portance had occurred.
