NEW ORLEANS DEPARTMENT.
Louisiana—We have received 63 answers 

from 31 parishes, and their average date is 
to tht fifteenth instant. The obaracter of 
the weather is generally reported as tavor- 
atfle, more so than at the same period last 
year, though c ar latest dates bring us com­
plaints of drouth. The, stands are general­
ly good and better tiian last year. gThe 
plant is blooming apd boiling well, labor 
efficient, and present condition of the crop 
much better when compare^ with last year, 
except in certain districts where rain is 
Mpdnd.

Mississippi.—One hundred letters have 
been received from 3d counties in this 
State, nearly all dated on the fifteenth of 
the month, tbeir uniformity of date being a 
great improvement over the past. The 
obEtaCte# of the Weather for thW past 
month has been mainly favorable, with, 
however, considerable exceptions. Some 
letters oomplain of too- much rain, others of 
the want of it, these opposite reports com­
ing often from the same county, showing an 
unusually partial distribution of rain, or 
local showers. Plantations not five miles 
apart have had too much rain on some, and 
too little or none at all on others. One- 
fourth of the letters state tbe “plant is too 
large and growing too fast to fruit well,’’ 
and is in a very unfavorable condition to 
receive either a protracted drouth, or wet 
spell. 4  very few complain ot boil worms 
and shedding, but no apprehension is ex­
pressed ot caterpillars, none in noticeable 
numbers having appeared- Stands gen 
erally good, and laborers working well.

Arkansas—Forty answers from twenty- 
one counties. Tbe weather has been gener­
ally dry; occasional showers, however, have 
prevented any damage, and on the whole it 
has been more favorable than last year and 
almost as good as eould be wished. Stands 
are reported nniformly good, and the plant 
fruiting remarkably well. The general con­
dition is undoubtedly the finest known fora 
number of years, and excepting some ap­
prehension of a possible drouth the tone of 
our correspondence is as cheeriul .as could 
be desired.

NASHVILLE DEPARTMENT.
Over 200 answers report the weather as 

generally seasonable—a few reporting heavy 
rains, which were sectional. The stands are 
“good to better," with some complaint of 
too rapid growth. Laborers working well, 
and present condition compares favorably 
with last sedbnn; same sections report plant 
small, but growing rapidly.

NORFOLK DEPARTMENT.
Weather generally hot and dry. Same 

little complaint on that score coming from 
North Carolina, though on the whole the 
weather was more favorable than last year. 
Stands comparing very favorably with last 
year; plant forming, blooming and boiling 
well. Labor very satisfactory. Condition 
of the crop very good, but in size it is gen­
erally a little smaller, and from five to eight 
days later.

CHARLESTON DEPARTMENT.
Mouth Carolina —Eighty-nine replies have 

been received from 29 counties. Tbe weather 
has on the whole been seasonable, and com 
pares favorably with last year; the stands 
are as good, if not better. Plant generally 
reported as forming, blooming ana boiling 
well; labor efficient, and present condition 
is at least equal to last year. Five answers 
from 4 counties report injury from hail;
4 from too much weed; in one county lioe 
are reported, and rnst in another.

AUGUSTA DEPARTMENT.
The weather has been very favomble and 

seasonable, more so than .last year. The 
stand is better than last year; the plant is 
forming and blooming well, and with the 
exception of late eottton is boiling well. 
The general oondition of the crop fs good— 
better tha* last year, and the labor is satis­
factory. t

SAVANNAH DEPARTMENT.
Weather generally dry and more favor­

able than last year. Stands good, better 
than last season. Plant forming, boiling 
and blooming well. Labor unanimously 
reported as good. G -aural tenor of replies 
indicate tbe condition of tbe crop very fa­
vorable, clean, aud well fruited, except in 
some localities where rain is needed.

MOBILE DEPARTMENT.
Alabama—One hundred and twenty re­

plies from 48 counties. In 39 counties the 
weather is reported as having been season­
able, in 9 coo dry; and as compared with 
last year, in only three (Choctaw, Macon 
and Russeil) has it been toss favora 
01*-; in all the others favorable. The 
stands are universally reported good and 
better than last year. The plant is forming, 
blooming and boiling well. Laborers are 
working welt and are very forward in farm 
work. The present condition is good and 
the promise better than last year. There 
is nothing unfavorable but th* need of rain 
in a few Bounties in the sandy lands.

Mississippi—Fifty-six replies from 19 
countie* The weather has been gener­
ally seasonable, and universally reported 
more favorable than last year. The stands 
are excellent, and better than .last year. 
Tbe plant is forming, blooming and boiling 
well in all the c'sunties except Itawamba, 
Lowndes and Newton; in these three some 
complaint of a weedy growth to the plant, 
caused by too muih rain in the heavy lands. 
The labor is as good as can be desired, all 
working well. The present condition of the 
crop is good, and more promising than last 
year. The favorable circumstances are, 
better cultivation, more efficient labor, and 
farm work more advanced than last year. 
The unfavorable are, the weedy growth 
noted above, want of rain in- some small 
sections of sandy lauds, and a few boll 
worms reported in Jasper county.

GALVESTON DEPARTMENT.
TVy-us.-*-!!*ve received 133 replies from 71 

counties, embracing the period between 
June 15 and July 15.

Forty Replies report tbe weather dry, 55 
very dry and hot, and 38 favorable;d>l re­
plies report the weather more favorable up 
to this period than during the same time 
last year; 45 report less favorable, while 27 
sav “about the same." *

Twenty-seven of our responses report 
good stands; 35 better than last year: 25 not 
as good last year, and 46 import “about 
tbe same.

One hundred and six replies say that the 
plant is forming, blooming and boiling well; 
wbiie 27 report the plant small and back­
ward. and not as premising as at this time 
lost season.

Our replies indicate that the labor is much 
more efficient and reliable than in any pre­
vious year.

Sixiy-three reply that tbe present condi­
tion ot the crop is better than totst year; 26 
report it not as good, and 44 the same. Id 
all sections of the Stat* the plant' is much 
smaller, and is considered from one to three 
weeks later than same time last season.

There is general complaint of dry wea­
ther, only a few localities having been vis­
ited with sufficient rain.

The Presidential Future.
The joint rule of Congress for the count 

ing of i he electoral vote for President pro­
vides that, the two houses being assembled 
in joint convention, the teller* eball pro­
ceed to head the certificates of the electoral 
votes, and “if upon the' reading of any 
such certificate by the teller, any question 
shall arise in regard to counting' the votes 
therein certified, the same having been 
slated by the presiding officer," both bouses 
shall withdraw separately, and vote upon 
the question presented, “and no question 
shall be decided affirmatively, and no vote 
objected to shall be counted, except by the 
concurrent vote of the two houses.”

.The Chicago fnter-Ocean claims that 
during the last session of Congress it point­
ed out the necessity for amending this joint 
rule, seeing that, in its present form, the 
temptation to use tbe power granted, un- 
j ustly and improperly, is a very strong one. 
Says the Inter-Ocean: “It is the easiest thing 
in the world to lrame an excuse for reject­
ing the vote of certain States. Allegations 
of federal interference, of local frauds, or 
ot intimidation, might serve as an apology' 
for committiugcne of tha gravest offenses 
against the pebble."

This matter will bear looking at. Tbe 
next Senate will be Republican, and tbe 
next House Democratic. The latter will 
have a new, fiery, unscrupulous and ex­
ceedingly hungry element. We may ex 
pect, therefore, every advantage will he 
taken to lay hold of and retain power. II 
the electoral vote is close, we can very 
6urely depend upon the adoption of tactics 
calculated to promote the ends of those 
hankering for the flesh-pots. All ideas of 
fairness may be discarded, so far as the 
House is concerned, when we remember 
that a majority of the ruling element of 
that body will be made 'up of those who 
struck vindictively and passionately at our 
country’s flag. Refusing to receive the 
votes of certain States, upon any pretext 
whatever, may throw the matter of choice. 
President belose the House. The question 
then comes up, how will the election go 
there!

The constitution provides thatfn choosing 
the President by the House “the votes shall 
be taken by States, the representation from 
each State having one vote; a quorum fur 
this purpose shall consist of a member or 
members from two-thirdsnf the States, and 
a majority of all the States shall be neces­
sary to a choice." Of course, the States as 
they stand in tho Forty-fourth Congress, 
the regular session of which meets in De­
cember next, wilj oast the vote. The fol­
lowing have an undoubted Republican ma­
jority:

F loridfe Iowa, Kansas, Lonisiana. Maine, 
Michigan,'Minnesota, Nebraska, Nevada, 
Oregon, Rhode'Island, South Carolina, 
Vermont, Wisconsin—14.

And the tollowing an cquKlly undoubted 
Democratic majority:

Alabama, Arkansas, Connecticut, Del­
aware, Georgia, Indiana, Keatackv, Mary - 
land, Missouri, New Hampshire, New 
Jersey, North Carolina, Cfhio, Pennsylvania, 
Tennessee. Texas, Virginia, We6t Virginia— 
18.

With safety, Massachusetts ard Illinois, 
controlled by independents, cafh be added 
to the Republican column; and the pre­
sumption is, California and Mississippi will 
return Republican delegations. This will 
make the States stand eighteen and 
eighteen. New York stands sixteen Ke» 
publican# and sixteen Democrats, with a 
vacancy, which will be Republican, with­
out doubt, when filled. In the second ses­
sion ol the Forty-lourth Congress, Colt# 
rado will be likely to appear, and just as 
likely, also, to neutralize New York and tie 
the House, as to range with the greater 
State and make two majority. <

Incase ot a tie, the constitutional pro­
vision is, that the Vice Preqiden* if one 
has been chosen by the electoral votes, bt- 
contes President. If not so chosen, the 
Senate proceeds to select from the ffvro can­
didates hiving the largest number of votes, 
as Vice President, who shall act as Presi­
dent tor the term prescribed. Coming to 
this, the country would still have A Repub­
lican President, from the manner fn which 
tbe Senate is at present constituted, and is 
l̂ikely to be tor some tin# to come. Our 
readers will perceive that this subject has 
a decidedly interesting appearance, and 
will bear almost any amount at speculative 
thought.— Washington Chronifle.

Gouit of tie State of Louisiana:
Thq petition of the Crescent City Live 

Stock Landing and Slaughterhouse Com­
pany, through its president. Joseph Her­
nandez, domiciled iu New Orleans, respect 
fully represents, that Francois Frilot. in l 
petition adressed to your honors, in which he 
represents himself as plaintiff in suit num­
bered 2863j of the docket of the Superior 
District Court, on appeal to and pending in 
the Supreme Court of Louisiana  ̂No. 5844 
of the docket of tha£ court, ’ and in certain 
Representations in said petition 5863, an 
order of writ directed to the Hod.'Jacob 
Hawkins,'judge of Skid Superior District 
Court of the parish of Orleans, prohibiting 
him «ed Hiram R. Steele, Assistant Attor- 
ney General, from prosecuting an injunc­
tion in suit No. 26,627 of said Superior Dis­
trict Court, and in any manner from inter­
fering with the said Frilot pending his suit 
and injunction in appeal in your honorable 
court in said suit No. 5844, and which writ 
was icado returnable before your honors on 
the first Monday of Novatober, 1875, as will 
fully appear by copy of the petition and 
order or writ of prohibition hereto annexed 
as exhibit A.

lVr-ftioner further represents that said 
Frilot at the time he procured said injunc­
tion in said suit No. 1463 of tho docket of 
said Superior District Court, and on the 
issuing of tho injuqation in said suit No. 
2c,627 of the same court, complained of by 
him and against which he obtained the said 
writ ot prohibition, and at tbe time said 
writ was obtained was a butcher, selling 
meat, for food in the markets of New Or­
leans, and slaughtering his animals and 
preparing them for food thus sold him, and 
in which business said writ, aa is verily be­
lieved, was intended solely to protect him; 
that tbe extent ot his business aforesaid did 
not exceed at any of those periods three 
or tour beeves per day; but petitioner 
avers and believes tho same to be 
true that said Frilot bas, since obtaining 
tbe said writ of prohibition, abused the 
same, and bas made a combination with

proceedings or suits, and permits them to 
slaughter, or slaughters for them in his 
name, and under cover of said writ, and to 
tbe extent of from fifty tq seventy-five 
animals per day, and is doing the same in 
violation of law, of the rights of your peti­
tioner, and in abuse of the terms of the 
said writ of prohibition, issued as aforesaid 
in his favoa, and that he still continues in 
said violation and abuse, notwithstanding 
he has been Repeatedly warned thereof, and 
will oontinue, all ot which will more fatly 
appear by the affidavits hereto annexed as 
exhibits B and C.

Petitioner further represents that in or 
der that the rights of petitioner may be 
preserved, said writ of prohibition issued 
herein and returnable as aforesaid should 
be expressly restricted so as to prohibit the 
interference with said Frilot only to tbe ex­
tent of slaughtering the animals necessary 
to supply his own market stall#, as they 
were at the times aforesaid, and his own 
private customers, as they then were.

Wherefore petitioner prays that the writ 
of prohibition issued herein in favor of said 
Francois Frilot, returnable to the Supreme 
Court at New Orleans on the first Monday 
of November, 1875, in suit No. 5844, be re­
stricted and limited in its effect to the 
slaughter only of aoeh animals aa may be 
necessary to supply the market stalls, the 
private customers of said Frilot as they 
were at tho time and times of the issue of 
the said injunction and safil writ of prohibi­
tion, and that said writ shall not be claimed 
or held to extend so as to cover or protect 
said Frilot in the u^e of hi# name by other 
butchers or to the slaughterlbg by nim for 
other butchers, but shall be confined to the 
slaughtering of such animals only as shall 
be necessary for fi g own sale as a butcher 
in the markets of New Orleans, and as they 
were at and before the time of the issuance 
of said writs of prohibition, and petitioner 
further prays for all general relief.

B nesrtor Criminal Court.
Judge Braughn has issued the following 

order:
During tbe adjournment of the court, and 

up to the first Monday in October, 1875, in all 
bailable case# sent ’ before this court, the 
amount of bail fixed by tbe committing' 
magistrate shqll stand as the amount of 
bail to be furnished m this court, and the 
clerk, in such cases, when the bond has not 
been furnished before the aammitting mag­
istrate, shall issue a certificate to the sher' 
of the amount ef bail fixed by thtoeoc 
mining magistrate, and the sheriff, under 
such certificate, shall be authorized te take 
bail.,

The following circular has been far- 
warded to the several judges of municipal 
police courts, and the two justices of the 
peace of the fifth and seventh justice courts, 
who have criminal jurisdiction^

Under an order issued by the Hon. G. H. 
Braughn, judge of this court, tho clerk is 
directed in bailable cases to issue a certifi­
cate to the sheriff authorizing him to accept 
bond during the ensuing vacation and until 
Octaber 4,1875, in the amount which may 
be fixed by tbe several police magistrhtes.

With reference to the order above re­
ferred to, and to prevent complications at 
the next .meeting of the court, { am in­
structed by Judge Braughn to advise the 
judges of the municipal police courts to fiw 
the amount of bail in the various cases 
within the jurisdiction of this court, as tol­
lows, to wit:

Carring concealed weapons, $250: assault 
and battery, $500; false imprisonment, $500; 
grand larceny, from $500 to $2500: mal­
feasance, extortion or oppression in office, 
$1000 to $2500: manslaughter, $10,000; crime 
against nature, $15,000; incest, $15 000; 
shooting, etc , with intent to murder, $5000; 
bi'ing, maiming, cutting off an ear, etc., 
$5000; putting out eyAs, $5000; attempt to 
procure premature dlivery or abortion,$3000; 
robbery, $2500; forgery of public records, 
bonds, bills, eto., $2500; forgery (ingeneral), 
$2500; making engraving plates, papers, 
etc , for counterfeiting, $2500; counterfeit­
ing, $2500; bringing counterfeit money into 
the State. *$2500; making dies, etc., for 
counterfeiting coin, $2500; burning in day 
time, $5000; settii^ fire to fence, etc, by 
means of which any house, etc., may be 
burned, $5000; attempt to set fire to bouse, 
etc., $3000; preparing combustible materials 
for the purpose of setting fire to cotton, $3000: 
burglary without, being armed, from 
$2500 to $5000; burglary of any store, ware­
house or outhouse, from $2500 to $5000; per­
jury, $2500: rescue of persons found guilty 
•f capital offenses, $5000; rescue of persons 
committed for capital offenses, $5000; em­
bezzlement of public moneys, from $2500 to 
$10,000; embezzlement and breach of trust, 
from $500 to $2000; embezzling funds of 
any parish or city, from $2500 to $10,000; 
embezzlement of money in barks by pres­
ident, etc , from $5000 to' $20,000; breaking 
or cutting levees, $5000; cutting levees in 
New Orleans, $5000; accidents on steam­
boats, $5000; accidents on steamboats oc­
casioned by gunpowder, where three notices 
are not exhibits, $5000; accident on steam­
boats occasioned by gunpowder, where it 

caused to be put on board withoat 
notice to master or alerk, $5000.

Iu cases, such as grand larceny, embezzle­
ment, etc., where two limits are designated, 
the amonntof bail required by magistrate 
should be determined by tbe character of 
tbe party or parties accused, as well as by 
the amount involved in tbe crime charged.

I am also instructed to enjoin the magis­
trates to exercise great precaution with re­
gard to the sureties tendered upon tbe 
Ifruds, as an indiscriminate or Aven careless 
acceptance of securities may cause serious 
detriment to a fair and speedy administta 
tion of public justice. Attention is further- 
directed to the hasty and imperfect man 
ner in which many of tbe bonds-are filled 
by tbe various clerks, rendering the only 
pledge given for tbe appearance of parties 
charged with crime totally void and un­
collectible.* These are matters givett'iu 
charge to the uiMistrates thomielves, and 
upo^the^ros^jto^rg^^iMHl^r
