Small-Pox n Resuls of Negligence.

A fow days since a latter reached tha
Board of Health, complaining that there
was emall-pox in the fawmilies of som e Ital-
ians living at the corner of Julia and Ba}
ronho streets. Of these cases the beiird had
heard nothing, and an investigation was
immediately §n1. From the accounts re-
ceived from residents of the loca'ity it ap-
peats that three weeks 2go thers were two
cases of small-pox among children at the
fruit atand. Oas died, and way buried at
five o'clock in the moruing in 8t. Vincent
de Paul’s Cemetery on the physician's cer-
tificate of death from typhoid fever. The
child thit recovered bora evident marks of
having been recently sick with small-pox,
At the time of the investigation there were
three cases in Nos. 235, 235% and 237, and
i strong probubility that three unv: ceinated
children would bs down with jt. Since
then ex-Governor Weller L3 becoms ill
with the distase, atd undoubtedly was in-
fected from this loculity, u3 he resides ut
No. 241 Baronne atreet.

All these subsequent cases are the natural
result of want of proper p d
by the failure of the attending physician to
report the first case to the board. Prompt
measures could then have been ta ken and
the later csses prevented. The law re.
quires every physician to make suoch a re-
port and imposes a fine on delinquents, but
this is not the firat case of the kind. The
board has taken measures to prevent fur-
ther contagion, and also to obtain a teport
of the facts from the physician himself,
