On the evening of the second of Septem­
ber the Variety Club will play in “Arrah- 
na-Pogue,” for the benefit ot Miss Amelia 
Waugb.

Benefit ol B ln  Isabel Freeman—’Tysaia- 
lisn  and G alatea.’*

During the cummer d:amatic Neason, 
when our amateurs volunteer as a second 
relief to the professionals, New Orleans has 
frequent entertainments devised for her 
good obeer, and thus far, since May, has 
found fruitful amusement in the wholesome 
competition of her several Clubs. Among 
these the Orleans Dramatic and the New 
Histrionics have received especial com­
mendation, due both to their careful pre­
sentments and to the material aid afforded 
by Miss Isabel Freeman as their leading 
lady. Sensible of this service, they will 
join in an expression of its Value next Wed­
nesday night at tbe Varieties Theatre, when 
many of their members will share with her 
in the representation of “Pygmalion and 
Galatea.”

Her rote will be that of a statue, which 
descends front its pedestal a living woman, 
and ultimately returns thereto, chilled back 
*o stone. It must be said that the author 
avails himself of no slight liuen se in his 
dramatic transla’ion of the old myth, which 
lot only ascribes no name to the ivory vir­
gin Wrought by his Lands, but relates that 

' Pygmalion was a celibate who abbored 
women.

The play, however, presents him as a 
benedict, whose wife had already stood as 
the model of bis statue, and baptizes that 
handiwork as Galatea. The reason for bor. 
rowing that sea nymph title we tail to dis­
cover, unless it be that the classical Gala- 
tea was as cold as a marble image to one of 
her lovers, the Cyclops, who in jealous rage 
tumbled an uticarved boulder on bis rival, 
Acis. whom without suspicion of a pun. she 
held as the best of her cards. But in thrust­
ing a Mrs. Pygmalion,bet ween the sculptor 
and hie work, and in ignoring both his 
hatred of women and the full, poetic dedi­
cation of his heart to the dumb presence of 
a counterfeit woman, we conceive that the 
author sacrifices muoh of the old classical 
flavor, while be contributes a pleasant mod­
ern pungency in the invention of new mo­
tives and characters. His Pygmalion can 
not, as did his prototype, call his statue 
“wife;” can not eolicit Venus to flame an 
omen from the altar, can not clasp the 
awakening image as his own Eve, formed 
from an ivory rib, and in time have 
her little Paphos on his paternal 
knee. Ho is an orthodox husband, in 
whom a passionate marital lave tor the 
statue would be naughty and would sur­
prise even Cyprus, though that city was 
not renowned for scruples in accepting the 
relish if not the hazard of bigamy. He 
loves Lis wife. Cynisca as a mate, and his 
sculpture as a sweet, radiant conception of 
art. while tbe tradition fuses the two af. 
lections in one; the wide gulf between the 
two Pygmalions is patent. So greatly, - 
indeed, is the love of the sculptor in the 
drama for his wife, that the graven image 
is, after all, but an adroit suggestion of 
her, not an image wrought simply in ex 
alted fancy and so beautiful, as the Grecian 
fable runs, that it surpassed all living wo­
men. In other words, the modern Pygma­
lion carved a copy, the ancient Pygmalion 
an original dream.

In both the fable and t#e play, however, 
the hero appeals to a feminine infirmity by 
investing her limbs with fine raiment, her 
fingers and breast with jewels, and if any 
thing could quicken an inanimate woman, 
we suspect these should doit, just as the 
dead Paddy at the wake had to sit up in

Postal Telegraph.
The danger suggested by the disclosure 

that it was not a remote possibility that 
the Western Union Telegraph Company 
might be captured by a band of speculators 
and consolidated with its rivals has startled 
the press into common sense. The conse­
quences of such a coalition and the scant 
mercy such a monopoly would show have 
crta’ed a reaction iu favor ef the postal 
telegraph, which these same papers derided 
a year ago as a, scheme to increase the 
power of President Grant.

Postal telegi aph l as proved a failure in 
England, it is said, because its revenues 
have not been equal to its expenses. That 
is a matter of very little moment. It is a 
fact that a message may be sent from one 
end of Great Britain ta another at a less 
cost than one from Boston to New York, 
even though that rate 16 lees than to several 
way stations. This has proved one of the 
greatest blessing* since the establishment 
of penny postage, and in a country as sma’l 
as England will certainly pay under proper 
management.

In this country the postal Pervice has 
never paid, simply in consequence of the 
extended routes of the West and South 

; eating up the profits of the shorter and re- 
- muuerative ones of the East. No one would 
abandon our system for that fact alone, and 
it has been proved that a redaction of rates 
increase* the revenue. The time will coma 
when any mailable package shall be cur­
ried from Maine to Oregon for one cent, 
and the mutiplicity of letter writers will 
make the department self-supporting.

Iu the mean time, the people Want cheap 
telegraphing, and more than that, they 
want fixed rates, which shall not be at the 
mercy of boards of directors, who are only 
responsible to their stockholders for divi­
dends. As is said by the New York Herald, 
the story of the London Times that the 
postal telegraph is a failure, is of th« same 
kind Of jobbery as that of a year ago, when 
the cable companies telegraphed letters at 
their own expense to influence Congres­
sional legislational against it. Of coarse, 
Mr. Orton prefers to rt t tin the revenues of 
the Western Union {Telegraph in his 
hands, and so do the speculators, who hope 
to control them themselves. Neither desire 
to see tbe public served, by the goverraent 
taking possession, and the Deraid secs the 
issue plainly, when it says:

We invoke tbe aid of tbe government, not 
because we believe that public officials can 
do the mere work of tbe telegraph more effi­
ciently than private parties, but because 
the government is our natural bulwark 
against such influences as we deplore—in 
lluences that aim to subject the whole tele­
graph system to the niefey of desperate 
gamblers in stocks. * ‘

the coffin when the aroma of whisky tickled 
his nose. The author starts off Mrs. Pyg­
malion on a shoit journey, and during her 
absence the mischief is done. The sculptor 
caresses the image till at length it responds 
and moves serenely down from its pedestal, 
Tbe picture is one of signal beanty. The 
statue stands in firm, classio pose, every 
part of its contour and every fold ot its 
garb the seeming product of a Grecian 
chisel. At length its torper seems to thrill 
with warmth, the veins to fill, and the breast 
to heave, until the dead block glows a wo- 
man, marveling at the deep, wild throb at her 
heart, which, amid blushes, makes gracious 
answer to the glad wonder of Pygmalion 
The art here to be exhibited by Miss Free 
man will doubtless compel the heartiest ac 
clamation from the house. From this stage 
forward Galatea moves through the scenes 
with a naive ignorance of the social laws of 
Cyprus, her affection for Pygmalion, her 
great intelligence, and can not understand 
that she is not free to love him to the full 
measure of an ingenuous faith. At last she 
mounts the pedestal anew, benumbed 
back to mere sculpture by the knowl­
edge, so slowly learned, that her mis. 
sion ol companionship with Pygmalion 
is fatally forestalled by his wedded mate 
The curtain descends upon a boing stunned 

heart that longed to live out its un­
valued pulses in wifehood, maternity and 
in all sweet service to him whose band had 
won her from the block but to repel her at 
last, stunned to a pathetic memorial, wit 
nessing by its erect, pallid form that the 
home, which was the cradle, is henceforth 
the tomb of a wasted life. Pygmalion’s 
studio is thenceforth no studio, but a sanc­
tuary, consecrated to a tender and reverent 
remembrance.

We predict that Miss Freeman will win 
signal honors in a part to which she ean 
bring such dramatic aptitude and beauty of 
person as are hers. After a thorough ex 
animation of the text of the play, we feel 
safe in saying that the performance prom­
ises to be an unusual treat ta the public of 
New Orleans.

Census Taking in Natrhltoehes.
The Natchitoches Hcjjublicantelates some 

of the difficulties met with by the census 
taker in the parish in which that paper is 
printed. The people are not all intelligent 
to a remarkable degree, and many of them 
object to being counted. Many of the in 
habitants of the parish look upon census 
taking as a Republican movement, and will 
not give their names to the officers. Not 
only that, but they adviEed tbe ignorant 
colored men that an army draft was going 
on, or a plan for colonization was in pro­
gress. One planter warned the census 
taker “not to put his foot on his place un­
less he came to him first before goiDg else­
where.” What has occurred in Natchi­
toches is most likely matched in other 
parishes. Census takers find plenty of 
people who are disposed to hinder and 
none to help them in their work; and for 
that matter the same is true of the city. 
Heads of families would write what they 
considered laughable answers to the inter­
rogations. and if a blank was not left with 
them, or was left and not called for, these 
brilliant heads of families woufd write let­
ters of eomplaint and inquiry to the news­
papers instead of to the supervisor. It was 
a long time before tbe more intelligent peo­
ple realized the importance of the present 
census; and it can be easily understood 
that a larger elass, who take no interest in 
any public matter, cared nothing for the 
census. There is no backwardness, how­
ever, in making complaints of the census 
takers, and it is impossible to conceive of a 
plan of doing so great a work to the satis 
taction of all. Louisiana bas naturally a 
large moving population, influenced ac- 
cording to the derm; mis for labor. Some 
parishes, compared with a previous census, 
will be found to have gained and others to 
have decreased in the number ef inhab 
itants. When the work for the State has 
been completed some judgment can be 
formed of how well ir bas been done.

“ Up, Citizen*, and at Them.*’
The little Amite City Democrat blows its 

bugle with the vain hope of awakening the 
dead Issues of the past. It Ventures tffe 
remark, which tray have been heard be 
fore, that McEnery was elected Governor 
and that Kellogg is a usurper. Referring 
to the members of the Legislature Who 
accepted the Wheeler compromise and drew 
their mileage, it says the representatives 
did not assume to settle all of these mat­
ters; and if they had so assumed, they were 
clearly without authority to act. And then 
the bugler tells again what they, the repre­
sentatives, did and did not agree to do. by 
saying: "They merely agreed that by their 
action as a body of legislators they would 
not disturb Kellogg, nor impeach him for 
the pait; hut they did not stipulate that 
they would keep Congress or the people 
from overthrowing the hated government 
of the usurper.”

The bugler is right in his statement that 
the representatives did not agree to keep 
Congress from acting, and when the old 
sore of Louisiana is thoroughly national­
ized, Congress will be glad to know that 
there is no restraint upon it. The Amite 
Democrat, which may be tbe ablest and 
most original weekly Democrat in the 
State, then makes mention of a committee 
of seventy, and it wants a Democratic State 
convention called t j put the party work iu 
the hands of this old New Orleans commit­
tee. and it makes the statement boldly, 
without having consulted the Baton Rouge 
Advocate. “We want,” says the Democrat,

; "our Congressmen to demand the recogni­
tion of the McEnery government, and we 
want the Committee of Seventy, the glorious 
Committee of Seventy, to receive new ere 
dentials from the people, and new orders to 
support the action of our representatives in 
Congress.” The thing is all fixed without 
dhe aid of the President or the Senate, for 
the Democrat says:

It only remains for Coagress to recognize 
MeEaery’s government, and this Congress 
will do before the middle of December. 
Let ns have the State convention, then, to 
reopen our case before Congress and the 
country. Let the press of the State take 
up tbe question and join in the demand lor 
freedom for Louisiana. We will succeed 
in overthrowing tho usurpation, if we are 
true to ourselves and to principle. Eternal 
shame to him who, in the moment ot as­
sured Victory, will harbor the thought of 
surrender to tbe usurper. Up, citizens, and 
at them.

We do not fctow how the Chamber of 
Commerce will regard this proposition, or 
how the merchant* who belonged to the 
old Committee of Seventy, aad who sub­
scribed more money for the White League 
movement than they can afford to sub­
scribe for the new Texas railroad, will look 
at it; but to us it appears to be bad advice. 
Something is now being done to improve 
the mouth of tbe river, a telegraph is 
being constructed in the interior of the 
State, there is a prospect for a railroad to 
Houston, and there are other good things ‘ 
inaugurated since last September; besides 
we are trying to keep yellow fever away 
and bard times, and fear tomewhat a break 
ing of levees and an overflow; and if we 
do not mistake the temper ot the people 
of New Orleans we shall have this year a 
quiet September, and the “ Up, oitizens.and 
at them,” of the Democratic bugler of 
Amite will live only in its own echo. New 
Orleans is faithful, bat she can not now be 
set on to a fight with such a “Sic ’em!” The 
Democrats and others, not Republican, may 
meet in convention; it is probable they will 
sometime, but it is also just possible they 
will not farm out their line of action, a9 a 
State party, to a defunct city Committee of 
Seventy. William Allen would not so ad 
vise, nor will the solitary letter writer of 
this city who has the Democratic party »n 
charge.

A Question ol Resignation,
Some days ago the Republican an­

nounced that Messrs. J. Gentil and N. Un­
derwood had been appointed police jurors 
of the parish of St. James, vice Henry Hilj 
and N. S. Landry, resigned. Yesterday’s 
Sentinel contains letters from both of these 
gentlemen, repudiating the idea of such a 
thing. It is evident that neither of them 
had any intention of resigning, and that 
they wish the public to become aware of the 
state of their minds. The Sentinel does not 
seem to like it, and rubs one of the new ap­
pointees a little.

Perhaps it may have been a mistake, and, 
so. can easily be rectified. If Messrs. 

Landry and Hill will not be offended, the 
suggestion is offered that a newspaper office 
is not the place to file objections to removal 
from office until other places have been 
tried. A defense in the courts is more dig­
nified and provokes less comment, and in the 
end gives more satisfaction to the rightful 
claimant. But there is another way. Gov­
ernor Antoine is the present executive of 
this State, and will lend a willing ear when­
ever he has an opportunity to reward merit 
or correct an error. Let Messrs. Hill and 
Landry present their case to him, and he 
will undoubtedly do them justice.

Ilealtli o f Pasragonla,
A New Orleans physician, returning from 

Pascagoula, reports tha’ the fever existing 
there is undoubtedly yellow fever, but not 

malignant as at first reported, He states 
the cause of the deaths has been bad treat­
ment or no treatment at all. Nearly all 
families from New Orleans on the coast' 
near Pascagonla, have returned to the city, 
and as they came in their baggage was 
fumigated. This really destroys all danger 
when properly done, for it is not from in­
fected persons that contagion usually arises, 
but from the air of the infected places con­
tained in the tranks, etc. All of Dr. Brad- 
field’s family, four members, have died. 
The troops at Bay St. Louis will be removed 
to Holly Springs.

A  Charge Against the Assessors.
The Times yesterday morning contained 

a statement that one M. Wahl, having a 
piece of property assessed at f  1000, which 
he off ered to sell for $800, called at the office 
of the State assessors Thursday to see if he 
could not get a rednotion. He was asked 
to file a petition in the usual way, which 
would be acted upon by the board. He 
shortly made the acquaintance of a paity 
by the name of Pierce, who agreed to havo 
the reduction made for him provided he 
would give him one-half of the amount 
saved to him by the reduction, as he “had 
to divide with the men in the office.” 
This bargain was consummated, and Fri­
day morniDg Wahl was delighted to find, 
on an examination of tbe books, that his 
assessment had been reduced to $400, for 
which he was requested to pay Pierce 
$13 50.

This statement attracted the attention of 
Mr. Herwig, assessor of the First District 
and chairman of the board, who caused an 
examination to be made. No property 
standing in the name of M. Wahl wasHound 
in any district in the city. Not satisfied 
with this, however, he called upon Assist, 
ant Attorney General Dibble, and asked that 
all the parting be sent for and an invest:, 
gation had. Judge Dibble sent a communi­
cation to the Superintendent of Police, ask­
ing his assistance in producing the attend­
ance of the parties, and to-morrow a 
thorough and searching investigation will 
be had in Judge Dibble’s office.

The assessors alt deny any knowledge of 
the transaction and pronounoed the state­
ment of the Timet a falsehood made of 
whole eloth. The rules of the board pro­
hibit any business being done through third 
parties, every property holder being re­
quired to attend to his business with that 
office in person. Shonld it be found, on ex­
amination, that the statements of the Times 
are founded in troth, the board of assessors 
are determined to subject the guilty parties 
to a criminal prosecution, no matter who 
they are.

Naval Reports from the Bistlnidde, 
The following dispatches have been re* 

ceived at the Navy Department from Cap-' 
tain. John H. Russell, commanding the 
United States steamer Plymouth, off Bra. 
zos Santiago, Texas, July 30. 1875. as fol- lowu:

“I would respectfully report that, from 
information received from Colonel J . H.
1 otter, United States army, date of the 
twenty-sixth instant, all is quiet on the Rio 
Grande. The river is falling daily. Alight 
draft steamer is now up the river, and haa 
been due here for two days. There has 
been no indication of cattle raids, aud the 
appearance of tbe boats may huve in a 
measure intimidated the raiders.”

Another disra*eh from the same officer* 
dated Lifted States steamer Plymouth, off 
Santiago, Texas, August 7, savs: “J would 
resoeettuBy acknowledge the receipt of the 
department’s letter of July 24, 187S, and on 
toe ®rriv*l of the Rio Bravo will withdraw 
all the officers and crews and such material 
as is not required for the steam lauuohes 
and prooeed to Port Royal. Lieutenant 
Commander D. C. Kells, commanding tho 
Kio Bravo, telegraphs that he expected to 
leave New Orleans on the fifth or sixth, 
and I, therefore, expect him on the ninth. 
Since my last report the launches have been 
forty-tour miles beyond Brownsville, but 
were recalled by me to carry out the orders 
of the department in regard to the trans. 
for, as there are no facilities of doing it 
above, and as there were no raids or 
demonstrations made; in fact, the papers 
report that the effect of the expedition has 
been to cause the people at Matamores to 
come over to buy beef at Brownsville, 
something unheard of, while the price has 
materially increased. I mention this to
