Scarcely a day passes that does not bring 

to our ears intelligence of some crime com­
mitted iu this parish. Murders, highway 
robberies aud other lesser offenses are be­
coming so frequent that we advise all 
benest citizens to be on their guard, for no 
man knowa wbat uonienf. he may be 
ttricken down, or hie life jeopardized by 
thieves and robbers.
