They 
asked me where I was going. Replying, to 
Davis, they informed me teat no ons could 
pass there, and that I must go with them 
or they would hang me. - Thought best to 
go, and did 6o. They wanted to out the 
mail la.', but on being told tba' it con­
tained nothing but papers, let it alone, tell­
ing me to do with it as I saw fit. I left it 
in a thicket a short distance from where I 
was captured. This occurred about two 
o'clock in the afternoon, afrer which. the 
band retraced their steps to a dense m*z- 
quttal to the left of the road going te Rie 
'Grande City, between five anu six miles 
from' Charco Redondo. About five o’clock 
in the eveuing of the same day all lett for 
Concepcion, leaving the road to the west­
ward or aooye them.

kno.wn to mo. From thenoe the captain, 
who wae called Juan, dispatched hie mom to 
reconnoitre the town Of 'Concepcion, It be­
ing the intention to rob 'the place.' The 
messengers returned in about half an konr, 
and their report being considered unfavor­
able, a march for the Rio Grande was nt
