On Friday a large force wa* transferred 
from th* steamship wharf at St. Andrew 
street to the Dominion lauding above Jack- 
son street, if  the weather continues good 
fifteen days will- suffice to put this wharf in 
complete order. About that time the steam­
ship Memphis will arrive, and this wharf 
will not he likely ta be vacant again during 
our busy season.

What little Work there is To berdone above 
this point will be carried on from day to 
day by smaller gang*, so that in .lee* than 
twenty slays. Weather permitting, the 
wharves from Canal street to the Elevator 
will look inviting and interesting to all who 
may have basine'es upon them.

Down town, in the Second and Third Dig 
trusts, work is progressing slowly, owing to 
the fact of the river -being so high that 
those wharves that have caved out, or in 
hare so many pile* standing at all angles, 
and under water, that it-is impossible to 
grapple* them t> pall them ont; And to 
build a wharf over them W.t .oJt so doing 
would«11 longer every ship that lies .there. 
In the Second Di-t ,-ict. at post 16, Which is 
called the wine wharf, the stray and broken 
piles* have been fished out, and the wharf 
built new. hot with great trouble. In fact, 

t ok one mouth-to do the Work. But as 
the river is tailing daily, it will only he a 
short tipoe be!ore the lessee’s duty will* be 
performed down town.
, Work was oommeuoed npon the wharves 

the twelfth of July, and since that time 
there have oeen built about 3000 squares (a 
square being 100 superficial feet) of entirely 
new wofk. The estimate made by the city 
we believe to have been $30' per square, 
Which would amount tor $90,000 already jn 
the upper districts. Besides this the con­
tractors have used 900 tons of ballast and 
some 15,000 barrels of shells, and have, per­
haps, 1500 more square* of new work to do 
before finishing, to say nothing ef the large 
atnount of ballast and shells that must nec 
essarily ha kept on hand and used -at all 
times.

Notes front Over Iks Sea.
Grace Greenwood, in the New York 

Times, writes from near Lucerne, when the 
dag is dark and dreary, and an. Alpine 
storm is abroad, driving her from the gar­
dens and balconies, arbors and summer 
houses, shady walks, sucks, dells and the 
blue lake back to her notes of England and 
the last rush of London sight-seeing. It is 
a charming letter and spoiled in a brief ab­
stract.

She saw the Houses of Lit-ds and Com 
mons, and pictured Sumner and Freiiog- 
buyaen at home and ease interchanging 
courtly sentiments with wigs and wool­
sacks, from slippery red benches, in the 
presence of a real-throne, in edipse of linen 
covers. Sbe thonght Daniel Webster wonld 
have brought reverberations from Bunker 
Hill into the dull chamber, though the 
titles borne by-the ordinarj-looking gentle­
men stir our republican blood like a grand 
romance of chivalry.

She looked at and touched the narrow 
. bit of parchment that turned an empire 
back when Charles J found how little space 
Kings had to die in, and Vue American as 
she is, says:

But, after all, Cromwell is my hero, and 
not Charles, and I hold that the rough head 
that was torn from its coffin-pillow in the 
sepulchre of kings, chopped off at Tyburn, 
spiked and beaten by the storms, ana 
burned by the t-uns of nineteen years on the 
top of Westminster Hall, was more fit for a 
crown than that “comely head” that fell 
before Whitehall. It was Heaven-anointed 
fqr a great though terrible work.

Good words, good teacher, and they find 
an echo in the heart of hearts ef English­
man and American. •

Se* Orleans, Mobile and Texas Railroads
August 17 a petition of A. T- Bennett and 

Lyman J. Dodge vs. the New Orleans. Mo­
bile and Texas Railroad Company was filed 
in the Snperior District Court. The abject 
of the petitiob was to obt sin possession of 
the Westwego branch of the New Orleans, 
Mobile and Texas railroad, alleged not to 
have been included in the decrees of the 
United State* Circuit Jb’ourt. The court 
appointed plaintiffs receivers, and directed 
the sheriff to put them in possession.

Before the writs were in the hands of the 
sheriff, the plaintiffs and their attorney, J, 
Q- A- Fellows, Esq., were served with 
notice from J. R. Beckwith, Esq., that he 
would t*ke a rule for contempt on all par­
ties in ten days, and that a writ of assist­
ance wonld be placed in the bands of the 
marshal from the United States Circuit 
Court, instructing him to resist all attempts 
to take the road from the custody of the 
United States Conrt and f .  M. Amen 

The matter seemed to rest here till yester­
day, bnt the sheriff of Orleans, desiring to 
exeoate the orders issued to him, earned the 
following letter to issue from the marshal:

. N ew  Orleans, A ugust 28, 1875. 
Eugene Wagsaman. Esq., Civil Sheriff, Parish of 

Orleans: •'
Dear Sir—I am informed this morning 

by the representation of Frank M. Ames, 
trustee, that under a process said to have 
been issued by the Superior District Court 
for the parish of Orleans (a writ of seques­
tration), you have demanded the possession 
of the, property of the New Orleans, Mobile 
and Texas Railroad Company.

Ralston 
is thus quoted: “I tell you this failure is 
the result of a persistent effort for months 
to break this bank.” *

The directors applied to Flood & O’Brien 
on the day of failure for relief, offering that
