M odern society  seem s to  be opposed to 

babies. F ew er o f th em  a re  b o rn —or is 
P ro fesso r W a lk e r r ig h t in deny ing  th is com­
mon belief?—a n d  m ore of them  seem  to  
die. T he e la b o ra te  app liances of c iv il­
ization  fo r p reserv in g  life in hosp ita ls, e tc  , 
a re  a p p a re n tly  o u ts trip p ed  by  its  resources, 
iu  the  sh a re  o f th e  t ilth  'in c id en t to  a 
big c ity  a n d  o f  th e  h u rry  and  w orry 
in separab le  from  m odern  life, fo r destro y ­
ing  it. Tlfb m o rta lity  am ong ch ild ren  th is 
sum m er lias been ve ry  g re a t.  T he lake  
excursions ju st in au g u ra ted  m ay sav e  very  
m any lives in  C hicago, b u t th e  d e a th  roil

sav ing  in s titu tio n  iu  th e  w orld , as  fa r 
bab ies a re  concerned , is p ro b ab ly  the  A n t­
w erp  (Belgium ) creche. I t  w as founded in 
1866, d u rin g  th e  chb le ra  epidem io. T he 
c h a rg e  fo r tak in g  ca re  o f a  ch ild  is on ly  
one cen t a  day , o r five cent9 per w eek. A t 
these  low  ra te s  th e  a n n u a l profit is over 
$3000. T he follow ing ske tch  o f  its  m anage­
m en t w ill be found  o f value:

F o r th e  food o f very  youDg in fan ta  th ere  
is p rov ided  a  b read  soup, o r  b iscu it panada, 
m ade o f w h ite  b read  au d  a rro w ro o t boileu 
in  m ilk  a n d  w ater. T his is g iven  a t  10 A. 
M.. au d  betw een  2 a n d  6 I*. M., and. for a  
d rin k  betw een  tim es, th in  b arley  w ater. 
F o r  u n w eaned  ch ild ren  aeven m onths o l i  
o r m ore, th e  p an ad a  is g iven  once a  day , in
th fi tnn rn inc rr  f it 9  n V Ia r lr  P  AT o n fthe morning; a t 2 o’clock P. M. a pap of 
gruel; and three tilfaes a week a bouillon o f  
beef or veal, from which the fat is carefully  
6kimmed. This soup is to  be prepared 
with sem olino (a sort o f bran). For 
children who have been weaned, at 10 A. 
M. the panada, but thicker; at 12:30 P. M. 
beef or veal soup, w ith rice  and semolino, 
follow ed by vegetables, ot which potatoes 
are not to constitute more than one sixth  
part; at £LF. M. slices o f  bread and butter; 
for drinK a ptisan flavored w ith licorice. 
A ll these d iin its and soups are made fresh 
every  day. The creche is carefully, tho ­
roughly, and continually ventilated, and 
stream s o f  fresh a i f  poured in  constantly, 
but the children are never exposed to any  
draft. No flowers are allowed; the cradles 
are aired freqnently and the infants taken  
into the air as often as the weather permits. 
The tem perature o f  the oreohe is kept as 
nearly as possible a t  60° Fahrenheit, but 
low ered a little  in  the evening. In re> 
speot of cleanliness, th e regulations of 
the creche seem to leave  nothing to be 
desired. E very child  Is washed and oombed 
in the morning, and before the first meal, 
and its hands and face washed after eating. 
T hey are undiessed, sponged a ll over when  
washed, then n ib b ed  dry with clean towels. 
From M ay till October they  have a tepid  
bath every day, tw o boors after eating, re­
m aining in the bath ten m iantes. Scolding  
is  rarely resorted to, corporal punishm ent 
absolutely forbidden, the role or treatm ent 
is  tenderness. T hey m ay bs caressed but 
not embraced; their sleep  is  not to  be inter­
rupted; th ey  are never to  be excited; nor 
lifted  up by one arm, nor le t lie too long  
npon the sam e side; oonfectionery is prohib­
ited, and the babies kept w ith  head cool, 
stom ach easy, feet warm.

Attention to these roles, not on ly  in 
American creches bat io American homes, 
wooid save thousands of infant lives every
the present i 
Chicago Tribuns.
