DAMAGE T0 THE SHIPPING
YET THE PEOPLE DO NOT DESPAIR

Tla vite of the great comtmercial city of
Texun s nt the northeast corner of Galyes-
fon island.  Bebind the istund is the moeh
famed bay, und north of the clty |s Galyes
ton Pass. On the Gualf ehore e tho boaok,
anit toward this quarter the location of 1o
dwillings of the poorer classes tends, The
Island is sand and low, its natural level
bricg hardly enough protection ngainst the
wush of the Gulf. Many natural obstacles
exist to prevent commerclal uss of the loos
tion and harbor, & dangerons bar being the
most formidable. But It Lus been sert!
and bullt up by @ hardy, industei
prisiog and swbitioos people, sud grows
daily with their «forte. 1o i peenliarly

a Wednesday last, September |5, at
oleven o'clock, u gale from the porthest wis
blawlog at the rate of forty miles an hour,
the burometer showed Y80, and kaowing
ones began not to prepare for, but expect
the woret. That the city could bo protected
by @ gradiog of €2 fe: when Genoral
Beauregard hud declared 07 sbove wean
low tide necessary, was u fullucy that the
storm would soon expose, At three v'elock
the velocity incrcased to forty-four miles,
the tide was rising, the ehipping secking
refoge, the rain fallivg in terres’s and tho
stroets looded.  The waves were breaking
acrosa the east cod and peopls sought re
Juge on the sowewiat higher grousd on
the weet,

The horee cars wers stopped, poullsy
dogw, piza and Louschold 4 Legau to
float out into the streets, nud buildings to
shiako and cruwble. At nioo o'vlock ki the
Hospital Loatw wers vecessary, aml it
seemed a8 if the Gull wers claiming the
island for ita own, At the Puoint the et
pleyes of the goversment, workiog to im.
prove the barbor, wero forced to the eity
and fuscines aud material weroe washod
away while the bLuildings tottered. The
barometer fell to 29.67 and won still going
down, Tho wharves were poing to pivees,
and » dosen smull houses were flostiog
around the stroets. Tho guesta ut the
Ocean Houso left early in the day, aod at
this buoe there was 40 communication with
the beach. The wind blew steadily from
the northesst but docreased to thirty-five
wiles.

Up to this time daoger bad been appre.
bended from the bay, but the pressure on
the water was not from that direction, It
soemsed to be far out v the Galf, and drove
its waters regardless of the sluckening of
the wind that first raised ita fury. All the
streets were flooded from ono to four feet
ever whers travel atill went on, and the
water kept rining.

In the morning the birometer waa ¥l
the wind northeast, changing later in the
day to east, and the rainfall G48. It blew
stoadily all day, snd tho barometer fell at
nine o'clock at night fo 29:43, the wiad ve-
locity belog thirty-five, The water rose
atill higher, und on the beach it was scen
it waa two feet highor than in 1551,

Then the barometer fell atill lower, until
at two o'clock the mext day it was 2904
bat the wind had cbanged to the southwest,
and Baturdsy morniog thero was a north
wind blowing forty-two wiles, s baromoter
of 2976 and falling water.

The damage done waa fmmenso. A page
of the News is necesssry to briefly ennmer-
ate the items.

The lows of life has been slight, but one
probable desth causes tho loes of u brave,
noblo man, who was an hooor to Galveston
and o benefactor (o bis raco, At the Quar
antine 8t stion, on the beeakwater, were Dr.
Gearge W. Peoto and bis family, incladiog
his little grandson, W.llie Blount, When
the dunger beoamo apparent on Wednesday
ho wisbed to send them to Fort Polor, and
they wero safoly taken there in a boat. He
refused to enter it, feariog it was already
tuo hieavily weighted, and kept Willlo with
him. Soon after ho aignaled it to retarn
for biw, and men did all that wmen conld
do to rench him sud failed, Up to
twelve o'clock Wedneaday night w lght
baraed stendily in Dr. Peete's house,
und chesred  the wateher wnd lopers
across the wild waters. Soon after that
It wim gone, und in the marning thers wis
tothiog but m fow foundation polea to mack
where the house had stood, A fow volur
teers on the tug Joaned by Lieutenunt
Ruinn, who i highly praised for bis exer
tions during the time, went in search ot the
deetor and the littls onw,  Mr. Rooney, tho
vng aeer, had coal evough for only an hour,
und they wers forced 1o retarn.
