W ith  th e  com m and of 
an . un lim ited  su p p ly  of m en she has com 
p a ra tiv e ly  few so ld iers, a n d  these  are , foi 
t h e  m o st p a r t ,  u n d ese rv in g  o f  the t Qrm 
M iserab ly  a rm ed , an d  alm ost en tire ly  un 
d isc ip lin ed , they  could n o t s tan d  live m in ­
u te s  before  a  w ell o rdered  reg im en t ot E u ­
ro p e a n  so ld iers.

One of th e  m ost in te re s tin g  o f  th e  h is ­

torical rings th a t  com e dow n to  our tim es 
i s  th e  sig ae t ohe o f  M ary  Q ueen  o f Soots, 
whioh is now in  th e  B ritish  M nsenm . T he 
g e n e ra l  opinion is th a t  this w as h e r  nnp tia l 
ring  when she w as m a rr ie d  to  D arn ley . 
Another ce leb ra ted  ring is th e  one Q ueen 
KUxabeth is supposed to h av e  se n t to  the 
JSarl of Essex, bat w hich, as  a ll know , he 
failed to receive. It is  of gold, w ith  th e  
(Queen’s head jou t on onyx, a n a  is now  in the 
possession of the Rev. Lord J o h n  Thym e, a 
descendant from Essex’s daughter. In 1765, 
i n  the prison where John B an y an  w as onoe 
— 'ned, was found a  ring bearing his ini-
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bcates, w hioh seuds o u t to  the- w orld  as 
tru th  one o f th e  m ost fl*g ran t of these 
erro rs  O f th e  m er ts o r dem erits, and  ot 
th e  d isposition o f th e  ease on w hich the  
cou rt passed  ju d g m en t, no th in g  need  be 
said ; b u t th e  opinion of th e  co u rt opens as 
follows:

E rro rs  and  inadvertences here  g e t official 
indorsem ent.

W hen Mr. Ju s tic e  Sw ayne asserts, as un ­
d ispu ted  tac t, th a t  “ on the  first of May, 
1862, the  a rm y  of th e  U uited S ta tes  cap ­
tu red  the  c ity  of New O rleans," he com m its 
a  g rav e  h u t doubtless un in ten tional m is­
take. N either on th e  first of May. nor a t  
any  o th e r time, d id  the arm y o f  the  Uuited 
S ta tes  cap tu re  the  c ity  of New O ileans. 
T h a t c ity  was cap tu red  in April. 1862, by 
the navy  of th e  U nited S tates. O a the  
tw enty-fifth  o f  th a t m onth a  squadron , 
under th e  com m and o f C aptain  D avid  G 
F a rrag u t. the fiag officer, hav ing  passed the 
to rts which g u arded  th*- approaches to  New 
O rleans, appeared  w ith his tleet off the city , 
and sen t C aptain  Bailey, his second in com 
m and, to dem and its su rrender. T he rebel 
arm y im m ediately  tied, and  on the  n ex t 
day . the  tw en ty -six th  of A pril, the M ayor 
ot th e  city , Jo h n  T . Monroe, inform ed F lag  
Officer F a rra g u t th a t “G eneral Lovell had 
evacua ted  it w ith  his troops"—“ the  city  is 
yo u rs"—“it is for you to dete rm ine  w h at 
shall be the  fa te  th a t aw aits  her; * and  on 
the  sam e d ay  the Common Council o t New 
O rleans “ declare  no resistance  will be m ade 
to  the forces o f  the  U nited St ites."

A t th a t tim e, aud  for several days th e re ­
a fte r. th e  a rm y  of the U nited S ta tes, w hich 
had  been deta iled  to co-operate  w ith th e  
n avy  in the expedition  under F a rrag u t. aud  
to garrison  the  fo rts  am i c ity  w hen taken , 
w as n early  a  hundred  m iles d is ta n t, below 
New O ileans. N ot a  so ld ier of th e  United 
S tates w as p resen t o r w ithin e igh ty  m iles of 
the  city  w hen i t  was cap tu red .

T he ex ped ition  to  N ew  O rleans, and  the 
cap tu re  o f the c ity  by a  n ava l force ascend ­
ing from  the  G u lf ot M exico, was a naval 
expedition , p lanned  and carried  forw ard  by 
the  N avy D epartm en t. I t  w as no t in its

THE CAPTURE OF NEW ORLEANS.

What the Navy Did.

BY GIDEON WELLES.
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I t  wonld be a difficult and probably an 
impossible task to correot the misrepre­
sentations, errors and perverskms in rela­
tion to the transactions and events of the 
late civil war. Many of the mistakes are 
doubtless inadvertent—lalse impressions— 
whioh may be im pu ted  to careless or super­
ficial examination or inquiry, bat not e few 
were and are designed and deliberate mis­
statements. The result of these mUwtate- 
msnts has been, as was intended, the erea- 
tion of false history, particularly as regards 
the navy and the Navy Department. Dar­
ing the rebellion these errors usually posted 
uneorreoted, bat the seeds, sown by jealous 
rivalry and malevolent partisanship, are 
bearing vicious fruit. The fictions then 
planted and spread abroad are made the 
basis of history. Official documents of the 
highest character indorse, pnropogate and 
^sspafeats them, so that twelve yearn after 
these events occurred the highest Judicial 
tribunal in the land declares tbsee errors to 
be ’‘undisputed facts.”

There has been recently published a de­
cision of the Supreme Court of the United

m ent. bu t wholly nava l, and for its  succ __ 
o r fa ilu re  the  N avy D epartm en t w as respon ­
sible. Suoh of the  m ilita ry  gentlem en as 
were aw are o f  the  m ovem ent hu1 Ii»tie faith  
in its  success. T he Secre ta ry  o f W ar aud 
officials o f the  W ar D epartm en t were noi 
m ade acqua in ted  w ith the  ob ject o r ac tu a l 
d estin a tio n  ot th e  expedition  for which 
p rep a ra tio n s were being m ade until more 
th an  tw o m onths a f te r  it  had  been projected 
an  1 de te rm ined  upon, w ith  the  sanction 
and  app roval o f  P residen t L incoln, in a 
conference a t  G eneral M cC lellan 's house, 
on th e  fifteen th  of N ovem ber. 1861. O ur 
own officials, as well as th e  rebels, were 

, giveh to un d erstan d , and  rea lly  supposed, 
th a t  the  vast n ava l p rep ara tio n s on foot 
d u rin g  th e  w in ter w ere uestined  for Mobile 
o r G alveston . G eneral M cClellan, who was 
incredulous as  to  the  successful resu lt, and , 
subsequen tly , G eneral B arnard , o f the  en ­
gineers. w ere th e  only arm y officers who 
w ere consulted  an d  inform ed o f the  nava l 
p ro jec t and  purpose. G eneral B u tler, who 
w as selected  by G eneral M cClellan to  co­
ope ra te  w ith  th e  navy , to  garrison the  fortd 
and  tak e  possession o f and  govern  the  c ity  
a f te r  it w as c a p tu red  by th e  navy , was n o t 
in form ed o r aw are of the u ltim a te  d e s tin a ­
tion o f  him self and  the  troops u nder him  
un til th e  m iddle of Ja n u a ry , m ore th an  two 
m onths a l te r  th e  expedition  w as determ ined  
upon and  p rep ara tio n s w ere in progress for 
its accom plishm ent. Some o f his force had  
been sen t fo rw ard  to Ship Island  before he 
was le t  in to  the secret, w hich w as th ro u g h ­
out well observed.

T he arm y o r m ilita ry  p lan  for tak in g  
possession o f a n d  co n tro lling  th e  n av ig a ­
tion o f  the  M ississippi and  cap tu rin g  New 
O rleans, f irst p ro jected  by G eneral Scott, 
w as by a  com bined a rm y  a n d  nav y  move­
m en t which w as to  descend  from  Cairo. 
W hen consum m ated , it  w ould  sever the 
C onfederacy, c u t off th e ir  W este rn  sup  
p lies and  open free com m unication  from 
th e  N o rth w est to  the  Gulf. T his general 
idea o f  the  v e te ran  G eueral-in-chief was 
adop ted  and  con tinued  by bis successors 
and  th e  principal officers o f the  a rm y. I t  
w as in fac t the  ad m in is tra tio n  p lan  o f  op er­
ations, and  w as well understood  by the 
rebels, w ho b en t th e ir  energ ies to res is t it.

W hile  th is w as th e  a rm y  program m e, and  
its designs were understood  and  appreciated  
by  th e  C onfederates, th e  N avy D epartm en t, 
a l te r  th e  success of D u P on t a t  P o rt Royal, 
in N ovem ber, w ho passed th e  fo rts  w ithout 
serious in ju ry  to  his vessels, proposed and  
com m enced a  u iocem ent for th e  c ap tu re  of 
N ew  O rleans by  th e  navy , w hich should 
ascend  th e  riv e r from  th e  G ulf. G eneral 
M cClellan, w ho a  sh o rt  tim e prev iously  had  
succeeded G eneral Scott, au d  Com m ander 
D. D. P o rte r, who h ad  ju st re tu rn ed  from  
blockade d u ty  off the  m ou ths o f  the M issis­
sippi, w ere, on th e  fifteen th  o f N ovem ber, 
tak en  in to  th e  confidence o f  th e  N avy  D e­
p a r tm e n t,,  a n d  consulted  on th e  subject. 
C ap ta in  F a rrttg u t, a  Sou thern  officer, then  
undistinguished , m odest, u n p re ten tious and  
brave, w as some w eeks la te r, in the  la tte r  
p a r t of D ecem ber, selected  to  com m and the  
W este rn  G u lf  squadron , end  th e  exped i­
tion  to  N ew  O rleans—the  m ost im portan t 
t r u s t  com m itted  to  an v  n av a l officer. He 
e n te red  in to  the  views o f th e  N avy  D epart, 
m ent, accep ted  th e  tru s t  a n d  proveu  him ­
se lf equa l to th  j position.

T he original o rders o f th e  N avy  D epart-

hdvi«g^been advised  by  th e  m ilita ry  au th o r-  j  '-rh« sc a tte re d  a n d  w eakened  cond ition  o f
ities th a t  the  c ity  is indefensible, dec la re  
th a t no resistance will be m ade to  th e  foreee 
o f  the U nited  S ta te s .”

On th e  tw enty-seventh  of A pril, th e  
U nited S ta tes  fiag w as d isp layed  by th e  
navy  over the  cap tu red  city . A dm iral F a r  
rag u t having, on th e  prev ious day , d irec ted  
“ th a t no flag b u t th a t o f th e  U nited S ta tes  
will be p erm itted  to fly in  th e  presence o f 
th is  fleet,” etc.

On the tw enty-eigh th , th e  M ayor inform ed 
th e  Common Council th a t “ the  c ity  has no 
pow er to im pede the exercise  of such ac ts  of 
forcible a u th o rity  as th e  com m ander o f  the  
U nited S ta tes  nava l forces m ay choose to  
exercise, and  thereso re no resistance w ould 
be offered to  th e  occupation  of th e  c ity  by
the  U nited  S tate

“ New O rleans,"  he said, “ is not now  a 
m ilita ry  post; th ere  is no m li ta ry  com ­
m ander w ithin its  lim its .” l i e  d id  n o t 
th in k  it  any  p a r t  or his d u ty  as  a civil m ag ­
is tra te  to haui dow n the rebe l flags w hich 
w ere s tiii flying in severa l places.

D isgusted  w ith  the factious, frivolous 
and  offensive conduct o f I lie M ayor, A d ­
m iral F a rra g u t declined fu r th e r  co rresp o n d ­
ence w ith him. and  on th e  tw en ty -n in th  of 
April inform ed him  th a t  “ so soon as  Gen­
e ra l B u tle r a rrives  I shall tu rn  over th e  
charge o f  th e  c ity  to  him, a n d  assum e m y

m en t to  C ap ta in  F a rra g u t. who w as m ade 
flag offioer—given on the  tw e n tie th  of J a n ­
u a ry —afte r  dei a iling  gen e ra l b lockade du­
ties, were:

In  th e  m eantim e, to  enforce his o rders 

and  com pel th e  rem oval o f th e  rebel sym ­
bols. A dm iral F a rra g u t. on th e  tw en ty - 
n in th  of A pril, d irec ted  F le e t C ap ta in  II. 
H. Bell to  go on shore w ith a force of sa ilo rs 
and  m arines, and  h au l dow n such rebe l 
flags as  con tinued  to  be d isp layed  in  the 
cap tu red  city .

The follow ing is an e x tra c t from th e  offi­
cial re p o rt o f M ajor Broom , a t  th a t tim e 
cap ta in , com m anding  tue  m arioes o f  the 
G ult squadron:

“ On the m orning  o f the  tw en ty  s ix th  of 
A pril las t, and  im m ediately  a f n r t l i e  action  
w ith F o rts  Jackson  a n d  Sr. Ph ilip , an d  the 
d estruc tion  ot the rebel fleet, the  m arines 
under m y com m and, by o rd e r of A dm iral 
F a rrag u t, landed  and  took  possession of 
th e  qu a ran tin e , a t the  sam e tim e tak in g  
prisoners the  rebel troops w ith  th e ir  officers 
q u a rte re d  in th e  qu a ran tin e  bu ild ings, anti 
hoisting the  flag o f  the  U nited S ta te s  on 
the sam e. A dm iral F a rra g u t having  d e te r ­
m ined t » tak e  m ilita ry  possession o f the 
city  o f  New O rleans, un til the  a rr iv a l of 
th e  troops o f  the  U uited S ta te s  a rm y  u nder 
G eneral B u tle r 's  com m aud, a  b a tta lio n  of 
U nited Spates m arines, u n d e r  my com m and, 
ab o u t 250 s trong , w ere d isem barked  from  
the  fleet on th e  tw en ty -n in th  o f A pril last 
and  m arched  to the  C ustom house, w hen I 
d e ta iled  C ap ta in  R am say , w itn  a  u e iacc- 
nien t of m arines, to occupy the  C ustuu  
house an d  gu a rd  the U nited  S ta tes flag.
‘ # W hen th e  troops of G eneral B u tle r
com m and landed  an New O rleaus. on the  
first o f M ay la s t, the  force o f m arines  on 
du ty  in the  oity re tu rn ed  to  th e  fleet.”

G eneral B u tle r and  the troops a rriv ed  be- 
lore th e  city  on th e  first of May. O n tl. 
evening  of th a t dav, an il on th e  second of 
May. th e  arm y d isem  ta lk ed  and  took  p..s 
session of the  city , th e reb y  re liev ing  the  
navy , th a t had  cap tu red  and  held  it  from  
the tw enty-fifth  ot April.

New O rleans had  been c a p tu red  by, and  
was in possession o f th e  nav y  in A pril, bu t 
there  w as no a rm y  or so ld iers p re se n t to 
whom the  flag officer could  tu rn  over the 
custody  o f the c ity  he had  tak en , to  bold 
and  govern  it. In  a ll th is  tune, and  
th roughou t a ll th is  correspondence an d  d is ­
cussion, involv ing  th e  r e tre a t o f the  a rm ed 
rebels, and  ab andonm en t o f  the  p lace by 
the  C onfederate  G eneral aud  his a rm y — 
the  su rren d e r o f New O rleaus to  the navy , 
and  tlie  cap tu re  and  con tro l o f th e  city , 
w hich was tak en  possession of by  th e  sa il­
ors an d  m arines; the  rebe l flag hauled  
down and  the  U nited S tates flag ho isted, not 
a  single so ld ier o f the  a rm y  o t th e  U uited  
S ta tes p a rtic ip a ted  or w as p resen t. Yet, 
th irte en  years a f te r  these ev en ts  occurred , 
it is a u th o rita tiv e ly  dec la red  by th e  h ighest 
ju d ic ia l tr ib u n a l in tlie  coun try , in an  offi­
cial docum ent, w hich is to  be an en d u rin g  
record* th rough  a ll tim e, th a t “on th e  first 
o f May. 1862. the a rm y  o f  th e  U nited  S tatee 
cap tu red  the c ity  of New O rleans.” “ The 
facts a re  und isp u ted .”

I t  is a  g rea t w roug a n d  m ost u n ju s t th a t 
the  g a lla n t F a r r a g u t  an d  ou r b rav e  naval 
officers aud  sailo rs should  be th u s  wholly 
ignored, and  the  c red it ot th e  re su lt  ot one 
ot the  boldest a n d  m ost rem ark ab le  even ts 
of the  w ar and  ot all h is to ry  should  be 
tak en  from  the navy  and  aw ard ed  to  the 
a rm y. I do n o t suppose, no r w ould I lie 
understood  to  in sinuate , th a t th e  Suprem e 
C ourt an d  p a r ty  litig au ts , who com m itted  
th is  e rro r, in tended  to dep rive  th e  nav y  of 
ju st fam e aud  give c red it w hich it  h a d  Dot 
earn ed  to the arm y . B u t such, u n fo rtu ­
na te ly . is th e  fact. I t  ia an  u nden iab le  
t ru th  th a t  th e  m ost im p o rtan t, d a rin g  and  
successful ach ievem ent in our civil contest, 
and  th e  m ost dam aging  an d  effective blow 
to  th e  Confederacy w as perfo rm ed  by 
the n av y  in the  passage of th e  forts 
o f th e  M ississippi a n d  th e  c a p tu re  of 
New O rleans. T he expedition  in s titu te d  for 
th is pu rpose  was, in its conception a n d  exe ­
cution, w holly naval. N eith er the W ar D e­
p a r tm e n t no r th e  arm y had  any  p a r t  in its 
origin or execution , ex cep t to second and  
assist th e  nav y  in its operations by tak in g  
possession o f and  govern ing  the  p lace w hich 
the  n av y  p ligh t cap tu re . The m ovem ent 
whei}, m ^de aud  consum m ated  by the  cap

m y forces ren d e rs  it  im possible lo r  me a t  
p re sen t to  d e tach  any  troops to  co-operate 
w ith  you  on V icksburg .”  A few  d ay s la te r , 
G eneral H alleck  w as o rdered  to  W ash in g ­
ton  to  su p ersed e  M cC lellan as General-in- 
Chief: b u t n e ith e r  before his d e p a rtu re  no r 
su b seq u en tly  d id  he render, o r a t te m p t to  
render, m ilita ry  assis tance  to th e  n av y  in 
th a t g rea t unde rtak in g .

T he force u n d e r G eneral B u tle r w as n o t 
so large, by sev era l thousands, as  bad  been 
p tom ised  h r  th e  S ecre ta ry  o t W ar, a n d  was 
b are ly  sufficient to  garriso n  and  hold  pos­
session ot the  fo iH  a n d  c ities  c ap tu red  by 
th e  n avy . _ I t  w as w holly  insufficient to  
m ake c e rta in  th e  c ap tu re  o f  V icksburg. 
The n ava l vessels w hich passed  above th a t  
p lace rem ained  severa l w eeks a f te r  th e  re ­
ce ip t of G enera l H al'.eck 's d isp a tch , in e x ­
pec ta tion  o f prom ised a rm y  aid , un til finally  
th e  low stag e  o f w a te r iu  the  riv e r, w hich 
was s till fa lling , necessita ted  the w ithd raw al 
of th e  vessels an d  th e ir  re tu rn  dow n the river. 
T lie fa ilu re  o f the  a rm y  to su p p o rt the  nav y  
was d isa stro u s. T he lo st o p p o rtu n ity  to 
ta k e  V icksburg  cost the  co u n try  m any  lives 
aud  u n to ld  m illions o f  treasu re . I t  post­
poned the  c a p tu re  o f th a t place, w hich the  
rebels soon fortified a n d  stren g th en ed , and  
d oub tless  pro longed  the  w ar for a t  lease one 
year. T he S ec re ta ry  o f W ar. in repea ted  
consu lta tions, ex p ressed  his re g re t t h a t  th e  
a rm y  w as rem iss in co op era tin g  w ith  th e  
navy , as w as understood : b u t I am  n o t 
aw are  *hat tb e  W ar D ep artm en t o r th e  
G eneral in-C hief issued a n y  o rders  o r  took 
any  m easures to  ca rry  in to  effect th e  orig inal 
u n d e rstan d in g  o f m ilita ry  co-operation .

T he m isfo rtunes o t th e  arm ies, e a s t and  
w est, in the  sum m er o f 1862, app ea red  to  
d iscou rage th e  m ilita ry  officers, a u d  to so 
p ara lyze  th e ir  efforts th a t th ey  cou ld  no t 
respond to  th e  a ssu rances w hich had  been 
g iven an d  to  the  calls th a t  were m ade. T he 
naval successes u n d e r F a rra g u t fa iled to in ­
sp ire , it th ey  d id  nor. a c tu a lly  d isp ir it the  
m ilita ry  z al o r energy  o f som e of th e  
leaders.

I am  com pelled to  com e to  th is  conclu ­
sion. aud  it perhaps has c o n trib u ted  to  th e  
erroneous im pressions of th e  Suprem e 
C ourt, in cone quence o f a  vo lum e o f over 
100 pages, pub lished  by th e  W ar D epart- 
n ifiit iu I860, as  u n ju s t to  the  n a v y  as  the 
fictions o f th e  hastily  com piled h is to ries  of 
p a r tisa n  w rite rs. In  th a t  vo lum e, e la b o r ­
a te ly  p rep a red  in th e  office o f th e  A d ju tan t- 
G eneral, au d  pub lished  by th e  W ar D e p a rt­
m ent, w hich p u rp o rts  to  be a  “ C hronologi­
cal tab le  o f ba ttle s , sk irm ishes, e tc ., w hich 
took  p lace d u rin g  th e  rebellion o f 1861, 
com m encing w ith  .the evacua tion  of F o rt 
M oultrie, C h arlesto n  harb o r, D ecem ber

tu re  of N e w O rle a n s w a s a s u rp r i .s e  to  the 
a rm y  officers of th e  Union, as  well as  to  the 
rebels, who w ere each incredu lous as to  the  
success, o r even ot an  a tte m p t from  th a t 
q u a rte r. The blow  inflicted was the  first to 
sh a tte r  the C onfederacy an d  p rec ip ita te  its  
dow nfall. I t  cam e upon th e  insurg* n ts  in 
the  ea rly  days o f the rebellion, w hile  they  
w ere vigorous aud  confident of th e ir  power, 
w ith  s tren g th  un im paired  by d efea t, or 
w eakened  or d iscouraged  by  reverses. B u t 
dow n to th e ir  final overth row , they  never 
recovered from  the effects o f th a t blow.

Iu these remarks th e re  is no pu rpose  to 
.detract one iota from  th e  m erits  o f the

I t  th e  M ississippi expedition  
from  C airo eb.ill n o t h ave  descended  the 
river, you  will ak e  ad v an tag e  o f the  panic  
to  push  a  s tro n g  force up  th e  riv e r  to  take  
all th e ir  defen  .*es in  th e  re a r.

o th e r  opera tions of m ino r im portance in 
view , w hich  w ill oom m end them selves to

ob jec t in view —the  c e rta in  ca p tu re  o f the  
c ity  of N ew  O rleans.”

T hese w ere th e  o rders  d e libera te ly  p re ­
pared  a n d  g iven  b y  th e  N av y  D epartm en t, 
am i fa ith fu lly  execu ted  by F lag  Officer F a r ­
ra g u t aud  th e  n avy , so f a r  as N ew  O rleans 
w as concerned, in  A pril, an d  subsequen tly  
above th a t  c ity . H e w ro te  to  m e on the  
tw enty-fifth  o f A pril o f h is successes, say ­
ing:

“ W e d rove them  (the rebels) from  th e ir  
guns (in F o rts  J ack so n  and  St. Philip ), and  
passed up  to  th e  c ity  in  fine sty le; and  I  
now  send  th is  no tice  o f o u r  having  tak en  
possession o f th e  o ity  a t  m erid ian , o r a  few 
m inu tes p a s t noon. I  sha ll now send  dow n 
w ith  th is  le tte r  C om m ander Sm ith, in  th e  
Mississippi, to  look a f te r  G eneral B utler. 
In  conclusion, I  hope I  have  done a ll I  
p rom ised to  do. w hich  w as to  ta k e  th e  c ity  
oi N ew  O rleans.”

Captain, now Rear Admiral Bailey, the 
second in command, wrote to me: 

Immediately after anchoring in front of 
the city (on the twenty-fifth of April), I 
woe ordered on shore by the flag officer to 
demand the surrender of the oity, and that 
the flag should be hoisted on the Postoffioe, 
Customhouse and Mint 

General Lovell, in command of the Con­
federate army, on the appearance of the 
naval force, immediately evacuated the 
oity. We hod no army to prevent his re­
treat or to parsne him in his flight. Mayer 
Monroe, who was both contumacious and 
oaptious, ‘ informed Admiral Farragut on 
the twenty-sixth that he (Monroe) was "no 
military man,” knew not how to oommand 
an army if he had one, "still less how to 
surrender as undefended plaoe, held aa this 
is a t the metoy of your gunners and months 
of ypur mortars. To surrender sueh a plaoe 
were an idle and unmeaning ceremony. 
The oity is yours, by the poorer of brutal 
force, aud not by any choioe or consent of 
its inhabitants. I t  ip for you to determine 
what shall be the fate that awaits her."

It *os under this state of things that the 
municipal authorities assembled on that 
twenty-sixth day of April, aad declared:

T he passage o f  th e  forte, the  bo ld ­
est and  g ran d es t deed  o f the  war, a n d  the  
ca p tu re  o f  N ew  O rleans, h av ing  been p e r ­
form ed b y  th e  navy, 
w orthy  to be a llu d ed ' to  iu th is  official vol­
um e of tb e  W a r  D epartm en t.

I t  is s ta te d , page 14—“ A pril 28, 1862. 
F o rte  Ja c k so n  a n d  S t. P hilip , M ississippi 
river, su rren d e red  to C om m ander D av id  D. 
P o rte r, U nited  S ta te s  N av y .”

T he ba tie  a n d  p assage o f th e  fo rts by  
F a rra g u t, which re n d e re d  th e ir  su rren d e r 
inev itab le , find no p laee in the  pages ot th is 
W ar D ep a rtm en t volum e.

I t  is also  recorded , chronologically:
"M ay  I—New O rleans, L ouisiana, occu ­

p ied  by  tb e  forces com m anded by M ajor 
G eneral B enjam in F . B u tle r, U nited ' S ta tes 
V olunteers."

I t  is n o t p re ten d ed , how ever, in th is  offi­
cia l volum e ot the  W a r D ep artm en t, as is 
asse rted  by  th e  Suprem e C ourt, th a t  “ the 
■arm y ca p tu re d  New O ilcan s ,"  b u t th a t the  
c ity  w as occupied on tb e  tirst of May by the  
forces com m anded by G euem l B u tle r . '  The 
occupation  w as an  inc iden t deserv ing  to  be 
m entioned , b u t to e  cap tu re , a u d  by whom  
m ade, w ere passed  w ith o u t m enticn .

I have fe lt it  a  d u ty  to  the  navy , to  the  
t ru th  of h isto ry , and  to  the  m ost d is tin ­
gu ished  hero  of th e  w ar, to  co rrec t th e  p e r ­
s is ten t m issta tem en ts  w hich h ave  been and  
s till a re  m ade  in reg a rd  to  the c ap tu re  o f 
N ew  O rleaus, an d  »o some of th e  a tten d in g  
c ircum stances an d  ev en ts  o f th a t  period. 
T he d ocum eu t which is sen t o u t by  th e  W ar 
D ep a rtm en t as  a  “chronological tab le  of 
ba ttles, sk irm ishes, etc ., w hich took place 
d u rin g  th e  reb e llio n ,” is n o t tru th fu l and  
re liab le , insom uch as i t  supp resses or fa ils 
to  m ake m ention  o f som e of th e  m oat im 
p o rta n t an d  cousoicuous b a ttle s  w hich took 
place, au d  w holly om its th e  nam e ot the 
m ost d is tin g u ish ed  hero  of the  w ar.

(b ay  n e re r  perform ed, a n d  w hich r ig h tfu lly  
TOlongs to th e  navy . T he ju stice  w ho says 
i t  is an  tind isputed  fac t th a t the  a rm y  cap ­
tu re d  New Oi leans, has u n d o u b ted ly  beeQ 
m isled, as have  o thers, by  th e  p a rtisan  re ­
p resen ta tio n s a n d  h is to rica l fictions o f  the 
period. T he sta tem en ts  w hich I  p resen t 
a re  from  fac ts  w ith in  m y  ow n know ledge 
and  ex tra c ts  from  public docum en ts and  r e ­
cords in th e  a rch ives o f  th e  governm ent; 
they  can also  be verified by  liv ing  w it­
nesses, who p a itic ip a ted  in tfiose deeds.

T here  is an  undisclosed h is to ry  o f neglect 
o r fa ilu re , on the  p a r t  o t th e  m ilita ry , to  co­
o pera te  w ith  F a rra g u t in  the  sum m er of 
1862, and  assis t th e  n av y  in open ing  the  
n a v ig a t:on o f th e  M ississippi ab o v e  New 
O rleans, a f te r  th e  ca p tu re  o f th a t  oity , 
w hich should  n o t be om itted  in  th is  con ­
nection.

I q th e  o rig ina l in stru c tio n s o f th e  N avy  
D ep a rtm en t to  F a rra g u t, on th e  tw en tie th  
of J a n u a ry , it w ill be reco llec ted  he w as 
d irec ted , a f te r  th e  cap tu re  o f New O rleans— 
" I f  th e  M ississippi exped ition  from  Cairo 
sh a ll n o t h ave  descended th e  river, you  will 
ta k e  advan tag e  of the  pan ic  to push  a  s trong  
force up the  r iv e r  to ta k e  a ll  th e ir  defenses 
in th e  rea r.”

In  pu rsu an ce  o f  these  in stru c tio n s, F a r ra ­
g u t, im m ed iately  a f te r  th e  ca p tu re  o f  N ew  
O rleans an d  before  the  a rr iv a l o f  th e  a rm y , 
pushed  a  s tro n g  force up  th e  M iss is s ip p i-  
tak in g . on th e  tw en ty -e ig h th  o f A pril, the  
b a tte rie s  a t  C a rro llton , and , successively  
th e rea fte r, B a to n  R ouge, N atchez, P o r t  
H udson, G rand  G ulf, e tc. The n av a l expe ­
d ition  and  th e  success o f  F a r ra g u t  a s to u n d ­
ed  G eneral H alleck , in  com m and o f  th a t 
m ilita ry  d ep artm en t, w ho h ad  n o t been a p ­
prised  of th e  naval m ovem ent, b u t  had  
m a tu red  an  en tire ly  d ifferen t p lan  o f o p e ra ­
tions bv  a  g ra n d  m ilita ry  d escen t from  the  
n o rth , in w hich th e  riv e r  squad ron , u nder
A dm iral D avies, w as to  h ave  perform ed a 
su bord ina te  p a r t .  O f th e  p rac ticab ility  or 
final success o f  th a t  m ilita ry  sohem e, w hioh 
he h ad  p repared , b u t  whioh th e  navy  
b ad  in te rru p te d , l i t t le  need here  l>e 
said ; b u t i t  is an  u n exp la ined  fac t 
and n o t to  be co n tro v erted , th a t  the 
A rm y of th e  W est w holly fa iled  to  
assist and  co-operate w ith  th e  navy in  its 
dem o n stra tio n s upon snd . w hen  ascending  
the Mississippi. T h rough  th e  m on ths o f 
May and J u n e  th e  n a v y  o a p ta re d  th e  v a ­
rious places on th e  river below Vicksburg, 
and on the twenty-eighth of Ja n e , F a r ra g u t 
assaulted Vicksburg Itself and passed above 
that city, bat there was no  ssslstanoe o r  co­
operation from the Army of the West, 
100.000 of whose mm were under General 
Halleck at Cormth> On the third ot July 
General Holleok wrote Admiral Farragut:

W hen lfce m u ltitu d e  had  assem bled  upon 
th e  sum m it the scene w as the g ran d es t th a t 
e v e r  m e t a  M ason's eye. “ N ever.” says the  
Chronicle, “ since tb e  m orning  s ta rs  sang  
th e ir  lu llab y  ov e r th e  c rad led  e a r th  w as 
th e re  a  m ore perfec t rep re sen ta tio n  o f  a 
M asonic lodge room  th a n  the  one in which 
th e  m em bers of V irg in ia  No. 3 a n d  th e ir  
v is iting  b re th re n  h e ld  com m union y e s te r ­
d ay . T h is e x is ted  n o t on ly  in th e  C h a rte r, 
th e  G re a te r  a n d  th e  L esser L -ghts, a n d  the  
n u m b er req u is ite  to  com pose a  lodge, b u t it 
w as l i te ra lly  bounded  by  th e  ex trem e 
po in ts  o f th e  com pass. I ts  dim ensions from  
e a s t to  w est em braced  ev ery  clim e from  
n o rth  to  sou th . I ts  covering  w as no  less 
th an  th e  c loudy  canopy; an d  i t  is on ly  
w here th is  is w an tin g  th a t  th e  li te ra l  su p ­
po rts. th e  th re e  g re a t p illa rs  o f  W isdom , 
S tre n g th  and  B eau ty , a re  needed,. B u t, 
m etaphorically , th e y  w ere a ll th e re , for 
w here, ia  a  lodge room , w as ever 
seen such  wisdom  to  con trive , s tre n g th  
to  su p p o rt an d  b eau ty  to  ado ru  ? 
V erily , i t  w as a  m eeting  in  th e  
tem ple o f D eity , an d  th e  wisdom , s tre n g th  
an d  b eau ty , w hioh a re  a b o u t his th rone  
w ere p re sen t in th e  sym m etry , o rd e r a n d  
g ra n d e u r  o f th e  p r im itive  lodge room . I t
