A t half-past tw elve o'elock to-day the 

a la rm  of fire was sounded  loudly from  the 
b id lry  a t  police h eadquarte rs . T he fire 
o rig in a ted  in the k itchen  of u Mr. Hudson, 
on S aragossa s tree t, near liay len . and 
sp read  w ith  ex trao rd in ary  rap id ity , cross­
ing  the  s tre e t very  sho rtly  a f te r  the alarm  
w as given. G erm ania F ire  Com pany and  
H ope H ook and  L adder Company were 
p rom ptly  ou the  grouud, b u t could do little  
in a rre s tin g  a  conflagration o f wooden 
build ings w hen  the  flames h ad  gained such 
h eadw ay  th a t  every th ing  w as hot enough 
to  blaze a t  th e  touch of a spark .

A n um ber of bn ild ings were pulled down, 
a n d  th e  progress o f th e  fire thus checked 
on th e  so u th  side o f S aragossa street, while 
on th e  Dorth side a  narrow  open lot which 
in te rv en ed  betw een Melissa K ing s house 
an d  th e  b rick  b u ild ing  occupied by Jam es 
K inney  se rved  to  p ro tec t the la tte r, though 
th e  hea t w as so g rea t th a t it was alm ost 
im possible to  keep th e  roof and  gable  w et 
enough  to  avoid  conflagration.

As soon as  the  tire show ed its dangerous 
aspects C a p ta 'n  M cGlinsey, who w as in 
tow n , te leg raphed  to Commodore Cooper, 
w ho answ ered  th a t th e  s 'eam  fire engine of 
th e  n avy  y a rd  w ould be sen t up by  the 
U nit«d  S ta tes  s team er Rose. I t  a rrived , b u t 
too  la te  to  be o f service, as th e  fire w en t 
th ro u g h  wooden build ings in  double quick 
tim e. , _ „

As we go to  press we ascerta in  tb e  follow­
ing  nam es ot ow ners who su sta in  losses: J .  
B iosnaham , th ree  houses; Mrs. H arford , 
tw o  houses; A lexander S toddard , tw o 
houses; Lehm ann. D u rr & Co., one house; 
Miss M elissa K ing, one house; Philip  A. 
C aro, tw o houses; M rs G rady , one house; 
Louisa  P e rry , one house. These buildiDgs, 
w hich  w ere w ith  one exception  o f wood, 
m ay be va lued  a t  a  bottom  figure a t $ 10,7ou. 
Most of th em  were shops, s to res  or bo a rd ­
ing  houses, and  a ll o f them  suffered severely 
in  in ju rv  to  fu rn itu re , s tock  an d  loss of fix­
tu re s . T he losses th u s  m ade and  the  in te r ­
ru p tio n  o f business a re  serious item s to  
p a r tie s  concerned.

A num ber of persons susta ined  m inor in ­
ju rie s  figh ting  th e  fire. T he m oat serious 
w ere in th e  case of T hom as Sandy, colored, 
w ho rem ained  on th e  roof of M elissa K ing  s 
house un til n early  suflooated, and  fell to  the 
g round , sustain ing  such  in juries th a t  Dr. 
W h itin g  w as im m ediately  called  to  a tte n d  
h im . No bones were broken , b u t his in te r ­
n a l in ju ries  m ay p rove serious.

Jo h n  K eeling, also a  colored m an. re ­
m ained  on B auer’s Scandinavian  H all, un ­
d ergo ing  suffocating sm oke a n d  heat, w ith  
o thers, w ho p reven ted  th e  fire from  en te rin g  
th a t  b lock , u n til he  w as very  nea rly  a  dead  
treadm an , a n d  req u ired  m edical assistano  e.
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Such is ou r resp ec t fo r th e  en tire  freedom  
of re ligion th a t  we w ould  defend a  P a p is t as 
we w ould a  P u rita n —both , by th e  way, being 
v e ry  m uch of th e  sam e in to lerance—in the  
r ig h t o f  w orsh ip  in th e ir  ow n way. If, how ­
ever, e ith e r  o f  these  sec ts—for w e regard  
th em  as equa lly  sects, affirm ing th e  peculiar 
an d  exc lusive  o rthodoxy  o t th e ir  c r e e d -  
should  su rp ass  th e  lim its o f r ig h t w hich the 
co n stitu tio n  of th e  U n ited  S ta tes  has imposed 
upon th e  exerciee of free  op inion, we w ould 
cheek  a n d  re s tra in  th e  one as  th e  o ther. T he 
r ig h t o f p r iv a te  ju d g m en t is w ith  us sacred. 
T he po litica l ju risd ic tio n  of th e  federa l 
gov e rn m en t is p a ram o u n t, no r w ould we 
to le ra te  a n y  m ore th e  p rescrip tion  o f d u ty  
to  ou r c itizens b y  a  foreign  ecclesiarch, 
th a n  we w ould  th e  po litical in te rv en ­
tio n  o f  an y  E u ro p ean  m onarch . T h is 
soil is sac red  sa id  Jefferson  from
“every  form  of ty ra n n y  over the  m in d lo f  
m an ,"  no r can we im agine upon w h at p r in ­
c ip le a ru le r, c iv il o r re lig ious, h av ing  an  
au tonom y a n d  ju risd ic tion  in  ano ther coun 
t r y  can p rescribe  th e  con d u c t of a  citiz?n 
in th is co un try . T he iep n b lican  oitizen is a 
p a r ty  to  th e  repub lican  governm ent; lie 
h a s  sw o rn  to  obey its  law s us expounded  in 
case of question  by  th e  c o n s titu ted  t r i ­
bunals. T o  t*his obligation  th e re  is no re ­
served  alleg iance  to  an y  o th e r  pow er, nor 
cbd a  c itizen  w ho com prehends his ob liga­
tions to  th e  gov e rn m en t he h as  m ade h im ­
s e lf  devise an y  ru le  of m oral nullification 
w hich  can  abso lve him  from  th is  obligation. 
If, how ever, th e re  be a n y  w ho m ay have 
im pro v id en tly  c o n trac ted  th is  ob ligation  to 
obey  th e  law  of his ow n governm en t and  
desires to  be abso lved  from  it, th e re  is re ­
se rved  to  him  one m eans o f honorable  re ­
lief.

W e do n o t question  the in fa llib ili­
ty  o f an y  body to  those w ho accep t th e ir  
dogm as, nor do we ex cep t to  an y  opinion 
upon th o se  ex trem e ly  d e lica te  questions 
of genera tion , n a tiv ity  a n d  digestion  w hich 
ap p e rta in  to  th e  m oral physiology o f the  
theo logical schools.

T he sam e princ ip le  w hich se­
cu res  to  th e se  doc trines th e  righ6 of e x e r­
cise an d  w orship, has au th o rized  thc*e 
crazy  ex p lo rers  a f te r  th e  n o rth  pole of our 
sp iritu a l ex istence—th e  r ig h t to  ho ld  the  
science an d  u t te r  rid iou lous w ords in 
th e  nam e of th e  beloved o r d iatin  
gu ished  dead . No harm  can  com e to 
th is  g re a t rep u b lic  from  tb e  free d is ­
cussion o f an y  doc trine . I f  th e  doc­
tr in e  be of God, sa id  G am aliel, it w ould 
be useless to  figh t ag a in s t it; if it b< 
any  w orse orig in  th e  A m erican  people 
be read y  to  expose an d  expe l it. T h is is 
be '.ter th a n  law s ag a in st h e re tica l te ach ing  
or tb e  to r tu re s  o f th e  Inquisition .

In  looking  a t  th e  s ta te  of re ligion and  
m ora lity  which p rev a il in those lands from 
w hich  o u r  o\yn m ora l refo rm  is p repared , 
w e a re  som ew hat su rp rised  to  find th a t 
n e ith e r  is th e  p o p u la r s ta n d a rd  of m orality , 
of in telligence, o f in d u - try  o r o f com fort, 
b y  an y  m eans o f a  m odel charac te r. W e 
th in k  th e re  a re  a t  le a s t tw e n ty  or th ir ty  
A m erican  S ta te s  in w hich a ll these ele ­
m en ts o f  h um an  h onor p re se n t a  h igher 
s ta n d a rd  th a n  they  do in th e  very  s ea t and  
cen tre  o f  th e  ho liest o f  a ll th e  religions, as 
it is reg a rd ed  by those who profess it. W e 
have seen  m any  p u b lioa tioas—P ro te s ta n t if 
yo u  w ill—in w hich th e  g re a t c ity  of Rome 
offers n o th in g  com m ercially  for sale, ex cep t 
$uins, relics, an d  benedictions. W e have 
ta k e n  up  th e  idea t h a t  th e re  a re  no 
du stries  in Rome ex cep t th e  m anufac tu re  
o f an tiq u ities , a n d  th e  gu idance of g ra d u ­
a te s  from  H a rv a rd  o r O xfo rd  over the  
knobs w h e re  stood  th e  F o rum  a n d  the  
tem ples. T h e  old Rom o is w ith  the 
o ld  Uion, in  th e  pages o f I lo m er an d  T itu s  
Livius. T he new  Rom e is sa id  to be, like 
ou r W ash ing ton  C ity , a  m etropolis of of­
fice h o lders  au d  office seekers. T here  is a 
p re sen tim en t of salaries, au d  a  da ily  “ p rob ­
a b ility ” o f  priests, deacons, ca rd ina ls, w ith  
subord ina tes . W e have  also read  a  g re a t 
dea l a b o u t th e  w re tch ed  beggars who 
th ro n g  th e  cities o f Venice, N aples aud  
Rome. T hey  a re  n o t as w ell d ressed  as  an  
A rapaho  In d ian , and  fa r  m ore im p o rtu n a te . 
W e have also  h ea rd  of th e  b r igands who 
iu ie s t th e  forests, and  even  th e  su b u rb s  of 
I ta lia n  cities. T he E ng lish  papers have 
to ld  o t trav e le rs  c a p tu red  a n d  held  to  ra n ­
som , a n d  th e re  w as an  audacious rep o rt of 
th e ir  hav in g  c a p tu red  an  officer of th e  ho ly  
sta ff a t  a  co u n try  p icn ic , and  dem anded  
p ay  for his libera tion . All th is, from  souroes 
which we deem  historical, im presses us w ith  
an  u n favo rab le  opinion o f  law  a n d  o rder 
am ong those  w ho receive bo th  from  first 
hands, a n d  should  be a  m odel, in stead  o f a 
w arn ing , to  o thers.

W e come, how ever, m ore p a r tic u la r ly  to 
som e specim ens o t p o p u la r w ickedness, 
igno rance a n d  d estitu tio n  which h ave  been 
fu rn ished  by  a  co rresp o n d en t o f  the  Lon­
don Times, w ritin g  from  Rom e. T his cor­
resp o n d en t u tte rs  a ll th e  ecstaoies w hich  
a re  to  be ex p ec ted  from  one w ho v is its  the 
land  o f Ciesar a n d  of Cioero, o f A lp ieri a n d  
o f C orrinne. H e adds:

B ut th ro u g h  a il the  w onders a n d  a ll the 
beau ty  I n ev er lo st th e  ab id in g  sense o f  a  
hideous b ackground  o f woe a n d  d e g ra d a ­
tion , a n d  I  re tu rn ed  to  Rom e dom inated  
and  overpow ered  by  one sole th o u g h t—how 
is it  possible to  enjoy m ate ria l happ iness in 
th e  m idst o f so m uch m isery , filth  an d  ac ­
tu a l s ta rv a tio n ?

T hen  he asks in  b ew ildered  m editation :
D id I d ream  a  h ideous d ream , o r  d id  I  see 

boys a lm ost n ak ed  in  th e  snow  an d  ra in  
tu rn in g  over a  d u s t h eap  a n d  devouring  th e  
o ld  cabbage  s ta lk s  th ey  found? D id  I  see 
o r  d ream  I saw  young w om en whose one 
rag g ed  g a rm en t, b low n aside  by  th e  h it te r ,  
keen  w ind  u nder th e  s tee ly  sk y  on St. Lucia , 
le f t bare  th e  poor g a u n t lim bs fa r  above th e  
bony  knees? W ere th e re  rea lly  row s o f 
h a lf  fam ished, o ften  oripp led , m en an d  
ch ild ren  in  th e  Toledo, hang ing  ab o u t ev ery  
h ack  carriag e , w aiting  fo r possible h ire rs ,

in the hope th a t  som e one in g e ttin g  in to  
one o f  th e se  vehicles m ig h t th row  a  sou 
am ong th em , or, b e tte r  s till, th a t  some 
shaw l o r  ru g  o r um b re lla  m igh t by a  flying 
leap be reached  a n d  sto len  from  the  batik of 
th e  carriage?

H e presen ts  th e  co n tra s t  of ca rriages, 
s ilk s an d  velvets:

A nd th e  hall’ nak ed  m ob s tre tched  then- 
lim bs an d  lolled a b o u t the pavem en t in 
ev ery  sun n y , w ell she lte red  nook, and  sang, 
and  jested , aud  used  such  foul language in 
th e ir  Horrid p lay  th a t  I  sh ru n k  from  ihe ir 
v icin ity . A nd then  th e  scene changed , and 
ra in  and  snow fell, and  th e  gay  carriages 
d isappeared , a n d  all th e  “civili” went to 
th e ir  m ore o r  le«3 lu x u rio u s or com fortable 
hom es a n d  le f t th e  s tre e ts  to  foreigners and 
to  th e  beggars. Aud o f these la s t m any 
heaped  them selves in doorw ays one on a n ­
o th e r to m ain ta in  such la te n t hea t as they  
m igh t, a n d  the  foHl slu sh , black w ith  h u ­
m an slim e, ran  slow ly dow n from  th e  steep 
alleys in to  w hich those am ong th is  m iser­
ab le  c rew  who had  any  la irs  or sne lte r there  
h u rr ie d  an d  d isap p eared  before the storm .

T hen follow e x tra c ts  from  official reports 
o f th e  d e s titu tio n  in N aples and  o th e r 
Ita lian  cities. W e will n o t occupy space 
w ith th e  ho rrib le  de ta ils , b u t m u st g ive a 
few  d escrip tive  p a ra g ra p h s  to  po in t the 
m oral whioh we propose to  inculcate. 
T hey m ay  be com pared  w ith  the  low est 
slum s o f London, o r w ith  the  tenem ent 
sham e o f N ew  Y ork, b u t  th ey  p rove a 
degree o f d eg rad a tio n  to  which tew  civ il­
ized a u d  C hris tian ized  com m unities have 
ever descended.

Paequele  Y illari, la te ly  i n  ' . h e r  o f the  
Superior Council o f P ub lic  In m otion, and  
now  a  d is tingu ished  liberal-conservative 
dep u ty , reports:

T he c ity  of N aples is of all tow ns, he as ­
sorted , th a t  w here the  low est o rders live, 
n o t on ly  iu the g re a te s t m isery, h u t in the 
u tte rm o st abandonm en t, in the  low est deg ­
rada tion , in the  m ost dep lo rab ly  bru ta lized  
condition.

T hese Fondaei h ave  g enera lly  a  long pas 
sage e n tran ce  w ithout any  door, lead ing  t > 
a  sm all open y a rd , bo th  of th e  filthiest, 
w hich ad m it t  .» a  large num ber of horrible 
lodgings, m any below th e  level of the  drains 
and  a ll ot w hich a re  w ithou t fresh air. while 
the low er ones a re  w ithou t ligh t and  reek ­
ing  w ith  dam p. In  these live, c iow ded to 
gether, several thousands o f persons so 
d eg raded  by m isery th a t  they  are more like 
b ru tes  th a n  hum an beings. In  these dens, 
ren d e red  im pene trab le  by  th e  stench  from 
m uck-heaps, w hich lie and  ro t from  all time, 
th e re  is often  no th ing  b u t a  bundle  of straw , 
on w hich a w hole fam ily. w ales 
and  fem ales, s lrep  toge ther. Of cesspools 
there  is tru ly  n o : a t nought, for the  neigh 
boring s tree ts  an d  th e  court-yards answ er 
all purposes. In  tw o o r  th ree  only o f the  
places am ong th e  m any I explored do the 
women exercise  th e  m iserab le trad e  of m at 
m aking  o r bo ttom ing  s traw  chairs; I saw 
no one w orking  in  any  o f the o thers. 1 saw 
no th ing  b u t h a l f ’nak ed  spectres. In some 
th ere  w ere w om en hang ing  about th e  co u rt­
y a rd  w ith  no th ing  ou b u t a  chem ise, w hich 
te ll in ta t te rs  ab o u t them . Iu a  word, the 
ex trem est d e stitu tion  finds a she lte r in these 
bu ild ings, n o t one o f w hich is w ithou t a 
bro thel o t the low est a n d  lu ridest descrip 
tion. In  ou r c ity  th ere  a re  ninety-four of 
these cou rts. C a lcu lating , therefore , th a t 
each h a rb o rs  one h u ndred  persons, and  th is  
num ber 1 g ive to keep  below the  m ark , 
th ere  m ust be in N aples 9100 of those m ost 
w re tched  beings.

There a re  su b te rra n e a n  dens described  
thus:

Y esterday  I found one of the so-called 
g ro ttoes s till inhab ited . T he m ajo rity  of 
them  are . how ever, closed. T his one jh a t 
th e  foot o f the  Rarupo d i B rancaecio. The 
en trauce  d id  n o t p repare  me for th e  ho rro rs 
w ithin. I t  resem bles the  C atacom bs of St. 
G eunaro, b u t is m ore aw ful aud  more con­
fined. P rov ided  w ith  a ligh t I w ent in. for 
th ere  a re  only b a rred  openings or w indows 
hero an d  there , tw o of w hich looked into 
th e  F ran ea te lli gardens, the o th ers  into 
dam p co u it yards. Ail th is g ro tto  is crow ded 
w ith  beds as close to  each o th e r as those 
th e  H osp ita l to r Incurab les. W ith  few t 
cap tions th ey  a re  large beds, m ade to  ci 
ta in  severa l people. To describe the  tilth  
an d  p o v e rty  w ould be im possible. T h a t 
ho rrid  den , its  d ism al passages, and  its 
b ru ta lized  in h ab itan ts  a re  all ot a  piece—, 
ev il harm ony—a w orld  a p a rt, th a t could 
no t ex is t un d e r o th e r c ircu in -1 m ces, and  
w ith  no  in h eren t pow er of change. B ut 
even here  th e re  is a  k in d  of social scale, 
By the  side of th e  few openings o r window®, 
w here some fa y  of day lig h t pierces th e  
m isery, i t  is less in tense; w here no ou te r 
lig h t e v e r lulls, w here, w ithout my lam p, I 
shou ld  h av e  been iu com plete darkness , the 
dep th  of w retchedness is reached , b u t can 
not be told.

O ne fam ily , a  w idow  and  five young 
ch ildren , had  no o th e r sh e lte r, and  the ir 
only bed was a  heap  o f d ry  leaves th ey  had  
collected , a n d  they  h ad  no kind  o f  cover­
ing to it. H er earn ings were h a lf a  franc 
a  day , ex cep t w hen th e  cold, by num bing  
h e r poor lingers, p reven ted  her finishing 
th e  necessary  task . T he little  ch ild ren  
earned  a half-penny a  d ay  by tu rn in g  the 
wheels fo r th e  o th e r women. T he ir on ly  
food d u rin g  th e  d ay  was raw  chestnu ts, bu t 
a t  n ight the  m o ther w as paid  her fivepence 
an d  b rough t som eth ing  else. T he rags 
they  w ore w ere gnaw ed in m any places by 
th e  ra ts  and  mice w hich ran  over them  in 
th e  n igh t. The w om an keeps i s tone by 
her to bea t th e  w all an d  scare aw ay th e  
verm in  th a t  th e  shriek ing  ch ild ren  feel 
run n in g  ab o u t them  in the darkness.

T he dens in w hich th e  poor live, the  
wheels w ith  which cord  is m ade, the hem p 
th ey  use, Nothing vit’ i t  a ll belongs to  them ; 
for every th ing , tool and  m ateria l, they m ust 
pay—pay  m en who g riud  and  oppress them  
aud  live ( n tlic ir  groveling  m isery. A p­
proach th e ir  h au n ts  and  you are surrounded  
by  a fam ished crow d, a ll begging, each 
anx ious to  te ll h is own ta le  of suffering. Iu  
such  a  fearfu l stru g g le  for life it  is hum an 
n a tu re  to  use its  b ru ie  force in any  possible 
d irection , a n d  h ere  th e  camorra  tak es  its  
rise, n o t as an  abnorm al g row th , b u t as 

‘th e  norm al an d  on iy  possible re su lt of such 
th ings. In  th is  m isery, too, th e  camorra  
find th a t  im m ense sw arm  o f young th ieves 
who s tea l to r the  profit of th e ir  chiefs, and 
who, w hen  they  till th e  prisons by hundreds, 
co n s titu te  there , too, the  band  o f che 
cam orra , n o t le ts  pow erful, n o t less au d a ­
cious th a n  outside.

Y illari considers th e  p robab le  effect of 
of education  upon such  a  s ta te  of society, 
b u t he despa irs  of re lie f from  th is  source, 
he says;

T hen  ta lk  to  m e of education . Can ele ­
m en tary  schools cu re  these evils—schools to 
w hich such  classes as  we have described  do 
n o t a n d  can  not go ? Their condition has 
n o t been be tte reo , b u t ra th e r  aggrava ted . 
O f th a t  I am  fu lly  persuaded  by the  ev i­
dence o t m y ow n eyes. I know  th a t  th ere  
a re  m en who, w h en  show n a v a st m u ltitude  
ro tt in g  in m isery  a n d  co rruption , have  ever 
th e  sam e answ er: You m ust have faith  in 
liberty , p rogress a n d  m odern ligh t. W ith 
such I n e ith e r  can  no r w ish to reason.

rom a ll  th is  w e have  a  r ig h t to  in fer 
such  a  s ta te  of ignorance, d e stitu tion  and  
crim e as  does n o t ex is t in  Am erica, w ith  all 
th e  varie tie s  o f fa ith  and  heresy  w hich «are 
found  am ong us. W hy, then , should  those 
w ho p e rm it such  a  social condition to  p re ­
vail w ith o u t refo rm , assum e to  prescribe 
fo r o th e r  peoples such  a  system  o f educa­
tion  o r o f  fa ith  ? W e do n o t go to  I ta ly  to  
em ploy th e  idle, reform  th e  law less o r teach 
th e  ig n o ran t. I t  re a lly  seem s to  us no t 
m erely  in te rv en tio n , b u t a c tu a l invasion , to  
c laim  th e  rig h t, on b eh a lf of Ita lia n  ru le rs , 
to  p rescribe  how  th e  ch ild ren  of th is  rep u b ­
lic sha ll be rea red , o r in  w h a t fa ith  they  
sh a ll be in d o c tr in a te d  ?

M urder In Sabine.
