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HIS RECENT ADVENTURES

Governor Antoine yesterday received a 
letter fiom Hon. F. J. Stokes, judge of 
Grant pariah, giving the particulars of hia 
heidg abddeted fkom Naw Grleana'hy a 
Texas deputy sheriff, aided by police de­
tectives, his arrival in Texas, and his iir 
mediate and bonpruble disobarge from 
coart when it was discovered that he was 
not the F. W. Stokes called for in 
the. requisition of Governor .Coke. The 
party by the name of 8tokes who was 
wanted in Texas was a young man, and 
answers to the description of the lodge 
in no respect. The matter, it appears, had 
already been investigated by the military 
officers at Colfax, and they had satisfied 
themselves that the judgei was not the man 
the Texjw authorities were inquiring for. 
Judge Stokes is now holding court, and as 
soon as he has cleared the docket will come 
to the city to look after the parties who 
kidnApped and spirited him away.

We copy the following, in connection 
with this matter, from the Shreveport 
Daily Telegram of Ifonday last:

On September *80, oar readers will remem 
her, we published the following paragraph 
in onrdaily:

“The sheriff of Cass oonnty, Texas, 
passed ttp on the Colonel A. P. Konns this 
morning for Jefferson, having in charge 
Parish Judge Stokes, of Grant parish. 
Stokes was arrest3*1 in New Orleans last 
Wednesday, by the sheriff, charged with 
tnfoMslement of fotds Wtitle tax collector 
of Case eount-y, Texas, in 1869. The prisoner 
claims to be innocent of the charge, states 
he was at no time tax collector in the State, 
and says he can prove an alibi."

Learning on Saturday evening last that 
Judge Stokes had arrived in our city on 
his return botes, ws sought him for an in 
tervlew. We found him to be a very gen­
tlemanly and fine lookiog man of about 
five leet eight inches fat height, wearing his

In conversation he talked fluently, an<f wpi 
interesting, affable snd polite. In answer 
to ootlsqairiM regan)tsg hi« late “unpleas­
ant" trip to Texas, be reia* id to ns, in sob- 
•tanoe, the following, which we lay before 
oar readeis just as given to us:

He was appointed parish judge of Grant 
parish last March, and at the first term the 

.notorious Cslboun succession case Came np. 
Several attempt* were made by the lawyers 
to postpone the consideration ot the case, 
while the creditors urged that it be pushed. 
No aocount of the succession had been tiled 
for six years, and a gieat amount of money 
had been squandered one way or another. 
As judge, be insibt^d on the administrator 
filing an account and statement of hla trans­
actions, but found that no account what 
ever had been kept, and that the affairs of 
the estate were in a terrible condition. He 
then removed the sdministrafor, which 
oaased quite a commotion, and threats 
were iqadp against him.

After the adjournment of the oonrt Judge 
Stokes went to New Orleans, where his 
ehildren are living with an old lady friend 
(his wife being dead), and shortly after his 
arrival there his attention was called to an 
article in the Timet of that city reflecting 
on him, and he went to the office and learned 
that K was from the pen of W. B. Phillips 
(the deeapitsted parish judge of Grant 
parish and notorious blackmailer, who is 
now sneaking around the suburbs of New 
Orleans to evade arrest, being under indict­
ment for murder at Colfax). When he 
learned who the writer was, and his inabil­
ity to do him harm, he merely refuted the 
statemest and let the matter rest.

An anonymous letter was about this time 
written to the sheriff of Cass county, Texas, 
statirg that F. W. Stokes, the defaulting 
tax collector of his roanty, some years ago, 
was pariah lodge of Grant parish, Louis- 
tea*, ood lie had bettor aoma aad get him. 
The Judge has this letter now in his posses­
sion, for future use. The sheriff, whose 
name we believe is Williams, immediately 
went to Austin, procured the necessary re­
quisition from Governor Coke, and pro­
ceeded to New Orleans and laid the matter 
before Acting Governor Antoine, who issued 
tho taecfcssai**>apots for the arrest 

After thinking he was fully “ fixed,” 
Sheriff Williams secured the services of 
two detectives in New Orleims and pounoed 
on Judge Stokes, who was then iu the city. 
Before this, however, bv some means, 
Judge 8tokee got wind of the Affair, and 
immediately oonealted a lawyer, who bad 
taken charge ot the matter for him. The 
detectivee succeeded in getting him 
into a email boat and carried him 
out in the stream, where he was
transferred to the steamer A. P. 
Knnntt. and taken in charge by Sheriff 
Williams. He was without change of 
otoitripg, and had but one. dollar on bis 
lorson. He insisted, that he. was not the 
irilkes they were after, as his isitiala were 
F J  ," and the requisition was for “F. W.’f 

Stokes. This was of no avail, however, aad 
he was refused all privileges of writiug a 
note or letter, except at the mouth, and that 
was left on the wharfboat With the distiaot 
understanding that it would nut be for­
warded f#F some time after the Kouns had 
gone.

Nothing further occurred to mar the trip 
up the river, except that the judge was the 
observed ot all observers on the boat, nntil
she got about. a mile aad a half below 
Shreveport.

He leaves 
a father, mother, brother and sister in Madi 
son parish, to whom the news oi his death 
will be a terrible blow.

Alfred Pena.
A telegram yesterday announced the 

death of Allred Penn at Salem, Virginia, 
where he had gone for; the benefit of his 
health.

Elections In October.
. 9.® Tw**day, On to be r 12, eleo'ione will be 
■eld in Ohio, Iowa and Nebraska. Our 
readers know how rarnest.lv the canvass is 
being oontested in the first named State, 
where the managem* nt of the public schools 
is becoming a vital question, and the direct, 
issue is brought whether the nation’s prom- 
ise, through Coogrere, that specie payments 
shall be resumed on the first of January, 
1879, shall be honestly kept, or whether 
such resumption shall be indefinitely j:o<t 

i opened and the amount of the currency be 
•still further increased. The Republican 

ticket is beaded by General Rutherford B. 
Haven for Governor, nnd Thomas L. Young 
for Lienten int, Governor, while the Demo- 
era s present Governor William Allen for 
re-elei t on, and General Samuel F. Cary f  >r 
Lieutenant Governor. The Prohibitionists 
also placed a 'icket in the field eome lime 
since, uritU Jay Odell lor Governor, but 
very little has been heard of it lately. 
Governor Allen was eleoted two years ago 
by the small plurality of 817 votes over 
Governor Edward F. Noyes, who had been 
nominated by the Republicans for redac­
tion. The total vote for Allen was 214.654, 
and for Noyes 213 837. The Prohibitionists 
then polled 10.081 votes for their candidate 
for Governor; and there was an indepen­
dent nom n »iiou by .what was at the time 
spoitively called the Homeless party, which 
polled 9971 vote s. All the other Republican 
oaudidab s tor State officers, except Gov­
ernor, were elected by majorities ranging 
fr« m 177 for Stare Trea-urer, to 1754 for 
member of the Board oi Public Works. 
For St-cretarv of 8t*te last year the Demo­
crats cest 238,406 votes, the Republicans 
221,204, and the Prohibitionists 7815.

Au amendment to tbe constitution of 
Ohio is also to be voted upon on the twelfth, 
whioh is acceptable to the great mass of 
both parties, uud will probably meet with 
little opposition at the polls It is designed 
to relieve the Supreme Court of the State 
oi much business now pressing upon it, and 
provides for tbe appointment by the Gov­
ernor, with the indorsement of the Senate, 
of a commission of five members, for three 
years, who shall pass by a msjoriry vote 
upon such cases as may, by agreement, be 
referred to them. The amendment also au­
thorizes that the commission may be re­
newed by a two-thirds vote of the Legisla­
ture, every ten years for the terra of two 
years, on tbe certificate of the Supreme 
Conrt that it is desirable. The Supreme 
judges strongly recommend this amend­
ment, saying that the business of the court 
is now four or five years in arrears, and is 
steadily on the increase. Another proposed 
ameodmi'nt te be voted npou authorizes tbe 
Legislature to lay a special tax on dogs 
without regard to their valne, and to pro- 
vide for lho confiscation and tiling of such 
animals when this tax is nut paid.

The campaign in Iowa has not been so 
closely contested as in Ohio, the Republi­
cans having a large preponderance .here, 
and their success beiDg assured unless they 
fdl, through over-confidence, to bring out 
their vote. Here the Governor, Lieutenant 
Goveinor, judge of the Supreme Court, 
Superintend! nt of Instenetion* one-half the 
members ot tne State Seuate, and the full 
House of Representatives are to be cho-ien. 
Two amendments to the constitution of the 
State are to be submitted to the people, one 
of whioh authorise*) woman’s suffrage by 
striking out the word “mule" where it oc­
curs in connection with the right, of suf­
frage, and the other brings the doctrine in*o 
harmony with the amended federal consti 
tntiou by striking out tho word “white.” 
Et-Governor S imuel J. Riikwood leads the 
Republicans as their candidate for G »v- 
ernor, and the Democrat) will throw their 
votes for Hon. Shepherd Ltffl-r. At the 
last election for Governor, in 1873, the Re- 
puhlioan vote of Iowa was 105,122, and the 
Democratic 82,564 The Legi-lature now 
to be elected will electa successor to United 
States Sera or Wright, whose term will ex­
pire in 1877.

The election in Nebraska will be for three 
judges of the Supreme Court and six re­
gents of tbe State University, and for a few 
members of the Legislature, lo fill vuohn- 
oies. More important than these will be 
the vote on the proposed new constitution 
tor the State. This increases the member­
ship of the lower bouse of the Legis'ature 
from fifty-two members to 114, increases 
the number of dietrict judges, and creates 
certain new judicial and executive officers. 
It places new restriction* upon theexpemli 
ture of money, provides new ohecks upon 
hasty legislation, and forbids any 8*ate 
officer or member of tbe Legislature from 
being interested in any oontraot with the 
State, or any county or city, during h s 
term or within a year after its expiration. 
The fate of the propoaed instrument is un 
certain.

On Wednesday, Ootober 20, California 
will held its judioial election, choosing at 
the same time ite Superintendent of Instruc­
tion. The inuependent candidate for the 
latter office has retired, and the contest will 
lie between Esra P. Cair, Republican, and 
O P. Fitzgerald, Democrat, but it is doubt­
ful it the contest is a strict party one. The 
full offioial vote of tbe State for Governor 
at the election in Septembei has not yet 
been promulgated, hut unofficial figures
five a Democratic majority of 973, the totals 
eing: For Irwin, Democrat, 61 625; Phelps, 

Republican, 30,922; Bid well, Independent, 
29,630. 1

On Monday, Ootober 25, elections are to 
be held iu Oregon and Colorado. In Ore 
gon the eleoth n is a special one to fill ihe 
vacanny in Congress caused by the deat h 
ot Hoo. George A. La Dow, Democrat. Mr. 
La Dow was eleoted la^t fall by a vote of 
9642 to 9340 for R chard Williams, Republi­
can, and 6350 for Timothy W. Davenport, 
Independent. There are now three candi­
dates in the field—Henry Warren, Republi­
can; Lafayette Lane, Democrat, and George 
M. Whitney. Independent. The election in 
Colorado will be for the choioeof members 
of a convention to prepare a oonstituri* n 
preliminary to the admission of the Terri­
tory as a State into the Uuion on the fourth 
of July, 1876, the enabling act of Congress 
having been sppioved by the President on 
the third of March last. If oarried, the oon 
vent ion will meet in Denver on the twen­
tieth of December next 

The final election of the month will be 
held in Missouri on Saturday, October 30, 
when the new constitution, adopted in cun 
ventionon the second of August last, will 
be submitted to tbe vote of the people. It 
is thought tbe iostramm t will he ratified 
by a large majority.—/Tew York Tima.

WHITE LINE.

G eneral Chalmers’ Negro float*
Memphis, October 7.—An Appeal Friar’., 

Point special this morning says General 
Cbaimers continued the pursuit of the ne­
groes under General Pease (oolored) on 
Tuesday evening to Soliufordsville.

Frank Scott (white) was ambushed and 
fatally wounded by negroes near a sarronml- 
ed hill on Tuesday. A squad ot' white cav­
alry, nnder Captain Burke, subsequently 
charged the negroes who were in ambush* 
killiug three and wounding one of tbe ne- 
gio s, who is doubtless now dead, and cap 
iu ed Noise Levitt, B*n Jones and Alex. 
Sims, who are now iu jaij. Bill Henry and 
Jordan Tharpe were also captured near 
tbe T imoa county liue, and put in jail here.

Chalmere’ command oi 150 cavairy have 
not yet returnrd. Forty or fifty o ' his com­
mand remained last ni*bt ar Clarksdale to 
watoh the Degroesin that section, aa several 
places were threatened. Chalmers, with 
the remainder, proceeded last night to 
Jonestown, fourteen miles northeast of this 
place, where the negroes, uuder General 
Bill Pease, were reported to be in force, 
about 500 strong

Information reaohed here this morning 
that Chalmers’ pickets were within sight of 
their outposts, but no fight had occurred 
when the courier left 1 vat evening.

The negroes are also rep rted in force at 
Major Alcorn’s place, twelve miles from 
here Fighting is reported going on there, 
'but the report is not confirmed. There are 
about a hundred armed citizens here who 
picket the town, and will remain nnder 
arms until the disturbance is ended i.nd 
security to life and propeity restored.

The white people hardly know what to 
do. Their homes in the c*untrv are nnpro- 
te» t d, should tbe n» groes off«r viol-nee. 
There is a fearful state oi affairs in this 
county.

The white men aro determined to disperse 
all mobs, but are prudent and act on the 
defensive. Tbe whole disturbance was 
caused by Sheriff Brown and other Repub­
licans. The whit *s, Democrats and Repub­
licans, are a unit in opposing the mgroes. 
A cavalry command leaves here this morn­
ing for Joms .own.

The Appeal t  Friar’s Point special to-n’ght 

states vinai Chalmers was driving P. a-e’s 
force from J-imst »wu, and had him nearly 
surrounded, and that reports have been re­
ceived of negroes tryiug to uiganize forces 
in other parts of the country, bat there bad 
been no further fighting.

Senator Alcorn’s Explanation.

Several hundred armed uegroes who 
had been incited by an ill-tempered sheriff', 
marched on our town, and were readily re­
pulsed by tbe whites, under the tead of the 
most prudent ei izcos, who have been fal­
lowing np the armed bands of negroes, and 
dispersing them with as little violence as 
\ o-sible, and urgiog them to go home. The 
mob has been disperseii, aud I think will 
remain quiet. There is no question of poli­
tics iu this excitement. Toe whites are to 
a man for defense. Those of the negroes 
who. have been misled are fust 
being reoonoiled. A community of planters 
may be relied on for kind treatment of tbe 
laborer. Tbe whites have made no demon­
stration of hostility to the negroes of this 
county, bnt are anxious to cultivate the 
moht friendly relations.

My name has Imen ino|t ridiculously asso­
ciated in the natter. I frost yon will not 
give credence to the share given me in tliis 
affair by telegrams.
