OUR NEW YORK LETTER.

The Apple of Discord In the Democratic 
Party—A Conservative Presidential 
Nemmlnee may, If Elected, Inaugurate 
a Whig Administration—Political Team 
Driving—A Clreae Rtdlng-The Repab- 
llcao Outlook ■•till Improving—Duty ot 
Southern Republicans, etc.

New  York, October 6,1875. 
The back down of the Democracy in this 

State an thfc inflation issue, and the select­
ing of Democratic candidates from the 
ranks of the Liberal Republicans, has pro­
duced its natural crop of disoord. The 
Democratic leaders begin to see at last that 
the progress of the age, as well as the 
country, has advanced beyond the issues 
which once formed the stock-in-trade of 
American Democracy. Intelligent people 
are no longer satisfied with a policy which 
begins and ends with bate of the negro, 
Southern sectionalism and the wooieg of 
the Irish vote. It is, therefore, plain that 
the Democracy must back down ttill more, 
and make still greater concessions to pub­
lic sentiment, in order to secure possession 
of power. Aud when the eagerly coveted 
power is thus secured, who is to wield it, 
and tQ what (^organization of parties may 
not such a Democratic victory thus achiev­
ed lead. Tils is an important question tor 
all men of all parties.

The only available men for the presiden­
tial nomination of the Democracy in 18/6, 
are men who were formerly Whigs. If a 
man from this class, say Charles Fran sis 
Adams, is selected as the standard-bearer of 
the Democracy in the next presidential 
election, the result will be the formation of 
a Whig administration. Airound this Whig 
administration the best men of Doth parties, 
in and out oi Congr. ss, would rally, and 
the reactionary Democratic leaders like 
Hendricks of Indiana, and Houston of 
Alabama, would be shelved as politio&l fos­
sils. How to conceal their persons and their 
purposes behind the characters and names of 
Conservative statesmen, and yet hold the 
reins of power in their own hands is now, 
therefore, as it has been for years .past, the 
exceedingly delicate question which Ben 
Wood, Hendrioks, Houston et al. have to 
solve. It is a case of dangerous and diffi­
cult team-driving or cirous ridtng, just as the 
leader may prefer to look at the subjeot. 
Democracy may be dressed tfjp in top-boots, 
holding gauntlet-handed, four pair of restive 
steeds in band, or Democracy may make its 
appearance in tights, with chalked slippers, 
gayly flying an American flag from each 
shonlder, ready to perform all the wonder­
ful feats of the ring, from the riding 
of the wild Confederate Arab, or the 
affectionate fondling of the dangerous 
and unbroken Ethiopean raoer, to be­
striding fpur horses at once while driving 
“six in band at the same time." The 
ground and lofty tumbling by the be­
spangled Democratic mountebank may vary 
the interest of this remarkable performance, 
but neither paint, nor legerdemain, nor 
false pretense can give either dignity to the 
performer or character to those who partici­
pate in the show. The polioy of plain, 
opan, honest, straightforward Democratic 
procedure is not to be thought of, the end 
of suoh manly rashness being certain defeat. 
On the other hand the polioy of false pre­
tense and indirection is equally danger­
ous. There is no tailing, for instance, 
at what moment the hot-headed Con­
federates may not betray their real 
purposes, notwithstanding all the con­
trolling power of the diplomatic Georgia 
whipper in of the party. General Gor­
don make wake np some morning to learn 
that General Toombs can be restrained no 
longer. Jeff Davis may break forth again, 
in spite ot all the pressure of policy whioh 
now seals his lips. Some unexpected event 
or turn in affairs may l$y bare this whole 
scheme of Confederate-Democratic con­
spiracy against the nation, with its purpose 
to repudiate tbe national debt and flood the 
South With "free" labor imported "direct" 
from Africa. Some reckless Northern Dem­
ocrat may raise the standard of repudia­
tion at any moment, or some member of the 
Southern Grangers may reveal the seorets of 
the order in regard to the supply of labor 
from Afrioa.

A political existence snob as thia is either 
like the life of a burglar who wishes to 
move in good society, tfr like that of a man 
whose daily life is over a smouldering 
volcano. Tarn in what direction it may, 
the Democratic party is confronted by 
danger. Its principles are dead and buried. 
Its reoord is one of orime and blood. Its 
leaders are distrusted and watched. Its 
professions are disbelieved. Its policy is a 
system of makeshifts and fraud, its prin 
ciples a sham, while its future is made un 
certain, by the very victory which it may 

•through trickery aooomplish this fall or 
in 1876. In a word, there is no satis­
faction in the Democratic outlook for 
it—barest but narrow-minded Bourbons on 
the one hand and no eertainty of "spoils" 
for its army of place hunters on the other. 
Neither the cohesive attraction of moral 
conviction (if the term moral oonviotion 
oan bo applied to anything Democratic) 
nor the ooheeive power oi tha public plun­
der oan long hold snoh' elements together. 
If the national Repnblioan party did noth­
ing hot lot these elements of disoord work 
oat their legitimate consequences, tha re­
sult would be the final dissolution of the 
Confederate-Demoeratio ooalition, before 
the dissolvftg host of an enlightened pub­
lic opinion.

It is now generally understood that the 
financial and business interests of the 
North are adverse to a Democratic restora­
tion in 1876. The political eanvass is turn* 
mg more and more upon the quiet conversa­
tions whioh men hold together, as friends 
and neightpra, in regard to tha material 
Interests of the oountry, and whei*e 
feet* are du ll with, u d  Where reasbn 
■waj*. Every day wa bear of tha change 
ot conviction on the part of many who

Northern fcolta are UW takttg op the

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ehnsetts, as they have in Ohio. But the 
tendency of public opinion at the North is 
steadily against a Demoofatio restora­
tion, and this fact added to the disoord 
whioh now prevails in the ranks of the 
Confederate-Demooraoy will men re its 
defeat in the next presidential eleotton. 
The real question for tne Republicans 
of the South to determine is, what use 
to make of the new lease of power 
with which they are to he entrusted. The 
only available etook in trade of the Demo­
cratic party is that which is famished by 
the 8odthern Republicans themselves. If 
Louisiana, Mississippi and Florida oonld be 
placed m the position now occupied by 
South Carolina, it would go far to confirm 
the overthrow of the Confederate-Demo- 
oratio coalition. Of course the position of 
Louisiana- differs from South Carolina. 
Louisiana is at once the oitadel and 
the battlefield of the great conflict between 
aristocracy and republicanism at the South. 
That is understood, and yet the Republi­
cans of Louisiana owe it to themselves and 
to their friends at the North to put forth 
their best efforts to place the State before 
the American people in her true light, and 
to place themselves before tbeir country­
men aa men who are worthy of the great 
trust involved in laying the foundation of 
an enduring .free civilization upon the 
rains of slavery. B.

Mrs. Dorsey’s Lecture.
By invitation ot the Academy of Sciences, 

Mrs. Sarah A. Dorsey redelivered her lec­
ture relative to the origin of speoies in its 
hall last evening. Mrs. Dorsey is well 
known in this community as an author and 
essayist of ability, and she must have been 
gratified at the marked appreciation shown 
her by the large audienoe, whioh from the 
beginning to the end, paid the most respect­
ful attention to her lecture. The hall of the 
Academy Was well filled, many being com­
pelled to stand. The audience was of the 
best intellect of this city, and what was 
probably pleasing to the lecturer, about 
equally divided in reference to sex. Her 
subjeot was one of a high order, and its dis­
cussion, or even its presentation to the 
popular mind, a matter of difficulty.

Mrs. Dorsey is a corresponding member 
of the Aoademy, and accepted the invita­
tion as a tribute to her sex, who could ap­
propriately ocoupy their thoughts in the 
search of all truths. She made a definite 
sketch of the different soLools of modern 
thought on the subject of origin of speoies, 
whom she divided into no less than six gen 
eral classes, with intermediates. The Dar­
winian theory she classed as the unlimited 
variability of species, nearly all of its op 
ponents as believing in a limited variability, 
while another order were immutabiliste 
One theory began with a single germ or 
protoplasm, and prooeeded by unlimited 
evolution; others with more than one, the 
evolution proceeding within limits or forms 
primarily established, while the immuta- 
bilists believed in the same forms in 
past as in tbe present. The tendenoy of 
Darwinism was not atheistic, but in har­
mony with pure theism. Christianity itself 
was a declaration of a species of evolution 
a procedure from imperiect to perfeot 
forms. Darwin himself was a theist.

Mrs. Dorsey quoted extensively from 
different authors to illustrate the diatine 
tion between the diflerent schools of evolu­
tionists, as she had chosen to class them 
but always with dearness, not tiring, bat 
rather increasing the interest of her hearers 
in her snbjeoc.

At the close a vote of thanks was ten­
dered to Mrs. Dorsey by the Aoademy. The 
chairman, Dr. Copes, and Messrs. Cohen, 
Walker, Forshey and others, indulged in 
personal expressions complimentary to the 
skillful treatment of a difficult subject by 
the accomplished lecturer. The delivery 
oooupied but little over au hour, and the 
good it has accomplished in directing atten­
tion to the progressive thought ot the day 
oan not be overestimated.

Tax Sales in New York.
The New York Herald, of the eighth gives 

a graphic? description of the sale of lauds 
and tenements for unpaid assessments, by 
direction of Controller Green, in the Su­
perior Court chamber, the clerk of arrears 
acting as auctioneer. The attendance was 
numerous, the principal speculative pur­
chases confined to half a doz3n individuals. 
Many single pieces of property were bid for 
by tbe owners, to acquire a better title, or 
secure an extension of the lease, otherwise 
by paying assessments at the controller’s 
office it was relieved of inonmbratoes. The 
sales will continue until all property on the 
delinquent list is disposed of. It em­
braces all descriptions, from Harlem- 
flats to Fifth Avenue dwellings, and 
the amounts range from $1 10 to $5000, 
the dates of assessment from 1861 to 1871. 
The corporation is the principal purchaser, 
buying in trust for the owners. Small 
sums, negleoted for many years, are a fea­
ture of the lists. The assessments are 
ohiefly for paving and lagging streets and 
sidewalks. Those in attendance at the sale 
were each provided with a book of 100 
large printed pages of property condemned 
for sale. As the auctioneer proceeded they 
kept their eyes on the page aud numbers, 
following him sharply. The auctioneer be 
gan at the number where he left ott the 
first day, 100, aud in an hour’s time reached 
the number 800. It will take him over 
week to finish his labors. In the meantime 
large numbers are hurrying to the control 
ler’s office to pay up and save further 
penses.

The act under which these sales are 
mads declares that iu default of ataess 
ments levied aud oonfirmed, the property 
shall be sold at auoticn for the lowest 
term of years at which any person shall 
offer to take it, in consideration of advanc­
ing the amount of the assessment due and 
unpaid, the interest thereon to the time of 
sale, charges for notice, advertisement and 
other accrued costs and charges. At tbe 
sales time is substituted for money. The 
clerk oalls oat the number of the property  ̂
a person in the audienoe cries out "a thou* 
sand years,” which is the lowest bid; com­
petition arises, and "eight hundred," "seven 
hundred," "five hundred," "one hundred,1 
"ninety," "fifty,” "twenty-five,” "ten,” fol­
low in suooession. For inatanoe, a prop­
erty in debt to the oity since April, 1871; 
the parohaser holds the property for two 
years, the city notifying the owner of its 
sale. At the expiration of that time tbe 
purohaser notifies the owner that if he fails 
to pay the expenses inonrred within six 
months it will pass from his hands, as the 
oity will then grant an absolute lease to 
the holder. The original owner has thus 
two years and a half in whioh to redeem 
his property. To do this he must pay along 
with the oosts incurred fourteen per cent 
to the holder. It pays as a speculation to 
put money in these properties, since 
it is impossible to lose, and the 
least profit will be fourteen per 
cent. A host of well known names ap­
pear on the list, though^ the |property may 
have changed hands. Many are delinquents 
without being conscious of owing the city 
a oent. The railroads are all inolnded, one 

i ver $5000 Tor square block pavement in 
the neighborhood at its depot. Sewering 
appears to call for the heaviest assessment. 
Several cemeteries are down as debtors. A 
trifling sum may oanse the sele of one for 
1000 years. Colleges, banks, gas companies, 
and an army of 4tnnknown" owners al«o 
appear. Churches, schools, asylums and 
charitable societies are also prominent. »Not 
being liable for taxes, they were under the 
impression they were exempt from assess­
ments; but suoh is not the case. A cathedral 
was sold, bnt a spirited Catholic redeemed 
it. A pnblio school andfmeeting house were 
pat down; bnt as speculators do not pur­
chase, the corporation comes to tbe resooe. 
High priced, and experimental paving bring 
taxpayers to grief; bnt they shoulder the 
burden like men, and wait for election day 
to castigate their rulers.
