cotton equal to that mado before the war—
what should tho consumers do? Look
out “or some other cotton field where labor
is more uniform snd may bo relied on for
continuous production.  May not the con-
sumers send colonists to Africs or Drazil,
or lay down some more thonsands of miles
of railway in India?

It really seems to us strange that onr
cotton fuctors, men of known intelli-
genee, should permit this hostility to la.
bor to exclude migration from the valley
of the Mississippi, and to compel the
consumers, as our civil war did, to de-
velop other and* rival productions. The
owners of mills neither know nor care
about Louisiana politice. They would as
soon spin Dhollersh cottons as Yazoo cot-
tons, if they paid us well, but they wonld
abandon both if their supply was irreg.
ular, and patronize Egypt or Hindostan
if either assured a supply to keep the
spindles turning. Ouar fictors suffor
greatly from the diversion of cotton from
this market. How can they prevent it? By
enconraging labor to plant itself in the
alluvial lands sbove and below our
city, Concentrats this labor, and ftu
product will be under our control.  Give
the laborer & home and a few acrer. Ho
will bo attached to the soil. Give him an
asylum nnd friends, and be will make that
cotton here which be may otherwise bo
driven to make elsewhere and for another
market. If thero be auy man in the
Uuited States who should be the friend
und protector of the negro, it is the factor
and merchant of New Orleans. They
prosper exactly in proportion to the crop
values produced by the labor of the negro.

With this view wo hope the Cotion Ex-
change of this and other Southern cities
will publish justice to the negro laborer,
