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IM MATERIAL AUD EVASIVE.
In a newsr narrative of the murder of

John Gair, it wasVtated that Dr. Saunders, 
the alleged subject of an attempted mur­
der, “now lives a id moves, as free as the 
freest, his illness unknown—if he suffers 
from any- -to his nearest relatives in this 
city.”

This narrative merely states that the 
illueas of Dr. Saunders, if it exists, was 
unknown to his “nearest relatives in this 
city.” The doubt which was expieased 
about the condition of Dr. Saunders is dis­
pelled by the statement of two attendant 
physicians, who allege that “on Monday, 
eleventh October, he was poisoned by 
taking arsenic, is still suffering from the 
effects of it. and wo do not consider him 
yet out of danger.” Wo cheerfully re­
publish this statement, and might concur 
that no patient should be considered “out 
of danger” so long as he finds medical at­
tention necessary. With much respect, 
however, for Messrs. Physicians, we find 
nothing in their affidavit which refutes 
any statement in the R e p u b l ic a n . We 
have not said that Dr. Saunders was not 
poisoned, nor that he was not ill. We for 
the first time learn that he is ill. Whether 
his near relatives in this city were aware of 
his continued indisposition before the bul 
letin of the attendant physicians, we know 
not. So far as the colums of the R e p u b ­

l ic a n  are authority, to any persons 
cerned, they will know, as we for the 
first time have been informed, of the 
certified facts in regard to the health of 
Dr. Saunders. We add, in all sincerity, 
that we are as much shocked at any such 
crime as has beeu alleged, and shall be as 
much gratified by the recovery of the 
subject of that alleged attempt as any. 
As a selfish evidence of our sincerity, we 
may mention the damage always inflicted 
Upon the Republican party, when the 
dark Jantern and shotgnn fever breaks 
out in the country parishes. It will be 
seen, then, that the R e p u b l ic a n  and the 
public have been informed as to the con­
dition of Dr. Saunders, and that no state­
ment of the R e p u b l ic a n  has been cor­
rected.

This is, however, immaterial to the 
the main issue which is of far more im­
portance than t\ie health of Dr. Saunders, 
or even the conviction or acquittal of the 
alleged criminal charged with an attempt 
upon his life.

We have seen the statement extracted 
from the Patridt-Derno&'cit, published on 
the day succeeding the murder of John 
Gair and of tbs imprisoned woman 
Matthews. We have * no comments to 
make upon the alleged confession of a 
woman who is said to have fixed a charge 
of crime against an accessory upon a ver­
bal message transmitted through a third 
party. Why this alleged confession was 
made, whether extracted under fear of 
death or hope of life, we do not inquire. 
We regard but the violation of law in­
volved in the whole transaction. These 
two persons, alleged to have attempted a 
crime, were killed without judicial investi­
gation. In this lies the legal, social and 
political significance of the deed.

We will cite facts as we understand 
undisputed. John Gair fled through fear 
of his life irom the parish of East 
Feliciana to New Orleans. He returned 
to the town of Baton Rouge. During his 
absence an attempt was alleged against the 
life of a citizen of East Feliciana l̂ v poison­
ing. The .alleged offender was arrested 
on a warrant and lodged in jail at Clinton, 
the courthouse village, some thirty or 
more miles from Baton Rouge. Upon the 
reported confession of the alleged principal 
in the attempted crime, Gair, the alleged 
accessory, is arrested and taken toward 
Clinton. W hen upon the road the officers 
and prisoner are met by a force of masked 
and armed meD, who shoot the alleged 
accessory “full of bullets,” and the body 
is left on the roadside. ” At nine or ten 
o’clock the same night the alleged prin­
cipal in the attempted crime is taken from 
the guard in the sheriff’s office in Clinton, 
and “the unfortunate criminal” is h&Dged 
to a tree in the court yard. We add the 
further fact that the person whose life is 
alleged to have been attempted is not 
dead, though not, in the opinion of the 
attendant physician, out of danger.

We wish all impartial minds to regard 
this summary and citation of facts:

1. A citizen is arrested as principal 
upon a criminal charge.

2. An alleged accessory is arrested upon 
the alleged confession of the principal.

3. The principal, who has turned State’s 
evidence, is put to death.

4. The accessory is pat to death upon 
the alleged testimony of a witness who 
can never be “confronted with him" in 
the world.

We mean no “bloody shirt” sensation in 
thus calmly placing before the eyes of the 
American public these facts, undisputed 
Snd without comment. There %re law-* 
less miners with blackened faces in Penn­
sylvania; there have been vigilance com­
mittees in California; but how would the 
people of any county in the United States 
be astonished if seventy armed men could 
violate the safe conduct of the law, and 
an alleged criminal should before trial be 
taken from the custody of the law, and 
hung at the county seat of justice and in 
the very court yard.

The circumstances of this arrest by one 
party, with assault and murder by an­
other, resemble so much the deeds of Cou- 
shatta as to appear systematic.

Do the Conservatives of Louisiana think 
this disregard of “the obligations of law” 
can be confined to the mere murder of 
political opponents ? Are they of opin­
ion that it will never be employed against 
themselves? If men take upon them- 
selves to refuse obedience to lawful pro­
cess, or born the property of those whom 
they declare wrongdoers, how think the 
conservative property holders of this doc- 
triitt a*d its application at Coffehatta, 
Ouve Branch, and upon even a larger seale 
elsewhere? . « l 4at$w$«
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cbemint can compute how long the poi­
sonous principles of thuggery oan lie dor­
mant, and under what precise conditions 
of social animosity it will spring into re­
newed activity?

The citizen who accepts the constitution 
and laws can neither be a Kn-Klux, a jay- 
hawker, a masked assassin, nor a resister 
of the tax or any other law.

We have stated a true issue, and we re­
gard any statements tending to palliate 
the ccnduot of men who, living under the 
law, take the law into their own hands, as 
an evasion of this issue aud an injury lo 
society. In this issue we do not recognize 
or denounce individuals. Society is re­
sponsible for all violations of law which 
it might prevent and does not punish. 
The prevalence of this lawless doctrine 
will injure us no more than others, and 
fur less than those who have more at stake 
than we have. Unless all men unite in 
the execution of the laws, Louisiana may 
become an unfit residence for people of 
property or industry, and will be avoided 
by the immigrant who brings either. We 
leave this matter with the jury—of the 
people.

ODE SMALL DEMOCRACY.
Our small Democratic friends in Louisi­

ana will pardon us if we do not attach the 
smallest importance to their views. They 
know about as much of the Democratic 
intentions as Dame Quickly did of “the 
mind of Anne Page." Our small Dem­
ocracy promulgated the assertion that the 
grand Democracy intended to take up the 
woes of murdered Louisiana, but not only 
were they snubbed in that expectation by 
the Congressional Democracy at Washing­
ton, which was “not at home" to Messrs, 
Burke and Zacharie, but they have been 
strangely left out of the Ohio aud Pennsyl­
vania platforms altogether.

Falstaff, when so sternly rebuked by 
King Henry, remarked to his companions 
that he would be “sent for privately," and 
our small Democracy have cherished, or 
diffused a similar expectation. The battle 
is entirely too big for our small Democratic 
reinforcement of political jayhawkers to 
be of any consequence to either com­
batant. Indeed, the disposition of both 
national parties seems to be, to shake 
them as pestilent pretenders.

The Western and Northern anti-Repnb- 
li can papers seem puzzled to determine 
whether the Democrats should discard in­
flation as a losing card and pile up on 
hard money, or eontinue to rely upon the 
morbid appetite for more paper, defeat 
Tilden either in New Y ork or in the nomi­
nating convention, aad fight the centen­
nial upon restoring the old continental 
isiDglass shinplasters with the busts of 
Kobert Morris, John Law, and Secretary 
Memminger by way of illustration. The 
Democrats of New York and Ohio are 
utterly reckless who or what they support. 
Horace Greeley and inflation have so de­
moralized them that they have become 
political street walkers, who scoff at all 
ideas of principle or propriety. Hence 
we can not anticipate what they intend 
next. Our small Democracy here being 
metaphorically but the straw which,

have not a word to say, but must await the 
action of the leaders elsewhere. When­
soever this decision shall have beeu made, 
they will receive printed instructions from 
the National Democratic Committee whom 
to support, what measures to advocate and 
what principles to discard.

Hence we find it unnecessary to discuss 
any question with our small Democracy," 
who are not authorized to commit their 
party at present. They may have to eat 
their own words, and c.s we have no dis­
position to see fellow creatures devour dirt 
of any sort, will not unnecessarily pro­
voke them to a diet which, however fa­
miliar, can not be either agreeable or nu­
tritious.

VERY TRYING,
Thl Opelousas Courier has hafiilsmiral

sensibilities severely shocked by the 
Packard-I.eonard correspondence. The 
occurrence is likened to the original 
temptation in the Garden of Eden, which 
is, as a comparison, at once trite and in­
applicable. It seems to ns the more mod­
ern temptation on the mount would do 
better ser iee, with Messrs. Packard and 
Leonard in appropriate characters. It is 
true the la- ter is not exactly asked to fall 
down and worship, bnt “to desert his 
country in the trying hour of her ex­
istence.”

With a certain class of politicians, 
every hour since the Democracy were ex­
pelled from office has been a “trying 
hour,” and the crisis will continue until 
the day of their reinstatement. Then 
will come the redemption, the jubilee, and 
all th a t  sort of thing. Such redeemers 
overlook the foot that men like Mr. 
Leonard carry their principles with them 
wherever they go, and would be no more 
likely to abandon or betray Louisiana, 
when acting with the Republican party, 
than when striving to foist the Democ­
racy into place. There is a material differ­
ence between Louisiana in fact and Lou­
isiana as pictured by such rhapsodists as 
the Opelousas Courier. Louisiana proper 
is the people and property of the State, 
a very small fraction of both pertaining 
immediately to the school of which the 
Cornier is a disciple. There is as little 
danger of Mr. Leonard betraying any­
body, since Mr. Paoksrd wrote to him, ns 
there was before, and he is as worthy of 
trust as the editor of the Courier, or any 
other politician of North Louisiana. It 
ia a grave mistake to suppose that a 
patriot oan only serve his country when 
acting in the internet ot certain aspi­
rants for office, and that to become dis­
gusted with them . on account of their 
selfishness e a t narrow views, amounts 
to' a  betrayal of any doty.

Messrs. Penn, Phelps, ftfplm Leojuyd, 
*eiks and others, hare recently been 
specially singled, out to Ms. -wept and 
gtoftned over as would-be betrayers. Be­
trayers of .wbftt? Why of
course. What is Louisiana? Why the 
handful of Southern aristocrats, who,

though a minority in the Democratic 
party, assume the functions of political 
high priests and domineer over their asso­
ciates hy threats and bullying. We un­
derstand it to be every man's right to 
manage his own interests in his own way. 
His duty as a citizen begins and ends with 
fidelity to himself and justice toward his 
neighbor. Louisiana, as represented 
by the Opelousas Courier stripe of 
politicians, must not put herself 
iu antagonism with other citizens 
who have interests, votes and influence. 
If she does, she will always find herself 
betrayed. There will always be a “trying 
hour” in the family when any portion ol its 
members seek to ride rough shod over the 
others or deny them an equal voice in the 
management of affairs. Messrs. Leonard, 
Penn and others whose names have just 
been put on the proscribed list by the 
Democratic penholders, are perfectly well 
qualified to judge of what they want and 
what they wish Louisiana to have. Each 
of these gentlemen is himself a part of 
Louisiana, one of the people, an integer 
of the sovereign power. In a modified 
sense, they can do no wrong, being the 
supreme authority so far as their own ac­
tion is concerned. They may suppoit or 
oppose a principle of government without 
incurring the liability to any penalty, be­
cause they are clothed with the rights and 
prerogatives of independent citizenship. 
They may be right or wrong, but “Louisi­
ana.” in the restricted political slang of 
the day, has nothing to do with it. Louis­
iana was made or acquired for the people, 
not they for Louisiana. The gentlemen 
assailed are, so far as their votes and influ­
ence extend, the arbiters and rulers of 
Louisiana, and if their neighbors do not 
happen to agree with them, can only fall 
back on the “trying hour” of their own 
desperate fortunes.

LAW AND ORDER.
Every one must be struck with surprise 

at the peaceful election iu the Western 
States, and likewise with the inexorable 
strictness with which the laws are enforced 
against lawless desperadoes. The New 
York Herald thus notices this honorable 
feature in American politics:

The Illinois Ku-Kl.ix assassins, John Bul 
liner and Allen Baker, who have been on 
trial at Murphysboro, have been sentenced 
to twenty years’ imprisonment. It is said 
that others of the gang, who are charged 
with murder, will probably expiate their 
offenses on the gallows.

If Mississippi and Louisiana should be 
annexed to the jurisdiction of Illinois and 
i >hio, it would produce a great change in 
the Democratic programmes. Instead of 
issuing masks and muskets to decide an 
election, the marauders would be seized 
and tried for their alleged offenses. We 
shall profit in time by the execution of 
the laws with the same impartiality. 
Whenever it shall be done lands will rise 
in value, industry will thrive and immi­
grants, convinced that they will not be 
taken from their beds at midnight and 
shot by masked assassins, will begin to 
throng into a country which wants but 
law and order to make it a paradise for 
the people.

LAWLESSNESS  IN EAST FELICIANA PARISH.

Stats o r  Louisiana, 
E xecutive  D epartm ent, 

New O r.eans, O ctober 15,1R75.
W hbrras, Official information has been received 

by the Executive Department th e t in the  perish  
of Beat Feliciana, in th is  State, certain evil dis­
posed persons acting in  concert w ith  residents 
o f  tn e  adjoining State o f Mississippi, have banded 
together for unlawful end disorderly purposes, 
and brought about in the parish of Bast Feliciana, 
and in the d istrict im m ediately adjacent therero, 
a  condition o f anarchy end mob violence w hich is 
dangerous to  the peace and prosperity o f  th e t  
section o f th e  State, and w hich hes culminated, 
among other results, in th e  following:

1. In the  violent expulsion from the parish o f  
Best F eliciana o f a  large number o f  the  pariah 
officials, adm itted to have been legally e lected and 
qualified.

2. In the compulsory adjournment o f  the Fifth 
Judicial District- Court in  said parish, and the  
shooting of the  sheriff while in the discharge of 
hismffiolal duties in  connection w ith said court.

3. Iu the patioiling o f  the  parish by bands of 
armed aud m asked men on errands o f violence 
end bloodshed.

A In the murder by m asked assassins of John 
Gair, one o f  the  leading colored c itizens of said  
parish, w hile under the nominal protection o f  e  
sheriff’s posse, end w hile on his w ay to answer e

5. In the hanging by a  law less mob o f  a  woman, 
a  near relative of said Gair, accnsed o f  an at­
tem pted crim e, end w ho e t  the tim e o f  her unlaw­
ful execution w as lodged in the parish prison, 
aw aiting trial for the offeuse alleged against her.

6. In the  incendiary horning e f o s  an try stores 
and cotton gins in th is and adjacent perishes; end

vykerees, All t^ese disorderly end law less ac ts  
are productive o f great in jury to th e  State, and 
ere  subversive  of .a ll th e  conditions o f  peoee and 
prosperity;

Now, therefore, I, C. C. Antoine, Lienten­
ant Governor and Acting Governor o f the  
State o f  Louisiana, do issue th is m y proala- 

ition, commanding e ll illegal and disor­
derly bodies o f men in  said parish o f East 
Feliciana to diaperse and retire to  their homes; 
end  I e s ll  upon all good oitizecs to co-operate w ith 
the-civil authorities in  arresting and bringing to  
Justice a ll suoh violent end  disorderly persons, to  
the end that pablie peace end obedience to  the  
lew s m ay be speedily restored.
