I n d e e d ,  
e a c h  n a t io n  to o k  fo r  i t s  s t a n d a r d  o f  v a lu e  
t h a t  w h ic h  i t  p r iz e d  th e  m o s t .  I n  l a t e r  
t im e s  g o ld  a n d  s i lv e r ,  b e in g  th e  m o s t  s c a r c e  
o f  t h e  m e ta l  a n d  m o s t  d if f ic u l t  o f  p r o d u c ­
tio n , th e r e f o r e  p r e s e n t in g  a  fo rm  o f  w e a l th  
m o s t  e a s i ly  a c c u m u la te d  a n d  g a r n e r e d  in  
t h e  c o t te r s  o f th e  r u l e r s  o r  k in g s  t h a n  a n y  
o th e r ,  w e re  a d o p te d  a s  t h e  m a te r i a l  fo r  
t h e i r  s t a n d a r d  o f  v a lu e ,  w h ic h  v a lu e  t h e y  
c la im e d  a n d  h a v e  a lw a y s  e x e r c is e d ,  a s  b e ­
tw e e n  th e m s e lv e s  a n d  th e i r  s u b je c ts ,  a s  
t h e i r  g r e a t e s t  p r e r o g a t iv e  t o  fix , b y  a n  
im p r e s s  o f  t h e i r  im a g e  o r  s u p e r s c r ip t io n  
th e r e o n .  B u t  g o ld  is  n o t  a  u n iv e r s a l  
s t a n d a r d  o f  v a lu e .  I n  1867 th r e e  a n d  a  h a lf  
o u n c e s  o f  s i l v e r  w o u ld  p u r c h a s e  a n  o u n c e  o f  
g o ld  m  J a p a n ,  w h e n  i t  to o k  s ix te e n  o u n o e s  
f o r  s u o h  p u r o h a s e  in  A m e r ic a .  T h a t  in  
y e a r s  t h e  v a lu e  o f  s i l v e r  c h a n g e d  g r e a t ly  in  
c o m p a r is o n  w i th  o th e r  p r o d u c t s  a n d  s e r-  
v io e s  c a n  e a s i ly  b e  i l ’u s t r a t e d .  T h e  g o o d  
S a m a r i ta n ,  w h e n  h e  l e f t  t h e  w o u n d e d  m a n  
a t  t h e  t a v e r n ,  l e f t  a  p e n n y  f o r  h ie  k e e p  f o r  
d a y s ,  w i th  t h e  p r o m is e  t h a t  w h e n  h e  r e ­
t u r n e d ,  i f  h is  p r o te g e  b a d  s p e n t  a n y  m o re , 
h e  w o u ld  p a y  t h e  d if fe re n c e .  I f  a n y  o n e  
d o u b t s  t h a t  s i l v e r  h a s  d e c r e a s e d  in  v a lu e  
s in c e  t h e n ,  l e t  h im  o ffe r t o  l e a v e  h is  w o u n d ­
e d  f r ie n d  a t  t h e  F i f t h  A v e n u e  o r  W in d s o r ,  
a n d  d e p o s i t  a  p e n n y  f o r  h is  k e e p .  I n  f o u n d ­
in g  a  g o v e r n m e n t  f o r  t h e m s e lv e s  o u r  pa -, 
t r io t io  f a th e r s  o a r e f u i ly  e l im in a t e d  f ro m  i t s  
f r a m e w o r k  e v e r y  a t t r i b u t e  o t  m o n a r c h y  
a n d  a r i s to o r a o y  s a v e  o n e — t h e y  r e t a in e d ,  
w h e th e r  l o r  g o o d  o r  e v i l ,  t h e  p re c io u s  m e ta ls  
s ta m p e d  w i th  t h e  k in g ’s  im a g e  a s  t h e  s t a n d ­
a r d  b y  w h ic h  to  m e a s u r e  t h e  p r o p e r ty  a n d  
i n d u s t r y  o f  t h e  n e w  re p u b l ic .  “ I t  w a s  a .  
g r ie v o u s  f a u l t , ! ’ a n d  g r ie v o u s ly  h a v e  t h e i r  
c h i ld r e n  a n s w e r e d  i t .  G r e a t ,  w is e  a n d  
g o o d  m e n ,  w e  m a r v e l  t h a t  t h e y  s a w  
so  m u c h ;  “ b u t  t h e y  s a w  n o t  a l l  
th in g s .”  B e c a u s e  o f  t h e i r  in g r a f t i n g  u p o n  
o n r  i n s t i t u t i o n s  t h i s  o n e  e le m e n t  o l  k in g ly  
p o w e r  w e , t h e i r  d e s c e n d a n ts ,  a n d  o u r  b u s i ­
n e s s  a n d  p r o p e r ty ,  n a y ,  a lm o s t  o u r  e x i s t ­
e n c e  a s  a  n a t io n ,  h a v e  b e e n  p la o e d  a t  t h e  
m e rc y  o f  t h e  m o n e y e d  p o w e r s  o f  t h e  e b r th .  
I n  1776 w e  c o u ld  n o t  a c h ie v e  o u r  i n d e p e n ­
d e n c e  u n t i l  w e  e m a n c ip a t e d  o u r s e lv e s  f ro m  
t h e  m o tle y  k in g s .  I n  1861 w e  c o u ld  n o t  
s a v e  t h e  l i f e  o f  t h e  n a t io n  f r o m  re b e l l io n  
u n t i l  w e  t h r e w  o v e r b o a r d  th e  m o n e y  o f  t h e  
b a n k e r s ,  n o w  th e m b n e y  k in g s  o f  th e  w o r ld ,  
a n d  e s ta b l i s h e d  a  o u r r e n o y  lo r  o u r s e lv e s  to  
m e a s u r e  v a lu e s  f o r  o u r  p e o p le  a n d  p u t  g o ld  
a n d  s i l v e r  w h e r e  t h e y  b e lo n g ,  a s  p a r t  o f  t h e  
p r o d u c t io n  o t  o u r  i n d u s t r ie s .  I  w o u ld  n o t  
g o  b a c k  to  c o n t in e n ta l  m o n e y ;  b u t  w h a t  
b u l l io n is t  w o u ld  s a y  oaf, i n d e p e n d e n c e  
w o u ld  h a v e  b e e n  a e c u r e d  i f  c o n t in e n ta l  
m o n e y  h a d  n o t  b e e n  u> ed  a g a in s t  t h e  c a p i ­
t a l i s t ,  a s  s a g e  w a s  a d o p te d  to r  t e a  a g a in s t  
t h e  m e r c h a n t s  1 T h e  f o u n d e r s  o f  th e  r e p u b ­
l ic  d o u b t le s s  a d o p te d  t h e  p re o ie a a  m e ta ls  a s  
their money to bring themselves into con­
nection w i th  toe g r e a t  f a m i ly  of n a t io n s .  
T h e y  d e t e r m in e d  to  b e a r  w i th  s u c h  a h -  
’ ra n e e  a s  t h e y  might, the lo s s ,  d i s a s t e r  

I ruin w h ic h  t h e  ndoptien nt s u o h  
adard of v a lu e  nt onoe e n ta i l e d  o p e n  t h e

o o u n t r y ,  f o r  i t  is  w o r th y  a f  o b s e r v a t io n  t h a t  
i t s  h a r d s h ip  w e b  bo g r e a t  a s  t o  p ro d u c e  a  
s e r io u s  r e b e l l io n  a n a  o u tb r e a k  a g a in s t  t h e  
la w  (S h a y ’s  r e b e l l io n  in  M a s s a c h u s e t ts ) ,  in  
w h a t  w a s  t h e n ,  a s  n o w , t h e  m o s t  c u l t iv a te d ,  
i n t e l l ig e n t ,  l a w  a b id in g  p o r t io n  b f  t h e  c o u n ­
t r y .  T h e y  w e re  p r o b a b ly  d e t e r r e d  fro m  
c h a n g in g  th e i r  s y s te m  o n  se e in g  th e s e  e v i ls  
b e c a u s e  o f  a  f a c t  in  t h e  f in a n c ia l h i s to r y  o f  
a  n a t io n  w ith  w h ic h  t h e y  w e re  in  a l l ia n c e ,  
w h ic h  is  n o w  h e ld  u p  b y  th e  b u ll io n ia ts  a s  a  
c o n c lu s iv e  a r g u m e n t  in  f a v o r  o f  a  sp e c ie  
s t a n d a r d ,  w ith  v e r y  m a o h  le s s  c a u s e  a n d  
w ith  v e r y  m u c h  le s s  w e ig h t  n o w  t h a n  i t  
m ig h t  w e ll h a v e  h a d  th e n ,  w h e n  o u r  f a th e r s  
h a d  in  p re se n t,  c o n te m p la t io n  th e  u se , in  
r e v o lu t io n a r y  F r a n o e ,  o f t h e  a s s ig n a ts  a n d  
m a n d a t s  a s  a  s u b s t i t u t e  f o r  go ld  a u d  s i lv e r — 
a  c u r r e n c y  w h ic h  a lm o s t  a t  o n c e  b e c a m e  
v a lu e le s s ,  a l th o u g h  n o m in a l ly  b a s e d  u p o n  
w h a t  is  r e c k o n e d  a m o n g  m e n  a s  t h e  m o s t 
d e s i r a b le  o f  p o s se s s io n s , t h e  l a n d s  o f  th e  
n a t io n .  T h e s e  fo rm s  o f  s e c u r i t y  w e re  to  
t h e  h o ld e r  e v id e n c e  o f  a  r i g h t  t o  b u y  o r  
lo c a te  u p o n  a  p o r t io n  o f  t h e  c o n f is c a te d  
l a n d s  o f  p r ie s t s  a n d  n o b le s ,  c a l le d  th e  n a ­
t io n a l  d o m a in .

T h e  v a lu e  o f  l a n d  c o n s is ts  o f  tw o  e s ­
s e n t ia l s — t i t l e  a n d  p r o d u c tiv e n e s s ,  a n d  th e  
a s s ig u a t  m a d e  n o  a s s u r a n c e  o f  t i t l e  to  th e  
h o ld e r .  B e s id e s  i t  w a s  a  l a n d  w a r r a n t  a n d  
n o t  c u r r e n c y .  O u r  c u r r e n c y  c a n  n o t  bo  s a id  
to  h a v e  d e p r e c ia te d ,  b e c a u s e  o u r  l a n d  w a r ­
r a n t s  s e l l  a t  h a l f  th e  g o v e r n m e n t  p r ic e  o f 
la n d .

B e s id e s ,  lo o k in g  b a c k  u p o n  t h a t  t im e ,  i t  is 
d if f ic u lt to  s e e  w h y  th e  F r e n c h  p a p e r  m o n ey  
w a s  n o t  th e n  a s  v a lu a b le  a s  a n y  o th e r  
h u m a n  p o s se s s io n  in  F r a n c e ,  w h t t h e r  g o ld , 
s i lv e r ,  la u d ,  lim b , o r  life ; n e i t h e r  w a s  w o rth  
a n  h o u r 's  p u rc h a s e .  T h e  le g is la to r  o f  to ­
d a y  w a s  th e  c r im in a l  o f  to -m o rro w ; th e  
ju d g e  o f  to -d a y  w a s  t h e  jc u lp r i t  o f  to ­
m o r ro w ; t h e  k n i f e  o f  th e  g u i l lo t in e ,  l ik e  th e  
r a in  o f  h e a v e n ,  f e l l  a l ik e  o n  th e  j u s t  a n d  th e  
u n ju s t .

C a n d id ly  c o n s id e re d  th e n ,  t h i s  p e r io d  a n d  
i t s  s y s te m  c o u ld  n o t  b e  p o in te d  a t  n s  a  
w a r n in g  a n d  e x a m p le  in  f in a n c e .

b a s e d  u p o n  g o ld  a n d  s i lv e r  w h ic h  th e y  
p ro m is e d  to  p a y  o n  d e m a n d ,  a n d  w h io b  
w e re  c la im e d  to  b e  i n s t a n t ly  c o n v e r t ib le  
in to  g o ld ;  w h e n  w e  h a d  t h a t  s y s te m  o f  
“ h a r d  m o n e y ”  w h ic h  is  h e ld  b y  th e  b u llio n -

•n io u s  i n t e r e s t  o f  7 3  10 p e r  c e u t , a n d  th e  
“ h a r d  m o n e y ” a n d  “ h o n e s t  m o n e y ” a l l  
b e c a m e  i r r e d e e m a b le  a n d  In c o n v e r t ib le  
p ro m is e s  to  p a y  o f  b ro k e n  b a t ik s  w h ic h  
h o a r d e d  th e i r  g o ld  in  t h e i r  v a u l t s  o r  in v e s te d  
i t  a b r o a d  in  s te r l in g  a u d  e x c h a n g e .  T h u s  d e - ’ 
s o r te d  a n d  b e t r a y e d  b y  c a p i ta l ,  th e  g o v e r n ­
m e n t ,  a s  i t s  o n ly  re s o u rc e  lo r  s e l f - p r e s e r v a ­
tio n ,  th r e w  o v e r b o a r d  th e  m o n e y  o f  th e  
w o rld  b y  th e  a c t  o f  F e b r u a r y  25, 1862, a n d  
is su e d  i - s  o w n  le g a l  t e n d e r  n o te s  a s  m o n e y  
w i th  w h ic h  to  p a y  i t s  s o ld ie r s  fo r  th e i r  
l iv e s ,  p u r c h a s e  s u p p lie s .

T h e r e  w e re  
th e  d i r e c t  o o u s e q u e n c e s  o f  a  f in a n c ia l  s y s ­
te m  f r a u d u le n t ly  b a s e d  o n  su p p o s e d  
s p e c ie  in to  w h ic h  i t  w a s  p ro m is e d  th e  
“ h o n e s t  m o n e y ”  sh o u ld  b e  c o u v e r te d  on  d e ­
m a n d ,  a l th o u g h  e v e r y b o d y  k n e w  w h e n  th is  
u s e le s s  p ro m is e  w a s  m a d e  t h a t  t h e r e  w as  
a n d  n e v e r  c o u ld  b e  b u t  a  d o l la r  in  s p e c ie  to  
p a y  five  w h ic h  th e  oaD ks p ro m is e d  to  p a y  
w h e n  th e y  l e n t  o u t  t h e i r  “ r a g  m o n e y "  a t  
u s u r io u s  i n te r e s t .

F ro m  th e  h o u r  o f  th o  is s u e  o f  le g a l  t e n ­
d e r  n o te s  b u s in e s s  e v e r y w h e r e  s p r a n g  in to  
a c t iv e  life . W o r k m e n  w e re  so  p r o f i ta b ly  
o c o u p ie d  t h a t  la r g e  b o u n tie s  w e re  u e c o s sa ry  
to  d r a w  th e m  in to  t h e  a r m y ,  a n d  lo r  te n  
y e a r s  t h e r e  w e re  n o  f in a n c ia l  r e v u ls io n s ,  
b u t  a  p e r io d  o f  u n iv e r s a l  p r o s p e r i ty  s u c ­
c e e d e d .  T o  th is  p r o s p e r i ty  no  c h o c k  c a m e  
u n t i l  a d m in i . - t r a t iv e  a n d  le g is la t iv e  a t ­
t e m p t s  w e re  m a d e  to  c o m p e l  a  r e t u r n  to  a  
v ic io u s  s y s te m  o f  s u p p o s e d  s p to ie  p a y ­
m e n ts  a n d  so  c a l b d  “ h o n e s t  m o n e y .” w h ic h  
so  m is e r a b ly  fa i le d  u s  a t  t h e  f i r s t  o f  th e  
w a r .

w a y s  b e e n  a n d  a lw a y s  m u s t  b e  f r u i t f u l  in  
f in a n c ia l d is a s te r .  I u  o u r  o w u  o o u n t r y ,  
f ro m  1832 to  1862—t h e  p e r io d  o f  t h e  h a r d  
m o n e y  s y s te m — th e r e  w o re  f in a n c ia l  c o n ­
v u ls io n s  o n c e  in  s ix  y e a r s .  T h e  m o s t  n o t a ­
b le  w e re  t h o s e  o f  1837, 1857 a n d  1861. E n g ­
l a n d  h a s  a lw a y s  h a d  a  c u r r e n c y  b a s e d  on  
sp e o ie ,  a n d  E n g la n d  f o u n d  in  h e r  w a r  w ith  
N a p o le o n ,  in  1797, t h a t  h e r  b a n k  p a p e r  o n  a  
s p e c ie  b a s is  w a s  a s  r o t t e n  a s  w e  lo u n d  o u rs  
to  b e  iu  1861. I n  E n g la n d  th e n ,  a s  in  o u r  
w a r ,  g o ld  w e n t  o n t  o f  s ig h t  a n d  w a s  h o a rd e d ,  
m a n a f a c t a r e s  w e re  s to p p e d ,  m e r c h a n ts  w e re  
r a in e d ,  a n d  m o n e y  b e c a m e  im p o ss ib le  to  be  
o b ta in e d ;  g e n e r a l  b a n k r u p tc y  a u d  r u in  
t h r e a t e n e d  b o th  t h e  p e o p le  a n d  g o v t r n -  
m e n t  o f  G r e a t  B r i t a in ,  w h e n , o n  S u n d a y  
m o rn in g ,  t h e  tw e n ty - th i r d  o f  F e b r u a r y .  
1797f t h e  k in g  h im s e l f  in  o o u n d il o r d e r e d  
th e  s u s p e n s io n  o f  s p e o ie  p a y m e n ts ,  
w h to h  s u s p e n s io n  w a s  t o  l a s t  u n t i l 1 
t h e  f i f te e n th  o f  J u n e ,  1815, b a t  d id  in  f a c t  
l a s t  u n t i l  1823, a n d  a l th o u g h  t h e  g ig a n t ic  
w a r s  o f  N a p o le o n  e b o o k  a l l  E u r o p e ,  in  
w h ic h  E n g la n d  s u b s id is e d  a n d  p a id  t h e  
a r m ie s  o f  a l l  h e r  a lh e e  w i th  h e r  g o ld ,  s t i l l ,

w h e th e r  t h e  a l l ie d  a r m ie s  w e r e  in  d is a s te r  
o r  in  t r iu m p h ,  n o  f in a n c ia l  re v u ls io n , b u s i ­
n e s s  p a n ic s ,  o r  d i s a s t e r s  f e l l  u p o n  h e r  p e o ­
p le  d u r in g  th o e e  e ig h te e n  y e a r s  o f  m o e t  d e ­
s t r u c t iv e  a n d  t e r r i b l e  w a r ,  b u t  to  t h e  c o n ­
t r a r y ,  d u r in g  t h a t  t im e ,  u p o n  in c o n v e r t i ­
b le  p ro m ise s  to  p u y ,  E n g la n d  b u i l t  u p  h e r  
i ro n , c o t to n  a n d  w o o le n  in te r e s t s ,  a n d  la id  
t h e  f o u n d a t io n  o f h e r  w o n d e r fu l  a n d  u n ­
e q u a le d  m a n u f a c tu r in g  p r o s p e r i ty ,  e s t a b ­
l is h e d  a n d  f o s te r e d  h e r  c o lo n ies , e x te n d e d  
h e r  o o m m e ro e  a l l  o v e r  t h e  w n rid , a n d  m a in ­
ta in e d  a  g ig a n t ic  n a v y .

B a n k  o f E n g la n d ,  a s  w e  a r e  n o w  d o in g , b e ­
g a n  p r e p a r a t io n s  f o r  a  r e tu r n  t  > sp e c ie  p a y  
m e n ts .  T h e n  a g a in  e n s u e d  b u e iu e s s  disaV- 
t t r s .  a  f a l l  o f  p r ic e s ,  a  s h r in k a g e  o f  v a lu e s ,  
a n  o v e r th r o w  o f c i e d i t ,  a n d  p r o s t r a t io n  o f  
t r a d e  a n d  b u s in e s s .

-T h e n  L o rd  L iv e rp o o l  to ld  th e  a g r i c u l tu r ­
is t s  a n d  m a n u f a c tu r e r s  o f  E n g la n d  th a t  
o v e r -p ro d u c tio n  w a s  th e  c a u s e  o f  d is t r e s s .  
U n d e r-c o n s u m p tio n  w a s  r a t h e r  t h e  t r o u b le .  
M o re  t h a n  1,500,000 o i m e n  a n d  w o m e n  h a v e  
b e e n  n o w  n e a r ly  tw o  y e a r s  o u t  o f  e m p lo y ­
m e n t ,  w i th o u t  p u r c h a s in g  m e a n s  o r  p o w e r  
o f  c o n s u m p tio n  b e y o n d  w h a t  w ill k e e p  b o d y  
a n d  s o u l  to g e th e r .  A a a  m e a n s  o f  r e l ie f ,  
d e s p i te  t h e  v ie w s  o f  L o r d  L iv e rp o o l ,  E n g ­
la n d  w a a  th e n  o b lig e d  to  d e f e r  th e  r e tu r n  
t o  sp e c ie  p a y u it  n t s  u n t i l  1819. In  t h a t  y e a r  
P e e l ’s  b ill  p io v id in g  fo r  g r a d u a l  r e s u m p tio n  
w a s  p a s s e d , f u l l  r e s u m p t io n  to  ta k e  e ffe c t in  
1823, a n d  p r ic e s  a g a iu  fe ll  im m e d ia te ly  a f t e r  
i t s  p a s sa g e .

i t s  c ir c u la t io n ;  o r ^ i n  o th e r  w o rd s , a  “ c o n ­
t r a c t i o n '’ o f  t h e  c u r r e n c y .  T h is ,  in  1825, 
w a s  fo l lo w e d  b y  a  d e s t r u c t io n  o f v a lu e s ,  
a  ru in  o t  m e r c h a n ts ,  a n  o v e r th ro w  o f  a 'l  
e n te r p r i s e ,  w i th  a  lo ss  o f  p r o d u c tio n  a s  
g r e a t  a s  i f  a  fire  h a d  s w e p t  o v e r  h u i t  th e  
la n d .  S e v e n ty  b a n k s  fa i le d , n e a r ly  tw o -  
th i r d s  o f  h e r  m e r c h a n ts  a n d  m a n u f a c tu r ­
e r s  s to p p e d  p a y  m en  r. fo llo w e d  b y  th e  
u s u a l  d i s a s t e r  a m t s t a r v a t io n  to  th e  w o r k ­
in g m a n  a n d  h is  f a m ily . A p p lic a t io n  w a s  
m a d e  to  t h e  g o v e r n m e n t  fo r  re lie f .  W h a t  
p o w e r  c a n  c h a n g e  a l l  th i s  a t  o n c e  ? A n  a c t  
o f  P a r l i a m e n t  ? T h e  r a in  o f  m a n o a  f ro m  
h e a v e n  b y  D iv ip e  in te r p o s i t io n  ? N e ith e r  
c a m e . B u t ,  w h a t  s e e m e d  to  th e  m e n  o f  
t h a t  d a y  e q u a l ly  m ira c u lo u s , a  la r g e  p a c k ­
a g e  o f  o n e  p o u n d  n o te s  w a s  lo u n d  in  a  lu m ­
b e r  ro o m , w h e r e  t h e y  h a d  b e e n  a c c id e n ta l ly  
s to r e d ,  in s te a d  o f  b e in g  d e s tro y e d ,  a s  o r ­
d e re d .

T h e  B a u k  o f  E n g la n d  
b e in g  t h e n  p r e s s e d  f o r  g o ld ,  w h ic h  w a s  th e  
b a s is  o f  o u r  c u r r e n c y ,  c a l le d  i t  a w a y ,  c a u s ­
in g  o u r  b a n k s  to  s u s p e n d  sp e c ie  p a y m e n ts .  
T h e n  f o r  t h r e e  y e a r s  w e fu l ly  a p p r e c ia te d  
t h e  b e a u t ie s  o f  a  c u r r e n c y  o n  a  g o ld  b a s is .  
I u  E n g la n d  so  e n o r m o u s  w e re  th e  lo sse s  
t h a t  P a r l i a m e n t  to o k  m e a s u re s  to  g u a r d  
a g a in s t  f u tu r e  r e v u ls io n s .  T h e  b a n k  w as  
to  i s s u e  n o  m o re  n o te s  t h a n  i t  h a d  sp e c ie  
in  i t s  v a u l t s ,  e x c e p t  a  c e r ta in  n u m b e r  
w h ic h  m ig h t  b e  is s u e d  o n  e x c h e q u e r  
b ills . A f t e r  lo n g  a n d  la b o r io u s  i n v e s t ig a ­
t io n  a n d  a b le  d is c u s s io n  a  b ill  r e o r ­
g a n iz in g  th e  b a n k  h a d  b e e n  d r a w n ,  w h ic h  
w o u ld  b a n is h  p r o s t r a t i o n  o f  c r e d i t ,  b u t  
w h e n  th e  b a n k  p r o c e e d e d  lo  o p e r a te  u n d e r  its  
c h a r t e r  g o ld  w a s  fo u n d  to  c h a n g e  iu  v a lu e  
d a y  b y  d a y ,  r e q u i r in g  a  c o r re s p o n d in g  
c h a n g e  o t  t h e  b a n k ’s  r a te  o f  d is c o u n t  to  iis  
c u s to m e r s  to  k e e p  g o ld  in  i t s  v a u l t s .

W h a t  a  “ m a r v e l  o f  
f in a n c ia l s t r e n g t h  a n d  c r e d i t "  s h e  h a s  b e e n ,
