Very soon 
they euw an object approach rapidly upon a 
diagonal slope which soon brought it in col­
lision with the earth. A few successive 
bujundri of the balloon whipped out all its 
contents, when it dashed off to the south­
east apparently much relieved. It was sub­
sequently found in Wall streer. utterly de­
moralized, as was natural.

.But at so happened that at the moment of 
its fall, near Albany, the Hon. Sam Tilden. 
being on a visit to a friend, was taking a 
walk along the towpath, meditating on the 
damage which Lord and other faithless 
iAmocrats occasioned him. when the terri­
ble intelligence reached him that several 
human beings bad been hurled from the 
collapsed balloon.

Wb;it waa the shock experienced by Mr. 
Tilden when he found in the demolished 
form which lay before him his old friend 
William Allen, of Ohio, whom be had 
known so well during the war against the 
United States Bank. lie could, however, 
never have identified him but for the manu­
script, almost moist from his pen, which 
waa found with the body.

.Mr. Samuel Tilden of course rendered 
this misguided balloonatio the last honors 
of a coroner's inquest and a funeral oration.

Ke stood ready to receive, bless and pardon 
all who would recant and repent—before 
the State election. The remains of William 
Allen were then embalmed and placed in a 
metallic coffin.

1, William Allen, a citizen of Ohio, being 
about to hazard an ascension, the result of 
which is uncertain, and having been re­
proached by some of my friends with undue 
temerity and ambition in so doing, deem it 
a duty to prepare for the public or for pos­
terity, as the issue may determine, a vindi­
cation of my perfect sanity and sincerity in 
entering upon the enterprise wbiqh I now 
contemplate.

From my earliest life I have been re­
garded as a prudent and rather wary man.
I  reposed entire confidence in ready money 
and rarely left anything at the risk of debt. 
Liabilities for others I entirely avoided. It 
was at a comparatively late period of life 
that I first bestowed much thought upon a 
theory which led to my present intention. 
This science may be oalled financial aerol­
ogy. It is so abstruse and novel that I shall 
subsequently refer to another more compe­
tent than myself to elucidate it.

It has been thrown up to me that I have 
departed from earlier convictions. It is 
true; but with increasing years must come 

large experience, and I am no more deserv­
ing censure than those who take the steam 
car when they formerly used the stage­
coach. I will, however, do justice to ’Pro­
fessors Andrew Jackson and Thomas H. 
Benton. Their object was only to avail 
themselves of aerology for the rapid and 
aafe transportation of values from place to 
place. These antiquated savana took no 
risks. They used a heavy ballast, usually 
of ball ion. To cast this overboard would 
have been too expensive, and might have 
inj ured the people, whom these professors 
held in great regard. They feared the ex­
hilarating effect of extreme inflation. Still 
I must say that I still regard.it a system of 
eafe and practical usefulness, though alto­
gether unworthy the progress of the pres­
ent day. It was a aystem of safe and 
etraight transit between given points, and 
they no more thought of rising above the at­
mospheric stratum of their direot voyage 
than the captain of an ocean steamer plying 
between California and Japan would think 
of exploring Australia or doubling Cape 
Horn on kispaaeage. Indeed, I witnessed one 
disastrous attempt to dispense with ballast 
and explore space upon the impulse ot ex­
pansion alone.

An aeronaut named Biddle, Nick Biddle, 
commanded an immense balloon, conatreet- 
ndand filed on the principle employed by 
Mongblfier and the Frenoh financial phil- 
oaophers who embodied the assignat as an 
improvement upon Law. The balloon had 
been built upon the contribution of * num­
ber of asceasionists who resided chiefly in 
Philadelphia. A large estate, with whose

all. It had been inflated witn the eon- 
denned breath of orator*, editors and debt­
ors, which w h s  a  biglly inflammatory 
medium of aerostation. The ascen.-ioniats 
attempted to impose upob the public by 
sham ballast. It consisted of huge bales 
which seemed solid, but were in fact but 
bales of paper printed in the names of the 
pr« jeotors, aud intended to be scattered 
broadcast among the people. These bits of 
paper promised to pay a prize to the holder 
win never the demand should he presented. 
As the projectors expected to be starring 
around in the spheres, there was little 
danger that they would be ever confronted 
with their own pledges. This scheme of 
Biddle was the original gift enterprise, and 
has never been improved upon. Professors 
Jackson and Benton penetrated the schemes 
of theso absconding adventurers They 
sought to employ the great American rem 
edy of tlie injunction to prevent their de­
parture, hut failing to secure a sufficient 
posse to insure its execution. Protessor 
Jackson determined at any risk to defeat 
what he regarded as an unjust and 
iniquitous design upon the unconscious 
wards committed to his care, as upon tke 
credulous publio who had given lai'.h to 
delusive professors. lie armed himselt 
with a broad and sharp weapon, upon the 
hlado of which I myself saw the talismanic 
word •‘veto." With this be entered the in­
closure where the monster v̂ as being in­
flated, and inflicted such trenchant cute and 
slashes that it waa unfit lor its prim-evil 
purposes. Subsequently purchased on pri­
vate account, Mr. Biddle made a dis­
astrous ascension. After a tittul but 
rapid voyage, it collapsed, and came down 
in a cottou field; but the aspiring Biddle 
waa never heard of more.

This unfortunate adventure had. I 
thought, fixed my opinious in favor of 
bullion ballast, and against the kiteflyers, 
as they were then called in dorisiou, but 
we must live and learn.

It has been now about three years since I 
was approached by ceitain persons, whom 
I will not now name, but who discussed ia 
my presence a new theory of aerostation.

It 
was some time before I clearly understood 
their schemes, if, indeed.

It reads thus:
Messrs. Presiden t and Directors:

G e n t l e m e n — You are aware there are 
two schools of balloonists, the ancient aud 
modern. 1. The bullion balloonists. 2. The 
inflationists or anti-ballasters. The first 
school was exclusively practical and mate 
rial. It only sought the rapid transit and 
safe delivery of passengers and packages, 
at no great height above the earth. It was 
their object to navigate the air. and much 
exporimeut had been devoted to sails and 
rudders. They relied chiefly upon ballast 
to steady their balloon, and employed safe­
ty-valves to prevent tho too rapid expan­
sion ot the gas. They devoted great care to 
the redemption of themselves, their agent* 
and their bullion ballast, from any possible 
peril. They were, in their day, a"respecta­
ble sort of humdrum philosophers, but they 
did not, gentlemen, perceive the real value 
of the vehic le which they employed.

The school of inflationists, or, as I am 
content they shall be oalled, the unballast 
ers, bold another and a higher object.

We know by infallible deductions from 
the theory ot light that the atmoBphero 
surrounding the earth is of a given height 
above the surfaoe. Beyond this there is 
illimitable space, filled with other, in this 
the planets circulate in their vast aud un­
erring orbits.

The company anticipates that 
we may obtain their gold, silver, jewels, 
and even their personal servitude in ex­
change ior any talisman whioh we may 
ofter. We propose even to give them a lot 
of paper, inscribed with what will seem 
hieroglyphics to them, but which the com­
pany know to be but a bit of paper printed 
with au indefinite- agreement to give them 
whatever they can get at some future 
period not to be specified,

Such, gentlemen, is the object and basis 
of the universal credulity association, it 
is connected with an auxiliary enterprise 
purely soientifio in its character, and as it 
is upon the success of this that the prin­
cipal depends for its success, you will allow 
some explanation in detail.

If no physi­
cal impediment exist, we may reaoh theee 
islands of space jast as he did the West 
Indies. We may find natives just as ready
to exohange precious values against gaudy 
toys of little value just as did those un­
sophisticated natives.

“But,”exolained Washmeelean,* the infla­
tionist, “what if we do not find theee 
islands! What if we get too high to draw 
breath!”

Professor Volauvent had provided 
against this natural objection. Colum­
bus, said he, had no ohance to have 
returned if he sailed beyond his supply of 
water and food. I, said he, have prepared 
snob a tube as the submarine divers employ. 
It will bo uqooiled as we ascend; it will 
test upon the upper stratum of respirable 
air, and will so afford ns the means of 
life until we ean withdraw from a medium 
in whioh we ean not exist.

were as we have stated the 
association. Mr. Samcary a 
old bullionists were fossilt 
themselves to tho regulai 
of their balloon. There wi 
wider field for exploration, 
the zenith as others arc l 
Arctic and Antarctic poles. They sought to 
rise perpendicularly upon the power of 
pure hydrogen. lie scorned to enrupiber 
himself with ballast, and announced the 
doctrine of inil ition as a means of aecend- 
i ng past other planets, entering apace, and, 
divested of all terrestrial responsibilities, to 
continue careering in order to secure the 
secret of commanding all we might need 
from tho inhabited planets upon the exhi­
bition of a talismanic sign, which might 
be even impressed upon paper. A promise 
perpetually renewable at the will of the 
obligor, with a compulsory command to all 
to take it in exchange ior anything, would 
be worth millions, for while we propose to 
admit ovbry stockholder and give him one 
vote with unlimited right of contribution, 
we take, good care to secure to the heme 
circle of the initiated a controlling in­
terest. It was said to be a Credit Mo- 
bilier, and it certainly was among the 
most transitable of all stocks.

The chief engineer of the enter­
prise explained the theory. We were 
to build au immense balloon. It was 
to ' contain about 6(H),000 square feet 
of pure hydrogen. whose specific 
gra vity is much less than that of tho at­
mosphere. It would be lozenge shaped, 
the sides like the common kite and the only 
ballast would be a defaulter at the lower 
part. It was intended tb pierce the clouds 
an d offer as little resistance to the atmos­
pheric pressure as possible. Th?re was to 
be no valve or other opening, because we 
bud committed ourselves to the enterprise 
and never intended to return to the earth, 
unless with the accomplishment of our ob­
ject. To keep up the popular delusion as 
to our intentions, we pretended to carry an 
immense weight of ballast, and gave out 
that we possessed a process, not patented, 
by which we could create weight by solidi­
fying the components of the atmosphere 
into ice. The scientist of the company had 
estimated the atmospheric pressure at some 
1700 pounds to the square inch, but com­
puting the reduction of this weight as the 
s quare of the height ascended, it was expect­
ed that we would reach pure ether after an 
elevation of about 66,000 metres, or some 
200,000 feet in our measure. The rarefica- 
tion of the atmosphere and the diminution 
of th o pressure was known to so affect the 
capillaries that the blood gushed from the 
nose and ears at a height et about 0000 
me tree, but the etfeot was guarded against 
by a foil which gave the faoe the appear­
ance of being of gold or silver as the fancy 
may determine. Pendulum had a silvery 
aspect, my own countenance was of golden 
radiance, little Samoary looked as braz­
en as a copper cent, others were colored 
like nickel.

myself* I doubt whether I could have 
been captured by this inflation idea, but 
that the scientist of the company hinted 
that while we would all be undoubtedly 
made “rich beyond the dreams of avarice,” 
the inhalation of the pure ether which lies 
above the highest strata of atmosphere 
would so renovate the human system as to 
take off the years of a voyage in propor­
tion to the height asoended and the dimi­
nution of the atmospheric pressure. . He 
put an apple, far more shriveled and 
wrinkled than myself, under a retort, and 
having exhausted the air, it became as 
plump and ruddy as if it had been freshly 
polled from the tree. We had some fears 
that this principle of rejuvenating might 
alarm some of the party. A man not ex­
ceeding thirty-five might be remitted to 
suckling infancy, while a man of my age 
would bo undoubtedly endued with all the 
activity of eighteen, and would renew ail 
the principles of action and thought which 
he possessed at that age. He then ex­
plained confidentially that he trusted to 
reach a point at which terrestial attraction 
ceased, and the theory of inflation would 
have free scope. “We shall be,” said he in a 
whisper, “in another world.” It occurred to 
me that before long I must be in another 
world any way, and I told him I oould 
stand any consequence of inflation. This 
last consideration really decided me, though 
I pretended to yield to other reasons. I 
paid my requisition, and the Great Inflation-! 
ist was built.

It was arranged that I should head the 
party, and upon entering the oar, whioh 
was closed by a curtain, I was surprised to 
find that pestilent little cues, Samoary, 
had secured the position of second engineer, 
while Washmeolean was to oondnot the 
prooess and determine the extent of infla­
tion-having Washmeclean’s double-acting 
vacuum pump, whioh made gas enough to 
have filled the American Capitol. In the 
oorner sat Geghan, who crossed himself 
very piously and whose mission was to 
plant proper schools in the planets, and in 
oonjunetion with 8ameary to open Father 
Matthew fountains of eternal temperance 
wherever they found water enough for the 
purpose.

Little 
Saracary wished to raise u hime-tuue and 
gave out:

“ From G reenland’* iev fountains."
But I saw my friends laugh at the idea as 

1 came forward. I spoke with great advan­
tage. Rising above the earth the voice was 
not broken by churches and other large 
buildings. There was a little reverberation 
from the cliffs and ravines of the Scioto, Out 
in a few momenta my voice was mliated 
beyond the restrictions of surrounding 
scenery, and I made myself heard in tho 
adjacent States very audibly. Waehme- 
clean dispatched notes to his friends below, 
and piled the pistons of bis patent inllater 
until I feared they would cause an explc-

I could see the people applaud long after 
their stouts were inaudible, end annoyed 
by the impatient interruptions of Sam- 
cary, who implored me not to commit my­
self, at about 7000 feet above the earth. I 
closed whet I may unquestionably affirm to 
have been one of the highest flights of 
Arne riean oratory. The Great Inflationist 
shot up with frightful speed. Little Samcary 
chuckled with delight, and began to lecturo 
upon the beauties of universal credulity as 
the basis of wealth and the secret of happi­
ness. Geghan was a little shaky, and 
seemed as if he was about to cancel him­
self completely with the number ct crosses 
that he made upon himself.

DIARY.

9 A. M.—The barometer marked a 
rapid diminution of pressure, and tho ther­
mometer is lowering to inform us that a 
little good brandy would be better than 
temperance tracts.

M.—Barometer marks 12,000 feet, thermo 
meter down to 32 . Put on my overcoat. 
Washmeelean produces a small pocket 
companion and gives me a wink. The air 
rushes by with the speed of a tornado, but 
we are comfortable. I take a drink, while 
the temperance priests are taking an obser­
vation.

1 P. M.—Passthrough what the Professor 
tells us arc cirrhus and cirrho tumulus or 
cumulus—I don’t remember which—clouds, 
Little Samcary bids us look at the golden 
refulgenoe, and Washmeelean notes the 
silver lining. They are all, however, 
posing upon a bank of vapor. One of the 
clouds presented for a moment a stern pro 
file of General Jackson, while another 
seemed a good deal like Colonel Benton. 
They both ecowled at me. Was it imagin­
ation?

4 P. M.—Professor Volauvent very much 
gratified to see that we complained of ex 
cessive cold; that Geghan had gone to sleep 
or was unconscious over his beads, and could 
not patter a pater noster. Washmeelean 
was still active with his patent inflator, 
while Little Samcary threw out sheet 
after sheet of the sham ballast, aud gazed 
into the upper air as if he apprehended a 
car collision with a flight of angels, and 
was on the lookout to jump aboard some 
one of them.

8 P. M.—Cold. Intense cold. I am com­
pelled to be civil to little Samoary be­
cause he has renounced his doctrine of di­
lution and uses nothing except unadulter­
ated whisky. To this principle, at least, 
Democracy is true, and little Samcary is 
a sincere convert. Washmeelean must be 
stimulated or he could not inflate. The 
professor assumes that the barometer shows 
a lew feet more than the elevation of 23,000 
feet attained by former aeronauts. \ V e  ap­
plauded, but so ratified was the atmos­
phere that my voice, ordinarily audible in 
the adjacent States of Kentucky and Indi­
ana. Founded like the chirp of a sick chicken, 
while the lips of little Samcary opened 
with the silence of a stranded mullet.

For some hours more we were oblivious 
to all except the sinking ot the balloon as 
it went rushing through the air, right in 
among the stars and athwart the shadows 
of the moon. It was at seven o’olock of 
the evening of the twelfth of October. We 
had ru^ out our log of 225,000 feet, or 
forty-live miles, and were on the eve of 
ether, or eternity. Washmeelean is at the 
crank and little Samcary dispersing his 
last paper, when a slight detonation is 
heard. Then a slit begins to steal down 
the length of the balloon. The inflator has 
done its work too well. It has sent us up 
to the zenith, but the expansion is too 
enormous. Our balloon has suspended— 
exploded—collapsed. Geghau’s weight is 
too great for the diminished ability of the 
ruptured vessel. We hold a counsel and 
determine to throw him and his commis­
sions of war and parchment and lead, with 
which he goes to take possession of his 
newly discovered planets, and bring them 
within the universal jurisdiction which he 
represents. It was too late. His weight 
had done the work, and it was useless to 
throw him overboard. Ho was perhaps 
more useful to accelerate our descent.

We fell gradually, but with the certainty 
of the plummet. We have passed in sight 
of mountains, lakes and cities. We are 
near tbe earth; the anchor drags; the bal­
loon bounds; Geghau is overboard. Wash- 
meclean has surreptitiously cast him out. 
Little Samcary is a balloonatio; he utters 
terrible blasphemy for an ex-clergyman, and 
drinks brandy exactly like a relapsed Son 
of Temperance. I address my prayers to 
the upper world, and try to compose my­
self to the inexorable. I avow the faith of 
Jackson, Benton and Calhoun, the fathers 
Cf the Democratic Church. I abjure all
heresies, and will, if I am spared------ !

The rest of this sad tale of “Vaulting 
ambition which overleaped itself, and tell 
on the other side’*—of the Ohio, is told in 
the heading and preface. May it prove a 
warning to all inflationists and anti-bal­
lasters.
