Bat it is not sufficient to defeat the Da- 
’raocraoy in Massachusetts. I t  is very im 
portdntto put an end to the guerilla prac­
tice under which such Republican leaders 
as Wendell Phillips and Mr. Baker {a new

NEW ORLEANS AND MOBILE ROAD.
Embarrassed among, the facilities de­

scribed we decided upon patroaiaug, the 
WiW. QrieaaM* fitrd Tapedtalfroad., Jt-was a
work somewhat remarkable for it* financial 
history, and for having first introduced the 
Credit Mobilier, “money no object,” and 
cure, no pay,” principles among ne. 
had been familiar with rhe load from pros­
pectus to iDjauction. It had ottered some 
political issues, and we had experienced 
more or lees party embarrassmt ut at the 
hands ot‘ our Democratio friends, who had 
profited with others in the brokerage, and 
who had at least obtained the chiet benefits 
of i's local expenditures, and of whatsoever 
advantages it might bring to commerce and 
to agriculture.

We made ohoioe of this route for a short 
excursion intended through the sugar plan­
tations on the river, and so went in search 
of tbe ticket office. The administration of 
both our railroads is, with that of many of 
our banks and other commercial enterprises, 
in New York. The office to whioh we were 
direoted was transparent with windows, 
through whieh nothing except the furniture 
was visible. A manuscript notice in f ormed 
oallers officially that there was nobody at 
home, so we departed for information else­
where. A polite railroad runner informed 
us that tbe iuitial point of this road to the 
Pacific was on board a small stern-wheeler 
at the foot of Canal street. Having, on the 
morning of our departure, arrived near the 
foot of Canal street, we interviewed a short 
and puffy policeman, who seemed to 
have been molten aad run into Lis 
blue small clothes, and whose regu­
lation cap was replaced by a twen­
ty-five cent checkered palmetto. With due 
reflection he iufoimed us that the company 
had made last its depot at tbe loot of Cal­
liope street. To this point we add res-ed 
our steps, bnt found this elusive initial 
was below, nearly opposite our sugar sheds. 
Leaving at the same hour with the Western 
oompeting line, we occupied an hour very 
pleasantly in inspecting the wharves of our 
city. The opposition locoinotivd passed us 
with a derisive scream of its whistle, and 
mast have been twenty miles on its way 
when we had made a landing at our west­
ern terminus in the eanefield. Once under 
way, we fonnd an excellent It oomutive and 
train of two coaches. There were seats for 
seventy-five or eighty persons in each coach, 
bnt the way passengers could not have ex­
ceeded twenty in number, while there were 
not ten who made the through trip. On 
bur return we occupied the two splendid 
passenger co. chts in company with even a 
less number of thnugh passengers. Owing 
to the ot»mpetition ol which we have spoken 
and somewhat to the fact that their boat 
connection involves an extra trai sler sub­
jects oassengeis to some delay, and when 
the nights are dark and raiuy to some usk. 
Neither tbe tiavelor ir»igbts on this line 
seem very bt avy. We have, however, seen 
no recent report of its business or quotation 
ef its stocks, and can therefore make no 
comparison.

Tbe sagaei jr of thoso who built two 
parallel tracks aud maintained two s* pirate 
ferries to accommodate a travel which 
oould have been accommodated on a grade 
road with ono, became more and more ap­
parent.
