DEMOCRATIC! “ RADICALISM.”
Radicalism can not, of course, be pre* 

dicated of any act of legislation, however 
extreme, for a people have the right to 
alter, amend or repeal any institution 
which exists among them, according to 
the terms which they have prescribed to 
themselves.

The term radicalism has then come to 
mean, in the Democratic glossary, the ap­
pointment of bad men to office, the en­
actment of laws or the rendering of de­
cisions through corrupt motives of those 
who perpetrate either of these wrongs.

An attempt has. been recently made by 
some volunteer reformers to correct our 
school administration of radicalism on 
certain imputations of incompetency and 
wrong. It has failed. The thirst for 
public reformation is nnslaked, and the 
reformers are no doubt to-day armed for 
the next case of “Radicalism.”

The Republicans on the School Board 
have not evaded the issue. They have 
been requested to furnish the evidence of 
their own incapacity, but have contented 
themselves with vindicating their own in­
nocence.

We now demand if the Democratic Puri­
tans are content with this demonstration? 
Are these Quixotes satisfied with being 
battered by the sturdy arms of this Repub­
lican windmill? There are a great many 
other “Radical monopolies” which are 
held by Democratic administrations. Will 
the reformers cease their labors with the 
signal failure of their charges in the first 
case that they attempt? We are a little 
tired of seeing the country placarded with 
imputations of Republican corruption, 
while within our view are Democrats en­
joying the exclusive benefit of those mo­
nopolies which the Republican Legisla­
ture, with the aid ol Democratic votes’, has 
granted. Wo are not afraid to meet the 
Shreveport doctrine* that the gambler who 
swindles an unwary or unskilliul victim 
has committed no Wrong, That the ring 
that has cheated the ignorant Indian of 
his lands are 6xcelleut persons. That he 
who entices a confidential clerk to sign the 
name of his principal is a clever fellow, 
but that the whole crime rests upon the 
dupes, the tools, and the penny partici­
pants in these several iniquities.

We claim ‘that the Democratic fence 
and receiver is as muoh responsible for 
the thousand dollar diamond it has bought 
for a twentieth part of the money as is the 
miserable fool who has committed a crim­
inal theft for a commission upon his own 
risk and rascality. We give a practical 
evidence that the Republican party puts 
both the receiver and the thief upon the 
same footing. In 1872 it arrested the in­
crease of the State debt, and punished by 
dismissal from its confidence and con­
nection those who had been guilty of dis­
gracing the Republican name.

OPPOSITION TO THE EEC0QNITI0S OF 
BBLLIQBKEIT OOBA.

The Cincinnati Commercial speaks the 
sentiment of those who fear the liberation 
of the Caban slave will enhance the price 
of cigars and sugar. It says that the re­
ported attitude of the President toward 
Spain “is calculated to produce a feeling 
of uneasiness.” It does not see “reason 
for a rapture of friendly, relations with 
Spain at the present time.” The reason­
ing on whieh the Commercial supports 
these proportions is a little odd. It thinks 
tbs prospect of a war which most open a 
market for the surplus hog products and 
mailhetdres which exist in Cincinnati 
will occasion nnsssjai, It thinks timt 
a posribfe war whioh may result in

plies, and thus hasp at home a part of

$70,000,000 of specie sent to Cuba and 
Martinique for that purpose might flood 
the country with “ the corse of an irre­
deemable currency.”

It assumes that the object of the Presi­
dent is to gain party or personal ad­
vantage, and closes by the assertion that 
there is “no occasion for a departure 
from the established policy of non-inter­
vention,” and that a war waged for such 
selfish or insufficient motives as stated 
“ will give to the last year of Grant’s ad­
ministration an odium which all its 
profligacy and maladministration have 
not acquired.”

The whole complaint of the Commercial 
rests upon the following extraordinary 
assertion :

Tbat no cause of recognizing the bel­
ligerency of Free Cuba exists now which 
has not heretofore existed. Soon after the 
insurrection broke ouf, in 1863, the Cubans 
sent deputations to Washington imploring 
the recognition of their belligerent rights.

It is asserted that it then held th§ Eastern 
and a part ot tho Central departments; 
had adopted a constitution, and organized 
a government: had fought some small 
battles, and defeated their enemies, <ind 
“asked for belligerent recognition.” The 
assertion is made that the patriots are not 
now in a better and more hopeful condi­
tion?

A commercial journal is doubtless a stu­
dent of national law. It should know that 
those whom it pronounces “ insurrection­
ists,” are now “ waging a civil war.” Six 
years of contest without being conquered, 
six years of organized government mark 
the difference between a rebellion and 
civil war. It may well and properly hap­
pen, therefore, that while Secretary Fish 
could not acknowledge belligerency “soon 
after” six years ago, he might properly do 
so when the domestic conflict has reached 
a condition which all publicists agree in 
dignifying with the title of civil war to be 
waged according to the usages of public 
war. Since the “insurrection broke out 
in 1808,” some events have occurred of 
whieh the ward strikers or their organ 
may not have perhaps heard. The 
Spanish government has lost one hundred 
thousand soldiers more or less and ex­
pended some hundreds of millions of 
dollars. Of these millions the extra 
“ war tax” has compelled Cincinnati to 
pay her part in the additional burdens 
imposed upon her pioducts exported to 
the Spanish-American colonies. Since the 
“insurrection broke out in 1868,” a 
number of American citizens w ho went-to 
aid these patriots precisely as the brave 
sons of Cincinnati went to aid Texas, 
have been murdered and paid for. Here 
and elsewhere the American heart was 
shocked at the repetition of the Critten­
den outrages. The Commercial seems to 
consider that the Spanish government 
holds our receipt on account for so many 
heads of American fillibusters, and that 
as we have the money we have no right to 
complain.

Why a representative of a Western city 
so largely dependent on an increased mar­
ket demand—why a people professing to 
prefer a republic to a monarchy—why 
persons who profess to sympathize with 
suffering humanity; who know that if free 
Cuba is suppressed there will be blood 
and bondage, and If successful that 
despotism and slavery will have lost their 
final foothold this side of the American 
equator, should withhold sympathy 
or even assistance if necessary, may 
occasion surprise to those who do not 
reflect on the cause. There is a 
class of politicians who look upon all 
public measures only on their probable 
effect on the vote and and patronage. 
We can see this class holding off on 
the Cuban question. If any advantage 
shall result to American honor or inter­
ests, they will be the first and most per­
tinacious claimants. If disappointment 
and disaster occur, such mercenary and 
calculating partisans throw all respon­
sibility upon their opponents and wish to 
wrest the reins of government from the 
hands which have held them unsuccess­
fully. The Spanish policy of the United 
States will perhaps come in question dur­
ing the next canvass. The Republican 
administration will claim that, however it 
may result, Spain has been halted in her 
American despotism and slavery. There 
will be a note made of those who side 
with Spain! We predict for the Commer­
cial a prominent place on this register.

. MI8FT88IPPI’S SHAME. 
Mississippi, with her thirty thousand 

Republican majority, has gone Demo­
cratic. The White League of Louisiana 
congratulates the White Line of Missis­
sippi, and shakes the bloody hands which 
have achieved such a victory. Demo­
cracy is in line with itself, on a Confed­
erate platform, and w$ are told that Jeff 
Davis will represent Mississippi in the 

nited States Senate. To indorse seces­
sion, to elevate Confederate leaders, to es­
tablish the fact that a fair election can 
not be held in Mississippi, and that shot­
guns are superior to votes, the Democrats 
have taken hundreds of human lives. 
Killing Republicans there has been com­
mon from the opening of the campaign up 
to and including the day of election, and 
terrorism and intimidation have existed 
throughout the State. The Vicksburg 
Herald congratulates itself on its work by 
saying that the negroes had grown tired 
of the constantly occurring* breach of the 
peace, and the unsafety of life and prop­
erty undfer Radical rule, and they 
had determined to co-operate largely with 
the Democratic white people. Such rea­
soning is full of shame. The negroes had 
grown tired of being constantly shot at, 
and sacrificed their right to express their 
opinions at the polls. The Herald says: 
“A majority of the negroes declared they 
would not vote at alL” These were the

The dispatches from different parts of 
the State, published in the Vicksburg 
Herald on the morning of the third in­
stant are a curious commentary on how 
the thing was done.

At Bolton tike negroes marched to tixe

polls in solid masses and voted for Dem­
ocracy. Election quiet.

At Lake all was quiet; several negroes 
voted the Democratic ticket, and a great 
many did not vote at all.

At Holly Springs every colored man ap­
pears to have shown his vote, and the re­
porter was able to say that two hundred 
and fifty negroes voted the Democratic 
ticket. He says that Marshall county will 
go Democratic by three hundred, “not­
withstanding tho registered majority of 
colored was seven hundred.” The word 
“notwithstanding” admits that the county 
ought not to go as it did. And wo are 
further told that “ the aged, sick, maimed 
and blind, all turned out to vote for the 
Democracy,” and that the Democratic 
colored men were jubilant.

At Boswell the Republican candidate 
for sheriff was hung in effigy, and more 
than half the blacks voted “with the 
whites.’

At Corinth a Conservative editor “was 
slightly wounded in a difficulty.”

Iu all places where the negroes were 
marched up in a body and voted by Dem­
ocrats all was quiet. In favor of peace, 
this is an argument that colored men 
should have so voted iu all places.

Where they marched up to the polls 
and attempted to vote the Republican 
ticket, there was trouble. The Fort Gib­
son dispatch says: “A large column of
negroes from the country marched up to 
the polls in military order, about eleven 
o’clock, when the negroes, who were in­
terspersed with the whites, became in­
sulting and threatening.” Then a gen­
eral tiring commenced. One negro was 
killed and one white man wounded, and 
the negroes were stampeded. The Port 
Gibson man says “ the disturbance did not 
last five minutes.” Everything became 
quiet, and “many negroes are voting the 
Democratic ticket.”

At Columbus it was reported that the 
negroes had attempted to burn the town. 
The Columbus man says: “Four of them 
were certainly killed. Ten are reported 
dead. No Radical ticket was polled here 
to-day. Glorious Democratic victory for 
Lowndes. No whites hurt.”

And so the shotgun record is continued. 
Columbus is a specimen of what is con­
sidered a glorious Democratic victory in 
Mississippi. Ten negroes killed iu one 
little town, and no whites h u rt! It is to 
celebrate such a victory that the White 
Leagues of Louisiana borrow artillery 
from “Kellogg, the usurper,” and fire one 
hundred and one guns in New Orleans. 
The Democracy of Louisiana wanted to be 
placed iu line with the national Dem­
ocracy, and it is so placed. It is the party 
which kills, and it is the party which 
formed a Confederacy to break up the 
Union.

If the Democrats find a crumb of com- 
lort in the bloody record of Mississippi, 
they are welcome to it. If they find con­
solation in electing Bigelow, a Republican,

New York, they are welcome to that 
also.

A time will come in Mississippi when 
shotguns will not triumph. It is for the 
interest and prosperity of that State that 
they should not. Mississippi to-day rep­
resents the remnant of the Southern Con­
federacy, and Davis and Lamar are its 
chieftains. The national Democratic paity 
is asked to rejoice at the Mississippi vic­
tory and glorify its shame. Having nothing 
else at present to rejoice at it will un­
doubtedly do so.

THE BACKDOWN OF THAT COMMITTEE.
The committee appointed by the chair­

man of the Lafayette square mass meet­
ing have virtually abandoned their posts. 
They did not face the music in the heroic 
manner which we had a right to expect 
from so much fuss and loud talk. In ­
stead of coming forward with anything 
like proof to sustain the rather general and 
hazy charges contained in their letter to 
the State Board, the chairman was in­
structed to address a note to the president 
with the information that they did not in­
tend to come at all; tbat all the facts to 
sustain their charges were already within 
reach of the board, and it was expected it 
would do its duty. Most of the members 
of the School Board, not being aware that 
the whole mass meeting was a bluff, 
filed serious answers, and appeared be­
fore the State Board to be ready to give 
further evidence, if necessary. But ii 
was a bluff* from its noisy beginning to its 
inglorious close. Had any considerable 
number of the members retired from their 
positions, on the ground that it was not 
worth while to defend their right to a 
thankless office that brings onerous duties 
and a great tax on the time and pecuniary 
resources of the directors, without yield­
ing any returns, then those who brewed 
the little tempest in the teapot would 
have boasted among their fellows—“ We 
did i t !” But the directors could not, and 
can not be frightened off, and the com­
mittee seems to have had too much good 
sense to make a direct issue. Fearing de­
feat, they retired from the contest, and 
left “ the people” without counsel in the 
very matter which has been proclaimed 
any day for the past six weeks as of para­
mount importance.

We hope this failure will serve as a 
warning to all intermeddlers in future. 
They should adopt the motto of the sim­
ple minded and honest Da+id Crockett,

Be sure you are right, and then go 
ahead.” If, however, the agitators of the 
school question in this city have been in 
pursuit of the right, they have been as 
unsuccessful in satisfying the public of 
the fact as they have in convicting the 
members of the School Board. I t  looks 
more like the work of demagogues and 
gossips than the efforts of sensible men to 
reform existing abuses. Perhaps the end 
whioh was sought has been accomplished. 
However that may be, the members of the 
board have had an opportunity to plaoe 
their vindication before the people, while 
their aocusers retire from a controversy 
they themselves provoked.

A LIGHT UNDER A BUSHEL.

There is nothing like being well in­
formed upon matters in which the public 
are interested. There is nothing in jour­
nalism so ennobling as the capacity to 
detect errors in the columns of contem­
poraries, and to dissipate error by the 
strong light of truth it is enable^to throw 
upon subjects that are dark. For instance 
there was the Cincinnati Commercial, 
which published an editorial upon the 
jetties. Then there is the New Orleans 
Times, following closely after with a sharp 
stick:

The Commercial is a good paper, but very, 
very ignorant of delta topography.

And the Times goes on to say:
The Commercial has a column leader 

about.jetties, the writer whereof is wild in 
nearly all his statements respecting the 
river and its months and only correct in his 
history of the legislation on the subject. 
For bis information we will state that from 
Fort St. Philip to South Pass mouth there 
is a cloar and deep natural channel having 
at all times thirty to 100 leet of water.

IIow can the Commercial but be gratified 
at being set upon the right track by our 
neighbor ? But was it quite right that the 
Times should have kept this piece of 
intelligence so long hid from the 
public? Was it justice to the jetty con­
tractors, who have been writing their way 
over the shoal at the head of the pass, 
and to old General Barnard, Sir Charles 
Hartley and the convocation of New York 
engineers who proposed the closing of the 
river outlets in order to scour out the 
channel at the bead of South Pass ? The 
Times has, alas ! kept its great fact hidden 
too long. A huge list of engineers, lrom 
Sauvol and De Pauger down to Bayley and 
Andrews, have been kept in the dark, and 
even the coast survey officers have been 
kept in profound ignorance of so vital a 
fact, up to this time.

MORE DISCOMFITURE.
Judge Henry C. Meyers, of Natchi­

toches, who is in the city on a short busi­
ness visit, has called our attention to his 
letter published in the Natchitoches Re­
publican of the thirtieth ultimo, addressed 
to his “friend Cosgrove,” of the Vindicator. 
It was written in reply to some baseless 
charges against the judge in connection 
with his position as treasurer of the school 
board. The Democracy of Louisiana are 
peculiarly unlucky in their attacks upon 
school officials. This, probably happens 
because of the ignorance which generally 
prevails in the party of a radical reform in 
educational affairs. In the good old days 
the parish treasurers generally deemed it 
a religious duty to rake in the school fund 
for party purposes, and stand off the Yan­
kee school teachers with scrip, slow notes, 
a ride on a rail, or anything bnt money. 
Being ignorant of the change under the 
present administration, the Democratic 
penholders charge Republican officials 
wi.th the ancient pffenses, and are sur­
prised into silence when they find so 
many “good old customs” abolished. 
Our own Lafayette square committee can 
sympathize with the Natchitoches Democ­
racy, they also having been on a cold trail 
for a few weeks.
