LETTERS FROM TUB PARISHES.

Parish o r  Ascension, > 
October, 1875, J

The lands along the traok vary greatly in 
fertility. Those which have been covered 
with sand are not so productive as those 
which are pnrelv alluvial. The yield, then, 
varies all the way from half a hogshead to 
two hogsheads per acre or arpeht. The 
labor seemed adequate and cheerfull 
Women as well as men wielded that ma­
chete—th* ©An© knife, the carts were moving 
to and from the sugar house, and the smoke 
of the furnaces was universal along the 
whole line of levee. Except a few white 
men in the vegetable farms, or cropping on 
shares, the whole labor of this region is 
colored. Really this sugar harvest is a pan- 
oram ionly equalled perhaps by the vine­
yards of the Rhine or the Garonne. It is 
the end of experience and anxiety, the 
preface to rest ami compensation. The vin­
tage of the mill and furnaces continues for 
weeks, and brings, or ought to bring, all the 
relief and recreation of- a ship which termi­
nates a tempestuous voyage in a proiitable 
port.

Yet the question of compensation is not 
adjusted between the planter and laborer. 
The planters think the laborers exact too 
much. The laborer thinks he is allowed 
too little, especially when surrounded by 
conditions which he can not avoid. One of 
these is that almost invariable praoiico of 
paying wages in goods instead of in money. 
One negro laborer stated that the “chance” 
of a colored person was better in cotton 
than in sugar, ior the reason that any one 
could become a cotton planter, while to 
make sugar there was an amount of capital 
needed, with a period of delay, which a sin­
gle laborer oauld not hope to command or 
await. This informant told of men who 
bad “done nothing for themselves” on the 
sugar plantations who had gone up to the 
cottou lands and done well, some of them 
making as mnch as forty bales. He ex­
pressed the opinion that there would be a 
larger labor movement from sugar to ootton 
“after New Year.” This fluctuation between 
ootton, rice and sugar may be expected 
until the terms of labor shall be perma­
nently adjusted. The two interests are ob­
viously not far apart at present. Perhaps 
the experiment of trying other pursuits 
may tend to satisfy the laborer that tho 
sugar crop presents certaiin advantages 
while the facility ol labor migration may 
remind the planter that next to cheap 
labor, permanent labor is important to a 
heavy investment in land and machinery. 
Indeed this facility of labor movement 
from unsatisfactory wages or a crop failure 
should dispose the planter to fix this labor 
by the sale or lease of small holdings, and 
an annual tribute to his sugar mill. This 
localizing labor induces and enables it to 
tide over a short crop. Laborers who have 
nothing can move with the readiness and 
rapidity of soldiers or railroad hands. Any 
soperior at tract inn ottered the laborers-in 
sugar may compel an advance of their 
wages beyond the interest or perhaps the 
ability of the planter to pay.

This is only one of the particulars in 
which people who are to dwell together 
suffer from a want of conference upon their 
common interests. The employer is depend 
ent upon regular and effective labor. Why, 
then, should be not favor the moral protee 
tion ol the laborer 1 If the barrel house, ox 
the gaining table, demoralize and disable 
the laborer, how can the planter expeot him 
to render the se rvices which he has con 
traoted 1 If the planter takes no care of 
the morals of the young, how can he expect 
honest or capable domestios for the services 
of his family ? It has long been known in 
the South that the fr^pd negroes, relieved 
from supervision and left to the temptations 
whioh sought tkeir services for nothing, de­
generated into thriftless mendicants. Have 
the planters no fears that the children of 
the present laborers, spurned from all Cairo 

and consideration, may grov( yp without 
the. habits of order and industry of the 
present laboring race 1

Those politioians who teafch that a negro 
is only to be tolerated because he can make 
cotton, and only to be dreaded because he 
may not vote as directed, take a very lim­
ited view of the great moral element which 
votes once in two years, but may steal, get 
drunk and infest society every hour which 
intervenes between elections. The time 
will arrive when the negro will not be re­
garded a? the one ward of the nation, to be 
left like his red bi other to the tender mer­
cies of gunpowder/ whisky, small pox and 
measels, but a valued and indispensable 
agent of the people with whom he lives and 
for whom he labors. For, without the 
negro, the delta is again a swamp. After a 
high and just eulogy, on his old master, Mr. 
Thrasimond Landry, a laborer said, “All 
them old gentlemen is broke down and 
dead. The Dutch is gitttn’ in on ns, and 
the Jews; an’ they has even tried the 
Chiney.” But, added he, “Chiney is too 
light; he oan’t ditch, he oan’t handle a 
plow, he oan’t get cypras9 oat of the 
swamps. The nigger and the mule is all 
that oan stand this country.” This man 
had unoonsoiously * spoken a truth that 
economists should ponder. It may be 
added that this docile and dependent people 
yearn for the protection and counsel of 
those with whom they have been reared. 
It is a great oalamity, if not a crime, to 
separate the interests and kindly relations 
of those who are, in this country, indis­
pensable to eaoh other.

THE RICE CROP.
This industry is greatly on the increase 

for raasans whioh have been intimated. 
The eare ancMsoat of the sugar crop is very 
great, and a large proportion of the receipts 
go to the expense of oulture. The ootton 
crop is more simple, less expensive, and 
does not involve the delay of rattoons. 
From these facts all crops mnst be profit­
able in the propoition that they oan be pro- 
duoed by natural or artificial agencies, and 
without the employment of much manial or 
animal labor. With but one arable acre in 
twelve under culture in the delta, any one 
ean by or rent a river front. Bice sowed in 
drills, and cultivated chiefly by irrigation 
solves this problem. It is produced chiefly 
by the soil, the water and the atmosphere.

It insy be remarked, in oonolnding the re­
ference to crops and labor, that some vary 
practical and experienced planters ere of 
opinion tbet the sugar crop will not equal 
the eerlier expectations. Om  planter es­
timated the product ee low es 109,000 hogs­
heads. These discouraging views may be

suggested by the possible enhancement of 
•price upon a short crop.

SUGAR TARE.

Some leading planters are weighing their 
hogsheads and marking the actual tare 
upon them. Others complain that the provi­
sion dealers exact advantages in short 
Weight more than equal to any gain iff the 
“dead wood” of the sugar packages.

It is not probable the planters appre­
ciate the small proportion of Louisiana 
sugar used by the nation. It is in reality 
but about one-fifteenth, or six and two- 
thirds per cent of the national consump­
tion. Any detioienay in our crop can not, 
then, affect .price materially, while any 
prejudice against our packages, however 
unjust, might dispose the consumer to take 
the duty off of sugar, as was two years 
since taken off of coffee. W.‘M. B.

The weddiiyj occurred on 
the twenty-seventh of October. Thfre were 
flowers fti profusion in the Senator’s par­
lors; the bride was tastefully attired, as be­
came her fresh style of beauty, and looked 
more lovely than ever; the wedding feast 
was unpretentious, and "all was character­
ized by simple good taste and modest hap­
piness.

To his Excellency, Governor W. P. Kellogg:
Sir—In reply to your letter of the fourth 

instant, I have the houor to eubmit the fol­
lowing facte:

During the third quarterly settlement 
with tax collectors in October, 1873, and at 
the time of suspension of cash payments by 
the bunks in this city, tax collectors who 
had their moneys deposited could not with 
draw the same in currency, and were ob­
liged to accept certified checks.

These were refused by the State Treas 
mer, and I caused them to be placed on de 
posit in the Louisiana National Bank, and 
some time after made use of the same in 
purchasing general fund warrants fa pro­
ceeding which resulted in a profit to the 
State of $127,989 03), while I caused to be 
charged to the general fund, and to the det­
riment of all other funds, nearly all of the 
collections represented by these certified 
checks.

A similar course was pursued by me in 
December, 1873, when, in order to meet a 
large amount of interest then matured and 
due on the Bonds of the State, I caused to 
be turned into the treasury to the credit of 
the interest lund nearly all the collections 
of collectors, who were at that time making 
their settlements.

At that period the levee tax fund, by rea­
son of tbe*e diversions, became short "to the 
amount of $30,364 18, hut by subsequent 
adjustments during 1871 this amount was 
reduced, and now the defieit is only 
$3553 05.

The following table shows the proportion­
al amount due said levee tax fnnd fioin the 
several parishes, the collections wherein 
having been such as to preclude adjustment, 
as in cases of other parishes, viz:

This represents the exact amount of the 

deficiency, and I will add that at no time 
has there been any other suiu withheld from 
the levee tax lund other than the $30,364 18 
above stated, and which now is reduced to 
$3553 05: and I will lurtber add that, as an 
offset, there were advanced to the Levee 
Company, during the high water, in the 
spring ot 1874. warrants on the State Treas 
urer for $30,000’.

You will, therefore, perceive that the 
Louisiana Levee Company has at all times 
been receiving its full share of the taxes 
levied and collected for levee purposes.

W a s h in g t o n , November 6.—One hundred 
guns were fired by the Republicans this 
evening in honor of their victories of last 
Tuesday. A procession was formed and 
proceeded to tne Executive mansion where 
they serenaded the President, who from the 
front of the portico acknowledged the eom- 
pliment as follows: “Gentlemen—I am
very glad to meet you on this occa­
sion and to congratulate you on so 
good a cause for r< j doing to the 
cdtire country over the elections of last 
Tuesday. While the Republican majorities 
were not great they were sufficient' to ac­
complish the purpose. The rag baby has 
been entirely suppressed, and the people 
now know what kind of money they are to 
have in the future, and I think we have an 
assurance that the Republicans will control 
this government for at least four years 
longer.”
