N. A. Delerno vs. Mr. and Mrs. Carpen­

ter.—Since preparing the written opinion 
which has been read and filed in this case) 
my attention has been more particularly 
directed to the < fleet of a reconduction of a 
lease, where no specified time for its con­
tinuance has been agreed on. The cases re­
ported in 0 It.. ut page 202; 1 An., page 17; 
0 Am, page 352, and 17 An., page fi3, are 
directly in point, and are. almost a repetition 
of article 2085 of’the new Civil Code, which 
declares that—

“It the routing of a house, or other edi­
fice, or of an apartment, has been made 
without fixing its duration, the lease shall 
bp considered to have been made by the 
month.”

In the cuse of Bowles vs. Lyons, OR, p. 
202, the court held that “where one has 
leased a house or room for a fixed period, 
oDntinues in possession lor a week atier liis 
lease has expired, without any opposition 
from the lessor, the lease will be presumed 
to have been continued at the same price 
and on the same conditions, but lor no par­
ticular period, C C.. 259, ami nndor article 
2055 C. C., he will hold by the month 
and can only be expelled after the fif­
teen days’ notice required by article 2050, 
and can quit the premises only after giving 
a similar notice to the landlord. At any 
time within a week after the expiration of 
the lease the tenant may be expelled with 
out notice, or he may leave in like 
manner;” I perceive that I fell into 
the Prior of concluding that the recon- 
duetion of the lease necessarily renewed it 
in every particular, unaffected by the ar­
ticle 2085 of the Civil Code. I am npw con­
vinced that the decisions above referred to, 
together with the article of the code, do 
modify the tacit reoonduotion so as to give 
it effect but for one month. In this view 
of the lav the exception should be sus­
tained and the former opinion of this court 
reconsidered atnl set aside. For if the 
lease can endure but for one month under 
the tacit reconduction, the price is less than 
$100, and therefore this court is without 
jurisdiction in the question of the eject­
ment. The exception to its jurisdiction is 
therefore sustained, as far as it relates to 
the ejectment feature.

T a x a t i o n  o l C h u r c h  P r o p e r t y .
Considerable discussion is now* going on 

in Boston regarding property freed from 
taxation. The city, it appears, has prop­
erty and buildings devoted to religious, eu- 
ucationa 1 and charitable purposes valued 
at nearly $20,000,000, which are exempt 
from taxation, one ward alone having 
$5,000,000 worth of such property. As at 
the regular rate of taxation these structures 
would yield the city at least $275,000 per 
annum, a movement is on foot to abolish 
this exemption clause in the law. One 
effect of such an abolition would probably 
be to dause the sale of suudry churches 
whioh are deeply in debt. So long as the 
losses fall upon persons who have loaned 
their money lrom religious motives, the 
debt drags on without much attempt to 
force payment; but should the law come iu 
with its anpual demand for taxes, the neces­
sity lor sale and liquidation of debts will be 
more apparent.

Sometimes churches are built on business 
principles—the money is all borrowed at a 
time ot enthusiasm lor building, and then 
when the reckoning day comes, if the ex- 
oitement has subsided, or the neighborhood 
changed its character, or a favorite preacher 
winged himself away to a parish that called 
him more “loudly,” or a rival churoh drawn 
off the attendance by superior attractions, 
the sad story of debt-carrying begins. Ex­
emption from taxation has hitherto encour­
aged the building ol churches without tak­
ing inuoli account of the cost, because, as it 
made no difference whether the churoh cost 
a thousand or a million dollars, so far as the 
taxes Were oonccrned, this annual element 
did not have to be taken into account. The 
element is a small one, but it is still some­
thing.

P r a y e r  v s .  D a n c in g .
Mr. M. H. Blackford, of Hartford, Con­

necticut, complains that while fulfilling an 
engagement as a musician at a social party 
at the house of a respectable Irish citizen, 
Thursday night, a Catholic priest entered, 
stopped the dauoing, locked the door and 
ordered the assembled company to kneel 
and say their prayers. The Courant says: 
“Mr. Blackford objeots to this unwarranta­
ble interference with individual rights in 
this free country. If the peace of the neigh­
borhood was being disturbed it would have 
been better for the priest to have called in 
the aid of the polioe instead of the rosary, 
and if the citizen whose house was invaded 
and his guests preferred to dance rather 
than to pray at the intruder’s bidding, they 
should nave called the police to ejeot the 
priest. The citizen lias evidently a oanse 
for notion against the priest for trespass, 
and Mr. Blackford has reason for complaint 
at such an unwarrantable interference 
with his business. If the parties aggrieved 
will bring the case into oonrt, we shall be 
glad to give the evidence on both sides, 
which would undoubtedly be interesting.”

AMnsKlnnfed by Mexican*.
Mr. Frank R. Brown, of Bronnsvilie, 

Texas, has written to Mr. J. K. Glenn, a 
merchant of this city, under date of Octo­
ber Iff, giving hu account of the assassina­
tion ot Mr. Glenn’s son, a young man of 
twenty-three.

Young J. K. Glenn graduated at the law 
school of Columbia College i*at M iv, and 
at the beginning o summer he staitad on a 
collecting tour through Texts and Mexico 
for tbe late firm of Hoppojk Glenn, of 
Vesey. street, dlis last lct>r was lrom 
Laredo, Texas, dated August 25.

Mr. Brown inclose* iu his letter to the 
father of tbo murdered mail u slip from the 
Corpus Christi Gazette, giving the informa­
tion that Glenn had been killed near 
Dolores Mines, Mexico, on or about the first 
ot September. Ho hail been stabbed in 
five places. The murderers were two in 
number, and are known to the authorities.

Brown aud Glenn were companions on a 
trip on which they etuted from San An­
tonio, Texas, August 5, They reached 
Laredo and crossed into Mexico, aud half 
way to Sabinas wore steppe l by the K.tlu-lo 
river, then swollen with the recent rains. 
They rttntued to Laredo aud again pet out 
on The twenty-filth of August. While on 
the road to Monterey, via Sabinas Glenn’s 
hoi gave out, aud be left hi*, companion, 
intending to go to a rancho a mile or two 
distant aud purchase another. Brown fol­
lowed in about ten minutes.

After riding for a lung time he espied in 
advance of him a horse just turning a bend 
in the road. The horse was a dun, like the 
animal ridden by Glenn, lie s iw the hoi>e 
again when ho struck the river. 1: was on 
the other side. Two men were near by, 
one a Mexican, the other hearing a strung 
resemblance to Gienti. A* Biown came in 
sight both men mounted tlio Mexican’s 
horse ami rode away, leaving the dun horse 
behind. He went to Guerno, and thence to 
Monterey, and from Monterey to Browns­
ville, but at none of his stopping places 
could lie grin any tidings of the missing 
man, m»r did hu learn anything in regard to 
his late until he read the account of his 
death iu the Gazette.—AY,-? York 6’iot.

The remains of Captain Marshall M. 
Smith, who died ar Hot Springs, Arkansas, 
October 26, arrived at L.iucastcr this week 
for interment. Tito L iucas:cr 1G publican 
says of him:

“Captain Smith was a s.ra of Widow D. 
G Smith, of this town, amt was about 
tweutj-seven years of age. At the com­
mencement of the rebellion lie enlisted as a 
private iu Company’ F, Thirteenth Massa­
chusetts Volunteers, was discharged in 
March, 1802, went to Now York, where ha 
received an appointment as captain in the 
Twenty-fifth New York Cavalry, which 
regiment was ordered to Louisiana and 
took pare in the storming of Port Hudson, 
and hero Captain Smith was shot in the 
lungs, the bullet lodging and remaining in 
the lower part of the left lung, causing a 
very painful wouud, from which he lias suf­
fered continually ever since, resulting in 
his death as above, where, lie had been stay­
ing for hu health. Captain Smith was a 
kiqd, genial fellow and gallaut soldier.”
