And 
in  th e  very  face o f th is record, several of 
these la te  police ju ro rs have come into court 
and  tak en  a  solem n oath  th a t th e  allega­
tions o f th e ir  pe tition  a re  tru e  and  correct; 
for the  read e r m u s t u n d e rs tan d  th a t  nearly  
a ll o f the  m em bers o f th e  old police ju ry , 
since th ey  no longer enjoy the  legal rig £ t 
to  ta g  th e  people, have m etam orphosed  
them selves in to  N on-tagpaying  P ro tec tive  
U nionists, and  a re  now plaintiffs in th is big 
law suit.

As I said in the above, the organization 
of a Taxpayers Union was for the purpose of 
resisting illegal taxes; but. subsequent, 
events have demonstrated that the real 
objective point was a grand rally of the 
faithful for the purpose of following in the 
wake of their East Feliciana chums, and 
driving from the two Felicias as all that 
were not of their house. So, in order t j 
carry out this programme oi anarchy and 
political confusion, it was deemed necessary 
to inaugurate it by a grand evolution 
of cavalry, composed principally of the 
remnants of “Scott's Nine Hundred,” and 
numbering about 120 in all. The reader 
will bear in mind that this took place about 
two months since, when this parish enjoyed 
the most perfect peace. This battalion of 
armed men paraded the streets several 
times daring tne day, and for several days 
in succession, committing deeds of violence 
which, for brutality, deserve well to be 
classed as belonging to the past dark ages. 
The negro was not the only victim, but 
others. One poor and inoffensive Jew. who 
toils honestly for his daily bread, was hung 
to a tree, and but for the interference of 
some ot the party more humane than the 
others, he would have been sacrificed as a 
victim to a deep and unfair prejudice. 
Sinoe then the pages of history wili be bur­
dened with a recital of the atrooities com­
mitted in this parish. First, the president 
of the police jury, and Henry Temple, also 
a member ol tbe jury, were told that unless 
they resigned their offices, their lives would 
be taken. This was enough to cause them 
to abandon the offices to which they were 
elected. Then the Rev. George Dent was 
appointed, vice Hogan, resigned, and be­
fore he could qualify a party waited upon 
him at night, and so frightened him that, 
after spending several days in the woods, 
he concluded that it was best to refuse the 
appointment.

Shortly after that a white man waited 
upon J. Sanford Dnla, parish judge elect, 
and presented him with a resignation, 
written by a man living in this community, 
and told him the best thing he coaid do was 
to resign in favor of Mr. J. fl. Collins, Sr., 
his opponent at the last election. Dula re­
fused, or asked for time to consider this 
imperious request, and left for New Or-
