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A STRUGGLE OR A COMPROMISE.
The financial affairs of the city have 

reached that critical point b o w  which 
makes it a duty for every thinking citizen 
to pause and reflect on what is best to be 
done. No possible relief can come from 
an effort on the part of either political 
party to throw the blame on the other, 
since that would be in effect a confession 
of judgment and a full recognition of the 
liability to pay. In whatever manner the 
city debt may have been contracted, it is 
an existing and very stubborn tact resting 
on the conscience of every man, if not the 
property of every interest

The ordinary creditors of the corpora­
tion have long suffered delay and loss 
fiom the inability of the city to collect 
enough to pay current expenses. Police­
men, school teachers, the firemen, the gas 
company, the city printer, the city em­
ployes, and even salaried officers in high 
position have learned what it is to wait 
for their pay, or accept paper worth from 
twenty to ninety cents on the dollar. 
Few, if any of these creditors, have ever 
thought of suing the city, but have 
patiently suffered together and home in 
silence the evils which they knew it was 
difficult, if not impossible, to cure. The 
policy of each succeeding administration 
has been to pay so long as there was a dol­
lar available for the purpose. One class 
of creditors alone have, until quite lately, 
escaped any loss or inconvenience from a 
failure to pay. M'e allude to the bond­
holders. The tax of nearly one and a 
half per cent on all taxable property in 
ihe city has been promptly levied and 
faithfully collected and paid over to the 
coupon holders, until this year. To do 
this, great sacrifices have been made from 
time to time. To save the city’s
“honor, ’ policemen and teachers have 
been half start-d; home capital 
isls, who have put up their money 
to furnish indispensable supplies, have 
been elbowed away from the city treasury, 
while the way was mBde free and easy for 
strangers to go up and draw their semi­
annual dividends of the collections. Lat­
terly, however, the people have exhibited 
signs of serious exhaustion. They are no 
longer able to respond to the urgent calls 
from the collectors. The drum beat of 
the auctioneer and the red flag of the 
sheriff, once so terrible to a sensitive man, 
have seemingly lost their terrors, and sales 
are only checked by the inability to pur­
chase at even great sacrifices. Failure to 
pay ordinary creditors has become chronic, 
and the disability has at last reached to 
the bondholders, those privileged owners 
of “sacred” obligations. Being foreigners 
they have rushed at once to the United 
States Circuit Court, where they hope to 
obtain relief. They “stand for justice," 
no matter whether the creditor bleeds to 
death or not Suits are now pending be­
fore Judge Woods both for bonds and 
coupons due and unpaid.

It is evident that something more 
than legal taleDt is wanted to help 
the property of the city out of 
the preeent trouble. There is no 
defense to the claim that we are aware of. 
The bonds are genuine, they were issued 
for a lawful purpose, by authorized agents 
of the people, and the present owners are 
holders in good faith. They need their 
money, and are entitled to i t  So do the 
school teachers. They put their trust in 
the good faith of the corporation. So did 
the policemen. Their claims are just; bo 

are those of the firemen, the Gas Com­
pany, and a dozen other great interests. 
We can not see wherein they are entitled 
to priority over any or all of these local 
creditors. But there is not money enough 
to pay everybody. Consequently some­
body must suffer loss. We submit that it 
is not just that a portion of the creditors 
receive full pay and the rest nothing. 
And how this is to be avoided is just 
what we wish to have every man 
begin to think about. Those who 
have sought their remedy in the conrt by 
virtue of being aliens should be left to 
their remedy. They may and doubtless 
will obtain jundgment. We believe they 
are entitled to it. So is every nnpaid 
creditor of the city. But there is nowhere 
property enough liable to seizure to pay 
the fiftieth part of the municipal debts. 
Most of the pnblic property, such as 
squares, buildings for school houses, etc., 
have been donated to the city in trust for 
a special purpose, and can not be touched 
by creditors. The only possible chance 
for even partial payment which the city 
creditor has, be be a bondholder or merely 
a poor policeman, is the process of future 
taxation. The State law has imposed 
upon the City Council the duty to lay this 
tax to provide a revenue. Heretofore they 
have done it with a charming regularity. 
But how would it be if this tax were sus­
pended for a year or two, or until such 
time as the bondholders were willing to 
listen to reason? Would Judge Woods go 
to the length of issuing a mandamus com­
pelling the city offioen to by the tax, and 
could the order be enforced if he did? We 
do not believe either proposition, and 
most certainly not the latter.

The laws of the State, most assuredly, 
require the discharge of such a duty, but 
it does not appear there is a penalty at­
tached to a refusal to collect the interest 
tax. This might possibly be omitted 
when the budget is next made up, which, 
by the way, will be done some time during 
the present month. Five m il ls  for gene­
ral expense*, five for police end two and e 
half for schools, making twelve and a half 
mills in all, would in such a case be all 
that is m ou sery to inn the sity govern­
ment next year. This would be the more 
•sally paid, as it would be comparatively
light i present
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pause awhile, say a year or more, for 
breath. With proper resistance, no final 
judgment could be rendered or execution 
issued for a year or two, at least By that 
time creditors would probably come to 
some sort of reasonable terms, and per­
haps accept conditions similar to those 
proposed by the State.

We do not urge the adoption of these 
extreme measures so long as it is possible 
to avoid them. We do not even know 
that 6uch a course as we have indicated is 
practicable. But we invite the attention 
of clear headed men to the subject and 
ask them to put their wits together to de­
vise some plan to get the city out of its 
present difficulty and set it on its feet 
once more. We believe there is a way 
out of this no less honorable than that 
which has been practiced so rigidly of 
giving every dollar that could be raised to 
the bondholders and permitting our local 
creditors to incur the risk of starvation.

BANKS OF NEW YORE.

While the condition of the principa 
banks in New York seems sound, it is 
very difficult to see how the reams of 
names which are said to have gone to pro­
test without publication can fail to affect 
either their stock value or rate of divi­
dends. From the money article of the 
New York Herald of the twenty-eighth of 
November we learn that a raid is recom­
mended on the smaller banks for the pur­
pose of strengthening general credit 
Here is the programme of *.he Herald:

The preeent oonditicu of business affaire, 
ae ia well known, does not warrant the ex­
istence of the number of banks for savings 
d ow  in operation, and the opin on of lead­
ing bankers throughout the city appears to 
be that the sooner the small fry, which are 
simply a drain on the industry of tne peo­
ple, are weeded out th6 better it will be for 
the community generally.

Thus, New York would drown the kit­
tens to strengthen the cat. It is an unfeeling 
transaction, because the “small fry” re­
fused to represent the poor people, who 
have confided their all to the care of these 
pretentious institutions.

This raid has commenced, and some 
ten or twelve little banks are to be 
squelched. We can not say that the sym­
pathy felt for the depositors in these 
banks extends to those whe manage them. 
The business of getting up public enter­
prises for the advantage of managing 
them, is by no means confined to our 
own city. As a fine art, it has been 
success among us. Whenever we have 
seen a series of anonymous communica­
tions, commending a scheme, for economy 
or high profit on capital invested, we look 
to see Publicus disappear, and John 
Smith pressed anonymously for a prin­
cipal office in the enterprise, on the 
ground that he was its earliest advocate. 
Some of these New York banks have 
not fifty thousand dollars deposits; some 
have a good deal Aore; but their a6setB at 
their own valuation when reduced to 
market value show a deficiency below their 
liabilities. One of these is found short 
some twenty-two thousand dollars on a 
business of less than hall a million, an­
other of about the same business falls 
short the same sum, the deficiency in 
each case being due to shrinkage in the 
value of real estate and collateral 
stocks. What tends to unsettle financial 
faith in such institutions is the false cer­
tificates of solvency given in one instance 
cited by the public officer appointed to 
investigate the condition of the banks. 
When there was, according to the Herald, 
“a known deficiency,” the public officer 
certified that the value of it* “assets, over 
and above all its liabilities,” was one hun­
dred and eighty thousand dollars.

To give some insight into the possible 
motive for organizing these little cash 
traps we note that one of these little 
banks is rigged and rnn with one presi­
dent, two vice presidents, one secretary 
and seventeen trustees. These twenty- 
one officials, besides cashiers, book-keep­
ers, tellers, runners and porters to manage 
less than a half million of money. That 
these trustees are public-spirited men is 
shown by the tact that they gave their 
bond in one case to prevent their bank 
from going into liquidation. How far 
the acceptance of this official position 
may have enabled these trustees to borrow 
the money confided to them upon the de­
posit of collateral stocks no one can 
know, nor can this consideration be de­
tected under the miscellaneous heading of 
“bonds and mortgages.”

TTo employ some twenty persons to man­
age four or fire hundred thousand dollars, 
when tenfold the amount may be 
handled and guarded by a single broker 
and banker, would indicate a low grade of 
business talent in New York. By the 
time the humble depositors and stock­
holders shall have compensated these 
generous guardians for their services, it is 
not surprising that the principal com­
mitted to the guardians should have been 
diminished. Still this raid on the “small 
fry” shows alarm on the part of the larger 
financiers. There is evidently a “shrink­
age” in all the branches of business, a de­
cline in market prices, and the entire as­
sets of society will be brought to the same 
severe scale of valuation with the “trus­
tee’s bonds,” real estate and inflated fancy 
stocks of the “small fry” banks of New 
York.
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discarded in favor of a Democratic 
member of Congress.

For tbe 200 or 300 subordinate places there 
are at least 1000 applicants, not a few of 
whom are already at work to secure the re­
spective positions, including clerks, assist­
ant door-keepers, messengers, document 
folders, pages and bathroom attendants. A 
dozen or more applicants want the privil­
ege oi keeping the restaurant which has for 
some years been in possession of George T. 
Downing, colored.

One thousand tickets for a couple of 
hundred subordinate—not to say menial— 
positiors. Prominent Democratic free­
man praying to be allowed to open and 
shut doors, bring bath towels, run 
errands, fold documents. Others would 
educate their children to the same ignoble 
trade by putting them in the livery of 
legislative lackeys, thus rearing them 
among the demoralizing influences of 
political association. Then there are a 
dozen or more Democratic applicants for 
the vacant slippers of Downing, the col­
ored caterer, who has so long dispensed 
creature comforts to hungry congressmen.

Whence have all these conhorants as­
sembled? From the snow and granite of 
Maine to the fogs and swamps of Florida. 
Each candidate for Speaker looming np in 
his neighborhood as invincible, takes along 
a train of subordinate aspirants to blow for 
him. Their chief reduced to his normal 
insignificance by contrast with others 
more popular than himself, his followers 
are discharged without pay or transporta­
tion, and fall into the common raid for 
anything that may offer.

This is Democratic principle, the 
leaves and fishes. To keep the party 
united in this object there is but one 
common sentiment. It is to vilify the 
Republicans. It is to create such a 
prejudice against the Republicans that the 
very name is a reproach, and thus to se­
cure a monopoly of office through a con­
centration of social hate. It is to organ­
ize the hate of white and black, Catholic 
and Protestant, ignorance and intelli­
gence, as an element for the services and 
perpetual tenure of office. The Demo­
crat may entertain any opinion with im­
punity and applause. The Republican is 
denounced, though holding the same opin­
ion with a competing Democrat, merely be­
cause he may be fit to exercise the trusts 
of office. How long can such a political 
herd hold together, with no other cement 
than the “cohesive power of public plun­
der”—expected ?

MR. M’ENERY'S CERTIFICATE.

The simple fact that Chief Clerk McPher­
son has refused to recognize the certificate 
given by Mr. McEnery to Mr. Spencer, to 
the effect that he was the duly elected 
member of Congress from tbe fifth district 
cf Louisiana, is made the subject of a 
special telegram, and set off with stun­
ning headlines by an evening contempo­
rary. Ajs the House has already adopted 
a resolution declaring W. P. Kellogg the 
lawful Governor of this State, we do not 
see how any intelligent man could exnect 
Mr. McPherson to recognize any other 
person as being entitled to the dignity. 
Hence, we are surprised to find anybody 
else surprised at the correct action of the 
clerk of the House.
