"UNWRITTEN CONDITIONS"-A THREAT 
TO STOP SUPPLIES.

At the last session of the Legislature a 
compromise was adopt ed, signed and exe­
cuted. By virtue of this covenant the 
Democratic party seated a sufficient num­
ber of members in the lower house to se­
cure a majority. This compromise was 
denounced by a large number of Demo­
crats, and they have gone so far as to 
claim that it was only intended to secure 
to the Democrats the control of the lower 
house, and that it left the legality of the 
State government still in dispute. It was 
even ‘proclaimed by a Democratic mem­
ber of Congress elect, who went to Wash­
ington with the credentials of Governor 
Kellogg in his pocket, that he would con­
trovert the legality of these credentials by 
demanding the eviction of the Republican 
State officials and the installation of 
Democratic officials. Congress seems to 
have disposed of the contest by direct­
ing a simple inquiry into the 
formal legality of Mr. Morey’s election, 
without inquiring into the legitimacy of 
the State government which certified his 
credentials. Upon this subject Mr. La­
mar is reported by telegraph as having 
“admitted that there had been a compro­
mise last session, and that that compro­
mise did acknowledge Kellogg a3 the act­
ing Governor of Louisiana.”

What, however, must we think of the 
sincerity of a party which now attempts 
to set up what its organ calls “certain 
unwritten conditions" of the compromise? 
These conditions are darkly intimated to 
be a pledge to repeal the registration and 
election laws, with the Returning Board, 
as signed by Governor Warmoth, and 
constituted in the interests of the Democ­
racy of that day.

We ask if the members of the Legisla­
ture are to act upon a mere representation 
in a partisan journal and demand other 
and outside conditions, not known or pub­
lished at the date when the compromise 
was accepted here, or upon the report of 
the congressional committee adopted by 
Congress itself V Upon what other evidence 
is this theory founded/ If it had been un­
derstood by the McEuery Democrats that 
the compromise did not only give the 
lower house to the Democracy, but also 
left the State government in dispute and 
guaranteed the repeal of the registration, 
election, and Returning Board laws, what 
earthly motive could the McEnery Demo­
crats have had for opposing the compro­
mise and denounci ng as traitors all those 
Democrats who voted for it?

But the organ intimates that the “un­
written conditions” were not known to 
Republican members. It is alleged the 
Democrats demanded a guarantee that 
“the more odious measures contrived by 
the Republicans" would be repealed, as a 
condition of accepting a compromise, but 
that on the Republican “side it was said 
that although the necessity for the repeal 
of those measures was conceded, the con­
cession could not be expressly stipulated, 
because the admission would alarm and 
alienate the Republican members whose 
support was necessary to carry the com­
promise into effect.” That this secret 
term of the treaty was not known to the 
whole Democracy is made apparent by 
their opposition, to which we have re­
ferred. That it was concealed from the 
Republican members whose support was 
essential to the adoption of the compro­
mise, is palpably improbable. If the 
Republican vote was cast for the compro­
mise, without a knowledge of the secret 
conditions, what obligation could there 
have been upon them to vote for the re­
peal of the laws referred to?

Upon this feeble showing an l improb- 
ble basis we are told that the Democratic 
party of Louisiana “demand that the 
methods contrived by the Republican 
party to perpetuate their ascendency 
in defiance of public opinion and in spite 
of the votes of the people, shall be aban­
doned at once and forever.”

This demand is not based on the right 
of the people to amend or repeal any law, 
but because “the spirit if not the letter 
of the adjustment will be rebated by the 
refusal of the Governor and the Senate" 
to carry out the “unwritten conditions” 
intimated. Under this Democratic and 
Jesuitical reasoning which first asserts 
a proposition and then assuming it to be 
uncontroverted, proceeds to deduce con­
sequences of the most conclusive charac­
ter; upon this grasshopper logic, we 
have the organ ad interim actually 
recommending that the House of Repre­
sentatives shall “refuse the supplies of 
money without which the government can 
not be carried on,” and closes an address 
to the members of the Legislature by 
saying, “Let the House avail itself of that 
power. ” There is a sufficient reply to the 
threat to suspend appropriations which 
pass almost entirely into the hands of the 
bankers and brokers who represent the 
public debt, and into those of the land­
lords, grocers and butchers to whom the 
pay warrants of the school teachers and 
policemen, are transferred. The reply is 
that such an act of repudiation would 
also stop the pay of the Democratic mem­
bers and employes of the House itself. 
Unless, therefore, it can be made appear 
as one of the “unwritten conditions” of 
the compromise, that nothing herein con­
tained shall be so construed as to stop the 
pay of Democratic members and clerks, 
we have no particular apprehension that 
the orders ol the organ ad interim will be 
carried out.

Our object is only to show the revolu­
tionary hostility of the Democratic party 
to the business interests and public faith 
of Louisiana. To suspend the operations 
of a State government because it will not 
comply with a black mail bargain, never 
acknowledged or proven, would be a 
shameful anarchy. To recommend such 
an ultra and outrageous measure in en­
forcement of an alleged condition neither 
written, proved, nor acknowledged, is cer­
tainly calculated to cause distrust of 
any party whioh would execute i t  We 
wish to know if this is an authorised an­
nouncement of Democratic intentions? 

With such a threat impending, the pub-

J lie, as well as ourselves, will await with 
anxiety the appearance of a Democratic
organ, expressing the undoubted inten­
tions of the party. The price of public 
securities, the safety of person and prop­
erty, must be affected by a declaration of 
war against the public treasury. We 
should like to know whether the Dem­
ocratic party will carry out the dangerous 
policy indicated by its ad interim organ?

”WE STAND TOR JU8TICE.”
And now the Times comes into the con­

sultation unsought, and gives the Su­
preme Court a small lecture on law and 
the bad effects of obedience. Following 
as it does in the wake of the evening Pic­
ayune, which merely paraphrased what 
Mr. Clinton told its reporter, the Times' 
counsel reminds us of au anecdote of the 
late Confedrate General Lee. In one of 
his “off hours” in camp, some one began 
the conversation about the relative merits 
of generals. Lee was appealed to for an 
opinion. “ I think,” said he, with a very 
grave countenance, “all the best generals 
are editing newspapers." This closed the 
discussion. Mr. Justice Wyly, if asked a 
similar question about our best lawyers, 
would probably think they are editing 
newspapers. He certainly has just reason 
to complain because the eminent legal 
lights who now find fault with his decision 
in the case of the Republican Printing 
Company vs. Mr. Clinton did not render 
him their valuable assistance in time to 
enable him to make use of it.

The ease is, in fact, a very simple one. 
The State Printer, under his contract 
with the State, has performed all the 
the work required by it for the past year, 
including a very large amount for the 
Legislature. Also, several thousand dol­
lars worth for the Auditor’s office. All 
the blanks required for all the executive 
departments; books for assessors; the 
laws in pamphlet form; the decisions of 
the Supreme Court, and, in short, every­
thing required for the State has been 
promptly and well done. The State 
Printer has advanced to the State, for this 
purpose, more than fifty thousand dollars 
for paper, ink and labor al one. He has 
received from the State some magnificent 
auditorial promises which have not yet 
been fulfilled, and less than ten thou­
sand dollars in cash. Mr. Clinton has 
refused to pay our debt, long past due, 
because he fears, “under his system of 
registration,” there will not be money 
enough to pay it and the claims for sala­
ries, including his own, that will come in 
hereafter. He therefore rules out the claim 
of the State Printer in order that those for 
whom he has a more tender regard may not 
suffer. This is his miserable and illegal 
“system of registration” which the Su­
preme Court has just torn to fragments, 
and set the Times and Mr. Clinton to 
grumbling about.

It the Auditor had taken half the pains 
to fulfill the law that he has to evade and 
disregard it, he would* not be so badly 
embarrassed as he is. He would not 
probably find it imperatively necessary to 
step down and out of an office he was

t*er fit for to escape impeachment from 
a Republican Senate. The Supreme Court 
thoroughly understands the whole case 
just decided, and have decided it in view 
of the constitution, the law and the facts. 
By a unanimous bench it is decreed that 
the law itself is superior to the selfish, 
one-sided and interested regulations of a 
subordinate officer, a mere servant who 
has flattered himself that he is superior 
to all the other departments of the gov­
ernment put together.

The State Printer has been derelict in 
not having pursued this usurper to an 
issue at an earlier day. By trusting to his 
hollow promises, nearly i,he whole year 
has passed away, during which but one 
end has been had in view—to stave off 
and defeat honest claims as long as possi­
ble, that there might be more funds 
available for contingencies. He now 
stands on his rights, and will not abate a 
jot for any consideration. The Supreme 
Court has given its just decision, and it 
will be enforced to the letter as soon as it 
is proper to do so. The opinions of Mr. 
Clinton, echoed through the Times and 
Picayune, v ill have no further effect than 
to make sensible men laugh at such stu­
pidity.

CONFEDERATE PROSPECTS.
The debates in the national House of 

Represents' ives of Tuesday are instructive 
as showing the hopes of Confederate office 
seekers, and the backing they received 
from those who fought to destroy the gov­
ernment they now expect to feed upon. 
Congressman Fort, of Illinois, “plucking 
the grass to know where sits the wind,” 
offered a resolution to the effect “ that in 
all subordinate appointments under any 
of the officers of this House, it is the 
judgment of the House that wounded 
Union soldiers who are not disa­
bled from the performance of duty 
should be preferred.” The temerity 
of Mr. Fort was promptly rebuked. 
The resolution brought to their feet 
all of the Confederate brigadier gen­
erals, and it was voted down by 104 Dem­
ocrats against ninety-seven Republicans. 
Mr. Cox, of New York, endeavored to 
soften this blunt expression of Confederate 
feelings hy offering an amendment or sub­
stitute, or whatever else might be re­
quired, in which he used the remarkable 
language, that, “Inasmuch as the union 
of the States has been restored, all the 
citizens thereof are entitled to considera­
tion in the appointment to offices under 
this government ” “Restored” is a good 
word. Samuel Sullivan Cox, who repre­
sented an Ohio district in the Thirty-eighth 
Congress, and taking his carpet bag in 
hand went to New York and got elected to 
the Fort y-first Congress from that State, 
admits that his Democratic friends did 
succeed in disorganizing the Union; 
hence the expression “has been restored.” 
Cox, of Ohio, and Cox, of New York, may 
yet come to Mississippi and claim an 
election. He would do well there, now 
that the State has been conquered, and is 
barricaded by his party. * 'Considera­
tion” is also a safe word. I t allows the

appointing power to consider a thing in- 
ste%i of doing it. Mr. Reagan, of Texas,
wished to dodge the question by sub­
mitting that the House was not author­
ized to pass upon or prescribe the qualifi­
cations of office seekers. The Speaker 
thought Mr. Reagan’s point of order was 
too late to be in order.

Let it he recorded. Iu the opinion of 
the Confederate Democratic majority of 
the House of Representatives the soldier 
who was wounded while fighting in de­
fense of the Union has no claims upon the 
government he sustained worthy of more 
consideration than the claims of the men 
who struggled to destroy the Union and 
its government. The Democrats meet in 
caucus and say, “We are all brothers  ̂
and we all want good paying positions 
under the government that exists in spite 
of our secession end war.” Let it be re­
corded, also, that a Union veteran of the 
war against rebellion has no rights which 
a Confederate brigadier general in the 
Congress of the United States is bound to 
respect.

We consider it neighborly and kind in 
the Picayune to be “ perfectly unbiased’ 
in the controversy between the R e p u b  

l ic a n  and the State Auditor. From the 
haste with which it rushed to announce in 
big head lines “how it is interpreted,"and 
then published Mr. Clinton’s views alone 
on the subject, we feared.the oily Christian 
gentleman referred to had captured a 
“rebel skunk” and impressed it into his 
service. The prompt denial of bias re­
lieves us from our apprehensions, and 
restores the entente cordiate so far as wo are 
concerned. We are fully competent to 
deal with Mr. Clinton in everything relat­
ing to our private affairs. The opinions of 
that gentleman on questions of law are a 
matter of positive indifference. But when 
the Picayune goes to him for his opinion 
about the decision of the Supreme Court, 
and tries to make the people believe that 
is the way it is interpreted by men of 
sense. We are bound to correct that 
journal’s blunder. It is true our modern 
Podsnap expresses its opinion that the 
court will grant a rehearing; but that it 
has a perfect right to do, since a legal 
opinion from that source does not have 
much weight. We only object when it 
attempts to include others in this lumin­
ous opinion of itself and Clinton by pro 
claiming “how it is interpreted.”
