TLe profesefonal gentlemen 
request of Governor Kellogg have under­
taken to ascertain the real mental condition 
of Edward Coleman, now under sentence 
of death, and pronounced insane by Drs. 
Devron, Poelman and Cooper, met on 
Wednesday at Professor Logan's office, 
when Dr. Smythe suggested that the above 
three medical gentleman be requested to 
state either in person nr in writing the 
reasons wLich prompted them to declare 
that Coleman was insane. This suggestion 
was at once adopted.

Professor Logan several days ago had the 
records of the case, coroner’s inqaptt and 
examination before tLe recorder sent for. 
and yesterday two of the other physicians 
called for the testimony for the defense, 
which of course could not be given, as it 
was not taken. They, however, referred to 
the counsel for Coleman for information on 
this subject, who happened to be in 
court.

So lar as Dr. Cooper is concerned he 
states that at the request of Dr. Schumaker 
agreed to meet the two other physicians to 
examine Coleman. He came to the Parish 
Prison on thwday agreed upon, when he as­
certained that the examination had taken 
place the day previous and be signed the cer. 
title ate on the report made to him by 
the other physicians.

The reasons for the opinion of the three 
authorities on insanity', who informed Gov­
ernor Kellogg that Colemua was insane 
and as such must necessarily go to the 
State Prison for life, will be looked for with 
interest by the commission and the public 
in general.

Nothing, of course, is known yet of the 
opinion of the members of the commission, 
as the examination is made very carefully 
by each of the physicians separately, who 
then in conference, will examine notes and 
report or. the case.

All courts ol the State, except the Su­
preme and the First, Second and Fourth 
District Courts, have adjourned t-o Jan­
uary 3, the first Monday of the new year. 
The Supreme Court finished its usual busi­
ness laet week, and the jastices secluded 
themeelves from the public eye for deliber­
ation of nine days, according to custom. 
This recess will, no doubt, be extended. 
The Fourth District Court will he open for 
arguments, but Judge Lynch will render 
no judgments. The law is as follows:

Revised Statues, section l!'8o.—Except 
the First and Second District Courts 

' the district courts of the parish of 
Orleans shall remain open

on all legal days, except from 
Christmas to the second of January, etc.

That is what shuts them ail up. Judge 
Woods, of the United States Court, takes a 
longer relief and will render no decree till 
January 10.
