To the  Mayor and C ity Council of c ity  of New 
Orleans;

On the subject of a reduction of the 
budget allowance for the Department of 
Improvements, permit me to say tnat these 
recommendations seem to be made without 
any knowledge of the facts on the part of 
the originators, and are not caused by re 
gard for the public interests.

Let us examine some of the facts bearing 
upon the estimate tor this department, and 
see if any candid citizen could properly re­
duce the figures.

In the Administ rator’s office of the largest 
department of the citv government, $3000 
per year is esked tor the clerical work, and 
$1500 for stationery, blanks, etc., for the 
entire department. The expenditures for 
these items during t'ue past four years 
averaged $'.‘585 37 per year.
FOR BUREAU OF WHARVES AND LANDINGS.

$7800.
An allowance is made here to shell and 

repair the s'eamboat landings between 
Poydras aud Canal streets, and to provide 
decent walkways to and from the levee. 
Will the steamboat interests, radesmen on 
the levee aud passengers who are com­
pelled to wade through mud ankle deep

BUREAU OF DRAtNAGE.

The actual expenses of the four draining 
machines for salaries and wages f«r the 
past twelve monthŝ  was $13,844, and for 
fuel and supplies $28,158 21; a total of 
$41,002. Each machine is supplied with 
one engineer and two firemen, and all fuel 
and mat mala have been purchased at the 
lowest cash price. The amount allowed for 
the coming year is $40,500. Can you re­
duce it in the t'aoe of the fact that at least 
$10,000 repairs wi’l have to be made to 
these machines before the year expires, and 
millions of property would be liable to 
damage if either of the machines were dis­
abled

The expenditures of the Bureau of Drain­
age for the past four years averaged 
$256,092 73 per year from the budget, not 
including any work done by the Mississippi 
and Mexican Galf Canal Cnmpany.

BUREAU OF STREETS.

The appropriations for this bnreau allows 
$1388 per month for salaries of officers, or 
$16,600 per year for the supervision of 566 
miles of streets, 24,700 street crossings, 
wings and bridges, and 1200 miles of ban­
quettes. The records of the department 
show that the exp, nditnrcs for like ser­
vices during t'ue past four years averaged 
$72,000 per year.

For keepers of the twelve bridges over 
the New canal and Bayou St. John, $9000. 
To reduce this expense it would be neces­
sary to discontinue the use of some bridges, 
or ‘place a different bridge at Magnolia 
street, where four keepers are required.

For cart service. $63,000 per jear, which 
barely admits of the employment of a suffi­
cient number of carts to remove the garb­
age from residences and the filth from the 
streets, say 140,000 loads per year. Und 
makes no provision for raising streets, 
hauling ballast, shells, etc. The number 
now employed is sixty-four, at $2 50 per 
day for horse, oart and driver.

For labor on streets $118,000 per year, or 
an allowance of one man to keep each fonr 
miles of streets and eight miles of gutters 
clean. Do you and the public not know 
that it fs physically impossible for such a 
lorce to preserve the sanitary conditions so 
essential in our climate? Four hundred and 
seventy-two miles of our streets are dirt 
sTeets, and after every severe rain have to 
be regraded in order to render them pas­
sable tor vehioles. The allowance made is 
upon the basis of the present force, who are 
active, diligent and worthy men, yet they 
have not been able to regrade one-tenth of 
the dirt streets rendered impassable by the 
heavy rains in the early part of this month, 
yet we see gentlemen gravely propose that 
the allowance of $206,600 for these four 
branches of service should be reduced one- 
half.

For repairs of canal bridges. $12,575. 
There are 132 bridges over canals at the 
intersection of streets. They were built 
several years ago, and have been patched 
up tor the past lew years. Natural decay 
has now rendered many of them dangerous, 
and a majority of them will have to be re­
built during next year, or abandoned. We 
already have one claim for damages to 
value of property by abandonment of a 
bridge across Claiborne canal, and others 
must follow. The city surveyor has made 
a careful, detailed ex&mmauon of the con­
dition of each and every Aha! bridge, and 
certifies that it will require $25,150 to re­
pair them.

For repairs of street^bridges, wings and 
crossings, $60,956. The majority of the 
woodwork was constructed many years ago. 
It was formerly kept in repairs at a cost to 
the city of $85,000 per year, not including 
Algiers, Jefferson and Carrollton. During 
the past few years the bridges, wings and 
crossings have been patched Dy succeeding 
administrations, until the natural decay of 
the wood will not admit of this course being 
continued with a majority of them. The 
_ Surveyor has caused a careful ex­
amination to be made of each and every 
bridge, wing or crossing in the city. We 
find 13,287 wings, 3881 bridges, and 7571 
street crossings, containing over 8,000,000 
feet of iumqer, and it will require 5,100,000

feet of lumber to put this woodwork in 
proper repair. To do the work properly 
would require at least $130,000. As to the 
general condition of this woodwork any 
oitizen can verify the facts here stated by 
his own observation, in any ward of the 
city where the structures are of wo)d. The 
Council has provided for about one-half of 
the work necessary as per surveyor’s re­
port. and I do not see how the amount could 
be lowered, unless many of the principal 
thoroughfares are to be abandoned.

FOR SHELL ROADS AND STREETS $20,000. 
There are 32 miles of shell and ballast 

streets, admitting that the city cannot 
maintain all of them as shell streets, it 
seems imperative that Canal, Broad. Wash­
ington, Carrollton Avenue and Laperouse 
streets should be kept in repair with shells, 
and that the balance of the shell streets 
should hereafter be kept up with ballast 
until more prosperous times, the four streets 
named measure ten miles, four inches of 
shells placed thereon once during the year 
would require 88,000 bbls, cost, including 
cartage and labor of spreading would be 
$40,000, the present appropriation requires 
the abandonment of one half the shell roads 
named, or indifferent repairs to them.

For ballast streets $20,000 is appropriated. 
The Surveyor reports that the twenty two 

miles et ballast streets will require 30.000 
tons of ballast, costing, incluuing carts, 
labor, etc , $45,000.

In the year 1867 the city paid $60,000 per 
year, by contrticf. for the repairs of the 
shell and ballast streets of the First. Sec­
ond, Third and Fourth Districts alone. 
Since that Cme over two-thirds of the shell 
and ballast streets have v»een made, viz: 

Foucher, between d* or«i Caiiiope; 
Constance. Felicity road. Liberty, Locust, 
Josephine. First, Magnolia, Eighth, State. 
Valence, Henry Clay avenue. Claiborne. 
Galvez, Craps, Dorgenoia and Lapeyronse 
streets, and the Sixth and Seventh Districts 
have been added to the city.

Over 20,000 tons of ballast has bean nsed 
during th© past year upon the br’last rid 
shell streets, but excessive rams since De­
cember 1 and heavy travel over these streets 
have rendered many of them almost impas 
sable, and the lack of funds or appropria­
tion during this.year renders it impossible 
for this department to meet the demands 
upon it for repairs. It would, in my opin 
ion, require at least 10,000 tons of ballast to 
repair properly the streets in the Fourth 
District alone, and other districts require 
like attention.

For repairs, 6tone crossings, curbs and 
wings, $5000. A detailed estimate, made 
by tne City Surveyor, of work absolutely 
neoessary calls for $7811 50. It is only 
requisite to cite as an example the crossings 
over Canal street, leading to the Postoffice, 
etc., now utterly unfit for the accommoda­
tion of lady pedestrians after every rain.

For repairs, cobble stODe and square block 
streets, $22,625. Permit me again to refer 
to the reports of the City Surveyor, who 
tiles a detailed statement, showing 63 900 
feet of cobble stone requires patching, 156,- 
000 square yards of cobble stone requires 
relaying, seven squares of square block to 
be repaired, and 10,000 square yards of 
square block to be relaid.

The condition ol our finances will not ad­
mit of the expenditure necessary to place 
all of our streets in good order, but the 
necessities of commerce eeern to demand 
that the principal thoroughfares should be 
kept up. To do this would require at least 
five times the amount appropriated. The 
condition of the cobble stone streets is well 
known and appreciated by every person 
who may have had oocasion to pass over 
them for the past two years. Julia street 
an example, a broad street dividing two of 
the most populous wards in the oity, ex­
tending to the levee and along the New 
basin, the natural passage way for a heavy 
tratlic uas been almost impassable for two 
years past.

Repairs to plank roads. $3000, when at­
tention is ‘nvited to the fact that there are 
five miles of plank roads to be kept in 
order, and that Calliope and Liberty streets 
alone will require 100.000 feet of'lumber, 
this estimate must appears low.

I have reviewed this subject at length lor 
a double purpose. First. I desire to place 
upon record and before the public a correct 
statement of the condition of the depart­
ment; secondly, I wish to correct a misap­
prehension that seems to have gained 
ground wiih some citizens that the expendi­
tures of the past year should be criteria for 
the next.

When I assumed charge of this depart­
ment a careful examination was made of 
the condition of the works, and it was be­
lieved that many needed improvements 
could be deferred at least a year. The bur­
dens of our people were so great that the 
propriety of deferring every possible ex­
pense. and of conducting the administra­
tion upon a strictly economical basis was 
apparent. A budget was adopted for this 
year, about one-third of the amount ex­
pended last year for the same bureaus, and 
$925,000 less than the average expenses of 
tins department for the years 1870, 1871, 
1872, 1873. No Administrator expected at 
the time that it would be pofsible to limit 
the expenditures to the sum named.

At the expiration of six months' service, 
the Board of Health, press and citizens gen­
erally reported the streets' in better condi­
tion than for several years. On the first of 
December last the condition of this depart­
ment was as good as when delivered to me, 
except that the natural decay of wooden 
structures renders it impossible to carry 
many of them further by patching.

The recent rains and lack of material has 
injuriously affected the streets generally, 
and there is now no force for repairs.

In explanation of the excess of expendi­
tures of about $25.000,1 can only refer to the 
threatened overflow by high water from the 
lake. Tha construction of plank roads 
rendered necessary for streets leadiug to 
the levee, aud to an extraordinary con­
sumption of coal by reason of excessive 
rains.

Daring the summer the public interests 
demanded a thorough cleaning of the citv. 
and the work was given to starving fellow 
citizens who could not procure other labor.

If it be urgent that $50,000 of expenses 
was tiken ofi this Department by the lease 
of the wharves in the middle of the year, 
it may be safely assumed that the expenses 
of Algiers, Jefferson and Carrollton not in­
cluded in the average of expenses prior to 
their annexation, would more than ofiset 
the amount of wharf expenses referred to.

In reducing the amounts necessary for 
the administration of this Depertme'nt, I 
know that the Administrators have been 
urged by the imperative necessity of reduc­
ing taxation, to omit many nee'essarv ap­
propriations, and this communication is not 
made for the purpose of complaining at 
their action, but with the object of inform­
ing the Council and the public concerning 
the Department. «
