Senate.

After the uenal preliminaries, Mr. Alex-
ander arose and stated that the list of
Gresnes presented by Mr. Burch Thursday
was sltogether incorrect, so far as relates
toSenator Greene's family in Lincoln parish.

pr. Burch called attention to the fact
¢that the certificate furnished by the Seore-
tary of State did not say that the Greenes
pamed were members of the Sepator’s
family: the names were found on the books
a8 stated; .tbers were more Greenes than
blacks or whites holdingoffice in Lincoln

Mr. Alexander requested that the journal
be corrected in the mattar of the certificate,
but the President ruled the Senator out of
order, as the certificate was given under the
Secretary of State’s seal, and therefors nei-
ther Mr. Burch nur any other member could
be held reeponsible for the correctness or
incorrectness of such a document.

Mr. Robertson wished a committee of
three appointed te investigate the matter,
and if it be trune that the Secretary of State
gave wioag information to the Senate he
should be brought up.

Mr. Blackburn moved to have the certifi-
cate expunged from the journal, and on a
vote the certificate was expunged.

Mr. Greene moved to table Mr. Robert-
gon's motion for a committee, but on notic-
ing broad grins on many faces he withdrew
his motion, perhaps remembering that he
himself bad pronounced the documert un-
true.

Mr. Ozd%n thought ii the Senate did not
make an investigation, then the Secretary
of State should demard a rigid investiga-
tion in the case. Tue stztement of a State
officer has becn openly disputed on the Sen-
ate floor, and pow ia the time to escertain
who is right and who is wrong.

Mr. Burch expressed a desire to see a
com mittee. not only for the Secrctary of
State, but for the member who deelared
that the certificate was fraudulent. ‘‘Let
no guilty men escape,” be he white, black
or Greene.

Mr. Greene made a reply, bat the reporter
could not possibly understand half of his
words.

Mr. Whitoey, 7o put an end to the con-
troversy, called the previous question.

The moticn to appoict the committee was
carried.

Mr. Whitney Landed in a committee re-
port on apportionment.

Mr. Sypker introduced a bill to supprees
lawlessness in the Felicianaes, and asked
that every Sanator support him in adopting
the new law. His bill authorizes the Gov-
ernor to send miiitia to the disturbed dis-
triots.

Mr. Robertecn liked a portion of Mr.
Sypher's substitute, bus reminded Sznators
that the Senate had no official knowledge
of the lawlessness mentioned, therefore
would not act in the premises. Goveraor
Kellegg, if there have been, or are great
outrages in the parishes,should have in-
formed the house.

Mr. Ozden said he was unwilling to'vote
for such a measure, ot havieg a tittle of
proof that a gang of rufflans and assassins
exist in portions ot Louisiana. The speaker
was willing to have ‘a committes ap-
pointed to secure proof, but until preof was
obtained he was unwilling to believe newe-
paper repocts, beth sides of which may
make misrepresentatioce; certainly there
bave been flat contradictions to different
stories.

Mr. Cage wished to have a full investiga-
tion through a committee, and regretted

- that full information had not been fur-

nished vy the proper officers long ago. He
wished to igclude the parish of East Baton
Rouge in the preamble, with East and West
Feliciana. Mr. Sypher accepted the amend-
ment.

Mr. Brewster—The condition of Louis-
iana i3 such that I am ashamed to have
the real condition known; we know that
there have been riots and other greater
erim2s all over the State, and many people
are actually afraid to tell the truth. Ever
since the war but little law has been exe-
outed, and I can not mention a single white
man who has been hung for killing a col-
ored man. Let the Governor be given solid
militia; and let the peopla back him up in
enforcing the laws, and let him understand
that the respousibility rests upon him.

Mr. Blackburn—I must acknowledge that
an iavestigation will result in but little
good, as the agzrieved people dare not ex-
pose the criminals, for it they do they will
doubtless sravel the sams road that poor
John Gair did. I have a substitute for the
whole subject matter.

His eubstitute was to ask the United
States Senate to at once admit Mr.J. B.
Eastis, which done it will have the eff et
to bring about peace in this State.

Raled out of order.

The previous question oalled up Mr.
Sypher’s subatitute for Mr. Cage's resolu-
tion. <

JMr. Sypher—My only object in introduc-
ing the resolution was to have the oount;y
courts opened and the laws entorced. It
was only & few months ago that New Or-
leans had its own troubles, and it took a

of the United States army to suppress
wlessness.

Mr. Ogden said he voted nay beoause the
resolution authorized the Governor to semd
troope, and, besides, the Governor is im-
structed to do what the law instructs him
to do.

Mr. Sypher’s substitute was adopted.

Mr. Whitney oslled for a reading of the
report of the sommittee on apportionment.

Executive session was called for.

Meesre. Robertson, Burch and Whitney
were appointed a committee to call on the
Secretary of State for an explanation of the
Greene certificate.

When the doors were opened Mr. Whit-
ney, chairman of the committee on appor-
tionment, submitted his repert, recommend-
ing a substitute for the bill introduced by
Mr. Blackburn, advécating immediate ac-
tion.

Mr. Whitney made a point of order that
no act was passed in 1875 ordering an elec-
tiou; that no report had been made by the
registrar; that even if such a report had
been made, the same is not properly before
the Senate, and can not be until the report
be adepted by the Senate.

Mr. Ogden declared that he would mnot
Oppose the passage of the substitute, as he
'Was satisfied no bill on apportionment that
Ppassed the Sénate could pass the Honse, and

pass the Senate. He would vote yes on the
final passage of the bill, in order to bring
the question properly before both branches
by the appointment of a joint committee of
conference.

The subetitute was adopted by the Senate
and sent to the House for action.

The Senate adjonrned until next Monday.

House.

The House attended yesterday to routine
business, commencing without any prayer,

Mr. Wiltz asked for a committee of three
to wait upon the Governor and aek his com-
pliance with the law in issuing a certificate
of his election to the United States Senate
to Mr. J. B. Eustia.

Mr. Aldige moving that a committee cf
three be appointed to investig: the nc-
counts of the Auditor, Mr. Ray made the
point that the Speaker being required by
law to appoint such a ittee, the mo-
tion was out of order, but withdrew bis ob-
jection on being informed that the commit-
tee was for a different purpose.

Mr. Gaoichard stated there was such a
committee already; that it had all the facts
and figures before it, and wouald be ready to
report soon. He thought it improper to
take the work away from that committee,
though it might be increased if members
deeired it.

Mr. Lovisee said the purpose of the com-
mittee was not to supercede that ccmmittee.

Mr. Bowers introduced a resolution under
Revised Statutes 1316, for the topograh-
ical and geological survey of the State, and
Mr. Scales one directing an inquiry into the
coet of printing the House journals.

Mr. Halm suggested to the Speaker that
he had made a ¢light mist ake in appointing
three Democrats to wait on the Governor
relative to the credentials of Mr. Eustie, and
he was added to the committee, on motion
of Mc. Kidd. :

Mr. Mitchell asked for a committese to in-
vestigate the accounts of the Committee on
Contingent Expenses of 1871-5.

Mr. Hunsaker considered this a very ex-
traordinary resolution, and rose to a privi
leged question. At the last session bis
books and accounts on contingent expenses
had been placed, on his owa motion, before
the Committee on Appropriatione, whose
chairman was above all suspicion. He was
ready and willing at all times to afford
every faocility for & complete investigation
of tham. Bat this resolution, considering
he was already before a committee that
was uni hablg, he idered was per-
somal, and only introduced because he was
one of the minority. The Revised Statutes
provide that the Committee on Appropri-
ations shall examine the accounts, and in
accordance with that he had moved the
reference to it. He did not like resolutions
of this kind, which were ictroduced to
crowd and hurl everything ata personal
opponent.

Mr. Matohell said he had made nocharge,
and was free from any such desire as was
intimated. Nevertheless, the fact was that
there was no report before the House. He
preferred to carry out the principle of let
ting the guilty suffer, but if innocent, no
man on the soil ot Louisiana would be more
willing to accord the credit that wasdue.

On the bill toifcorporate the St. Patrick’s
Savings Bank, reported from the Committee
on Banks and Bankiog, Mr. Hahn said he
was decidedly opposed as a g 1 thing
to the paesage of acts of incorporation that
could be passed before a rotary public.
This bill was nothing more than an ordi-
nary aect, with one exception that required
legislative sanction. It was where a minor
had by his own exerticns eaved enough to
deposit in the bank, the small sums he had
could not be withdrawn by a woithless
father; or where a married woman, perhaps
a washerwoman, had by the sweat of her
brow, sccumulated money in the bank, it
would be protected from a drunken hus-
bauvd and drawn by ber without his author-
ization. This section could not be passed
before a notary. It was no more than just
and proper that the Irish population, even
though they did loan St. Patrick’s Hall for
a Democratic meeting, should have such a
bank for sheir bemefit. It contained no
exemption from taxation, nor any privilege
not contained in all charters of incorpora-
tion, and this particular privilege was in
those of almost all savings banks in the
country.

Mr. Booth asked the chairman if the rate
of discount was not an extraordinary one,
and if he had made inquiriea as to the rates
of other banks.

Mr. Aldige said some banks charged four
per cent a month.

Mr. Booth said the question was whether
the Legislature would grant this extra-
ordmary power.

The bill passed.

The veto messages were taken up and
some discussion followed as to the proper
way to vote on that returning the bill
changing the venue in the case of Alexander
Newton.

Mr. Walker said it was not such a bill as
should be voted on in the ordinary way
when the Governor returned it with his
veto. It was passed by the body presided
over by Mr. Hahn, and caa not be consider-
ed a bill. Not a member of this House, not
the Speaker, nor any member of the Senate
nor any one in the Governor's office but
what knows that body was mo House of
Representatives; that it bad no quorum,
and that mo sct passed iu this hall during
these sixty days has the force of law. Coa-
sequently article sixty-six of the constitu-
tion does not apply. X
Mr. Matthews was surprised at hearing
such an argument from the gentleman after
the different departments of the govern-
ment had recognized that House, and even
this House, by a vote of this session, had
recognized it.

Speaker Estilette said the bill came
through the regular channele; it had all the
forms of 1aw, and the veto message was in
regular order. He therefore overruled Mr.
Walker’s objections.

Mr. Walker appealed, and Mr. Demas
moved to lay the appeal on the table, but
the whole matter went over to Monday on
motion of Mr. Wiltz. .

Mr. Wiltz reported that the committee
bad waited on the Governor, and ioquired
whether or not he would issue his certificate
of election to J. B. Eustis, as required by
the laws ot Congress. The Governor stated
that having already issued w certiicats of

eleotion to Mr. Pinchback, he would find it

awkward to issue another eertificate to an-
other gentleman, but weuld certify to the
correctness of the proceedings in Mr. Eas-
tis’ case, 80 far as it was in his power.

Mr. Dupre eaid he rose for information
more than anything else. He wished to
inquire where the power came from that
gave the éxecutive power to certify to the
proceedings of the House, and where the
power lies? h

Speaker Estilette said that the House
proceedings would be certified by its own
officers; what his excellency meant he was
unable to state.

Mr. Dupre—Suppose the Governor chooses
to alter the proceedings, what is the House
to do about it?

Speaker Estilette—That will be for the
House to determne.

WASHINGTON, January 10, 1876,

it was understood on Saturday that the
President would send in Mr. Billings’ name
to-day. When the Senate met at twelve
o'clock Mr. West was in his seat. While
the various resolutions and petitions were
being read he walked around the chamber
listlesely, glancing ionally at the main
entrance. No doubt he feared that, at the
eleventh hour, the President might change
his purpose. Ten minutes before the ex-
piration of the morning boar a ‘‘message
from the President” was d. A
motion to go into executive session was
quickly put and carried, and in a few min-
utes it was known that the vexed question
of the Louisiana judgeship was settled.

West is the bappiest man in the city lo-
night, and he has good reason for being
jubilant. Againet the machinations of sup-
posed friends and the unrelenting opposi-
tion of open enemies, he has fought a gal-
ant fight and wou a glorious victory.

An effort will of course be made to defeat
Mr. Billings’ confirmaticn, but no fears need
be entertained by his friends on this acore.
Had there been any doubt 28 to his con-
firmation his name would pot have been
sent to the Senate.

The fatlure of the Freedman's Bank, and
the operations of the Board of Pablic
Worke, otherwise known as the ‘“‘district
ring,” haa formed the ground work of a
good deal ot political eapital for the Demo-
crats. The men who controlled the opera-
tions of the alleged ring were also the men
who, to a greut extent, controlled the aftairs
of the bank, and it is surprising, in view of
this fact, that a Democratic Congressman
(Mr. Douglass, of Virginia), who cfticred a
recolation authorizing the district commis-
sioners to issue bonds for $2,000,000, to be
goarsnteed by the United States, ehould
also introduce a resolution providing for
the appointment of a committee t) inveati-
gate the aflairs of the bauk. The matter
has a suspicious look, and Mr. Douglass
might very properly rise to explain. The
commissioners in charge of the affairs of
the bank experience great difioulty in
collecting money due, and in dispesing of
property held in trust. Thus far they have
collected $50.000, or about one-twelfth of
the second dividend; $100,000 yet remains
to be disbursed on the first dividend of
twenty per cent.

That the Preeident is endeavoring to in-
volve the country in a war with Spain or
Mexico in order to divert public attention
from political affairs, and thus aid in secur-
ing his own renomination and election. is
the etock in trade of several Washington
correspondents, and a standing charge in
the columns of nearly every Democratic
paper in the land. It is hardly probable
that we shall bave a war with either of
these powers, bat it may be well to remem-
ber that the initiative step for a war with
Mexico has been taken by the Democratic
House of Representatives. One of the
Texas members introduced a resolution,
which was adopted, authorizing tha ap-
pointment of a committee to inguire into
the robberies and murders that have oec-
curred along the Mexican bordar. The
resolution was vigorously advocated by
several of the Texas delegation, among
them Mr. Reagan, who intimated that if
some decisive step was not taken to stop
the constant inroads of Mexican thieves,
the people of his State would take up arms
in their own behalf.

Governor Kellogz's meseags i3 bighly
commended here. The fact that Le has
succeeded in epite of a bitter, maligoant op-
position in reducing the State debt over
$5,000,000, and the rate of taxation some
thirty-three per cent, is a subject of much
cengratulation, and is somethirg of which
be may well feel proud. The cfficial an-
nouncement that, for the first time in her
history, your State has raised suflicient corn
to meet the home demand, is received with
incredulity and surprise. It is astonishing,
in view of the prowinent position Louisi-
ana has cccupied for some years. that the
public generally should know sv little of
the actual state of affaire, agricultural and
political, within her borders.
