They state that 
they saw Offioer Kerrigan having a pris­
oner, beating him unmercifully with a police 
club. The prisoner was bleeding from a 
large, fresh wound on his head. Officers 
Connors and Berci were with the party on 
arriving at the first precinct station. Ker­
rigan’s statement was that he found his 
prisoner, B. N. Brown, lying drank at the 
corner of Camp and Girod streets and ar­
rested him. Immediately afterward, Ker­
rigan asserts, the man attacked him, when 
he (Kerrigan) retaliated. Some of the wit­
nesses assert thst they saw Kerrigan club 
Brown with all his might, and when attempt­
ing to strike a last blow Brown had fallen 
without the policeman noticing the fact. 
The descending blow strack Offioer Berci, 
ind Kerrigan fell, bruising his fsce. On 
arriving at the stationhonse Clerk Cum­
mings discovered that the prisoner was too 
seriously wounded to be placed in a cell, 
therefore began to dress the unfortunate 
man’s wounds, and refused to comply with 
Kerrigan’s demands to have Brown locked 
up. As soon as Brown had recovered some 
what a cab was obtained and Brown placed 
in it to go to the Charity Hospital, but 
when he notioed Kerrigan on the seat he 
utterly refused to go, and managed to get 
bs^L into the station. At daylight another 
cab was sent for and Brown conveyed to 
the Charity Hospital, where his body was 
examined. Limbs, arms, breast and body 
bore evidences of a terrible beating.

Mr. Brown is a seafaring man and having 
done hard service in his time is unfit for 
hard work, according to a surgeon’s certifi­
cate which he holds a t hie home on Erato 
street. When half crazed with pain he 
called for his wile, bat he was unable to 
tell where she was. Captain Gray and his 
station officers did all they could to make 
the victim comfortable nntil daylight. Ker­
rigan was suspended from duty by Captain 
Gray and a citizen will make an affidavit 
against him, so between the Police Board 
and Judge Evans it is likely that the police­
man will have a thorough hearing.
