But whenever
he undertcok to explain—something not
easy todo under the most favorable cir-
cumstances—he only subjected himself to
renewed attack with redoubled fury.

One of the most unfortunate passages of
Mr. Hill's epeech the other day was that in
which he charged that the sutferings of
Confederate prisopers in Elmira, Camp
Douglas, and Fort Delaware, were as great
as thoee of the Union prisoners at Ander-
sonville; and Mr. Blaine first cailed upon
the Demccratic Representatives from
Chicago to say whether the Confederate

Mr. Randall at this point
made a home tbrust at the Repabiican
leader by reminding him tkhat the House
was not a schoo!. As the House aud gal-
leries remembered that Mr. Blaine was
formerly a teacher, the laughter and ap-
plause was long and loud Tte iaterrup-
tions—for which Mr. Biaine was mainiy re-
sponsible, having invited them—destroyed
much of the eflect of his speech, which. at
beat, is not to be compared with the foreible
argument General Garfield made yeaterday.
As an exhibition. however, it was hLighiy
exciting and euntertaining. The ex-Speaker
has &rimhnbly destroyed whatever erapec!a
Mr. Hill ever had of being the leader oa his
side of the House, and has succeeded in plac-
ing the Democratic pariy in what its leaders
say is a false position before the country.
Perhaps this was his object.

Mr. Blaine was followed by Mr. Banks,
who literally poured oil on the troubled
waters. He made a most eloquent plea for
peace and good will, and cited scenes which
occurred at Lexington, Coucord and Bunker
Hill Iast summer, as evidences that the peo-
ple are anxious for a reunion of hearts and
interests, as well as a reunion of State or-
panizations. He showed the folly of wran-
gling over questions or events of the war;
reminded those who had partizipated in the
debate that it was imposaibie for them to
agree; that there was still too much passion,
and that no true history of the war had or
could yet be written; the best we have is
only material for history. As to the-cruel-
ties of the war, he had no doubt that they
existed: but this was not the time, nor Con-
gress the place to discuas them. For those
who were guilty, he asked God's mercy, tor
those who suffered. God's help: but for the
crimes themselves, let the earth cover them.
The grand eentiments of Mr. Banks' speech
were repeatedly applauded by the entire
Democratic side of the House, but only here
and there amorgz the Republicans waa one
who ehowed his approbation
After speeches by Mr. Morey, Mr. Tarbox
and Mr. Randall, motion to reconsider was
carried, but under the rules the time had
passed when an amendment could be ad-
mitted, or Mr. Ragpdall would have aceepted
one by Mr. Banks requiri=g those who avail
themselves of the amnesty offered to take
an oath of allegiance beforea United States
court. This could have heen admitted by
unanimous consent, but Mr. Blaine objeot-
ed. Then the bill was committed to the
Judiciary Committee, with instructions to
report it back with Mr. Bank's amendment,
and Mr. Randall asked that it have permis-
sion to report forthwith, but Mr. Blain3 ob-
jeoted to this and the House adjourned.

violence, that a hopeless case of f;ip disease
is the comsequence. Over two hours after,
the little fellow dragged himself homeward,
and orept into the bed, from which he
bas never risen, and which he will
doubtless mever leave again, save as &
corpee or as a helpless cripple. His suffer-
ings have been intemse. It being im-

ble to move him, his lower limbs
ave become lyzed and wasted to a
skeleton. The bones of his body are prick-
ing through. Dr. Joseph Waggoner, one of
Ravenna’s ablest as weil as most humane
physicians, has been in constant charitable
attendance, and gives it as his opinion that
suppuration has taken place at the hip
joint, and that the child’s recovery is im-
