To the Honorable Senate and Members of the
House o1 Representatives of the State ot Lou:s-

ADa:
Your memorialiete, residents or land-
holders upon the Bayous Grosee Tete, Mar-
agoruins and Fordoche, in the parishes of
Pointe Coupee and Iberville, respectfully
request that that section of said parishes
lying west of the Bayous Fordoche and
Grosse Tete, and extending from the upper
line of the Robsert Dunbar plantation to the
lower line of the Gay & Daigre plantation,
be created a special levee district for the
following reasons.
Firet—Said district lies just below the
Morganza crevasse, and in the direct path
of ite waters, and is liable to inundation
from any break in the levee from Morganza
to Hickey.
Second—It contains about €0,000 acres
cultivable lands, nearly 20,060 of which val-
ued, without movables, at over $3,000,000,
were in a high state of cultivation until the
crevuses of 1862, and the subeequent rav-
sges of war devastated a large portion of it.
Third—It was before that date partiaily
protected by levees built by private indi-
viduale, and cap, by a comparatively small
outlay properly applied, be perfectly pro-
teoted.
And now your memorialists ack aid in
completing these levees—such aid as is only
Jjustly their due, which they have a right to
ask,-and which it is your duty to render.
Its value makes it worthy of protection,
and ite location makes it practicable.
Before the war our rapid increase of pop-
ulation and wealth rivaled the moet pros-
perous Western State.
After the memorable flood of 1867 the
State, being impoverished and unable to
strengthen the levees of the lower parishes
properiy, lett Mor%unza end Grand levees
open as a safety valve, sacrificing a few for
the good of the many. We, thas sacrificed,
though equally impoverished, enlarged our
leveer, and eaved most of our lunda through
1808 and 1869. In the fall of 1869 these
crevasses were closed. Soon after rapid
immigration set in again. The combined
crevasses of Pointe Coupee and West Baton
Rouge overflowed four-fifths of our lands in
1874, Again was the Btate, through her
poverty, torced t0 eaerifice us for the good
of the lower parishes, sud Bg8in were we
in our poverty forced to protect ourselves.
We were assured by those in authority that
it we could only save ourselvesin 1875, Mor-
ganza would be closed before 1876. 1876 is
now at hand, the State is still unable to close
Murgnnzg. and probably will be for saveral
years, We have just expended over 10,000,
in self protection, have saved our crops and
oat of these crops thus saved by our own
efforts have paid the combined taxes due
in 1874 and 1875. A portion of these taxes
are drawn from ug for the very levees for
the sarety of which we are sacrificed. Also
our assesements tor taxes duein 1876, have
been raeed in Iberville on our self-protected
lande tisty-two and a half per cent, and our
totally unprotected Iands 101 % per cent, ete.
This taxation, though a great evil is com-
paratively, but a minor ome. Capitalists
and immigrants eay that one eection has
been abandoned by the State to the waters,
and are frightened away. Our prosperity
is gone and many of our fields are waste.
Twice in 1875, when the river below Mor-
ganza was wholly within its banks, except
at very low places, has the water been
against our levees and over our unprotected
lands; twice have our main oatlets the
Baton Rouge and Red River Valley rail-
road and our dirt roads to False river and
Plaguemines been overflowed, badly torn
up and their bridges washed away.
Now in view of the natural value of our
section, of ite capability of protection, of
its prosperity when p ted, of the dam-
ages done us by being sacrificed for the
safety of other sections, of the injustice in
taxing & eecticn thus sacrificed for the
further good of those sections for which we
have alréady been sacrificed, we ask your
favorable coneideration of our case. and
that vou will extend suck relief as can
easily be applied, and such a8 will at leaet
give us some justice.
We farther recommend that Marx Mayer,
J. S. Matthews. L. G. Sparks, 8. T. McCar-
dle and H. R. Slark, who represent the va-
rious interests of our district, be appointed
commissioners to carry out the provisions
of euch bills for our relief as you may deem
beet to pass.
