Being not exactly
black, but pretty dark, you cau’t tint a
New Zealunder or a Kanacker like you can
a white man. On s New Zesalander the
¢slor has to be put in heavy, and it «in’t no
joke.

For all the abandon of word printing
perhaps men who write, pever have greater
scope given them than in their deecription
of an artist's intsrior. Lambrequins, tap-
estries, coats of mal, old urws, quaint
costumes, antique furniture, and miscella-
neous bric-a-brac can be piled in the most
lavish way. Oar artist's atelier was a
tavern, with a well-sanded fldor, and on the
walls hung pictares of odalisques, a diploma
asserting that come one was 8 member of
the Ancient Order of Good Fellows, and
there was a strange picture, topographically
perfect, of the Lakes of Killarney, where at
a zlance, the spectator, transmogriied into
a bird, was supposed to bo fiitting over
these bliseful wuters and taking in the
whole perspective. Mr. Hildebrandt, with
the true modesty of an  artist, ex-
hibited his bock of drawiogs. All
yoa had to_do, in case you wanted
1o be marked for lite, was to select a par-
ticular piece, and in a short time, varying
from fifteen mwinutes to an hour and a half,
you coald, presenting your arm or your
cheet as an animated canvas to the artist,
have transferred on your person any pictare
yoa wanted, at the reasonable price of from
tifty centa to $2 50.  The subjects were va-
rions. It yon were an Eoglisbhman, a
Frenchman, & Swede, or a Dane, thers was
ready for you a young lady, entwining ber-
self in the banners of her country, ready to
lJeave the book, and stamp herself indelibly
on your person for lite, There were reli-
gions pieces, as the erucitiction. in the true
uacetic etyle, or if, on the contrary, you
were & reckless sailor, and wanted
& ballerine, there was a gay fig-
urante, in remarkably ehort ekirts,
pironetting on one tos, which could be
worked into your flash and blood. Masonic
emblems, Odd Fellows' sigos, the hand of
good fellowehip, faith, hope, and charity,
ailors’ rights, aochors, cannons, {rce trade,
all more or less allegorcally expressed,
were all ready, when calied for. 'There
was one, representing a dolorous young
lady reclicing on & mausoleum, over which
bent an nmbrageons willow, waich allowed
a man, who had lost a relative, to bear per-

etually on his person the remembrance of

ia loss. This seemed to me to be more or
lees touching, as an ineffaceable memento
wiori. “lIs this often used, Mr. Hiide-
brandt?” I asked.

“Qh, yes, & favorite piece. I put it om
quite frequently. You see & man bas had
bis arm marked before by eome one who
did not understand much aboat it,and I
ueo this to cover over the old tattooing.
The willow being pretty big hides the old
work."”

The tools used were showed me. They
consist of some half dozem No. 12 needles,
boand together in s elanting form, which
are dipped as the pricking is made into the
best India ink or vermilion. The puncture
is not made directly up and down, but at
an angle, the surface of tbe kin being only
pricked. “Bsd material,” said Mr. Hilde-
brandt, “never does good work. I use only
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eight distinet pieces on bhim for $16, and was
most all day before I had finished him np.
Sometimes I bad been sent for to meet a

Said he to me, I have bzen huating all
over town for a sailor to tattoo me, and you
bave been recummended to me, 1 want
sou to do a job of work on we.”
“Where!” said 1.” e was a very hana-
some wan with as fine atyle as I ever
saw. * Right here,” suid be. pointing to his
tace. “1 want you to put in s red band
from my nose, on both sideg, to the corner
of my wouth—like a crescent—and 1 want
a blue star on both cheeks and one in the
middle of my chin.” [ thonght the man
was crazy, snd declined. “Oh, 1 ain’t out
of my head,” said he, [ am from the Indian
Territory. I have been living among the
Indians all my lite, and a face with blue
and red on it uin't a bit unnatural to me.
It is & kind of necessity that 1 should be
tat'osd, ko go ahead.” ~ Well, pa he kind of
insisted I went ahead. I did my very best,
and made two big sweeps of red markings
1rom hia pose around to his wouth, and hav-
ing lmid out hia cheeks put there the blua
gtars and one on his chin. It was good
work and as true a8 a compas?, and itsuited
him first rute. Bat I can’t pay it was pretty.
It gave him an awful expression. Anyhow
be was satisfied, which was all I could ask.
My busy time is in summer, and I some-
times have not a moment to apare. fn win-
ter, beeause sailors think they will fake
cold atter marking, they don't have it done
as much. However, I do more or less of it
every day of the year. Mostly men cometo
me, and I work on them right tiere, Oces-
siopally I go out when the purties can’t ind
it coovenient to come. During the war
times I never had s moment's idie time. I
must have marked thousands of sailors and
soldiers. Ob! you want to know about the
erucifixion! I put it on very often. Reli-
gion don't make much difference, and it is
on as many men as are not Catholics as are.

It seems that gas is the only commodity
offéred for eale which the purchaser, no
matter how large his experience in buying,
has po guarantee that he is getting what
he pays for. This is probably owing to the
charscter of the article in queetion, for the
qualitics of 6o subtle a tuid as gas can
hardly be supposed familiar to every house-
keeper. Neither can the man of ordinary
apprehension fathom the mysteries of the

the very best ink I can buy, paying &1 50
an ounce for it. C ink clouds and
will not follow the thin lines I want when I
shade. Sometimes I get & man with a beau-
tiful white ekin to work on, and it is a real
plessure I feel in secing Low rapidly my
work sets and how it grows under my eyee.”

1f such an apology were ad-
vanced a lover of fuir play would naturally
wish 1o give the meters a hearing in order
that he wmight fully comprehend why they
should record as diligently during the
months when the family is out of town and
no lights burning, 88 in the other seasons
when the pr of the b hold i
tates the consumption of gas in every room
in the building.

There are other vagaries indulged in by
the meters which are ecarcely discernible by
the dim light of the gas furnished by most
of the companies in this glorious Union.
By asp of i ition for supassing in-
stinet, and almost superior to human percep-
tion, these inanimate machines seem to
know when the price of gas is reduced, and
at once perform their function of helping to
swell the profits ot the monopoly for which
they toil by immediately bending all their
energies to the work of registering twice
the quantity of feet really consumed. And
thus the economieal honsekeeper is deluded
into the belief that he is getting cheaper
gas; that is, if an over-critical disposition
does not prompt him to institute a compar-
ison with previous bills, which would dis-
close to him the marvelous fact that the
thing was about as broad as long.

Bat apart from the mysteries of the gas
meter, which must always remain past
tinding out, there are other things about the
mu&awn and supply of the illuminating
-mhmh general use in this couatry,
wl must always excite surprise, and for-
ever be an enigma to the public. The hy-
dra-headed monster will never cease won-
dering, that while every other commodity

is assisting in every other direction,
it lends no aid to those engaged in the man-
ufacture of gas. At least such is the inter-
ence, for year after year witnesses a deto-
riation in the quality of gas furrished
thronghout the country. Certainly no vie-
ible improvement has been made for a long
period.

It is presumably this great tendency
toward the enigmatical, posseseed by
everything and everybody baving anything
to do with furnishing gas that 1s driving
the inhabitants of many cities to the use of
coal oil, which they find in many_ respects
an equaal, it not a superior illuminator to
carbon gas. What 1t Jacka in quality it
makes up in enother way. The most igoor-
ant and least expert man at figures can
easily understand what a gallon of oil is,
and be generally knows also that when his
lamps have consumed that quantity, that
four quar:s of vil bave been burned, for
which he has paid tue current price de-
maoded for that article, and no more. The
American people are emicently practical in
their charaeter, or if they vnce get an idea
that they are imposed upon, they epeedily
endesvor to bring theSNmposition to & stop.
This is what they are doing in Brooklyn,
where the gas mounopoliea have ruled with
# hizh hand for a long time, and the exam-
ple of the Brooklynites will be imitated in
other cities where the pecple bave been
compelled to snbwit to the extortiona and
inditference of soulless organizations.—
Washington Chronicle,
