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Spectators have ceased to take great inter­
est in the daily proceedings, and yesterday 
lobby members looked and felt indifferent. 
There was a little button-holeing, and occa­
sionally somebody would take active Sena­
tors one side and impart words that were 
not meant for vulgar ears, but the confer­
ence was generally short; what it was all 
about does not transpire, but the words 
“self interest” will almost invariably in 
part furnish a solution.

Hr. Weber made a personal explanation 
a few days ago in relation to Messrs. J. 
Barrow andJ. P. Bowman, of the Feliei- 
anas, members of the Property Holders’ 
Union, not possessing any property. Since 
then he has definitely learned that Barrow 
has no property, but that Bowman owns 
300 acres. Mr. Weber made this explana­
tion in justioe to himself and to Mr. Bow­
man.

Bills by Mr. Stamps regulating tees and 
salaries! in the criminal (court officers in the 
parish of Orleans, ware placed on their sec­
ond reading and referred.

Mr. Sypher called up his resolution de­
claring vacant the seat of any Senator who 
remains absent ten days without permis­
sion of the Senate.

Mr. White, having doubts about the right 
of the Senate to adopt such a resolution, 
thought it beet to refer the subject to the 
Judioiary Committee, with instructions to 
make a report within two days.

Mr. Sypher mentioned the fact that when 
a member wished to absent himself he 
could easily find somebody to make suoh 
request for him. He did not accept Mr. 
White’s amendment.

Mr. Burch thought it the beet course to 
refer the document to a committee. The 
resolution was referred.

Mr. White called for executive session.
On opening the doors the committee ap­

pointed to examine the books of the Secre­
tary of 8tate reported on the Greene family, 
of Lincoln parish, holding office. The re­
port fnlly sustains Mr. Burch’s statements 
in the affair.

Mr. Wharton called up the joint resolu­
tion to investigate the financial and general 
condition of the city of New Orleans. The 
committee is to consist of three members 
from each house, and in the report to re 
commend advantageous changes.

Mr. Wharton wiehed to have the number 
of the committee changed from three for 
the House to four, and three from the Sen' 
ate. An amendment by Mr. Twitchell gives 
the committee three members lrom each 
braneh.

A motion to table the resolution as 
amended was loot, after which the amended 
resolution was adopted.

Mr. Stamps wished to have the Governor’s 
salary reduced from $8000 per annum to 
$5000. Just at this juncture Governor Kel­
logg entered the Senate hall by chance, not 
knowing the subject under discussion. On 
learning what was being discussed he told 
several Senators to advocate the reduction, 
as he favored the proposition heartily.

Pending the controversy the Senate ad­
journed.

House.
The session yesterday was opened briskly 

by a motion to amend the journal of the 
eighteenth instant, which brought Messrs. 
Murrell, Hahn and Meredith to their feet.

Messrs. Meredith and Dupre complained 
of the report in the Democrat, and Mr. 
Meredith rose to a privileged question. He 
said:

In the New Orleans Democrat of this 
morning I find it reported that in the dis­
cussion of the resolution on the reception of 
Dorn Pedro II., I said that I was in favor 
of the resolution. I endeavored on yes­
terday, in the discussion of this resolution, 
toexDress my opposition clearly and ex­
plicitly, but the reporter of the Democrat 
has misinterpreted my position. I desire 
to state that I was emphatically opposed to 
the resolution, for the reasons stated in my 
remarks of yesterday, which I do not desire 
to repudiate. Since that time I have found 
no cause to change my opinion.̂  It was 
founded in reasons sufficiently satisfactory 
to myself, and, I believe, satisfactory to 
the majority of the House. The sequel, sb 
ehown by the vote, warrants me in saying 
this. I simply desire to say that I do not 
wish to be reported as occupying the con­
trary position.

Mr. Young moved an amendment, and 
Mr. Murrell made a few remarks on the 
journal.

Mr. Hahn then said he was glad the able 
and distinguished member from Madison 
(Mr. Murrell) had taken the pains to exam­
ine the journals of the Legislature, and 
had corrected his statement of the previous 
day. He and every member of the House 
might rest satisfied, that on questions of 
fact, he (Mr. Hahn) was always right, and 
those who disputed his statements were 
always wrong. On the explanation of Mr. 
Meredith, Mr. Hahn said there was one 
matter that made him feel sad. It was, 
that a newspaper, in the interests of the 
Democratic party, conducted by the “old­
est and best,” should have been complained 
of by two snob zealous Democrats as 
Messrs. Meredith and Dupre. If these 
complaints of error or wrong had been 
made against the Republican, it would 
not have been a matter of surprise; it 
would only have been according to Demo­
cratic fashion. But that a sound Demo­
cratic paper should be complained of so 
early in its career, and by such well known 
members of the Democratic party, is a 
cause of much oonoern and sadness to him 
and other Republican members.

The journal was then adopted on motion 
of Mr. Meredith.

Several important resolutions and bills 
were then submitted, among them being that 
of Mr. Aldige on bribery, that of Mr. Pipes on 
the charitable institutions at Baton Rouge, 
which provoked a motion from Mr. Ray 
that the visiting committee serve without 
pay for traveling expenses, that the House 
promptly tabled, and some others, but 
caused no discussion.

Even the report of the committee, pre­
sented by Mr. Wilts, on the informations 
against certain members, and suggesting a 
further committee to investigate the 
charges in the Superior Criminal Court and 
the conduot of members of the Board of 
Liquidation was sent to the table without 
comment.

The special order of the day was the con­
sideration of several printing bills. There 
was no argument, aad although they kept 
the House in suasion till a quarter past three, 
with slight amendments they were pawed 
sectionby section, with but few remarks.

W HITE LEAGUE BARBARISM

A Tale to Make the Blood Bnn Gold

ANARCHY, LAWLESSNESS AND CRIME

18 THEBE B0 HELP P0B IT?

The following thrilling narrative is trans­
lated from the New Orleans German Ga­
zette of the fifteenth instant:
THE SCABINO AWAY OF EMIGRATION TO 

LOUISIANA.
But a short time ago we stated that 

a band ol masked, armed and mounted 
highway robbers burned tbe bouse and 
store of a German, named W. J. Kruse, 
living about fifteen miles from Bayou Sara, 
in the parish oi West Feliciana, after first 
having dragged him and hie family, as well 
as that of bis brother-in-law, lately arrived 
from Germany, in the dead of a bitter cold 
night, from their beds, and with terrible 
threats and maltreatment put all of them 
out upon the road.

We furnish our readers to-day a detailed 
statement of the above affair, which stands 
not alone en tbe records of terrible deeds 
perpetrated in our parishes—deeds which 
but seldom reach tbe public, ae the unfortu­
nate strangers, especially the thrifty Ger­
mane, who incur the wrath of the inhabit­
ants, are threatened with death if they 
divulge anything.

The reign of terror which the well or­
ganized and armed bands of Ku-Klux exer­
cise in moat of the parishes oi the State is 
quite sufficient to exclude these unfortu­
nates from any and all protection, as the 
courts seem to be powerless, or are partly 
under certain influences which sympathize 
with tbe doings of these bands. Tbe State 
government is completely unable to put a 
stop to these doings, as it has no militia, 
and if the sheriffs would attempt, under the 
circumstances, to form a passe comitatue, it 
might be presumed, in nine cases out of ten. 
that the majority of the men sworn in for 
suoh a purpose would consist of men who, 
perhaps, the night previous were themselves 
engaged in a robbing and burning expedi­
tion.

In regard to the federal government, 
which has nineteen companies of regular 
infantry in tbe State, it may also be here 
mentioned, that if the commanding Gen­
eral, Augur, would interfere, wbat a howl 
over martial law and tyranny of bayonets 
would not be beard'

The sheriff of West Feliciana is himself 
a German named Dr. Kaufman, and to him* 
as well as to Senator Weber, are we in­
debted for the complaint, as well as tbe pe­
tition of the German families Kruse and 
Albers, sent to the editor of the German 
Gazette, and herewith published, word for 
word:

I arrived in New Orleans on tbe steam­
ship Hannover from Bremen on December 
23. last year, with my wife and five chil­
dren, aged from one to thirteen years. My 
brotner-in-law met myself and family in 
New Orleans, and brought, us all to his 
place in the parish of West Feliciana, 
where we arrived on the twenty-fourth ot 
December.

On January 5, at two o'clock in the morn­
ing, we were all suddenly awakened by a 
terrible noise and loud knocking at the 
do it of my brother-in law, W. C. Kruse’s 
bouse. Immediately after we were vio­
lently dragged from our beds, and with dire 
threats and curses driven out of the house. 
After all of us were out on the road we ob­
served about fifteen mounted mes, armed 
with guns and pistols, and masked. We 
did not know what they intended to do 
with us, and we begged in vain to be per­
mitted to take some of oar clothes to cover 
ourselves with, as we had left tbe house al­
most in a nude condition, and after they 
had ill treated and beaten myself and my 
brother-in-law, and likewise my wife, who 
ie in delicate circumstances.

The band next burned oar dwelling and 
outhouses, and when any member of my 
family endeavored to save a few articles of 
clothing, they were instantly torn from 
them ana oast into the tire.

I have lost by this fearful calamity all my 
papers, tools, clothing, bedding, money—in 
short we have lost all that we possessed, 
and the doings ot this band have put us 
all in a truly terrible condition.

My brotber-in-law (Kruse) and family 
have likewise lost all; and although he has 
been a man of means, is now under the 
circumstances unable to aid himself, much 
less being able to assist me in any way. 
I am a German citizen; my residence was in 
Bullenberger Feld, parish of Zetel, amt 
Vafel.

Myself and family are, w ithout fault of 
our own, now in a terrible condition, 
and I therefore beg of you to be kind 
enough to interest yourself in such man­
ner for myself and family as will enable 
us to live for the present. We were also 
notified on that dreadful morning that we 
all must leave the country within ten days.

My friend Senator Weber has shown me 
the petition of the poor man Albers. I am 
extremely sorry that the poor family did 
not come to me in order that I might have 
given you a clear statement of this terrible 
crime which has been perpetrated on these 
innooent folks; it oan not be given in too 
strong a color.

It is not to be doubted that New Orleans 

gftntAin« sufficient kind-hearted and benevo­
lent Germans who will aid their unfortun­
ate countrymen, so as to enable these two 
families to emigrate to Texas.

The “German Society” likewise, as soon 
as the directory has been informed of these 
facts, will no doubt know how to fulfill its 
duty in the matter.

But the question of how can all these 
crimes and deeds of violence in the interior 
of our State bo prevented, is not answered 
by nay relief that may be forthcoming in 
this one particular cone.

The State Senate ban already taken tbe 
ease in haad.aeked the Governor te dis­

patch militia to parishes infected with Kn 
Klux, and in oase suchoouid not be carried 
out, or might not have the desired result, 
instructed the Governor to beg tbe federal 
government for protection of peaceable 
citizens against overpowering organizations 
of armed guerillas.

We do not believe that these evils can be 
remedied by any punishment, of however 
strong a nature, as the spirit whicb causes 
those deeds is not to be driven out. There 
is system, there is method in it, and tbe 
ruffians who perpetrate suoh acts do not 
act on their own account, but on tbe instiga­
tion of others.

In the latter part of next month a con­
vention ot tbe Gulf States for promoting 
emigration to the South is to be called, ami 
it ought to bo tbe most prominent task of 
this convention to consider how to anni­
hilate this spirit of hatred which manifests 
itself, apparently, mainly toward quiet, 
harmless and industrious German immi­
grants.

For as long as this evil spirit reigns in 
the country, and every year craves its sac­
rifices by the dozen and by hundreds, the 
German Gazette of New Orleans will con­
sider it the most criminal heartiessneas to 
invite our countrymen in Germany and 
here in the Northern and Western States 
to come to Louisiana.

Even if the American press of our State 
may lay before the eyes of the members of 
the “Immigration Convention” shortly to 
be convened here the most glorious picture 
of the splendid climate, richness of soil and 
many other advantages of immigration to 
Louisiana, and may endeavor to establish a 
belief thatqniet and peace reigns in the 
State, one single complaint, like the oue of 
the German families driven from hearth 
and home in West Feliciana, smothers 
all praises of the American press i 
penetrates the most distant corners 
of Germany, as well as Northern and 
Western America, and tends more to scare 
away the emigration to Louisiana than the 
most extravagant descriptions of the dan­
gers and ravages of the so muoh feared yel­
low fever._______  _

The Jews In History.
Last evening, one of the largest au­

diences ever assembled at Temple Sinai, 
congregated for the purpose of listening to 
a lecture delivered by Simon Wolf, Esq., 
of Washington, on “The Jews in History.” 
Announcement was made by the committee 
that the lecture was free, and a hearty in­
vitation tendered throngh the columns of 
the press, to all who desired to hear the dis­
tinguished gentlemen discourse upon a sub­
ject that stands unrivaled in interest or 
antiquity in the field of history.

The speaker opened by disavowing any 
intention to humiliate one race for the par- 
pose of elevating the other. He had simply 
to deal with facts, and those facts were his­
torical, and not a Jew should speak. From 
the lips of Christian born or from the lips 
of those who had become Jews would he 
tell the story of his people’s woes and his 
people’s glory.

The life of Moses was reviewed. Bible 
history prodnoed no mightier character. 
How grandly he looms up above them all. 
On Mount Sinai were given not only to the 
Children of Israel, hut to all people, those 
first laws that have been the foundation of 
the world’s history in intelligence, thoee 
sublime tenets that underlie the safety and 
welfare of society.

“The mighty men of valor,” statesmen, 
composers, lawyers, men ef commerce and 
finance, were referred to, showing that the 
Jews stand forth pre-eminent among the 
truly groat of this world’s history. Then 
the long list of persecutions and outrages, 
and the false characters of Shvloek, Fagin 
and the Wandering Jew, wore referred to 
as showing that in the nineteenth century 
the persecutions of the Jaws still oontinued.

The Currency Question.
In the national House of Representatives 

last Monday, Representative Holman, of 
Indiana, a Democratic leader, proposed to 
reopen the currency question by a motion—

To suspend the rules and adopt a resolu­
tion declaring it unwise and inexpedient at 
this time that a specific and arbitrary period 
should be prescribed by law at whioh legal 
tender notes of the United StateR should be 
paid in coin by the Secretary of the Treas­
ury; and that, therefore, the act entitled 
“an act to provide for the resumption of 
specie payment,” approved January 14, 
1875, ought to be repealed, and instructing 
the Committee on Banking and Currency, 
at as early a period as practicable, to report 
to the House a bill for that purpose.

The motion failed by a vote of 158 nays 
against 112 yeas. All the reliable Repub­
licans voted against the motion, while a 
respectable number of Democrats voted 
with the Republicans in support of the es­
tablished financial policy of the Repub 
lioans. Notably, Messrs. Gibson, Ellis and 
Levy, of Louisiana, voted with their Re­
publican colleagues, Messrs. Darrall and 
Morey, against the Indiana inflationist.

Views of Louisiana—“Cotton.”
Johnson Armstrong, publisher, No. 58 

Camp street, has placed before the public 
packages ot lithographic cards, in colors, 
illustrating cotton culture in Louisiana. 
They are handsome pictures, of album size, 
showing the cotton plant in the bud, flower­
ing and ripe; the fiower, boll and empty 
pod; cotton picking; the march of laden 
laborers to the ginliouse: the process of 
ginning ootton; and the manner of hauling 
tbe pressed article to the steamboat 
landings. There are also views of ootton 
worms at their work of destruction. These 
views are finely designed and executed, and 
will make appropriate souvenirs for visitors 
to take fiom the State. The cotton series 
of illustfktions will probably be followed 
by a set of sugar pictures, that will do still 
further credit to the taste and enterprise of 
Mr. Armstrong.

FROM WASHINGTON.

W ashington, January 17,1876.
An old habitue of the galleries of the 

House, in looking down upon that body, 
can not fail bnt notice the change that has 
taken place in its intellectual composition 
daring the past ten years. True, there are 
a few familiar faces, among them Garfield, 
Cox, Randall and Kelley, hut we recall 
others, of equal note, who will never be 
seen here again, and in recalling them, are 
forcibly reminded of wbat a few years may 
bring forth. We miss Thad Srevene, who 
Bleeps his last sleep in a quiet Pennsylvania 
cemetery; Bingham, who now makes his 
graceful obeeiance in the halls of the Mik­
ado; and Poland, the venerable Luke, 
whose snew-white bead commanded our re­
spect, and whose swallow-tailed coat and 
brass buttons exoited our boyish admira­
tion, has gone where the woodbine twineth. 
Their plucos are filled by men hut little 
known outside ot their respective districts, 
and who are but small factors in the whirl­
pool of American politios.

A lack of intellect is especially noticeable 
on the Democratic side of the House. This 
can be ess’ly explained. Probably one- 
fourth of their number are men who were 
not selected with regard to mental quali 
fications, but were nominated simply be 
cause no one imagined they could possibly 
be elected. The tidal wave of 1874 swept 
them into power, aud the elections of 1876 
will again consign them to oblivion.

If Ben Hill improved his chanoes for tbe 
Georgia eenatorsbip by his speech on tbe 
amnesty bill, it is all he accomplished on 
that memorable occasion. The charge that 
he willfully jiopardized the ohanoea of bis 
party in the coming presidential contest, in 
order to farther his own selfish schemes, is 
freely made. Like Cox, Hill remodeled his 
speech for the Record, making some impor­
tant changes. For instance, on the floor of 
tbe Hoose he said;

The atrocities of Andersonville do not be­
gin to compare with the atrocities of El­
mira, of Fort Douglass or of Fort Delaware.

This is omitted in the Record, and the fol­
lowing substituted:

The mortality at Andersonville and other 
Confederate prisons falls short by more than 
three per cent of the mortality in federal 
prisons.

His; remarks, as taken down by the re­
porter for the Associated Press, will be pub­
lished as a Republican campaign document.

Stewart, the postmaster of the House, 
produces “the gentleman from Connecti­
cut” in proof that the circumstance alluded 
to some days since did not occur; in fact, 
that it was pure fabrication. Whether the 
gentleman produced is the same one spoken 
of, and if so, whether he subsequently with­
drew his resignation, I am not prepared to 
say. Suffice that my informant, an old 
House employe, reiterates his statement.

The lawlessness that has existed for some 
time in the Felicianas and other parishes is 
likely to be brought to a summary close. 
The Attorney General will in a few days 
forward to Mr. Beckwith instructions au­
thorizing him to enter proceedings nnder 
the enforcement act against the parties im­
plicated. These instructions will be of such 
a character as to leave no doubt that the 
government is thoroughly in earnest.

A resolution was introduced by Mr. Levy, 
a few days since, looking to the reimburse­
ment of General Gibson, for expenses in­
curred during his contest for the seat held 
by General Sheldon in the last Congress. 
As yet. General Sheldon has made no effort 
to secure the payment of his expenses.

Mr. Darrall has introJuced a bill making 
an appropriation for removing obstructions 
in Bayou Lafourche. It will undoubtedly 
pass, as it is based on an estimate made by 
Major Howell, and will prove of great bene­
fit to the rice and sugar growing interests 
of that section.

Mr. Morey’s levee bill is identical with 
the one offered by him last session, and ap' 
propriates $3,000,000 for improving and 
building the Mississippi levees.

Judge Looney has been so lenient a judge 
on criminals that he has made himself the 
subject of the severest critioism and ridi­
cule. O’Brien is in an old rotten jail, from 
which there is no trouble about escaping- 
There is considerable interest manifested

A War Connell,

London, January 20.—A Vienna letter 
sayB the Prince of Montenegro has sum­
moned a war conncil, which resolved that a 
Turkish concentration effectually block­
aded Montenegro on the Turkish side, and 
would be a causus belli.

The Exiles.
The Times comments concerning the 

transportation to Siberia of an Odessa 
meronant, whose name is Brodsky. The 
incident is considered of peonliar import­
ance, because of the rarity of such proceed­
ings in the reign of the present Emperor. 
Transportation was decreed by the political 
police. There was no semblance of trial. 
It is variously surmised that Brodsky, who 
is highly respected in Odessa, spoke against 
the government in the town council, or sold 
arms to the Turks, as has been alleged, er 
was accessory to publishing the recent re­
ports on export trade.

Versailles, Januaty 20 —At a sitting of 

the permanent commission of the Assembly 
to-day, the left complained that prefects 
were influencing elections.

Buffet likewise refused to make an 
explanation in regard to the suppression of 
the banquet to Gambetta, at Marseilles, or 
to take notice of the reports that tbe gov­
ernment favored a Bonapartist candidate in 
the Department of the Gironde.

Destitute of Foundation.
Madrid, January 20.—With reference to 

the statement made by Secretary Fish be­
fore the Committee on Foreign Affairs of 
the American House, of Representatives, 
respecting negotiations between Spain and 
the United States, it is officially pointed oat 
that the Washington government not hav­
ing yet replied to the Spanish npte of the 
fifteenth of November, 1875, nor having offi­
cially communicated at Madrid the con­
ceits ot the Atnerioan circular note to Eu­
ropean powers, all reports of a favorable 
reply from Spain may be regarded as desti­
tute of foundation.
