.V A R .

B efo re  the  w a r m en e n te rta in in g  adverse 
op in ions to  s lave ry , and  whose op in ions 
w e n t no fu r th e r  th a n  opposing its  ex ten s io n  
to  T e rr ito r ie s  then  free, w e re ,‘to  a g re a t ex ­
te n t, d ep rived  o f th e  freedom  o f  speech and 
o f  a c tio n  in  th e  fifteen  slave S ta tes. M en 
a dvo ca tin g  such op in ions w ere  v is ite d  w ith  
fo c ia l excom m un ica tion , d e p r iv a t io n  o f 
business, and th reatened  and  o fte n  v is ite d  
w ith  peroonal v io lence . N um erous 
outrages w ere  in d ic te d  in  the  
States upon m en w ho  w ere charged w ith  
b e ing  a b o lit io n is ts ; and to  such an e x te n t 
w as t h s  persecu tion  ca rr ie d , th a t  in  18-»b 
and  in  i860 the  R ep u b lica n  p a r ty  was n o t 
p e rm itte d  to  nom in a te  e le c to ra l t ic k e ts  o r 
t j  ru n  ca nd id a tes  fo r  th e  d if fe re n t o ilices in  
t e r  o f  th e  S ou thern  S tates.

R epub licans w ere  n o t p e rm itte d  to  as­
sem ble  in  co nve n tio n  to  n om in a te  ca nd i­
dates. and co u ld  n o t h o ld  p u b lic  m eetings 
m  Southern  c ities  and to w ns  w ith o u t danger 
c f  m oo v io lence . N o t o n ly  w ere  th e  Re­
p ub lica n s  o f  th e  South  th u s  d e p rive d  o f the  
exerc.se  o f  those r ig h ts  w h ich  are  th e  d ea r­
e s t to  A m e rica n  freem en, b u t th e  R e p u b li­
cans th ro u g h o u t th e  N o r th  w ere  m ade to  
fee l th a t  th e y  w ere  s u b s ta n t ia lly  banished 
rro m  n e a rly  one -h a lf o f the  S tates in  th e  
U n io n ; th a t  to  th e m  those S tates w ere  a l­
m ost a fo re ig n  la n d ; and, in  to m e  respect?, 
w orse  th a n  a fo re ig n  land . I  rem em ber th e  
piersonal h u m ilia t io n  I  fe lt ,  w h ich  was ag­
g ra va te d  b y  the  fa c t th a t  w h ile  R epub licans 
•were exc lu d e d  fro m  fiftee n  States in  th e  
U n io n , th e y  were ta u n te d  w ith  th is  exc lus ion  
as i f  i t  w ere a c rim e  on th e ir  p a rt .

la te ly  in  a rm s aga ins t th e ir  c o u n try  to  re ­
tu rn  p re m a tu re ly  to  th e  e n jo ym en t o f c iv i l  
and p o li t ic a l r ig h ts  and  again to  f i l l  the  
h a lls  o f Congress fo r  th e  purpose o l le g is ­
la t io n .

DESTROYING THE CHARACTERS OF TIIOSE

WHO JOIN THE R R F C B L I C A N  P A R T Y .

M a n y  Southern  m en w ho  had jo in e d  the

R epub lican  p a r ty , aad  whose peroonal c h a r­
ac te r had before been u n iiup e a eh td . w ere a t 
once covered w ith  o b lo q u y  and  shame, u n ­
t i l  i t  cattle to  be unders tood  th a t  to  jo in  the  
R epub lican  p a r ty  w o u ld  cost «a m an h is 
cha ra c te r and th e  peace and happiness of 
Lia fa m ily .  W hen  'th e  w a r was over, th e  
mass o l tL e  th in k in g  and in te ll ig e n t people 
o f th e  South  w ere  p ro fo u n d ly  d isgusted 
w ith  those leaders and p o lit ic ia n s  w ho  had 
h a rr ie d  th e m  in to  rc b e llo n  and  o ve r­
w he lm ed them  w ith  th e  m is fo rtu ne s  of w ar. 
The re b e llio n  in  its  o r ig in  was so insane, 
and tu rn e d  o u t to  be so u t te r ly  de .-titu te  ot
