The first settlers of this State, a Century 
and a half ago. fonnd along toe banks of 
.mr great river an almost impenetrable for­
est. covering a soil of unsurpassed fertility. 
To redeem this wilderness, to relieve it of 
it.« jungle ot cane, vines, trees and brush­
wood was a work of no small moment; and 
when thus relieved, and the first planter 
bad prepared his land for cultivation, he 
found he had a foe to encounter yet more 
difficult to suodne than those he had already 
conquered. This enemy was fotmain the 
rushing waters of the mighty river, which, 
at certain seasons, over:!»wed its banks, 
prostrated the labors of the husbandman, 
aad swept away his habitations. To meet 
thi3 foe. and to preserve the result of their 
labors, it was found necessary to raise em­
bankment.? where the Unds were most ex­
posed. We can conceive that this vas first 
uone by tbe voluntary labor of thê  colonist 
who oast his fortunes in the wilderness. 
But, as new accessions to tbe inuaoitants 
came ami the population increased, tee first 
governors of the province provided by or­
dinance for the construction ot these em­
bankments aul keeping them up, eom- 
neiling the riparian proprietors to do so at 
their own charge and by their own labor; 
aui threatening, if not dose-, that the *mds 
occupied by them on the borders of the 
river aud its tributaries would be taken 
away, and restored :o the king's domain. 
This'state of things continued through the 
entire period of‘the French and Spanish 
dominion, down to the commencement of 
tee present century. Thus were com­
menced aad raised the first levees con­
structed in Louis ana. We can scarcely 
• onosive of the amount ot tabor inquired. 
It must Lave oeeu cuas'tut And unrenut-
ting.

Fader tha territorial government, ai the 
•N.mmenceuient of this century, after we 
became a State and till !*'••>, the front pro­
prietor stili continued to construct at Lis 
jwu expanse and keep up his levee.«; the 
police of parishes ami towns bordering on 
*ha watercourses compelling, under heavy 
penalties, this work, to be doue. Tbe result 
of all this was that, through the energy aud 
uufirieg labors ot a century, the state o: 
Lc iisiaua emerged from a witdernes?. and

Up to this date mo deb* had been created, 
no ruinous burdt-ns to keep up these arti- 
ficiai barriers The people ; bemselves had, 
a« we have seen, whether willingly or un­
der compulsion, taken cate of tins matter. 
At the breaking ou: of the war, iu KJ!, the 
State did co: owe a cent :or Isv-es. Seven 
years later ehe had issued her bonds 1er 
the object of building aud repairing levees 

j to the amount of nearly P̂V'OO.OOO. The 
I construction ami repair of their levees were 

taken out vf tha hanus ot the planters aud 
placed ia the ban's ot commissioners, 
boards ot public works, and the like, and 
the brate, throughout :*« borders, taxed 
to pay the interest of these bonds. Ia 
1S T we find an issu«* made of i  i.trid.OOO, 
tue Legislature tailing at the time 
to appoint properly authorized persons to 
disburse the same, or attend to the works. 
What became of this monry wa« the sub- 
j r: of investigation ia a future Legislature. 
Little result appears to have bt-ea derived 
from tba vast expenditure. The system 
which had carried safeiy the State aud its 
people in tormer year.-, was icst sight of. 
to wit' Tne placing in the handsel' those 
most-interested this charge. Hud the por­
tions of the State requiring levees been 
divided into districts, ami p»acei in charge 
of proper parish officers, interested the soi . 
or left entirely to the « are of the proprie­
tors. how different would have been the 
result. It appears, however, that this ?ys- 
to'-n, the only one success:ally tried. Lias 
tut been thought worthy of consideration.

In KIT, a number of public spirited indi- 
vi laals. seeing the wasteful expenditures 
tor.t had been made of th*- mean* of tbe 
State, aud the bonds that had been so reck­
lessly issued to the injury *d the unfor­
tunate taxpayers, organ.zed themselves 
into a company, and benevolently . offered 
to tike charge of these affairs for tae State, 
and to construct and keep ia repair all the 
levees for twen*y one years. They offered 
no money, but they had a nominal capital 
el $ffü,','0d,000—non« of toe stock paid up. 
They neither e fi'ered n-.r gave any security 
that”they wou.d accomplish, wnat they pro-
pi «0-1.

Tne year KIT was a remarkable year for 
speculative monopolies created oy the 
L.-gislature, and this was perhaps tbe most 
remarkable of that remarkable year.

But the work could not be done without 
mouty, and sixty cents was graceluily 
agreed on as a proper price for moving a 
cubic yard of levee earth. True, this could 
have been done by contract for from twenty 
to thirty cents, but that was a small con­
sideration. A few millions of dollars, more 
or less, was not to be considered as weigh­
ing ia the balance against the opportunity 
ot having the work done by these benevo­
lent people.

In 18T0 the State constitution was amended 
so as to read. "And prior to the first of Jan­
uary, 18JÜ, tbe debt of the State shall not 
be so increased as to exceed 025,000,000;” 
but in 18'1, notwithstanding said amend­
ment and the existence of indebtedness 
above the amount, the State, through its 
Legislature, made the contract above stated. 
It was estimated that the number of cubic 

to construct the levees would
15,000",000. This amount, at sixty C« 

would cost |i),000,000 for construction, and 
this the State agreed to pay to this com­
pany. When I agree to pay money for work, 
a certain amount, I certainly owe that 
amount until paid: aud, by the same pro­
cess ot reasoning, I arrive at the fact that 
a debt was thus created by tbe State to the 
Levee Company to tbe amount of 00,000,000. 
Bat the Supreme Court has decided to the 
contrary, aad it is needless to discuss it.

Ia addition to the construction of the 15,- 
000,000 of cubic yards, there were, besides, 
the repairs to ’oe paid for, and a tax was 
levied by the State on all taxable property 
throughout the State, of two mills for con­
struction of levees and two mills for re­
pairs—the amount of said tax. under assess­
ment of that year, being ia the neighbor­
hood of 01,000,000.

Thus, by the law passed in 1871, this en­
terprising associa'ioa was emjdoyed for say*
020.000. 000, to construct and keep in repair 
the levees o f  the State for twenty-one years. 
They were to construct levees estimated to 
require 15.00u,000 of cubic yards of earth, 
which could have been built by contract for
04.500.000, and to keep the levees ia repair, 
and were to receive 021,000.000. It was a 
magnificent enterprise, and on its face a 
profitable one. the first years costing much, 
bat thereafter a small amount. This simple 
statement of the contract shows the bene­
volence of the projectors, aad their ad-

irable foresight as to their future ad­
vantages. •

This plan wa?. under subaeonent legisla­
tion. somewhat modified. In fS'J, the rate 
was changed to fifty cents per cubic yard 
for all levee« constructed after October 1, 
2872; and in 1874 tbe Levee Comnany, upon 
agreeing to accept a reduction of the tax ot 
four mills tor constrnetiou and repair of 
levee«, to three mille, were relieved from 
liability for damages f.uat might be incurred 
by ripariau proprietors by the company’s 
not, maintaining the levees at the standard 
dimensions fixed by the ■ commissioners, 
under acts of 1871. where injury resuited to 
proprietors from sold neglect; and in 1875 
the Legislature required them to be paid 
out o: die issue of tbe consolidated bonds, 
under act No. 3 of 1874, auy amount that 
might ’oe found due tuern on the’first of 
October. 1873, under the original contract 
at sixty cents per cubic yard.'

As thus modified, the law as to levees 
now stands.

Under lii.s state of facts the city of New 
Orleans, with an assessment of 0119,000,000 
pays the Levee Company the «uni ot $357,- 
000, besides her pro rata ot the annual in­
terest on the State bonded debt, including 
therein the levee bonds issued by the State 
of L ruisiaaa prior to the passage oi the act 
contracting with «aid Lev re Company. Tne 
city of New Orleans, as a corporation, has 
no interest wiiatever iu this vast expendi­
ture the law governing her drainage, pro­
viding toroaaaland levee protection, and 
the Administrator of Improvements being 
compelled to expend what may bo required 
*o keep up her landings aad the levees that 
border her limits

To all intents and purpose« the same law 
should govern within th*» city as when 
Judge Martin gave his decision iu Morgan 
v«, Living-stem et ai.«. ‘I Mart, u35, where he 
says: 'The levee, rua»!« and streets of the
city o: New Orleans under the Spanish gov­
ernment were made and kept in repair at 
ihr» mint expense of the owner of every lot 
in the city—tbs tart best lrorn the water 
contributing as much thereto as the nearest. 
Not so as regard rural estates, the law and 
a clause in the original grant burden those 
contiguous to the liver, with the confection 
and repairs of a road, its ditcnesand.bri* iges 
and the levee. ’

why should New Orleans be thus eompeiied 
to 'contriL-ite to the building of works 
beyond her liaii’s and m wh ch she has no 
igtereît. and why we should, out of our 
means, ae required to increase the wealth 
of those wboV.ready possess tne best por­
tion« of the State !
