That after the first name of the 
roll has been called, and pending the call of 
the roll, no member shall-be allowed to 
speak or explain his vote, except first hav­
ing asked and received the unanimous con­
sent of the House, and all questions of order 
arising out of the calling of the roll shall be 
decided peremptorily, and without debate, 
by the Speaker.

Mr. Pipes moved to reconsider tbe 
vote, on yesterday, on the final passage of 
House bill No. 178, entitled an act endow­
ing the city of Baton Ronge to impose a li­
cense tax on occupations and callings.

In response to a resolution of yonr hon­
orable body, of date January 21, 1876, re­
questing me to furnish tbe Honse with all 
tbe information I have “in regard to the 
reported disturbance in the parishes of EMt 
and West Feliciana, EMt Baton Rouge and 
St. Helena,” I have tbe honor to transmit 
herewith ench facta and official reports m  
have come to my knowledge or are in my 
possession.

EAST FELICIANA.

A disturbed condition of affairs began to 
manifest itself in tbe parish of East Felici­
ana early in tbe sommer of 1875. The par­
ish hM a frontier of about twenty miles 
bordering upon the State of Mississippi, and 
Clinton, the parish seat, is distant only 
a few miles from counties in Mississippi 
which at that time were considerably dis 
turbed. An election campaign was in pro­
gress in the neighboring State, attended by 
excitement and violence. On the eighth 
of July I received the following dispatch: 

Cl in to n , July 7,10:10 P. M. 
His Excellency W. P. Kellogg, Governor, New

O ilesui:

I am unable to preserve the peace and 
protect life and property. Excitement very 
high between white and colored. Matter 
of impossibility to execute the orders of the 
courts. Answer immediatelv.

About thié time John Gair, formerly a 
member of the Houee of Representatives 
from the parieh of East Feliciana; Hon R 
R Ray, the present member of the House 
from that parish, and T. M. J. Clark, recor­
der of the parish, waited upon me at tbe 
S*ate House in this city and represented 
that they had been compelled to flee from 
their homes in East Feliciana, and were 
threatened with death if they returned to 
the parish. I subsequently Lad interviews 
with gentlemen of influence and prominence 
in that parish, and in the early part of Au­
gust, when I left the State for & short time, 
I had every Msurance frsm them that peace 
would be preserved.

Early in September, however, the follow­
ing communications were received by Lieu­
tenant Governor C. C. Antoine, Acting Gov­
ernor;

Baton Rouge , September 1, 1875. 
Governor C. C. Antoine:

Sir—I am in Baton Rouge and not able to 
get home or to my place of business. I have 
been creditably informed that they (the 
white people) on hearing that I had return­
ed, surrounded my home, for the.purpose of 

Itmolesting me, as I suppose. I have also been 
told by the sheriff, Smith, that it would not 
be safe for me to return. The executive 
officers of the parish make no attempt to 
put the public in possession of this imsrma- 
tion, or to arrest tne guilty parties. Unless
some steps are taken by your excellency 
to bring both the sheriff and the violators
of the law to an account, there is uo safety 
for an official in the parish of East Felici­
ana. As recorder ot that parieh, 1 am un­
able, personally, to perform the duties ot 
my office, on account of having to exile my­
self from my home and my office.

Hoping, sir, that the matter will meet

While performing my duties as sheriff oi 

EMt Feliciana, I w m  Msaulted and driven 
out of the courthouse and shot yesterday- 
compelled to flee from the parish to save my 
life. HENRY SMITH,

The Acting Governor telegraphed to the 

judge and sheriff for official reports, and 
received the following statements:

Baton Rouge, La., October 9,1875.
To Lientenant Governor and Acting Governor C. C.

Antoine:
Sib—I hors give you the particulars of 

the late troubles in EMt Feliciana. It hM 
been stated by some parties the troubles 
were caused by myself in a personal diffi­
culty. Such is not the ease. Monday, Oc­
tober 4, 1875, the day fixed by law for con­
vening the district coart, the same set of 
men were in Clinton, armed with revolvers;

but the district jndg* not getting there 6a 
the above done, the court WM adjourned 
until Thursday, October 7. On that day 
these men were again in Clinton as above 
stated. After tbe drawing of tbe grand 
jury had been completed, remarks wore 
made by these same men, numbering nbont 
thirty or forty, that they did not intend to 
allow the district court to go on, snd on leav­
ing the courtroom to go to mv office I met 
some colored men and w m  talking to them. 
A young man named Alex Skipwith, ap­
parently tbs leader of the crowd, oame to 
where I was standing in the courthouse 
yard, near my office, and said that some 
one across the street said that I had better 
be careful how I talked to men that wen 
on the jury. I Mked him who it w m  that 
said so. He refused to give ms the name. I 
told him to go and tell tne one that Mid so 
to attend to bis business, and I would at­
tend to mine. Neither of these colored men 
that I w m  talking to were members of the 
grand or petty jury. He went abont ten 
steps from me and gave a signai, which wm  
answered bv J . A. Norwood and J. W. 
Saunders. I turned then to go into the 
courtroom, seeing that some harm w m  in­
tended me in pertor ming my dntieo as sheriff 
of tbe parish. Skipwith. Norwood and Saun­
ders went up the stairway just ahead of me, 
Skipwith putting himself in the courtroom 
dosr. and as I passed 
tamed and asked him why he did this? He 
replied I bad better go on or that he would 
do worse; that be intended to kill me and 
that blue-bellied son of a b ——h (meaning, 
as I suppose, the district judge). About 
this time thirty or forty armed men were at 
the courthouse door, and commenced load 
talking. The judge then told me to invite 
them into the courtroom to be seated, which 
I did. They refused and told me to go on. 
or they would give me a seat. They kept 
up such loud talking that ths lawyers left
the courtroom, with the exception of D. C 
Hardee. He started out, when the judge
called him (Colonel Hardee| and Mked him 
if there was no way he could beep the men 
quiet, for if not, it would be impossible for 
him to go on with the court. D. C. Hardee 
told him (the judge) that was what those 
men intended to dc; that they intended to
Î;et rid of him and the sheriff, and not al­
ow tbe district court to go on; seeing that 

they intended to murder me in the court­
house. I attempted to make my escape, 
and in coming out I was Msaulted by 
Lewis Moore and Alexander Skipwith. 
On gettiug down stairs, seeing Skip­
with and the crowd that he w m  
leading drawing their revolvers, I bast- 
eced to get oat of their way; there must 
have been sixty or seventy shots fired at 
me, one taking effect in the right hip—the 
only one that struck me. I w m  captured, 
brought back to tbe courthouse, and w m  
told to sign my resignation, and to leave 
the town, aLd that I would be allowed five 
minutes to leave. As to the signing of my 
resignation, I refused. After I w m  captured 
quite a number wanted to kill me. It w m  
only a godsend that my life w m  spared. 
I succeeded in making my escape to Baton 
Rouge through the woods, as they had the 
roads picketed.

I am here, and have had a doctor. My 
wound is painful, but not dangerous. There 
has scarcely a night passed in East Felici­
ana for the last two months that has not 
witnessed the murdering or shooting of 
seme colored man. The loyal people there 
are at the mercy of an armed mob.

Hoping that this letter will meet with 
your early and favorable consideration, I

Sir —Agreeably to your request by tele­

graph, 1 have the honor to submit tbs fol­
lowing statement connected with the open­
ing ami sojournment of the Fifth Judicial 
District Court in and for the parish of EMt 
Feliciana:

Tbe court opened at 10 A. M . October 7, 
the sheriff. Henry Smith, in attendance. 
The grand jury was impaneled, charged by 
the court and retired to their room, with 
the district attorney, À. E. Read, Esq. The 
civil and criminal dockets were then called 
and cases assigned.

An appeal case from the parieh conrt w m  
taken no. and the trial proceeding, when 
the sheriff came into tbe courtroom, and in 
a loud voice, attracting the attention ol the 
court, seemed to be wrangling with some 
person in the passage leading to the court- 
rojm. I directed him to keep order, ss the 
controversy in which he w m  engaged in­
terrupted the proceedings of the court. He 
came within the bar ana sat down. I then 
saw several persons in the doorway smok­
ing, with their hats on. I directed the 
sheriff to request them to take seats within 
the Courtroom or to ceue smoking and take 
their hats off. They withdrew from the 
door into the passage beyond the view of 
tbe court, the sheriff returning within the 
bar.

The case on trial proceeded, and hearing 
a disturbance in the passage-way, I called 
D. C. Hardee, Esq., to the benefa  ̂and said 
to him ws must have order or tbe conrt can 
not go on. He replied that from the ap­
pearance of the crowd be saw about the 
courthouse be thought it doubtful whether 
Smith could keep order; that they were per­
sons not to be trifled with. I rejoined, yon 
kDow better whether he can control them 
or not. He then Mked me if I w m  not 
aware of the opposition to Henry Smith. I 
replied that I had seen reports in the news­
papers. but could not believe they were 
true. Wnile this conversation was going 
on, tbe sheriff left The court-room without 
my knowledge, and, as 1 was afterwards 
informed and believed, while near the 
foot of the stairs was set upon by 
tbe same persons with whom he was 
previously disputing. He then ran into 
the courthouse yard, and while there w m  
fired upon by the crowd. 1 should judge 
twenty pistol sho*s were tired. I heard 
some one remark in the the courtroom that 
they were shooting at Smith. Including 
the members of the bar, about twenty per­
sons were then in the courtroom. Looking 
into the courtyard I saw Henry Smith limp­
ing. and an excited crowd talking to him. 
A consultation took place between several 
members of tbe bar. citizens and myself; 
some advised that the court aujourn sine 
die, some an adjournment for a few days, 
others stating that with Smith as sheriff it 
was impossible for the court to proceed. 
One gentleman gave as a reason why the 
court should adjourn sine die that if word 
should go into the country that Smith had 
been shot both whites and colored would 
flock inte town and a conflict would be in­
evitable; word ol adjournment would stop 
them.

I was reluctantly forced to the conclu­
sion that tbe business of tbe conrt conld 
not be proceeded with, its orders executed 
or ite process enforced in the then temper 
of the public mind, and decided to adjourn. 
A deputy sheriff remaining in the court­
room I resumed the bench and directed him 
to adjourn the court sine die.

Subsequent to the adjournment, the gen­
tlemen present assured me that personally 
I wm in no danger, that no indignity was 
intended or would be permitted; but for 
fear some reckless person would offend they 
proffered their protection. Stating that 1 
apprehended no danger, but if they thought 
there was any danger I would accept their 
aid, two or three members of the bar and 
several citizens walked with me to my 
hotel.

During the evening Colonel F, Powers, 
soon after bis arriva), called on me, stating 
that he was authorized to say that if I 
would open court in tbe morning he would 
have 100 picked men, if necessarv, to pre­
serve order and execute the process of the 
conrt. I stated that it w m  too late. Other 
persons expressed regret at the adjourn­
ment, stating that if Captain Fuqua had 
oeen appointed deputy sheriff when tbe 

distui 'court opened, the disturbance would have
been avoided. Daring the night the streets 
of Clinton were petroled by citizens, they
giving as a reason the preservation of the 
publie peace. The next morning I left by 
the railroad for my residence in Iberville. 
The district attorney left by the same train.

This all occurred within my observation, 
and refraining from suggestion or comment. 
I simply state facts.

instant. I have also received information 
from other sonroes that a condition of law­
lessness and turbulence most detrimental to 
the welfare of the community hM prevailed 
unchecked for some time in that pariah and 
in tbe adjoining parishes.

Tbe interests of the whole people require 
that the courts should be respected and 
protected in the enforeement of the laws 
and the administration of justice, and that 
all armed violence should be suppressed. I 
can not but think that the great majority 
of the citizens of Eset Feliciana are in - 
favor of the maintenance of public peace 
and order, and if oalled upon will sustain 
the proper authorities against mob vio­
lence.

With a view, therefore, of securing a 
proper observance of the laws, and in order
that parties aggrieved may not be deprived 
of their legal remedy in the courts through 
the violent acts ot lawless persons, I sug­
gest that you call a special term of your 
court, to meet in EMt Feliciana on m  early 
a day m  practicable, and I believe that ths 
law-abiding citizens of the parish will co­
operate with the State authorities in pre­
serving tbe peace and maintaining the dig- 
irv of fthe eonrt.

Babe Mathews, the negro woman who- 
administered the po:son for Gair, was taken 
from the guards by an armed body and 
hung to a tree in tbe court-yard. All 1» 
now quiet. Thenegioes consider it a just 
retribution for the crimes ot these danger­
ous negroes.

2. In the compulsory adjournment of the 
Fifth Judicial District Court in said parish, 
and the shooting of the sheriff while in tbe 
discharge of his official duties in connection 
with said oonrt.

3. In the patrolling of the parish by bands 
sf armed and masked men, ou errands of 
violence and bloodshed. .

4. In the murder by masked assassins of 
John Gair. one of the leading colored citi­
zens of said pariah, while under the nominal

rotection of a sheriff s posse, and while on 
is way to answer a criminal charge pre­

ferred against him.
5. In the hanging by a lawless mob of a- 

woman, a near relative of said Gair, accused 
of an attempted crime, and who, at the 
time of her unlawful execution, was lodged 
in tbe pa ish prison, awaiting trial, for th*in tne pa ish prison, awaitu 
offense alleged against her.

6. In the inoendiary burning of country 
stores and cotton gins in this and adjacent 
parishes; and

WhereM, All these disorderly and law­
less acts are productive of great injury to 
the State, and are subversive of all the
conditions ot peace and prosperity;

Now, therefore, I, C. C. Antoine, Lieuten­
ant Governor and Acting Governor of the 
State of Louisiana, do issne this my procla­
mation, commanding all illegal and disor­
derly bodies of men in said parish of East 
Feliciana to disperse and retire to their 
homes; and I call upon all good citizens to 
co-operate with ths civil authorities in ar­
resting and bringing to justice all such 
violent and disorderly persons, to the end
that public peace and obedience to the laws 
may be Ispeedily restored.

Given under my hand and the seal of the 
State, hereunto attached, this fifteenth day 
oi October in the year of our Lord, eight­
een hundred and seventy-five, and of the 
independence of the United States the on* 
hundredth.
