The Speaker laid before the House the 
following communication from the Auditor:

Bouee of R epresentatives:

In response to the resolution of yonr 
honorable body of the twenty fifth instant, 
1 respecfully submit:

The General Assembly a t the régulât ses­
sion of 1875. under act No. 17, appropriated 
the sum ol $132.000 for the salaries ot parish 
judges for the year 1875.

On the eighth ot April of that year the 
honorable tbe Superior District Court is­
sued an injunction, directed against the 
Auditor, enjoining and restraining that 
officer from issuing, auditing or warranting 
for certain claims, one ot which was an 
item of $60.000 out of $132,000 appropriated 
for salaries of parish judges as above.

This left an available balance of $72,000, 
and my predecessor in office, with the view 
to equity and justice regulated payments so 
as to conform with the diminished available 
balance, and hence parish judges who here­
tofore received $625 sod $500 respectively 

* per quarter were paid at the rate of $312 50 
per quarter, and at this date the following 
is a transcript from the records of this 
office:

In conjunction with the above, I would 

further say, that the injunction above re­
ferred to embraced forty-five distinct items, 
amounting in the aggregate to $310,663 90, 
and was based upon the allegations that the 
appropriations under the said act No. 17, 
and other appropriation bills passed, were 
largely in excess of the revenue which 
could'be obtained through the levy and col­
lection of taxes.

The cause of that excess may be attribut­
ed to the fact that the assessment for the 
past year was much below that for previous 
years, and to large appropriations of an ex­
traordinary character, the principal ones 
being:

The above statement and an examination 

of the general appropriation act, will read­
ily show that the current revenue had been 
exceeded, and that it was impossible to war­
rant for the full amonnta appropriated 
without disregarding the constitutional 
amendment, tbe primary object of which 
was to prevent over appropriations and 
the annual accumulation ol floating debt.

Whereas, In justification of their violent 
measures, these Regulators “have declared 
that said officials were ignorant, »com­
petent, unworthy and dishonest, and that 
it is absolutely neoessary that they do re- 
moved by violent mean®, Md other® ap- 
pointed in their stead in order to secure 
peace and order in these parishes’ : ana 

Whereas, Grave and serious chargee have 
been preferred against the moraland po­
litical character of several of the State ano 
parochial officers of the said parishes, 
which, if proved, would he sufficient to de­

prive them of the positions they now fill; 
and ’

Whereas, It is reported that these “Regu­
lators,” in the measures employed by them 
to carry out their ends, have placed the 
lives and property of citizens in jeopardy, 
and that the civil authorities are wholly un- 
abm to preserve law and order; therefore,

Resolved, That a committee of three be 
appointed by the Speaker, with instruction, 
to investigate tbe condition of the alleged 
disturbed parishes, and to investigate the 
charges preferred against oertain officials in 
said parishes, with power to administer 
oaths and send for persons and papers, and 
that said committee be further instructed 
to report thereupon within twenty days 
from the passage of this resolution.
