E d it o r  R e pu b l ic a n :
Permit me to avail myself of the col­

umns of yonr journal to publish the fol­
lowing correspondence, in consequence of 
which it is desirable that I should obtain 
some biographical information on the life 
and character of John Rutledge, one of the 
signers of the constitution of the United 
States. For obvious reasons I hope for the 
reproduction of this communication by the 
South Carolina press:
To Frank M. Ktting, Esq , Philadelphia:

Sir—I have the honor to acknowledge 
the receipt of yonr letter as chairman of the 
committee on the restoration of Indepen­
dence Hall, inviting my presence to that 
place on the second of July next, as one of 
the American historians, biographers and 
literati whose attendance is desired, and 
who are requested to bring a biographical 
sketch of every individual whose memory is 
associated with that building daring the 
early days of- the republic, which sketches 
are to be deposited in the National Museum 
for preservation. I am further informed 
that I am invited to bring a sketch of the 
life of Willim Blount, signer of the consti­
tution of the United States, as one of the 
representatives of North Carolina, but, at 
the same time, leaviDg me to chose any 
other eharaoter, and, in that case, desiring 
me to report the fact.

In compliance with the communication 
with which you have favored me, it affords 
me pleasure to reply that I will endeavor to 
be at Independence Hall, Philadelphia, on 
the second of J  uly next, but respectfully 
beg leave to decline the task of writing a 
biographical sketch of William Blount, 
because it would ill become me, a native of 
Louisiana, to touch such a eharaoter with 
the most elongated pole. Permit me, par­
ticularly on thi6 day, the eighth of January, 
and the anniversary of the defeat of 
the British invaders of this State in 
1815, to remind you that William Blount 
was expelled from the Senate of the United 
States for having engaged in a conspiracy 
to deliver New Orleans into the hands of 
Great Britain, although that circumstance 
increased his popularity in the West, and 
particularly in Tennessee, his adopted 
State, where new honors were heaped upon 
him. Therefore, availing myself of the 
permission granted to me by the committee, 
to choose the subject of the biographical 
sketch desired of me, I have the honor to 
report to vou, as chairman, my preference 
for John Rutledge, of South Carolina, in 
connection with whose stainless memory 1 
believe that 1 may put on record some in­
teresting information, hitherto unpublished, 
about the adoption of the constitution 
which he signed.

E ditor R e pu b l ic a n  :
Finding myself in this parish with a few 

days to spare, I concluded to drop you a 
line, which I hope may prove interesting.

This is probably one of the finest portions 
cf the great State of Louisiana. Its soil 
can not be surpassed, its capabilities of pro­
duction are only limited by the amount of 
labor expended, and its fertility exceeds 
anytbiDg my imagination has herotofore 
established; but with all this, there is very 
little land in a state of cultivation, the 
inhabitants explaining, as the cause, that it 
is a stock-raising country, and not an agri­
cultural section. This ought not to be bo. 
Its agricultural development would soon 
lift the parish fiorn its present state of 
lethargy and place it in the front rank of 
prosperity. The people appear to be asleep; 
and when they awake to the fact that un­
told wealth is at their feet and will spring 
into life with a little exertion, perhaps they 
may realize this important fact and go to

W/rlfind flourishing in this small village of 
609 population, half a dozen rum shops, 
where the ardent is retailed, to tbe detri­
ment of the rising generation. Let the 
good people of the parish open and support 
an equal number of school houses, and my 
word for it, their country will blossom like 
a rose. There are very many good meaning 
men who desire to see the parish prosper, 
ana who would render any assistance to 
accomplish it.

One of the real luxuries of the town is 
the barber’s 6hop. I attempted to enjoy all 
that the name of barber shop may imply— 
but, ye gods!—the rest is a blank. I never 
will know how it was accomplished, but 
when I came to myself, my head was there; 
and I know it took me the rest of the day 
to realize my condition. I have a faint 
recollection of a fellow stropping a huge 
razor on one of his boots, and no doubt 
he used the same instrument to some 
purpose on my face.
