Local Intelligence.
The Charge or Murder —George 

Walker, a healthy looking steamboat hand, 
was last evening arrested at the head of 
Common street, by Sergeant Sullivan, on a 
charge of murder, that is, killing Jacob 
Mackley, on the twenty-eighth of January, 
on the plantation of Mr. J. W. Cal well, 
West Baton Rouge. Accused says that he 
and Mackley were playing a game of cards 
for money, and that when $18 were on the 
board Mackley raised a fuss and attempted 
to grab the currency, at the same time 
making demonstrations as if to use violence. 
Walker started to leave, but was pursued, 
and to save himself from injury stabbed bis 
opponent in the abdomen, not intending to 
kill him. Mackley died soon after and 
Walker escaped, coming to this city, where 
his personal description had preoeded him.

Alleged P erjury in Cotton Claims.— 
Mr. A. F. Wild, a government officer, wae 
arrested in the Second District charged 
with perjury. There is a belief that his 
enemies have trumped up this accusation 
because Mr. Wild has successfully thwarted 
the tricks of persons who pretended to have 
cotton olaims against the United States. 
Possibly this case grows out of the Cleve­
land Mills claim. Accused will doubtless 
clear himself, and, perhaps, after that tell 
the United States grand jury what he knows 
about perjury. '

The North Louisiana Journal, of January 
.29, pays the following tribute to a young 
man who died recently in Tensas:

The late Chat les E. Steele was bom in 
Windsor, Vermont, in tbe year 1845. He 
settled in this parish in the year 1869, 
elected clerk of the Thirteenth District 
Court in 1872, and departed this life on the 
nineteenth of January, 1876.

Few men have died among ns more es­
teemed and regretted. The closure of ail 
bu-Jnees heuses and the large attendance of 
men and women of all ages, sexes and races 
at tbe funeral services, denoted clearly 
enough the estimation in which he was 
held among us. The body, in a beautiful 
casket, was brought by the Masons from 
his late resideuce to the Episcopal Church, 
where the reotor. Rev. Mr. Dowe, read the 
beautiful services of that church to au audi­
ence larger than the house would seat. 
After the burial services had been said, the 
minister gave an extemporaneous address 
of much tenderness and beauty, in refer­
ence to our deceased friend, alter which the 
body was taken in charge by the Masons 
and conveyed to the tomb, where the sol­
emn Masonic funeral rites were given over 
the remains of their deceased btother and 
friend. Colonel L. V. Reeves conducting 
the services. And probably we should here 
lay down the pen; but nis friends will bear 
with us it we attempt a slight sketch of his 
character, based on an intimate association 
with him during the last five years.

Tbe main traits ot his character, as we 
read it, were truthfulness, amiability, be­
nevolence. friendship, generosity. That is 
a group of sterling qualities, and built upon 
a pediment of unsullied honor, quickened 
by good talents and vitalized by knowledge, 
produced the finished gentleman as we saw, 
admired and loved him. He was univer­
sally esteemed and held in high regard by 
all classes of our population, and it will be 
long before bis manly form, handsome face 
and pleasant voice shall be forgotten by 
our people. The social ostracism of North­
ern men by Southern society, ot which we 
see so much in tbe Northern press, never 
touched him; on the contrary, we took him 
to our bosom, gave him our confidence, 
loved, honored and valued him, and he was 
worthy ot it all. He could not have been 
more valned had he been to the manor 
born. We never heard him after an unkind 
word of anybody. He was full of kindness 
and generous sentiments to the human 
race, and gave liberally to all benevolent 
enterprises and to the support of the minis­
ters among ns. He was an enthusiastic ad­
mirer of the ancient order of Free and Ao 
cepted Masons, and occupied the rank or 
degree of Knight Templar. We recall with 
mournful pleasure the splendid appearance 
he presented in the superb dress of Knight 
Templar on tbe occasion of laving the cor­
ner stone of the Masonic Hall, now in 
course ot construction here.

Mr. Steele was a devoted Mason, loved 
its ceremonies, usages and objects, and had 
he lived a few years longer would doubtless 
have reached the highest rank among them. 
In after years, when reminiscent thought 
laps the sea of memory, from its rippling 
wave will rise the noble form of Charles E. 
Steele, as we saw him on that interesting 
occasion, in the splendid regalia of a 
Knight Templar. His heart was in that 
work, and tbe members of the lodge have 
an additional incentive to complete the 
hall, to place in it a memorial window to 
the memory of Charles E. Steele. To his 
brother Masons who performed the impres­
sive funeral ceremonies at his tomb, this 
regretted death is burdened with a solemn 
warning. Shall it pass unheeded ? Will 
they forget it? Will its lessons fade from 
their memories in a few brief days? For­
bid it, conscience! To the mass of our 
citizens who witnessed and shared these ob­
sequies to our friend, whose sorrow at his 
death was sincere, shall they not profit by 
it to learn the frailty of human life; the 
ceaseless current of tbe stream of time, 
which will bear us, one by one to tbe portal 
of the grave, and to our dread accountabili­
ty at the bar of God! Let us resolve to live 
better lives—purer, nobler; at war with all 
sin, waging a ceaseless contest with human 
infirmities in their diversified shapes; never 
giving an inch to selfish indulgence; never 
yielding a line to temptation, until we bow 
on'y to an imperial will, and that will 
subordinated to the law of God. That is 
the curriculum of every well ordered and 
completed human life. If this is our as­
piration, if this is our intention, it this is 
the lesson we learned, not in vain did we 
aid in the last solemn rites to our deoeased 
friend, as we laid his boby in the tomb, to 
await the morning of resurrection.

The sympathies of our people will flow 
out for the aged parents, octogenarians 
now, and we will invoke for them the bless­
ing of God, which can- alone mitigate the 
poignant sorrow ot snoh a bereavement. 
Let them rest assured that in his last hours 
their son was iu the hands of sympathizing 
and loving friends; that they caught bis 
last sigh; that a gnard of honor warded his 
remains; that tbe rites of our holy religion,

For several weeks past the Keening News, 
of this city, seconded by the Sentinel and 
one or two other Independent aDd Demo­
cratic jonrnals in tbe Srate, has had very 
much to say of General Bepjamin Harrison 
as a candidate tor the presidency. It was 
evident from tbe first that these articles 
emanated from persons whose regard for 
General Harrison was gauged by their 
hatred for Senator Morton, and who hoped 
to create the impression abroad, if not at 
home, that Republicans of the Hoosier 
State were not only not unanimous for Sen 
ator Morton, but were more thau evenly 
divided in favor of General Harrison. This 
object was so transparent, and tbe animus 
of the writers so thoroughly understood, 
that in the opinion of the friends of both 
parties, the articles were not deemed 
worthy ot so much as a public notice, much 
less of a denial on the part of General 
Harrison or his friends, that he was a presi­
dential aspirant, or was “intriguing” to 
thwart the nomination of Governor Morton.

But so much has been said of late by 
papers ontside of the State, it certainly 
can not now be o it of order to say that so 
far as General Harrison is concerned, he 
has said nothing and done nothiDg by which 
anyone could infer that be was feeking 
either to obtain the presidential nom nation 
for himself or io thwart the nomination of 
Senator MortoD. On the contrary, every­
thing that he has said or done proves clearly 
and conclusively that he desires to see Mr. 
Morton unanimously indorsed by the State 
convention, which convenes here on the 
twenty-3econd of February, and unani­
mously nominated by the national Conven­
tion, which convenes in Cincinnati on tbe 
lonrteenth of June. C'ould he go into tbe 
State convention and divide equally with 
Senator Morten the honor of an indorse­
ment, it is known that be would not do so 
under any consideration. He has never 
thought ot such a thing. In declining to 
be a candidate for the nomination ior Gov­
ernor, it never entered his mind to be a 
candidate far any other office. I speak 
positively, because 1 know I am not mis­
taken in this matter.

It is asked, “ why then does he not write 
a letter setting forth these faots. it they be 
facts?” I answer, simply because he is a 
roan of too much sense. Is it one's duty to 
card tbe public, informing it that he is. or is 
net, a candidate for the presidency, simp'y 
because two or three, or half a dozen sciib- 
blers have suggested it without his knowl­
edge or consent, and tor sinister purposi s 
perhaps? The idea is too absurd to think 
about. Besides, General Harrison has nei­
ther the time nor the inclination to trouble 
himself about matters of this character. 
The practice of bis profession consumes ail 
his time, and h£ is content to devote his 
time to it. Those wbo know him at all, 
know that the first principles of his conduct 
is honesty. He is not “sly sir, devilish sly.” 
as tbe Chicago Tmes intimated a few days 
since. He possesses none of those elements 
which make up the wily politician. On the 
contrary, he is a frank and outspoken gentle- 
man, and what he doe6 is done opeDly and 
boldly. And in this matter of the presi­
dency he is not playing a doable game, and 
the writer who intimates that he is, or leads 
others to infer so by intimating that he is 
opposing Governor Morton, does so for mis­
chievous purposes, and is unworthy the con­
fidence of his readers: and, while writing of 
this matter, I may as well add, also, that 
there is no more foundation tor the report 
that General Browne is opposing Governor 
Morton than there is that General Harrison 
or Judge Gresham are opposing him. With­
in the past three days I have heard these 
gentlemen (Browne and Gresham) say. and 
say with emphasis, that wherever the* State 
convention may be held. Governor Morton 
will leceive, and ought to receive, tbe unani­
mous and enthusiastic indorsement of In 
diana.
