The Conviction of McKee.
A St. Louis special to the Ckicago
Tribune saye:

St. Lonis has had her proportion of 1m-
por:ant criminal trials, but no old citizen
remembers any like circumstances to the
McKee trial, which reeunlted at ten o'clock
tc-night with a verdict of guilty. The trial
has progreeeed for twelve days, and during
this whole time, the interest manifested by
the people bas been ex raordinary, until
to-day it resulted in euch throngs in
the streets near the courtroom that it was
with difficulty that a passage could be made
through the thoroug hiares.

The charge to the jury, delivered by Judge
Diilon, was of unusual length, and it bore
on its face a purvey of the whole evidence
and the able argumenta both for its defense
and the government. After the evening pa-
pers were circulated, containing the chargze
of the court to the jury, but oue sentiment
seemed to prevail, and that was acquittal.
Indeed, it is apparent that acurrent of sym-
pathy for the d-fendant bad been s¢tting in
tor several days past, but it was not believed
that such a feeling had reached the jury, as
they were, during the whole trial, kept
closely gunartered in & room at Barpuw's
Hotel, which waa specially provided for
their accommodation.

So confident was IMan Voorhiee, the lead-
ing counsel for the defendant, of a divided
jury or acquittzl thar he nad retired for the
pight at hie hotel. No sooner was the vei-
dict appounced than hundreds of persons
vieited the Globe-Democrat to express their
sympathy for tne defendant. It is quite
noticeable all through this trial thav the
Democratic politic'ans exhibit a great deal
of fecling for tbe defendant, and this par-
ticalarly refers to the Southern soldier el -
ment. This i8 accounted for from the fact
that McKee was aiways personally friendly
to this claes of politicians.

The defcndant was permitted to depart
fromn the courtroom on his own recogniz-
ance Several leading citizens accompanied
him to his residecce. It is presumed a wo-
tion will be made for a new trial. It is also
thought that the verdict of the jury is d«-
fective in not being mors epecific.

At midnight there is great excitement in
the hotels and other public places.

Mr. Morrison’s Tarift Bill.

Merrison'’s tariff bill has excited much
comment, and may help the Democrats to
turn discussion in a different direction.
The bill has been in preparation for several
weekes. Morriron hae bad the aid of David
A. Wells, an official of the treasury, and of
Pearce Merciant of the New York Worid
It is the purpose of the Democrats to make
this bill a definitive policy, to force it
through the Houee, and to compel the Re-
publican Senate to pass or reject it. From
what can be learned of the real wishes of
the Democratic leaders they bope that the
Senate will reject. Its rejection, they thiok,
would inure to their own political advan-
tage. Itis believed that it will secure the
support of Western and Southern Demo-
crate, except some from North Ohio and
Michigan, and the intention is to force it
thiough as a party measure.

Penuaylvania Democrats are furious, and
threaten serious trouble. They say ir is
equivalent to the Denocracy abandoning
their State presidential contest. The coal
men of Maryland are also disgusted. and
they declare it will give Weatern Mary-
land again to the Republicans. The Atlan-
tic coast Republican Senators who have ex-

tirely for campaign purposes, and has been
prepared without amy expectation that it
will become a law. It has, they say,
enough of the recommendatione of the
President and Secretary Bristow to make it
popular with the party in the West. They
think the bill is intended only as a text for
speeches.— Washington  Correspondent Chi-
cago Tribune.
