Local In telligence.
L ost B ov  F o u n d .—A t  hall past three 

o’clock Saturday afternoon a lady in great

■who had been missing since nine o’clock in 
the morning. The manager a t once in­
formed the lady that he would send a dis­
patch to the branch offioe of the compaqf, 
courthouse building, Jackson square, where 
it could be transferred to the police wire, 
and in less than five minutes an answer 
was returned to the lady: “Two little boys, 
safe and well, at the seventh precinct sta­
tion, corner of Berlin and Magazine streets. 
One says his name is Julius." A thrill of 
joy filled the mother's heart as she ex­
claimed, “It is my child.” A message was 
sent: “Keep the boys; mother will be up 
by the first Magazine car.” This is quick 
work, and reflects much oredit on the dis­
trict telegraph management.

Hr. H ad C r o o k e d  E y e s .—Last summer 
when trees were green with cool leaves Mr. 
Moonison was in the habit of star-gazing, 
and usually took up an easy position for 
taking observations, having a fine field 
glass to look through. Several nights ago 
he went home somewhat unsteady in gait, 
in consequence of too many crooks of his 
elbow. The air was uncommonly dear, al­
most frosty, and the moon was brighter 
than a counterfeit nickel.

The Washington correspondent of the De­

troit Neus writes of Congressman Town­
send, whose speech has pleased our readers 
so much: Martiu Townsend’s speech made a 
good many laugh.

They don’t have dark, pensive, 
and romantic hair; they don’t sit on veran­
das with their fingers against their cheeks, 
and a shapely arm, bare to the elbow, rest­
ing on the balustrade; and they don’t look 
off into the gardens ot bananas _ and droop­
ing palms, with aligators erawling over the 
walk- It is a base misrepreeentation, this 
idea; but I was sorry to nave my romanoe 
shattered when I tonnd it ont.—Exchange.

I never have been, am not now 
and never will be a candidate for the high 
offioe of President, before any convention, 
or the people.

I shall always prefer to see that offioe 
filled by one of the millions who. in the civil 
war, stood by the Union firmly and une­
quivocally; and of these I notice many 
names of willing anil capable—prominent 
among them that of General Hayes,'now 
Governor of Ohio, whom we know as a fine 
officer and a gentleman in every sense.

My wife and family are strong Catholics, 
but 1 am not. That, however, is nobody's 
business. I believe in the common schools, 
and don’t stop over the little matters that 
seem to be exaggerated by the press in 
seme quarters. However, these schools are 
extravagant, and indalge in costly build­
ings and expensive teachers, so as to be a 
heavy burden on the taxpayers. This ten­
dency ought to be checked, which may 
easily be doue without making it a political 
question. Sell-interest will regulate this, 
and make schools tree to all, and capable of 
imparting the rudiments of a good English 
education.

B ayou  S t .  J o h n  F o o t B r id g e .

The following communication has some 
foundation in fact:

Notwithstanding the frequent and re­
peated reports at the Department of Im­
provements since the last fifteen days, of 
the unsafe condition of the foot bridge at 
the Bayou St. John, near the Magnolia gar­
den, and the public advertisements of said 
facts, published both in the Times and the 
New Orleans Bee. yet it still remains open­
ed day and mghr, and up to the present 
time no repairs ot any kind are attempted 
to be made, nor efforts shown by the bridge 
keeper to close the same. This is an out­
rage upon the taxpaying people of that neigh­
borhood which should demand redress. 
There is not the least accommodation 
offered them for transportation neither by 
the bridge keeper nor by the city authori­
ties. During times of rains they are com­
pelled to stay at home and neglect their 
business in town. The Administrator of 
Improvements should take this matter into 
serious consideration and at once give 
them relief. The repairs are trilling for the 
present, and an entire community should 
not suffer for the negligence of its officers. 
It is a matter which demands the immedi­
ate action on the part of the city officers, 
for each an imposition has no parallel; both 
the inhabitants sud the citizens at large 
who visit that vicinity, either on business 
or for pleasure, feel the necessity of having 
that bridge closed at once.

O rg a n iz e d  C rim e.
General Chamberlain, warden of the 

Massachusetts State Prison, in his evidence 
before the prison committee of the Legisla­
ture. on Friday, said: “I know from my 
own knowledge that there exists in the city 
ot Boston a regularly organized society of 
criminals, with a president, vice-president, 
secretary and treasurer. This society bus 
a regular form of admitting members. The 
prison he has graduated from, his offense, 
with information in regard to the prison, 
are all duly recorded. The society discusses 
the most approved plans for burglary, tools, 
equipments, etc.; they also keep a regular 
register of the best criminal lawyers in the 
oountry. and of the judges of the courts, 
and they know at once what the prospects 
are for a brother criminal. If his case 
comes before what they call a ‘hard judge,’ 
they raise the money to secure a postpone­
ment of the case. They also have a fund 
for mutual support and protection, and 
through this source they are often able to 
send delicacies to their brethren when sick 
in the prison hospital.”
