The I .ate Reverdy Johnson.
Baltimore. February 11.—Keverdy John­

son bad argued a case in court and was un­
usually brilliant at dinner with Governor 
Carroll, whose guest he was. He took one 
glass of Madeira during dinner. Alter 
dinner he went to the parlor, while Gov­
ernor Carroll and the other guests went to 
another room to smoke. It was supposed 
Mr. Johnson was taking his habitual sleep 
after dinner. Presently a servant beckoned 
the Governor out. Mr. Johnson had fallen 
to the carriage way which passes under the 
porch of the mansion. He was dead, and 
bleeding profusely from a wound on the 
right side, head and face. H:s skull was 
fractured and a linger dislocated. There 
were bruises and cuts on the arms and legs. 
He was born in l~flt>.

Preparations tor the Funeral.
There are elaborate preparations for the 

funeral of Reverdy Johnson. Sunday, at 
Green Mount Cemetery.

Further Particulars o f his Death.
Annapolis, February 11.—So sudden and 

unexpected was the death ot Kevcrdv John­
son, after his appearance in the State libra­
ry and about the State House yesterday, 
while the Legislature was m session, ap­
parently in good health, that the commu­
nity has not yet recovered from the shock. 
Dr. Lewie H. Steiner, State Senator from 
Frederick county, a distinguished physician 
and chief inspector of the sanitary commis­
sion in the Army of the Potomac during the 
late war, who examined the body shortly 
after it was found, gives the following as 
his theory of the cause of death:

Mr. Johnson either stumbled over a piece 
of coal, or being seized with a vertigo or in­
cipient symptoms of apoplexy and striving 
to save himself moved toward the west, 
staggering along by the northerly side of 
the Executive Mansion, at each step his 
body gaining additional momentum so that 
having reached the door leading into the 
basement be swayed around to the south 
and fell, striking his head against the sharp 
corner of the granite base- of the house, 
which gave the first wound on the bead. 
Reaching the pavement, made of rough 
cobble stones, a second wound was re­
ceived near the first cue. At this moment, 
probabjy, the bones of the no6e were frac­
tured and one joint of the second finger of 
the right hand was dislocated. Whether 
the after struggles account for the abra­
sions on the knees and fingers of the left 
hand can not be positively asserted, al­
though it is thought probable that the 
wounds in the scalp were accompanied 
with fractures of the external bones of the 
cranium, accompanied with a probable rup­
ture of some of the arteries at the base. 
Death must have resulted almost instantly.

Mr. Gwycn. Attorney General of the 
Staff, and son-in-law of Mr. Johnson, is of 
opinion that he was seized with vertigo and 
fell, as he had ft eitfciiar attack, lasting three 
hours, while attending trial* in South Caro­
lina, several years since.

first of the discourse, when the late King o 
Siam sent for an English ladr to educate 
his children, Mrs. Leonowans'was chosen 
for the office of governess in the royal 
family by reason of ter knowledge of the 
Oriental’IftLgiiiigee, w*nich she had aeqaired 
during a residence with her husband in 
Siam. 1 he Kiog aspired to be an English 
scholar himself, and. indeed, kept a printing 
office supplied with fonts of English tvpe. 
and so he wanted his eighty-one children 
educated in English. At this time no Eng­
lish lady had entered the "inner city” of the 
capital city of Siam, and to Mrs. Leonowens 
was reserved the honor of being the first to 
do this. The name of Siam means in the 
language of its natives, ‘’the city of the 
free”—tree from the superstitions of the 
Brahmins, and the people begin their record 
five centuries before Christ. The government 
of the country consists of a first or supreme 
king, a supreme secret council of twelve 
officials, and a second king. The sessions 
of the secret council are held at midnight 
in great secresy, and its spies are found 
throughout the kingdom. The king is not 
merely enthroned but enshrined, as if he 
was a god, and no person is allowed to stand 
erect in his presence. Even the members 
of bis body are specially named, as for in­
stance bis head bears a long, many sylla­
bled title, signifying tbe sacred, supreme, 
majestic top! The royal head is a sacred 
member, and a little prince had his hair all 
shaved ctf because he had been contami­
nated by being patted on the head by his 
English governess. When Mrs. Leonowens 
first appeared in the royal presence, she 
saluted the King with a low bow. but tbe 
attendant women attempted to pull 
her down by her skirt. Later, when 
the King began to study English with 
Mr. Leonowens, he sprawled out upon 
the floor with his books before h.ro, 
and required his|instructor to do likewise. 
At this point the late Kitig appeared to the 
audience on the screen. Some views of 
scenery in Siam followed, and then tbe 
sacred white elephant, chained, belted and 
adorned in chains of gold, was led forth. 
When this beloved animal died tbe king­
dom went into mourning, and tbe King, who 
had been unmoved by wives or children de­
parting this life, wept copiously when this 
royal brute died. "The trunk was embalm­
ed and laid awav in a gold case, and bits ot 
the preserved skin were keptin jewel boxes, 
while the remainder ot the carcass was re­
duced to ashes. The city of the King is divid­
ed into the outer and inner parts, and the in­
terior is inhabited exclusively bv women 
and children. No one but the King is al­
lowed to enter here, excepting the priests, 
who go to collect alms. This inner city is 
entirely independent of the male popula­
tion, 'and is self-supporting, provid­
ing its own police force and corps 
of exeentioners. The King lives in 
the outer court, and is surrounded by 
300 pages. 100 Japanese soldiers 
and a multitude of other attendants. A 
view of Siamese soldiers shown here was 
said to represent a band of amazons of the 
inner city, but there was nothing womanly 
in their appearance. A view of silver and 
gold wear was shown, and a picture of the 
king’s crown. This latter was an edifice of 
gold, and set with tier upon tier of large, 
uncut, but rich diamonds. Its value is in­
calculable. Siamese architecture, Mrs. 
Leonowens pronounced as like tbe Egyptian, 
but superior to that in beauty. When a 
king dies every one is obliged to shave bis 
head in mourning. His heart is placed in 
an urn and hie body, after a year, burned 
and the aahes silted through flame into the 
urn that no particle ot the body may 
remingle with the earth. Tbe present 
King of Siam was a pupil of Mr. Leon­
owens, and is still a young man- He is 
liberal in bis views and ideas, and strives 
to better his people by abolishing slavish 
habits and traffic in slaves. He hae not 
wholly succeeded in bis efforts and reform, 
and is now in danger of falling into the con­
trol of schemers—Kew York World.
