A W omnn W ithout a H e a rt.

I  Lie Jay upon which General Lovell and 
the Confederate forces evacuated New 
Orleans was a sad day to Major Spinotte?, 
as to many others. 'Ihe major’s sadness 
lay in the fact that ho had to leave his 
liride, Aglae, just six weeks married, and 
just sixteen years old. Whether it was 
sad to Aglae or not, I will not decide, but 
presume it was, for Claude was a hand­
some fellow, just twenty-four, ardent, 
handsome, rich. However, Claude had to 
te.ur himself away, leaving his wife in care 
of his mother, and with a good store of 
gold in her trunk. When spring opened 
and things got more quiet, Aglae and the 
mother v. ere to retire from the city, to go 
to the plantation near Opelousas, and 
thence, if chance served, cross the river 
and get within the Confederate lines 
again, somehow.

I do not know all the particulars of the 
affair, but it is certain that in less than six 
weeks Aglae liad left Mate. Spinotte’s 
house and gcue to live at the St. Charles 
Hotel, where her beauty attracted much 
attention and a great number of admirers. 
Among these was a certain Captain Coale, 
f rom Maine, in the quartermaster’s depart­
m ent of the federal army, a person of fine 
figure and complexion, with quick blue 
c' i s and fascinating manners. There was 
some talk about the attentions wnich Ag­
lae received item  C tpfain Coale, but iu 
the general whirl and d isord c of New Or­
leans life at that time the mailt r went for 
little. Iu the hitter part o f May young 
Mine. Aglae Spinotte was sent “ beyond 
the lines,” by order o f General Butler, for 
"disloyal language and treasonable prac­
tices.” She took lvfuge at M me. Spinotte’s 
plantation iu Opelousas, where Claude's 

•  mother had already arrived, and was 
most cordially received, as became “a 
m ailyr to the cause.” A week later 
three steamers, with a gunboat for 
escoit. came up the Atchafalaya, landed 
at the Spinotte plantation, and a Captain 
Coale, com ing to the house, arrested 
Madame Aglae Spinotte “by order of the 
commanding General,” and carried her 
off, together with 1100 bales of cotton, 
buried in the woods, but which Captaiu 
Coale knew how to find as if  by instinct. 
There was also a large quanti y o f sugar 
concealed in the next parish, to which  
Captain Coale’s | rew-ience led him  
straight. Singularly enough, the proceeds 
o f this on pM it. turn never turned over to 
the a u ih o iiiu siu  charge at New Orleans— 
m ither the lady, nor the cotton, nor the 
sugar; nor does it appear that Captain 
C'.ale made any report of his operations 
to the authorities. A British ship took 
tho cotton, etc., aboard in Atchafalaya 
bay and sailed for Liverpool, while the 
steamers and gunboat returned to 
Brashear City. It is net my province to 
explain how these little “ irregularities” 
were permitted to occur.

On the twentieth of August, 1862, 
Major Claude Spinotte deliberately threw 
his life away in the battle o f Clarksville, 
Tennessee, having received a letter the 
night before from a friend in New Orleans; 
and early in  October of the same year, 
Captain Rufus M. Coale and lady, from 
England, were registered at one of our 
th ie f  New York hotels. There seems no 
doubt now that the “ lady” was the widow  
o f Claude Spinotte. Coale Lad some 
difficulty with Kennedy and the pbiice, 
but apparently was atne to show a clear 
record. At any rate, ho was not inter- 
lered with, and tho couple, who had 
abundance o f money, lived a fast and gay 
life. As there is no evidence to the con­
trary, it  is only charitable to suppose that 
they were married. About Christmas of 
the same year, Captain Coale m et with a 
fatal adventure, l i e  was enticed to an 
unfrequented part o f Maryland, not far 
from the military lines, by some device 
that was not clearly revealed, and there 
set upon and murdered, bis pockets,

which contained several thousand dol­
lars, being rifled. No traces to the mur­
derers were ever found.

Mrs. Coale left the hotel and went to a 
private boarding-house, her circumstances 
being much reduced, so she said. It is 
ascertained, however, that during the next 
eighteen months she was very frequently 
on Wall street, one of the boldest and 
largest operators iu gold, and one who 
never lost. In October, 1664, at which 
time sho went to Europe (under suspicion  
of being connected with a large embezzle­
m ent o f government funds), her winnings 
at the Gold Board were generally supposed 
to exceed $2,000,000, and it was known 
that she had invested extensively iu five- 
twenties.

After th is Mrs. Coale can not bo traced 
with any certainty for quite a number of 
years. There is, however, a legend con 
nccted with her history which may 
or may not have a foundation. This 1 
geud relates that in the spring of 1833, she 
married a Russian of rank, who took her 
with him to Hombourg and there lost al 
his money and all she would let him have 
She. with her devil’s luck, won back 
she lost, but refused to give it him to los 
agaiu: so he flew off with her to h' 
estates out on the steppts somewhere, iu 
know not what desolate, God-forsake 
region, and there, an imbruted savage 
led her a d o g s life, between brandy 
women and the whip. One day, in a fi 
of delirium tremens, after scourgir 
whole household, including a pal 
faced Greek priest, named I'rbain 
Callamaehi, he drew a pistol upo 
his wile and was instantly murdered by 
the priest. There was a trial, but th 
proof of self-defense was sufficient 
Aglae and I'rbain were acquitted, but t! 
latter was sent to a monastery and Aglf 
banished. When she reached Buda, on 
her way to Italy, the priest met her at th 
hotel door and flung himself at her feet 
He had escaped. She sent for the Am.-ri 
can consul and married the priest, ri 
was an o; him eater, this I'rb.tiu, and ; 
year later, sailing down the Nile, th 
hymns of the Coptic monks at vespers si 
crazed him with despairing recollection 
of a holy past, in the light of a damne. 
present, tb it he slipped over tin 
dahabetah s side into the gurgling :! rod 
and was drowned.

This, mind you. is only legend. Wha 
is known is that in the winter oi 1872 7. 
Mate. Aglae Callamaehi caine to Wash­
ington. spent the season there, an l tb 
next summer was seen at run. 
fashionable watering places, 
winter she passed iu I ’lorida, 
the return of spring established 
that lovely Southern spot wL 
call here the city of Cupressina

’in November last, however, there was a 
good company—for Cupressina—playing  
there, and all the nice people o f the town 
who could afford to go were present. Mine. 
Callamaehi was there, in  a stage box, at­
tended by Walter Sorel and some other 
gentlemen, but Miss Dosier was seated iu 
a box alongside Julian Karpofsky, who 
had been rather attentive to the heiress 
latterly. After the first act Julian came 
to Mme. Aglae’s box, and there ensued 
some lively conversation between the two 
when Aglae laughingly sent him back to 
his companion. At the next break in tho 
performance, Sorel, who was a pretty con­
stant addorer, saw Aglae give an almost 
imperceptible sign to Julian to come to 
her. Julian either did not see her or did 
not respond, but kept his seat by Miss 
Hosier. A look of surprise, mingled 
with some pain, passed over Mme.

. Callamachi’s face, accompanied by 
a sort of hesitation that was quite 
marked. At that moment Karpofsky and 
Mias Hosier, gayly laughing and talking, 
turned, and both of them looked full lace 
into Aglae’s box. There was no more 
hesitation. With a large, imperious ges­
ture of her fan Aglae beckoned to Julian  
to come to her box iu the face of half the 
house. Julian turned bis back, while 
Miss Dosier coolly looked at Mme. Calla- 
machi through her lorgnettes with a wo­
man’s cruel stare. The battle had been 
joined, and Aglae was defeated. First 
day’s fight.

Her face lost none of its equanimity, 
however. Sortl, Lis eyes beaming, leaned 
over and murmured, “ Say the word, and 
1 will fetch that fellow to you by the nose, 
Madam!” “Appease yourself, Walter, my 
little ogre!" responded Aglae. smiling, as 
she laid her band upon his arm : “ Made­
moiselle over there is t-'ijeante, but it is 
her first season and her first passion ; be­
sides, the play is not over.”

When Sorel was about to leave Aglae at 
her door that uight she stopped him. “ I 
Lad prepared a lilt 
vx ill you take the chair at 
meant for another?'’ 
supped, and when lit 
full of love and Burgundy, 
pletely iu the toils.

Sorel's office was in  the im m ediate vi­
cinity of the courthoiis . He boarde r
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shall and making a Lurried toilet while the
stranger wait e d below, Waite r follow., i

et t wentv- the stranger. who walked w r; rapidly in
nine, and a woman of exceeding loveli 
ness. She was a dark brunette, with just 
the slightest tendency to embonpoint: t 
perfect Spanish face, with the clear poree 
lain complexion oi that style of b eau ty-  
large, dark, full eyes, fringed with lashes 
long, curved, with grace to drive a poet 
mad—eyes m elting and languishing, it' 
she chose, w ith passion or quickened and 
vivid with appreciation and intelligence: 
the daintiest hand and foot, and a shoul­
der and bust just statuesque iu their lines.
This lady dressed in dark colors and with 
exquisite taste and culture; she was well 
read; she had infinite world experience 
and S'lvoir f a i r c  she was rich, kept her 
house with regal magnificence, ente Gained 
charmingly; she affected and. indeed, un­
affectedly loved the society ot handsome 
young men, and defiantly snapped her 
fingers iu the face of every woman who 
questioned her character in any respect, 
or showed the slightest aversion for her.
You may be sure such a presence was not 
wholesome tor Cupressina, a place not re­
nowned for its sensations.

A universal favorite in the town was a 
young Pole, named Julian Karpofsky, 
who had settled there since the war and 
engaged iu business, which very respect- 
table foreign connections enabled Lint to 
pursue both with success and enterprise.
Julian, a man of fine presence and some 
accomplishments, good dancer and good 
linguist, fond of music and skillful as a 
perlormer. seemed to gravitate naturally 
toward Madame Aglae, and a famous 
friendship sprang up between the two, 
upon which scandal did not scruple to lay 
its unsparing tODgue. calling the intimacy 
one which it needed a priest to hallow.

utterer to deadly account. As was in ­
tended, Karpofsky sent a challenge to 
Sorel, and the cartel was .accepted.

Two days later, on a sand bar in a river, 
there was quite a gathering ot persons to 
see two young men pistol themselves to 
death. Some thirty or forty spectators 
were there, and a surgion, who did not 
forget that the first of professional duties 
was to look after his tee. Karpofsky s skill 
with the pistol was so well known that 
bets of fifty to ten were fr -ely offered, 
with no takers, that he would “ fetch" his 
man at the first fire. On the contrary, 
however, when the fatal signal was given 
Karpofsky fell, never to rise again.
