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THE STATE HOUSE.

Senate.
Mr. Breaux rose to a  question of privi­

lege. He said:
Mr. President—As it is the order of the 

day fur members who have been abused by 
the press ot this city, and who think that 
they have grievances to complain of a t the 
bauds of the press, to rise to a question of 
privilege, I therefore feel it incumbent on 
me to add my name to that last increasing 
list of much abused Senators. That able 
paper, the New Orleans Times,has repeat­
edly and persistently leveled at me the 
sbaft of an able arriole, and has heaped on 
my head the keen sting ot its pungent o: hi* 
oisin. I t  is not in en^er or in a spirit ot 
resCLtment that I make these remarks. I 
feel that may be in the past, or likely in the 
future, my action as a member ot this body 
may merit rebuke at. the hands ot the great 
fourth estate; but in this case the Times 
has not shown any discernment when it 
attempts to ridicule me for endeavoring, 
unsuoces-full.v, it is true, in asserting that 
the sugar produced by the producers of 
cane, what I then thought and still think 
an unjust encroachment on their rights, 
when they, of all other men, are in need of 
so much encouragement. I must confess 
that my faith in the New Orleans 
Chamber of Commerce in this case 
is not so unbiunded as that of tbo 
New Orleans Times, and tha t many plant­
ers j in me in this want of confidence in 
that august body. One word more. The 
Times has bad full sway in its tirade 
against me, but I am satieti d of the sin­
cerity of my motives, and I only wish to 
prut.ct the lights ot the consumer as well 
as the producer in fixing a regular tare on 
sugar. I uow assert that my ancestors 
were among the first to introduce sugar 
cane in Louisiana. I am directly interested 
in planting cane, and when I recall to my 
mind the good old days goue by, when I 
look over the magnificent sugar estates and 
thiuk of the cost ot sugarhouses built by 
sugar planters, and see now the general 
dilapidation th t  is everywhere apparent, 1 
still assert m at this subject is one that 
should have a careful consideration at the 
hands ot the Senate.

Mr. White called up Senate bill No. 128- 
report of a committee lying over—the city 
charter bill.

Mr. Wharton—I object; I want the regu­
lar order of the day.

Mr. White—I hope the gentleman will 
withdraw his objection, as this is one ot the 
m o t important hills yet before this Senate, 
and I move that it be made the special or­
der of the day for next Wednesday.

Mr. Dumont—1 move that next Saturday 
be substituted.

Mr. White—I move to table that motion, 
not because) I desire to throw obstacles in 
the way of this bill, but simply that the 
Senators may have ample time to consider 
the subject. As the session is closing, I 
consider this bill as important as the con­
stitution of the State. This interests 
200.000 people, who pay three-fourths of 
the revenue of the State, and it can not 
receive proper attention unless it be printed. 
When the bill comes up I think that Mr. 
Dumont and myseif will stand ia the same 
position in regard to this bill, and 1 am 
willing to remain here until twelve o’clock 
Sunday night, it necessary, to pass this bill.

Pending this the special order of the day 
was called, and Mr. Burch pressed action 
on the Louisiana University and Agricul­
tural College at Baton Rouge, and succeed 
ed in getting it dually passed.

Mr. Robertson called up Senate bill No 
So. fixing the fees of the clerks of the dis­
trict courts throughout the State, and 
called for a reading of the report and a 
reading ot the bill.

Mr. Robertson—At the request of some 
lawyers here there is one section which I 
wirh to amend. I wish to change titteen 
cents and insert ten cents for costs in mak­
ing out transcripts of appeal.

The amendment was adopted. The ten 
cents is for every hundred written words, 
and the bill was adopted.

The city charter bill was resumed.
Mr. Goode—I should not like to vote on 

this bill, because it has nor, been fully pre­
sented to the citv members, and I hope that 
members will allow us from the country 
ample time to consider this bill. I am not 
prepared to vote on the question, because I 
am not informed of its provisions. I should 
like to see it referred to a ci nfereDce com- 
mittee, therefore I move to table Mr. Du 
mont’s motion.

Mr Dumont—This bill has already been 
in the hands of the Property Holders 
Union, and that body approves of it in part. 
A member of that Union handed the bill to

^M r. White—I am informed by the chair­
man ot the executive •committee of the
Union that this is not one ot their bibs, and 
I am prepared to substantiate what I say.

Mr. Dumont—I state that this bill was 
originally hunded to me by one of their 
presidents, but I amended it. Tne bill is a 
good one, and will na-et with approval ot a 
iuajuri'v of citizens.

Mr Wliiie—The bill has not been before 
a commi tee, and members have not bad an 
opportunity to examine it. I am not pre­
pared to vote on a bill of such uugnuude, 
and there is no necessity for such haste as 
has been displayed in this affair. I can not 
understand the motive in hurrying it 
through Laws to govern large cities in­
terest people all over the world.

The bill was adopted.
Tne biil to dose the Bonnet Carre and 

other crevasses was adopted.
The Southern Paeitio railroad hill was 

eaded np by Mr. Grover, and considerable 
debate was had on it, keeping the session 
until near midnight, which fact prevented 
the reporter from furnishing the several 
speeches made on the subject. The Senate 
was equally divided on a motion to post­
pone, and there were three tie votes on it. 
However, the committee’s report was 
adopted, and the bill made the special 
order for one o'clock to-day.

Mr Stamps, in the course of his remarks, 
stated that the House was anxious to get 
the bill back again for further considera­
tion, as some of the members had not un­
derstood it.

Mr Grover insisted that the bill was be, 
yond the reaoh of the House, and that he 
did not understand tha opposition on the 
part of some of his confreres I t  not being 
a property holders’ bill may account for it; 
he did not like to have that or any other 
body dictate to the Senate how to legislate.

Honse.
The first business was the presentation of 

a memorial of the Property Holders’ Union 
containing resolutions expressing astonish­
ment at the passage of Honse bill No. 340, 
authorizing a vote of the people to deter­
mine whether or not a tax shall he levied 
for the benefit of the New Orleans Pacific 
railroad, and this called forth some per- 
onal explanations.

Mr. Voorhies considered it a very proper 
petition.

Mr. Wil'z said he was not in the House 
when the bill passed.

Mr. Kooutz said he was also oat, being in 
the Speaker's room. If he had been pres­
ent he would have voted against the bill. 
He moved the House withdraw the bill 
from the Senate.

Mr. Ray said the discussion was out of 
order, the biil not being before the House, 
it haviog been passed February 17.

Speaker Estilette ruled that the bill was

not before the House, and there being some 
disorder, requested members to refrain 
from all addressing the Chair a t once.

Later in the day Mr. Seeroan introduced 
a resolution requesting the Senate to take 
no action is the matter.

Mr. Piles presented a resolution to allow 
the commifee to investigate the affairs of 
the Felicianos and St. Helena, to sit twelve 
days after adjournment.

Mr. Matthews argued that the House had 
no authority to grant such a  privilege by a 
resolution. He iavored the investigation, 
but this resolution was unwise and useless. 
He read from Jefferson’s Manual, page 136, 
which decides that such power can only be 
given by joint action—by a law.

Mr. Ray moved to amend by preventing 
any expense to the Stats. He also claimed 
the House could not authorize a committee 
to sit after its adjournment, and insisted 
the report should be made daring the ses­
sion.

Mr. Woods, of West Baton Rouge, con­
sidered if the members eat after the session 
they should be paid, and he should expect 
his pay.

The resolution was ruled out of order on 
Mr. Matthews’ point.

Among a large number of less important 
ones was the resolution that no bill should 
be presented during the last three days of 
the session, which passed.

The bill to give Messrs. B. Bloomfield At 
Co. the printing ol the Supremo Court re­
ports came up.

Mr. Luvisee desired to postpone the bill, 
and that failing, yielded to Mr. Young.

Mr. Young said if he were shown some 
reason for defeating the bill, it that would 
save $1 he would vote for it. He read a 
letter from Charles Gayarre, Esq., the re­
porter, staving that the cost at present for 
those volumes iurnislied the State was $16 
He said the R epublican  bore out this 
statement, for added to the $8500 for print­
ing was the salary of the reporter of $2500, 
and that proved wbat he said of the cost 
being $11,000 to $15 000. Two hundred and 
fifty copies were enough. He did not care 
who printed the reports; he wanted econ­
omy, and would wish the Republican Print­
ing Company to do the work if it did it 
cheapest.

On Mr. Walker’s motion the bill was in­
definitely postponed.

Mr. Keeting’s bill appropriating $20,000 
to the Charity Hospital a t Shreveport, was 
discussed.

Mr. Keeting said during the past eight 
years there had been $200,000 appropriated 
for charitable purposes. This hospital had 
never received a dollar. The bonds were 
at the engraver's on Camp street. Aid to 
this hospital, which had been receiving sick 
and destitute strangers from the railroads 
and river for ten years, was necessary; it 
wonld be still more so when the Pacific 
road brought more people.

Mr. Hahn said the Charity Hospital ot 
New Orleans was $100,000 in debt, and that 
ought to be wiped out first. All over the 
city were creditors who had been supplying 
food, clothing, medicines, liquors, etc., who 
should be paid. The best way for Shreve­
port to do was to build the railroad to New 
Orleans, and then they could send their 
sick and destitute here.

Mr. Keeting said that Shreveport had a 
building for a hospital which it had pur­
chased and was now willing to turn over to 
the State.

Mr. Jeffries approved of the remarks of 
Mr. Hahn, that the State should pay its old 
debts before it contracted new ones. He 
was willing, however, to give $10,000, and 
this being accepted by Mr. Keeting, the bill 
passed.

Mr. Lowell explained the merits of the 
Crescent City railroad bill. I t was desired 
to extend the line to Carrollton, and would 
carry passengers for five cents—half what 
the other road was doing.

Mr. Hahu said it was a benefit to the 
poor people. It also provided the extension 
and privileges granted should have the 
sanction of the City Council. No one oould 
object but the stockholders of the other 
line.

Mr. Hammond called attention to the fact 
that the extension would be a benfit to the 
State by increasing the value ot the prop­
erty and taxable revenues more than four 
fold the exemption granted.

With Mr. W ilts’ amendment limiting the 
exemption to January 1, 1880, the bill 
passed.

Mr. Booth introduced a resolution of in 
quiry into the election of 1872, the com 
mittee to report a t the next session.

He said he wished it to lie on the table 
subj-ct to call. I t was a matter of grave 
importance, and if its object could be ac­
complished, would be approved by the 
whole people, the President and Congress. 
He considered, though, that the question 
must be left to the solution of time. A new 
element had appeared on the scene, for the 
first time in Louisiana politics, the people. 
They had not obtained all they desired, 
but he anticipated the time when they 
would oontrol the Senate, and the two 
houses set a t nought the illegal Governor 
In time, all parties wonld oombiae, and 
hereafter the rights of all be ascertained, 
whether exercised or not. The resolution 
was not introduced jocosely, nor to be 
treated lightly, but there should be some 
thing to show the next Assembly.

The resolution was disposed of in the
manner suggested. ... . ,

The House prooeed with the calendar, 
passing most of the bills on it, till Mr. Ed­
ward’s bill proposing to take a portion of 
Ascension and annex it to Livingston was 
reached. . . ,  .  ,

Here, finding the roles could not be sus 
pended, the House adjourned.

Carpet-Baggers.
Of the 293 members of the Forty-fourth 

Congress, hut fifty-two were born in the dis­
trict they tepresent. All the Senators and 
Representatives from the States of Iowa, 
Kansas, California, Minnesota, Nebraska, 
Aikansas and Oregon, are carpet-baggers. 
Wisconsin has hut one native born repre­
senting her, and the large State of Illinois, 
with nineteen districts, has but two. New 
Jersey Tennessee, Pennsylvania, North 
Carolina and Georgia send none hut what 
were to tbo waDor born. The S*>utii hii8 
eight, ot her Democratic sons representing 
districts in the Northern States, while the 
North send ten Republicans and six Dcum- 
crats Iron, the South. New York ho- tiny- 
one of her natives in the Senato and Houe* 
she gives the State of Nebraska her whole 
delegation. Little Delaware, with but one 
Representative, gets that ir ni her neighbor 
Pennsylvania. It would suem from this 
that these genrieinen have received their 
greatest political h inors in the land of the 
stranger.— Washington Chronicle.

The Levees.
From General M. Jeff Thompson, chief 

State engineer, who returned on the R. E. 
Lee, the following has been learned:

There are eighty men at work on the 
Goodrich levee in Carroll parish, which 
will be riveted andjmade safe.

At Belle Raleigh, in the same parish, 120 
men have been at work and it is now safe 
the protection levees beiDg all built.

At Omega, Millikeu’s Bend, and Mr. Mc- 
vancy’s, in Madison parish, from 120 to 150 
men have been at work, and they are now 
safe.

At Maher there is yet two feet of batture, 
and orders have been given to throw up u 
potato ridge.

In the parish of Tensas the little run 
round has been built at Lower Hard Times, 
and the little protection levee a t W ater­
proof. The main line is delayed until the 
cane is developed.

At Henderson’s Point, in Concordia, the 
levee caved 1000 feet; all levees below that 
will not be built.

General Thompson states that along the 
entire line the danger is great, the levees 
being liable to cave in. He also asserts 
that although the river is not as high as it 
was in 1874 the volume ot water is greater, 
consequently in case of a crevasse back 
lands will be tlooded to a greater extent 
than last year.

Court Items.

the attention of the grand jury yesterday, 
and as that body returned a finding which 
went on the secret tiles it may be supposed 
some action was taken.

Judge Billiugs administered the oath of 
office to Clerk J  hn Devcn-hire and his 
deputies, Messrs. K. Loew and J. A. Chir- 
bouret. The latter retain the places they 
have heretofore filled so worthily.

The oountry docket is on in the Supreme 
Court this week.

Judge Ilawkini appeared in his office yes­
terday, but was not well enough to preside 
in court. All cases were continued by pref­
erence.

Judge Saucier has recovered from bis ill­
ness and opened his court yesterday.

Are We to Have an Indian WnrC
It looks as though we ate to drift into a 

war with the Sioux Indians, of the Black 
Hills, unless something is done to avert it. 
Tne Dakota, or Sioux, ib by tar the s rong- 
est of the uncivilized tribes ot the West. 
General Custer computes that in case of 
general war they could put trorn 8000 to 
10,000 warriors in the field, but the number 
has been raised b ‘. others familiar with In­
dian affairs to 15.000. Contrary to the case 
of other tribes they have increased 
numbers duriug tbe past twenty-five years 
and are well armed. They are as brave 
in fighting as Indians generally and as 
canning as serpents. They are led by able 
chiefs, and but for the fact that the leaders 
of the different bands are almost as jealous 
of each other as of the whites we should 
have had war along the line of the North­
ern Pacific railroad long since. The irrup 
tion of adventurous miners into the Black 
Hills as scon as the winter is over will 
probably lead to trouble, the negotiations 
with the Sioux for the purchase of the hills 
last year having come to naught. While 
many ot the shrewd old chiefs, who 
would like to make what they would 
thiuk a good bargain with the gov­
ernment, will try to restrain their foi 
lowers, it ia to he feared that some of the 
young braves of the roving hands will de­
scend on the miners and so precipitate hos­
tilities. Blood once shed on the border 
means blood to be shed, and unless the gov­
ernment ia very alert we may tiud ourseivea 
in the midat of a war to which the Modoc 
struggle will be a ineie bagatelle, and 
which will coat millions in money and pos­
sibly thousauda of lives. It is, of course, 
correct to take the best military precau­
tions, and General Custer is a good man to 
into st with them; but the best efforts 
must be made to prevent hostilities, by 
seeking lair peace terms with the 
Indians, Iu the present depressed
state of trade a rapid increase of 
territory available tor set'leinent is not our 
greatest desideratum, hut while these grand 
wild regious remain to tempt those who 
have ta led in the E .st, we may be certain 
that the energy which hard times keep 
latent will enueavor to assert its* It out 
there. The cry of “gold” raises an insatiate 
hunger at any time, aud no w it is likely to 
be doubly effective, no matter how misera­
bly the ‘diggings may -‘pan out.” Dangei 
will not deter the adventurous. The pru­
dence of neither Indians nor miners can be 
relied on. While there is yet time let the 
government do all in its power to prevent a 
war. This is a national aud not a political 
question.—New Fork Herald.

The Vermilion and the Teche.
Congressman Darrali intends to ask Con 

gress for a survey by the United States 
engineers of the Vermilion bayou and the 
bar a t its mouth, preparatory to haviug an 
appropriation made for the dredging ot the 
bar and removal of obstructions to naviga­
tion in the bayou. This is a very necessary 
work, as steamboats are now detained for 
hours, and even days, at the bar when 
there is a north wind making the tide low 
With a small amount judiciously expended 
in the bayou iu removing obstructions and 
perhaps dredging shallows, there will be 
good navigation to Vermilionvilie, or near 
that town, in Lafayette parish. This would 
give an outlet tor the pio.luceof two par 
ishes. At prest-nt most of the cotton of 
Lafayette is hauled twenty-five miles to ; 
New Iberia for shipment. Water t. ■ : oo~- i 
tation is the best for heavy p roducts  like j 
sugar and cotton, and we hope to -.ae fc : !

Philadelphia.

We are sure that our schools will 
do credit to themselves, and that the work 
of our pupils will compare favorably with 
that of the other citiun of the country.

The Cotton Frauds.
The grand jary of the United States court 

at New Orleans having found indictments 
against J  J  Weed and George Taylor, at­
torneys, of this city, and Samuel Garnage, 
alleging that they entered into a conspiracy 
to defraud the United States, through the 
Court of Claims, in the Cleveland & Mills 
cotton ca-e, involving $387,000, Messrs. 
Weed and Taylor, on hearing of the indict­
ment to-day, promptly gave bail for their 
appearance iu the sum of $10,000eacn. (ear 
uage was the agent employed to take testi­
mony. When counsel beard of !ts sus­
picious character they went into the Court 
of Claims and struck it trom the files, thus 
abandoning the case. Their connection with 
the matter was purely professional, and 
they believe the elaim to he boih honest 
and just if they have not been deceived by 
persous who have maintained a high char­
acter in tbe community where they have 
lived tor thirty years. The reputation of 
Messrs. Taylor and Weed in this city is such 
as to exclude any suspicion of intentional 
wrong on their part — Washington Corre­
spondent New York Times.

Suit Against Fremont.
The heirs of John J. Crittenden have 

sued Fremont for $10,000, alleged to be due 
for legal services.

An Unauthorized Appointment.
It ha t been decided that the appointment 

of Shanks as commissioner for the Indian 
Territory is unauthorized by law. Five 
thousand dollars already paid Shanks.

Railroad Matters.
General Fremont was before the sub-com­

mittee of the House Committee on the Ju ­
diciary to day, with reference to the late 
Transcontinental Railroad Company. He 
testifies that be knew of no money having 
been improperly spent to influence the pas­
sage of the bill and, therefore, could not 
furnish a list of beneficiaries as he had been 
asked to do by the committee. He waa 
closely questioned about the negotiation of 
tbe bonds of the Memphis and El Paso 
Company in Europe, and said the company 
sold them to parties in Paris, who was a t 
the head of the Stock Exchange, and who 
put them on the market with the declara­
tion that they were guaranteed by the 
United States government, which was not 
the fact. The company not only did not 
advise, but knew nothing of such a declara­
tion until after it was made. The Pacific 
Railroad Committee had no quorum thia 
morning, and, on motion of Mr. Atkins, ad­
journed tor a week, as some members are 
necessarily absent.

Revising the Pension Rolls.
The bill considered in the committee of 

the whole to-day restores to the pension 
rolls persons stricken theretrom for disloy­
alty. I t  will pass to-morrow.

The Democrats Troubled to Organize a 

Financial Policy.
The Democratic caucus committee held 

an adjourned meeting to-day on the finan­
cial question, but arriving at no conclusion 
they adjourned to meet on Friday. Tbe 
members of the committee say they are un­
der an injunction of secrecy regarding their 
proceedings, and therefore they are not a t 
liberty to communicate speoifio information 
on the subject, further than to asseit tha t 
all the members are desirous of harmonizing 
their opinions in view of the political as 
well as the financial importance of the 
question; that the delay in arriving a t a  
conclusion arises from the fear that if a  
platform he prepared to satisfy the hard 
money men, those of contrary opinions 
may be placed at a disadvantage in certain 
States.

The National Debt.

The following is the full text of the b ill 
in regard to refunding .the national d e b t , 
which was reported from the Senate Com­
mittee on Finance to-day, with a recom­
mendation of passage:

Be it enacted, etc., That the acts to au­
thorize the refunding of the national debt, 
approved July 14. 1870, and January 20, 
1871, be so amended that tbe amount of 
bonds bearing four and a halt per cen t  
interest, authorized to be issued, be in­
creased to $500,000,000, that they be pay­
able at the pleasure of the United States, 
after thirty years from the date ot their 
issue, instead of after fifteen years.

Sec. 2. This act shall not be construed 
to authorize any increase of the total 
amount ef bonds provided for by the acts 
to which this act is an amendment, nor to 
authorize any increase whatever of the 
bonded debt of the United States, and all 
provisions of the acts to which this act is 
amentia.ory not inconsistent with the pro­
visions of this act are hereby continued in 
force and effect. _______
