COURT RECORD.

WEDNESDAY, FEBRUARY 23, 1876.

United Staten Supreme Court.
The following case was submitted Febru­

ary 18;
Appeal .from! the Circuit Court for the 

eastern district of Louisiana —In this case, 
Burbank, widow of Thomas S. Burbank, 
sued Bigelow, a oi'izen of Wisconsin, al­
leging that her husband and Big.-low were 
partners in business, and that Bigelow had 
biougbt sui* and recovered against one Ed­
ward W. Burbank in his own name, in ia- 
vor of the rights of the copartnership, and 
that the sum secured by tlie payment was 
in tact an as-et of the firm. The prayer 
was tor discovery, an injunction, and that 
the judgment should be declared an asset 
of the firm.

The bill was dismissed for want of juris 
diction, and it is here contended that this 
decision was error; that as the defendant 
was a citizen of Wisconsin, he was prop 
erly sin d in the Louisiana circuit, the ser­
vice of process having been made within 
the jurisdiction. The delendant in eiror 
maintains that as Bigelow had become a 
bankrupt in Wisconsin, and the proceedings 
were there pending, the bankruptcy courts 
of that district alone had jurisdiction. 

United States Circuit Court.
