The constitutional rules being suspended
by a four-fifths affirmative vote of the Sen-
ate, the biil was placed on its second read-
ing and calendared for a third reading.

On motion of Senator Wharton the bill
was ordered printed in the journal.

It reads aa follows:

An act for the relief of the taxpayers of the
city of New Orleans, and to provide for
the payment of one third of tte interest
on the bonded debt of the said city.
SecTioN 1. Be it enacted by the Senate

and House of Representatives of the State

of Louisiana in General Assembly convened,

That the Mayor and Administrators of the

city of New Orleans are hereby authorized

and directed, immediately after the paasage
of this act, and annually for three years
thereafter, to levy on property within the
limits of eaid city an interest tax sutlicient
to pay one-third, and no more, cf the ac-
cruing intereet on the bonded debt of the
city of New Orleans, and from the interest
funds resulting from said tax to pay one-
third, and no more, of each and every ma-
tured interest coupon of the said bonded
debt upon the surrender to the city and
cancelation of the said coupon, and not oth-
erwise: and the aforesaid levy of an interest
tax, and the collection. division. enstody and
disposition thereo®. and the several tunds
arising therefror shall in all reapects he
governed by anc subject to the provisions
and penalties o1 1laws and parts of laws
now applicable ‘o the levying. collection,
custody, divisior nd disposition ot the in-
terest tax and ini crest funds of the city of

New Orleans; a: ! the aforesaid Mayor and

Administrators «i the said city are hereby

authorized to abolish any existing levy of

an interest tax, and to amend their bud-
get of expenditu 28 inaccordance with this
act,

Sec. 2 Be it further enacted, ete., That
all lawe and part of laws that contlict with
this act are herel; repealed.

The report of ti:e Committee on Corpora-
tions on Senate b Il No. 160, entitled an act
to incorporate the town of Greenwood, in
the parish of Cadie, reported favorably by
said committee, was taken up.
