HONEST MEN FOR OFFICE

THE ONLY HOPE OF THE FUTm

Speech Delivered by Geameral Leomard
- mewell, Betore the Noutherm Repub-
lican A Wednesduy Eveni

February 23, 1576. .

I am permitted by the committee ap-
pointed to regulate the order of lectares
on our political programme to deliver an
address upon the eighth article, which
reads as follows:

“The nomination and election in 1876
to all local trusts of men of integrity and
capacity.”

The text almost speaks for itself, yet I
will endeavor, by discussing the theme, to
impress upon you what the country ex-
pects from all good citizens in the coming
general election. Our organization stands
pledged by solemn obligations to set aside
party influences, and advocate the elec-
tion to places of trust ouly of men of
honor and capacity, who deserve the con-
fidence of the people.

We, the Scuthern Republicans, seek a
combination of parties, & combination of
interests, a combination of intelligence,
and a combination of honest men, to form
one grand unit, powertul enough to carry
out the policy foreshadowed in our pro-
gl'l\ll)llll’.

There will never be peace, order or good
government among us until parties exer-
cise a wise forbearance, aud are content to
bury old animosities in oblivion., The
country has too long been a rrey to con-
tending factions, who either by frand at
the ballot box, or by the force of arms,
have struggled with greedy pertinacity
to secure the spoils of office at the ex-
peuse of constitutional law and common
Justice.

Let us come forward and show that we
are not unfit to govern ourselves, or un-
equal to the task of appointing proper
men to office. The want of energy and
firmness on the part of far-secing, wise
and temperate politicians, once drifted
this State tnto all the horrors of a civil
war, the cruel memories of which still
linger among us, and serve to embitter
the social aud embarrass the political con-
dition of our people. We have suffered,
and are still suffering, from the results of
this fratricidal strite, contiscation, over-
whelming taxation and sectarian hatred.
To continue this perpetual system of par-
ty contentions and corrupt practices, will
most certainly drag us into another open
and armed collision more terrible than
the past. Are we prepared for this?
Shball we by supineness permit or aid ex-
tren ists of any side to obtain power, and
thereby renew a struggle unequaled in the
history of civilization? Better than this
would it be to redelegate cur righta to the
general government, annul the whole
body politie, and, coming under the rule
of centralization, submit to a military
oligarchy.

Any system would be preforable to these
coutinual couflicts, leading us step by
step to a state of anarchy which threatens
to envelope us like the robe of Niosuss,
bringing destruction in its deathly em-
bl'il('t‘.

It is curious to observe the workings of
parties, how they are brought together,
and how they ure dispersed: how thos
who have been most bitterly opposed to
each other will be enli-ted under one ban-
per, to tight the common enemy, and how
the strongest party may break up into op-
posing factions, when no longer bound
together by a commuuity of interests,

We bave seen in onr State 8 marked in-
stance of this fact. Those who remember
the antagonism ex{sting in ante-bellum
times between the old Whig party and
the Democracy may well marvel at the
fusion which tock place when the change
came over the land by the abolition of
slavery. What two parties could be more
vehemently opposed than the Demoerats
and the Whigs? Yet immediately after
the war, stung by the remembrance of
their sufterings, incensed at the wrongs
they considered they bad equally sustained
at the hands of a pitiless parent, bound
by the same interests, they joined
together to  oppose the  general
government. The Union men stood aloot,
and the Republicans confronted them.
Public opinion outside the Southern States
supported the latter party; hence it ap-
peared a wise policy for Whigsand Demo-
crats to unite against their common foe.
But the more violent spirits soon gained
the supremacy, the Demoerats assumed
command of the battalions, the Whigs
had to fall back into line, and became the
rank and file under the absolute control
of their former opponents, who, like the
despots of old, they led comqguered in
chuins, while the conquesors seized upon
the spoils of vietory.

The Whigs, although, without doubt,
the best thinkers in our commuuity, per-
mitted themselves to be whipped into lize
by the more turbulent Democrats, and
have remained in a state of thraldom, the
continnance of which will anniliilate theni
completely, a result greatly to be deplored,
for 1t is to the more cultivated minds, and
the most temperate and reasonable, that
the conntry shonld turn for aid i its
hour of danger. Let them arise while
vetitis time, hoist their standard, and

rally around it their sceatiered forees;
timidity will conquer nothing; let them

unite with the moderate of all parties, and
by an energetic effort, sweep every ob-
stacle away, and obtain a power which,
wielded with moderation, must secure a
glorious “tuture for poor Louisiana, now
lying bleeding at the feet of political ag-
gressiveness. How truly does the emblem
of our State represent its mournful condi-
tion! Louisiuna is the pelican, yieldmg
its lifeblood to its off-pring, and the
greedy politicians are the unnatural child-
ren preying on the vitals of their devoted
mother.

Contending parties must not forget, that
while at their political gambols Louis-
jana langunishes, *‘Nero fiddied while
Rome was burning.”

Parties constituted as they are at this
moment muet not vainly suppose that
they are *‘all the talents,” and that all
the virtues are invested in them; there is
a “‘third estate,” an unconquerable power
that can not be silenced by blatant party
protestations. It is *public opinion,”
voxr populi, vox Dei, that w11l susiain the
law, the State and the people against
overwhelming political aggressions.

I am not ignorant of the first causes ot
our misfortunes. but we must not waste
our opportunities in brooding over the
real or fancied evils of the pust. The con-
dition of things soon after the war, when
passion reigned paramount over reason,
brought about, as I have stated, a fusion
of the Democerats and Whigs, and they
rushed into power before the Republican
parly could organize itself. The old order
of things had passed away, all was transi-
tion, confusion and gloomy ferebodings,
and those who came into power scrambled
for whatever they could get.

Had they governed wisely and temper-
ately 1nuch good would have ensued, and
the evils tiat followed would have been
avoided, but they enacted laws which
threatened to annul the objects of the war,
and the freedmen, aroused from their
stupor when they found their new bory
liberties attacked, united with the white
Republicans, and, coming to the frium
were installed in office in 1369, with wha
success in local governincus is yet a sulijeet
of dispute; for taking the men of bot!.
parties at their own valuatiou, we can not
belp concluding that we have an over-

whelming population of the most incor-

ruptible and wisest lawmakers within the

limits of civilization. For my part, I am
inclined to believe that the gentlemen on
both sides over-estimate themselves, and
in support of my opinion I call your at-
tention to the disastrous condition of pub-
lic affairs.

1 have endeavored to abstain from re-
marky that might be construed as per-
sonsl, but the time may yet come when
the interest of the community will de-
mand the rending of the veil that hides
individual iniquities. To such as feel
guilty I say, beware! 'ljo those who are
wavering I give the warning, be on your
guard, keep in the path of dauty, or

A cbiel's nimang you, taking notes,
Ana faith, he'll prent it

Again I say, take heed! Let Senators
and members beware how they pass bills
ostepsibly for an innocuous purpose,
while a clause sneaks in exempting privi-
leged persons from penulties and taxa-
tion; let those tremble who have bartered
their political patrouage for their indi-
vidual gain. I could throw daylight oo
some of the iniquitous proceedings that
bring scandal upon our State, and merit
us the contermpt of the whole country.
Enough for me to say that we
want no venal legislators, no defaulting
tax collectors, no ineflicient and easily
inflnenced sssessors. Sweep away edn-
cational boards, composed of the unedu-
cated; crush out ot power treasurers de-
franding the school fuunds, and men
trading upon their patronage, placing
their tools in responsible positions, and
sharing the emoluments; and hurl from
high places men who trade away tue pub-
lic revenues for personal gains. These
are the delicguencies which degrade Lou-
isiana, and render ber a rebuke to a re-
publican form of government. Thelepers
wust be banished, the laws vindicated,
and the constitution no longer more hon-
ored in the breach than by its observance.

There is nothing so much talked of and
go little honored as this same constitu-
tion. It is in the mouth of every one who
endeavors to enact laws for dishonorable
purposes. If you look into the motives
ot these *‘constitutional hacks,” you will
find that it is used as a means to inflict
some contemplated outrage on the com-
munity. It is a branch ot liberty claimed
by some to enable them to be as wicked
and as profligate as they please. The
evil that has been done in the name &
the coopstitution may be computed, but
we know not what we may have to resist
m the fature. Stnke, then, at the root
with the ax. The time for action is
closing in upon us; let the action be
takeu in November, aud not September.
Vindicate the law,

It will be no easy task to nproot a sys-
tem so vicious, but we must buckle on onr
armor and come boldly to the tront T feel
encouraged by the strength of our organ-
ization and the material of which it is
composed. It fills me with hopetul an-
ticipations of iufluencing for good the
coming elections when I see aronnd me a
body of men true as steel, strong in their
determination to defeat misrnle and to
raise the standard of reform. Alseady our
influence is permeating throughout the
State; there exist among us order, peace,
triendship and a rigid obedicnce to the
laws, and we shall be fouud ever ready to
do our daty in support of our principles.
We do not seck to increase our numbers
from the Inkewarm or the faint-hearted;

we do not care to see on our roli
the pames of men who may come
to the frout for personal advance-

ment, and who would shrink back on
oceansions when  their presence might
serve the genernl good, nor do we desire
among us men who will throw stones
and bide their Lands. We only want
those who are bold, staunch and reliable,
and woe be unto him who comes iuto our
rauks, and then swerves or seeks to play
us fulse.  As we now stand we can boast
of uupity and firmness of purpose that
will show itself when the hour arrives to
support men of capacity and integrity; the
right men in the night place, regardless of
party itnes. To accomplish this cud we will
use our utmost en-rgy, and we will un-
deavor, if possible, to etfect our purpose
as peacable and law abiding citizens., Our
purpose is a righteous one, and in the
rectitude of onr cause shall we ficd the
strength requisite to grapple with and
defeat corrupt practices.  We do not de-
sire to dictate to parties what they must
do, but when the timue comes we will tell
them what they must not do; we hope
to effeet our purpose 1n a lawful and tem-
perate manuer; and with this declaration
we extend the hand o“elluwnhip toall goud
citizens and true patriots, calling upon
them to come to the rescune and join in
our campaign cry, *‘Louisiana first aud
party afterward.”

We mnst not be led astray by men who
sing their own praises tor the purpose of
selt-aggrandisement; good men are ever re-
tiring, biding their hght under a bushel.
We must have a more relinble gmde
than the estimate men put upon toem-
selves: let us look to their antecedents,
A good tree bringeth forth good fruit,”
A wan who s upright and fair i all his
denlings and subwmissive to the law is a
good eitizen, and will not belie the trust
reposed in Lim by Lis compatriots; let us
wenn ourselves trom party projudices, and
at least, as regards our local government,
take a more generous and enlightened
view ot the sitnation.

Political parties in the South consider
themselves mtegral with the great politieal
partics throughout the land, und in a con-
test for public coutidence affiliate them-
selves with those whose name they bear.
Now, it can not be denied that the local
questions at issue differ in a greal meas-
ure from the views of the nuational par-
ties; still the Republicans, asa whole, teel
that they are respousible for the change in
our domestic relations, and that unless
they support their party in the South the
principles enforced by the war might be
endangered.

On the other hand, the Northern Dem-
ocrats begin to fear that the conduct of
those claiming to be of their party in this
State may weaken their influence on the
public mind, and might jeopardize their
chance of success in the presidential elec-
tion. Hence it appears to me that unless
the Democracy here wish to cut adrift en-
tirely from the national party, they must,
by temperate and judicious action, con-
ciliate Northern favor.

Our first study, however, must be to
secure for our State an intelligent and
pure government, and trust to the great
and enlightened statesmen of our country
for protection aud the support of honest
priuciples over corruption.

partics and their pretended virtnes have
tairly tired usout. Allthis mostend; a re-
notion must come; the crisis is at band.
We derannd as a salvation the solidarity
of the prople, nnd ardent minds to form a
perty that will weed out from our midst
those corrupt and effete politicians that
have hitherto monopoiized the present
decrepid and bed-ridden combinations.
We have been enveloped in darknes;
night scems long to oar feverish im-
patience for the light of day. We have
faith, and trusttully look for the dawn,
for it is vouchsated. Citizens of Louisi-
ana! Sons of Louisiana! How long will
you permit your patriotism to lie dor-
mant? How long is our State to be
piunged in the slough of despond ?

The reraedy lies in our hands. Let us
not be discouraged.  We turn to the pages
of history and there find that all coun-
tries have passed through similar epochs
of political degradation. We need not go
very fur buck to find venality and corrup-
tion riding rampant among the English
rulers, and Walpole himself declaring
openly that every man bad his price, and
Le knew the price of each.

If, then, a
wenarchical government can wade suc-
cesstully through vice and infamy to reach
a baven of probity, why need we in a re-
publican government despair of a similar
result

Let us rather work hopefally in the be-
lief tbut we are on the threshold of a
Lew eTa.

The one hundredth anniversary of the
birth of frecdom is at band. Let it com-
memorate our regeneration; let the nations
of the earth bring forth their treasures.
what nobler offeringneed we produce than
that of a people rescued by their own ef-
forts frrom degradation. L+t us prove our-
selves worthy of the lofty minds who first
covstructed this wondertul emporium of
the rights of man, and when the scignce,
art and intelleet of the entire aniverse are
laid at our feet, let us not feel that we
have forfeited our richt to sit enthroned
on high, a living mouument of a lasting
freedom,
