Senator Ailain offered the following mo 
tion:

l move that a committee of three be ap- 
ro  Died l»y the Chair to investigate the ac­
tion of the Committee on Auditing ant. 
Supervising the accounts ot the S-.-nate m 
connection with the expenditures of the 
several appropriations for the regular and 
contingent expenses of the Senate, made by 
act No. 2 ot the session of 187o; that 
eaid committee be instructed to examine 
and compare the books of said committee 
and of the Auditor of Public Accounts so 
Jar as the same relate to such expenditures. 
That said committee be instructed to inves­
tigate the reasons why the Auditor ot Pub­
lic Accounts and the chairman of said com­
mittee have failed to present to this body a 
detailed itemized account of such expedt- 
tures at the preeent session, as directed by 
section live of said act, and that said com­
mittee bo authorized to report by bill or 
otherwise.

Senator Sypher moved to strike out the 
words “spocial committee" and inseit the 
words “Finance Committee."

Senator Detiege moved to lay the motion 
to strike out and insert on the table.

Senator Sypher made the point of order 
tha t the motion of Senator Allain is out o! 
order, on the ground that it conflicted with 
the duties of the standing committees.

The President ruled the point not well 
taken.

bly ol' Louisiana, for the regular session of 
1870: directing the Auditor of Public Ac­
counts to issue warrants to the chairman of 
Contingent Expense Committee of the 
House and to the el a'rman of the Commit­
tee on Auditing an l  Supervising the: Ac­
counts of the Senate on the Treasurer, and 
making such warrants receivable for State 
licenses: directing the Treasurer of the 
State to receive such warrants in settlement 
with tax collectors, and to provide for the 
disbursement of the amount appropriated.

Section 1. Be it resolved by the IIouso 

of Representatives of the State of Lorf- 
isiana, in General Assembly convened, the 
Senate concurring, That t ’lero shall be ap­
pointed a^special committee of two :rom the 
Senate ami three from tho House of Repre­
sentatives, which committee shall act and 
be known as tho board of examiners of the 
outstanding obligations and assets of the 
State of Louisiana.

Sec. 2. Be it further resolved, etc , That 
said board shall organize by electing one of 
tlieir members as president, and shall em­
ploy a secretary; they shall sit (luring the va­
cation of the General Assembly, a t the Slate 
House, and, after public notice, shall pro­
ceed to examine all outstanding obligations 
of and claims against the State, and make a 
statement of all claims examined by them 
to the next Legislature, together with the 
evidence submitted thereon.

Sec. 3. Be it farther resolved, eto., 
That said board shall make diligent inquiry 
as to the value of the assets of the State,

the amount actually due and collectible of 
the past due State taxes for each year, and 
recommend tbe mode for the collection or 
disposition of the same.

Sec. 4 Be it further resolved, etc., That 
for the purpose of aiding them in the dis­
charge of the duties imposed upon them, 
the said board, or its authorized agents, 
shall have access to and the right to order 
copies of the books and papers of all public 
officers or officers of ihe S 'uteof Louisiana, 
and they shall have the right to call on the 
Attorney General for legal aid or advice 
whin necessary to the proper discharge of 
the duties herein imposed.

Sec. 5. Bo it further resolved, eto., That 
all claims against the State of Louisiana 
coi presented to said board shall l>o pro­
scribed and nail on and after the first of 
July, 1877; provided that nothing herein 
contained shall affect obligations fundable 
under rhe provisions of aet approved Jan ­
uary 21.1874, known as the funding bill.

Six-. 6. Be it further resolved, etc , That 
the expanses of the said committee herein, 
provided for shall not exceed two thousand 
d iliarq  provided, that no member of said 
bn .nl shall be entitled to any compensal ion.

11 )use bill No. 415, entitled an aot to es­
tablish a Chaiity Iloepi’ul iu the paiish ot 
Caddo, to provide fur i s administration 
and government and to appropriate moneys 
for its maintenance and support.

Tho bill was read the fm t uiue.

by a four-fifths affirmative vote of the Sen­
ate. the bill was placed on its second read­
ing and referred to the Committee ou 
Corporations.

House b 11 No. 222, entitled an aot to re­
peal an act entitled an aet to amend an act 
entitled an act incorporating the South­
western Riilroad Company, approved 
March 15, 1815, ami granting aid thereto, 
published without the Governor’s approval 
among the acts ot the General Assembly ot 
Louisiana for 1871.
