On the seventeenth of Februvary, 154,
the Ilrewo apgain exhibited an elaborate
pageant representing “The Nations of the
World.," a femels figure representing
Earope, and seuted on & white bull leading
the van, the tablesus olosing with a picture
of the Arctic Queen seated on a throne of
ice.

The Mardi Graz of 1370 passed without
the usual celebration. The reason given
for the omiesion was that political troubles
put the desire of masquerade out of the
minds of our people. The question need
pot be Lero discussed; but it ia suflicient to
know that the lapss of two years has
brought back Carnival pleasures, follies if
vou will, with renewed zost, and the Mis-
tick Krews of Comus displayed lust nizht &
pegeant which for elaborateness of proper
ties, geoaracy of dress and srmwor, accord,
ing to the beet Enown suthorities, attention
to getail, and evidence of studions historical
roh.
