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MMe.o-i exhattciioii irom hi. continuous 
Service on the committee unreason^why 
he ebonld not address* the House nt any 
length. He spoke of the report as present- 
inn a ease of great shame and disgrace to 
all American citizens. As to the question of 
the impeaohability ef an officer who had re­
signed, he was not prepared to speak 
worthily, except to suggest that it oonld not 
he true that an officer, who was being in­
vestigated, and who bad been found by 
evidenoe to be a criminal, could frcmi 
justice. He alluded to what he oalled t̂he 
unseemly acceptance of 8®®***?** 
knap’s resignation, and referred to me 
English cases of Warren Hastings and 
.Lord Frenois Bacon, both of whom had 
been impeached after they had eeasedto 
bold the offices in which they committed 
crimes and misdemeanors.

Mr. Bass, Republican, of New York, 
another member of the committee, qu» 
tinned the statement of the chairman (Mr. 
Cl voter) as to this case having no parallel, 
and said that he would not have to leave 
his own borders in order to find not only a 
parallel for it, but he could find cases com­
p a red , with which this case was as white as 
the driven snow. He admitted that a mere 
statement of this case, as presented by the 
testimony, was sufficient to justify every 
member to vote for the resolution pre- 
nested*

Mr. Lamar, of Mississippi, inquired of 
Mr. Bass his opinion as to the impeach- 
ability of a resigned officer.

Mr. Bass replied that the English author­
ities seemed to maintain the jurisdiction of 
impeachment in such oases, but that in this 

-wountry it was an nnadjudioated question, 
—a one that was not free from doubt: 
bat his own best judgment was in favor 
of the right to impeach, and to let 
dm question be adjudicated by the Senate.

Mr. Hoar, of Massachusetts, in reference 
to a casual remark of some member as to 
this being a political question, entirely dis­
claimed and repudiated such an idea. On 
the point of impeaobability of a person not 
in office, he referred to the ease of Mr. 
Whittmore, of 8outh Carolina, in which the 
House bad determined that a formal actual 
renunciation of an office terminated the 
oMoe, and that any American citizen oould 
lay down an office held by him without 
nny acceptance of his resignation. Judge 
8tory had laid down the doctrine that 
it oould not be done in Eng­
land, but there any citizen oould 
he impeached, and, therefore, the 
English oases of Warren Hastings and 
Lord Bacon did not apply. In America no 
man could be impeached but a civil officer, 
end when be ceased to be a civil offioer he 
ceased to be within the literal description 
of the constitution. In this country the 
cnly judgment that oould be rendered in an 
impeachment oaae was removal from office 
end future disqualification from holding 
office, but by the statutes a person guilty 
of Aaoh offenses oould bo indicted, triod ind 
sentenced by the criminal oourts of the 
country. He protested against hot haste 
In this matter without having the testimo-
Sr printed. He thought such haste unwor- 

y this grave question, and if he stood 
clone he would still stand here to say so.

Mr. Blackburn, of Kentucky, another 
member of the committee, expressed his 
satisfact on that the report which had been 
read by his colleague (Clymer) showed to 
the world that nothing had been left un­
done by the committee to shield and shelter 
from dishonor any person except the one 
whom it was the duty of the committee to 
cvestigate and report npon. He oould not 

consent that the gentleman from Massachu- 
etts should make this a political or a parti- 
i question. He would not consent that

_t side ol the House should be placed in
the position of prosecutors and the other 
side should take np the position 
of defenders. It was a question which ad­
dressed itself alike to every member of the 
House. He regarded the case as an unpre­
cedented one in more respects than one. 
The action of the President in accepting 
Secretary Belknap’s resignation, under the 
eironmstanoee, was unprecedented, and 
this was the first instance in the history of 
the country where any man, claiming man­
hood and holding an exalted station, had 
sought to shelter himselt from legitimate 
investigation by interposing the dishonor of 
a wife. fS* nsation ] Passing to the 
question of the impeaobability of Mr. 

""Belknap, suggested that that
question, as Judge Story had inti-, 
mated, might properly be left to tb* de­
cision of the Senate. On sack a state of 
facts, would the House, he asked, shrink 
-from the performance of its duty because 
there might he the mist or shadow of a 
doubt on that pointl The House oould not 
do so. It wonld not he admissible. He 
quoted from the impeachment care of Lord 
Bacon, in which it was stated that when 
the Lord Chancellor had songht to save 
himself by the resignation of his office, the 
attempt was vain—the King did not 
smd could not interpose. Was the House 
to be told that the man in power 
at the other end of the avenue was able to 
gob an American Congress of a right and 
power which the King of Great Britain 
could not take from Parliament! [Sensation 
and applause } It need to be the theory 
that the King could do no wrong, but no 
man had ever been found bold enough in this 
country to say that the President coaid do 
i s  wrong. If the man who uttered the 
memorable sentence “Let no guilty man 
escape” held in his power to rob an Amer­
ican Congress of its rights to infliot punish­
ment, or to pronounce censure on a publicly 
convicted criminal, where was the barrier 
to be found beneath whose shelter the liber­
ties of the people could rest seouref j Ap­
plause]

Mr. Hoar—Docs ths gentleman say that 
Congress has the power to punish any man 
in this country!

Mr. Blackburn—I will cot submit to inter­
ruptions. I am the last man who would 
introduce one atom of politics into this dis­
cussion. It is not admissible here. The 
Republican members of the committee 
were as earnest aud honest in the prosecu­
tion of the inquiry, and in the presentation 
of this repot t, as the m-jority of this House. 
Wc have seen no difference in the commit­
tee room. I appeal to tbe members of the 
House that there should be no difference 
manifested here II fraud has been perpe­
trated; if criminality exists; it corruption 
has been proved; let the representatives of 
the people in this House so declare it, and 
send the issue to the court where it may 
Anally be tried, and if we are unable to 
pnnieh, where guilt is almost openly con­
fessed, let the responsibilty for that failure 
vest on other shoulders than ours.

Mr. Danfortb, of Ohio, another member 
of the committee, expressed it as his judg 
ment that the acceptance of Mr Belknap’s 
resignation in no manner changed the posi­
tion of that offioer to the country. He dis­
agreed, however, with the statement of the 
ohairman, Mr. Clymer, that the oondnot of 
this officer was the legitimate outgrowth of 
the principles of the party in power, and 
be expressed the hope that there would not

guilt by reading the .evidenoe in print! 
Was he to be blamed that when he found 
the most delieate relations in human life 
involved in this proceeding—a relation so 
delioate that he dared not allude to it in 
detail; if be asked an opportunity to con 
sider whether there was anything to 
be said in extenuation of so high 
and so great a misdemeanor! But 
it was too late to go back to 
that now; he and bis colleagues had been 
refused that opportunity, and now be only 
asked the attention of the House to the 
question whether tbe House did not need 
more time to ascertain whether this offioer 
was impeachable. After anoting from 
Judge Story on this point, he argued that 
the powers of Congress were limited by the 
constitution, and that if Mr. Belknap be im­
peached the Senate could not execute the 
constitutional provision which declare 
that he shall be relieved from offioe. 
If he were liable te impeachment, 
let it be understood that they were all 
without exception for impeachment, bnt if 
the Honse was establishing a precedent 
which did not rest on the constitution, and 
which was dangerous for the future, he 
thought it right that the Honse shonld 
panse and consider, by a report from its 
Judiciary Committee, the question of its 
right to make this impeachment. If tbe 
Honse oould impeach a man not in office, 
it might go back and impeach Jefferson 
Davis and John B. Floyd tor conspiracy.

Mr. Robbins, of North Carolina, suggested 
that there was a great difference between a 
conviction on impeachment and a convic­
tion on indictment. In the latter case the 
man might be pardoned by the executive, 
bat in the former case it oonld not be. As 
to the suggestion of the impeachment of 
Jefferson Davis, he replied that it had been 
decided that a Senator oonld not be im-
gcached, not being an officer of the United 
tatea.
The debate being closed, the Honse pro­

ceeded to vote on the resolutions. They 
were unanimously adopted. The Speaker ap 
pointed as the committee to notify the Sen­
ate of tbe action of the Honse, Messrs. 
Clymer, Robbins, Blackburn, Bass and 
Danforth, these members composing the 
Committee on the Expenditures ot the War 
Department, making the report.

Tbns ended the most bitterly painful 
soene that ever took place in this hall, the 
theatre of so many exciting events. The 
proceedings not being anticipated, nor tbe 
faots which led ‘ to them generally known, 
there waa at first no very large attendance 
in the galleries. Mr. Wood was speaking 
on tbe Hawaiian treaty in committee of the 
whole, bnt on an intimation of what was 
about to take plaoe, be left his speech un­
finished and gave way for a motion that the 
oommittee rise.

Mr. Clymer, in making his preliminary 
remaiks to the Honse, and in subsequently 
reading from the clerk’s desk the testimony 
which told in each a plain and convincing 
manner the gnilt of tne man who had been 
so trusted and honored, was visibly affeot- 
ed, and had to exercise a strong mastery 
over his feelings to suppress the poblio dis­
play of his emotions.

Many members, whose seats are 
in a remote part of the hall, took up posi 
tions in tbe area in front of the clerk’s desk, 
and all tbe rest occupied their seats, paying 
the most marked attention to the reading.

Before the soene had closed the galleries 
had all become crowded, inelnding the 
diplomatic gallery, where the Danish min-

The committee appointed by the Speaker 
will to-morrow proceed to the Senate Cham­
ber and eommunicate to that body the ao 
tion of tbe House. The Judiciary Commit­
tee will also to-morrow draw up the articles 
of impeachment and report them to the 
House. When adopted by the House, that 
body will, beaded by its Speaker and high 
officers, proceed to the Senate Chamber and 
demand the impeachment of Mr. Belknap. 
Then the Senate will (in parliamentary 
phrase) take order for the impeach men 
that is, arrange the time and manner of 
conducting the trial, which will be pros 
eented on the part of the House by its J u- 
diciary Committee.

The House adjourned.

resignation. From the harried and inco­
herent manner of Belknap’s communica­
tion to him, tbe President drew the conclu­
sion that Mrs. Belknap and not her husband 
was tbe guilty petty, and that the General 
assumed tbe responsibility and censure in 
order to shield his wife. Although he did 
not inform tbe President that he was ao 
tnally guilty himself, he confessed he was 
not free from blame.

Ijewis sought the advice of Mr. Randolph, 
who advised that the facts be brought De- 
fore Mr. Clymer, chairman of the Commit 
tee on Expenditures in the War Depart 
ment. Messrs. Lewis and Armes saw Mr 
Clymer and tbe latter gave a list of wit 
nesses, inelnding Marsh Afterward Mr 
Clymer thought Aimes was acting in bad 
faith, as the Seoretary said Armes had pro­
posed if be was restored to the army and 
certain other conditions complied with, he 
would drop the matter. Mr. Lewis said if 
Armes was seeking only to levy blackmail, 
of course they eould have nothing to do 
with it, but advised as Armes had furnished 
the names of witnesses, that they be called 
and examined, whioh was done.

A eorrespondent of the New York Tribune, 
writing from Cheyenne, February '24, says: 

Operations against the hostile tribes of 
Sioux, in tbe northern part of Wyoming, 
have at length taken shape, and troops are 
now marching toward Fort Fetterman, one 
hundred aud seventy miles north of Chey­
enne, which is to be a base of supply. From 
this point tbe column will enter a territory 
which has not been traversed by troops 
since the return of those from tbe posts of 
Reno, Kearney and C. F. Smith, alter tbe 
massacre of 1866, at which time this whole 
region north ot tbe North Platte, extending 
to the Yellowstone and Missouri rivers, 
was abandoned to the Indians. It 
has since that time been held by 
them as unceded lands, to which 
they oould safely retreat after marauding 
expeditions, without fear of being over­
taken by tbe army. Reservations were set 
apart lor all the Indians occupying this 
vast extent ot country, at points on the 
Missouri river and the North Platte, but a 
large number have persistently refused to 
go to the agencies assigned to them, except 
for occasional visits, and have remained in 
a state of semi-warfare with tbe whole 
Northwestern frontier. It is to punish these 
Indians and force them to the reservations 
to whioh they belong that the present mili­
tary operations are undertaken.

Notice was given to these tribes in De­
cember last, from tbe Department of the 
Interior, that they must go te their proper 
reservations; and furthermore, that all who 
did not comply by the last day of January 
would be considered as enemies, and a 
military foroe would be sent to punish 
them. To this demand they have paid no 
attention; on the contrary, they have made 
preparations for extensive plundering tours 
in every direction, threatening tbe frontier 
settlements of Nebraska and Wyoming, as 
well as the eastern portions of Montana

The Indiana at Red Cloud and Spotted 
Tail agenciee have thus far n trained from 
openly joining their more hostile friends as a 
mass; nevertheless, many of the young men 
at both places have gone north wiih this 
purpose, and it is not improbable that the 
lores now going out under General Crook 
will encounter the very best fighting mate­
rial in the Sioux nation. The Indians have 
shown unusual eagerness to procure arms 
and ammunition lately, and it has not been 
a difficult matter to accomplish this. The 
division of the responsibility of the govern­
ment and management of the Indians, has 
resulted in the curious tact that one de­
partment has supplied them with material 
writ which to oarry on a vigorous contest 
wiih another. Their arms are, in manv 
cases, of the latest patterns, and nearly ail 
are breech-loaders.

The time has come, however, when the

which ;§ ? soon tarn westward into those

of the Big Horn country, renders it nei 
sary that the vexed Indian queatiou shall 
be disposed of without delay. It ia 
economy to feed and fight these people. 
Onee for all, then, the government deoide# 
that feeding is its policy, even if it is neces­
sary to do a little fighting first; but feeding 
it must be, and feeding only.

It would be extremely difficult to give an 
accurate estimate of the number of Indians 
now off their reservations and roaming over 
the region whioh is to be traversed by the 
present expedition. Probably there are 
from 12.000 to 15,000 men, women and ehild- 
ren, and of this number not more than 3000 
warriors could probably be mustered* A 
force of this size oonld not long maintain an 
organization, but wonld be compelled to 
scatter for subsistence. _ Whether they will 
make an organized resistance, or adopt the 
policy of attacking trains and picking np 
detachments only, it is hard to tell. Psok 
mules will be the maio reliance from Fort 
Fetterman, and they will be kept close to 
the cavalry. Indeed, whatever course tbe 
Indians adopt, they will find that they 
have to deal with a very wily antago­
nist, who understands their character about 
as well as they do themselves, and whom 
they will find it very difficult to confuse or 
frighten. Not only does it appear that the 
hostile Inuians mast go to their agencies 
and remain, but the government has also 
decided that it is more economical to feed 
these Indians on the Missouri. They are 
more acoessible at Fort Sully, 8t. Pierre, 
and Rice, and the cost of transportation is 
muoh less to those points than to the agen- 
oies now occupied by Red Cloud and 
Spotted Tail. Hence, as soon as the North­
ern Indians are driven in, it is understood 
that these latter mast also go to the Mis­
souri. General Crook’s plan is to do the 
fighting in detail, and not to give the In­
dians now on reservations an opportunity 
of joining those who are not, and thus com­
bining their forces.

The troops at present detailed for these 
operations consist of five companies of the 
Second, and five oompaniea of the Third 
United states Cavalry, nnder command of 
General Joseph J. Reynolds, colonel of the 
latter regiment. These troops have seen 
a great deal of service on this frontier, and 
are all accustomed to its hardships and 
dangers. Part of them were with Colonel 
Dodge last summer in tbe Black Hills, and 
others were engaged in soonting and escort­
ing trains. The companies will not average 
more than fifty men each, making an 
effective force of less than 500 men. To 
this force will probably be added three or 
four companies of infantry, drawn from the 
garrisons of Forts Laramie and Fetterman, 
to be used mainly in protecting the trains. 
General Reynolds is an officer of experience 
and judgment. Before coming to this de­
partment he was in command of the De­
partment of Texas. General Crook, ac­
companied by Lieutenant Bourke, aid-de- 
camp, goes with the expedition, and will 
direct its movements.

A special of the same date from Fort 
Leavenworth says:

Fort Pease, on the Yellowstone, has been 
abandoned by the garrison. According to 
the latest advices reo* ived from that point. 
Colonel Biisbin had arrived there with a 
small company of troops, and bare ly saved 
the gariison, whioh was in imminent dan­
ger of being massacred by thp Sioux, who 
were gradually closiDg in on the fort. Tbe 
Indians seemed to be greatly enraged on 
account of tbe escape ot their prey. It is 
expected that Colonel Brisbin and bis 
troops will have to fight their way back 
to Fort Elliott. It is evident that the In­
dians are well armed and capable ot doing 
a great deal ot damage.

How to Have.
The way to save is to begin with little 

matters, and to begin at onee. No one 
eve; made bis way Irom poverty to riohea 
who scorned economy in small things, and 
could not comprehend the value of a single 
cent. The poor man who would get ahead 
pecuniarily mast learn that to save ceut 
alter cent—one at a time, if be can do no 
more—till he gets n hundred of them, and 
so has a dollar, ia a wise and noble thin, 
for him to do. Having thus actually save< 
his first dollar, be will have acquired with 
it a power of self-denial and a tenacity ot 
purpose which will enable him to save one 
dollar after another nntil he gets a hun­
dred; and then he can save on in­
definitely and become independent in 
fortune. ‘•But," says some one who has 
lived all bis life without saving, “how 
am I to save. My habits are fixed. How 
can I learn to lay by something for old 
age!" You must do as to money matters 
what a certain ancient school of phil­
osophers did as to morals. These old sages 
used, every night, to review their actions 
for the day, and see what they ought not lo 
have done that they had done, and what 
they might have done better of tbe things 
which it had been neoessary for them do do. 
So, too, must you every night review the 
actions of tbe day, and see what you have 
spent that you ought not to have spent, and 
how you might have got more economically 
what it was necessary tor you to obtain. 
Any one who faithfully makes snob a re­
view oi his expenditures will be apt to dis­
cover many opportunities for retrenchment 
and reform; and then, if he will, he oan at 
ones begin to save, and may acquire econ­
omical habits which will secure hiB future 
prosperity.

A Washing!** View.
A Washington special to the Chieage 

Tribune, February 22, saye:
Tbe present condition of political afiairs 

in Louisiana is cans ng much solicitude both 
to Republican and Democratic politicians 
in Washington. A very strong sentiment 
seems to prevail among tbe conservative 
politicians of L >ui.-i<tna m favor ot tbe im­
peachment of Governor Kellogg, Lieuten­
ant Governor Antoine and the President ef 
the Senate. This sentiment is approved 
and encouraged by some of the conservative 
Louisiana politicians now in Washington, 
while the leading members of the Demo­
cratic party, including Speaker Kerr and 
tbe most influential Senators representing 
both Northern and Southern 8tates, are of 
opinion that any extreme measures just at 
this firae would result in great barm to the 
Democratic party at large. Tbe Conserva­
tives who favor the impeachment of Gov­
ernor Kellogg assert that they do not pro­
pose to disregard in any way tbe Wheeler 
compromise. The leading Democrats in 
Washington are eppoeed te this impeach­
ment movement bi-eause they fear that, 
however just the cause of the Conservatives 
may be, it will be impossible to convinoe 
Northern people that tbe Wheeler compro­
mise has not been disregarded, and that 
Conservatives do not desire to obtain poli­
tical control by revolution, if revolution is 
necessary to accomplish their purpose.

A Canadian wag has issued a series of 
military orders in imitation of the reoent 
changes made by the Horse Guards in Eng­
land. “The Dominion navy,” he says, 
“consisting of two screw* and a stone boat, 
will rendezvous at Fort Erie; Toronto will 
be defended by tbe city council nnder com­
mand of the mayor. If the Americans do 
invade, it will only be alter dne legal notice, 
and in tbe proportion of only three to one 
in infantry, a dead equality to be rigidly 
maintained for cavalry and artillery, whioh 
are to be on both sides horse ior horse and 
gun for gnn.”
